STATEMENT OF THE CONDITIONS UNDER WHICH THE APPLICATION DONE BY
PHILKEN BUILDING CONSTRUCTION (PTY) LTD (HEREINAFTER REFERRED TCO AS
THE APPLICANT / TOWNSHIP OWNER) IN TERMS OF THE PROVISIONS OF

TOWN AS AN APPROVED TOWNSHIP

1.1 PROVISION AND INSTALLATION OF SERVICES

The township owner must enter into an agreement with {he local government,
Eskom and other applicable service providers regarding the provision of essential
engineering services {0 the proposad township, the psyment of bulk services
contributions, delivery of guarantees for engineering services and the long ferm
maintenance of sarvices in the township,

The lownship owner shail at the reguest of the Local Govarnment supply the
Local Government with a detailed scheme including plans, cross sections
and specificalions as compiled by a oivil engineer gpproved by the Local
Government for the provision of a underground water drainage system. Such
svstern musi be desighned in orger to dispose off the runoff of a 1:10 vear
rainstorn and musi ensurs that the runoff of 2 1:50 vear be guided to the
nearest defined walercource without flooding any adjacent properties. The
design of the drainge svstem must contain and describe aspects like tar
mzcadamization, kerbing and canalization of roads as well as the orovision
of retaining walls i reguired by the Locat Government.

The drainage system must where necessary, make provision for ths
catchment of stormwatar in catchmaent pits from whare it must be disposed
of in water fight pipes in such a way that no water coilections or seepags
shail cccur on or pear the ground surface. The mentioned water gipes must
be manutactured from durable material and must be appraved hy the Local
Govarnmant. The scheme must alse indicate the roule and gradient of
socess to each individual erf from the adjoining strest.

The township owner must construct roads according 1 the apprved
scheme at own costs and o the safisfaction of the local governmenl, under
the supervision of a civil engineer approved by the iocal government.

The township owner is responsible for the maintenance of stresis o the
satisfaction of the local government untii the sirsets are completed according
to sub clause {b) above.

The ownship ownsgr must make a propartional contribution, as determined
by the Director: Infrastructure Management, for the provision of & traffic light
at the intersectian of Viijoen Street and Hendrik Potgieter Drive.

{b; and (c] above, the iocal government will be eniitied to do the required
congiruction at the cost of the lownship owner.

SEWERAGE

The township owner must, at the request of the local government, suppiy the
foliowing detall regarding the sewerage sysiem of the proposed townshiz:

(i) Comprehansive iay-out plans;
{it: Crnss sections: and
(it} Specifications of materials and equipment to be used during the

sonstruction of such sewerage system.

The sewerage systern must be designed by an approved professional engineer
according to the specifications and standards {aid dowr by the focal government, to
the satisfaciion of the Director: Waler and Sanitation:

All matenals to be usad with the construstion of the sawerage system is subject o
the approva: andior amandment of the Director: Water and Sanitation.

WATER

The township owner must, at the request of the local government submit & dsiailed
scheme with plans, cross sections and specifications for the provision of an
undergrouns water reticulation system, for approval.

The proposed network musi maka provision for a pressunsed water connection fur
each individual erf and must be dasigred by 2 professions! engineer approved by
the local guvernment. All materiaiz 1o be used in the proposad watar network must
be approved by the local governmeni.

DISPOSAL OF EXISTING TITLE CONDITIONS

Al erven wust be made subject o existing conditions and servitudes, i any, with
ihe sxcepton of-

be ralocated ihe coste of such relocaton must be borne by the township owner,

RELOCATION OF TELKOM EQUIPMENT

if the establishmant of the township results in any TELKOM egupment or services
to be relocatad the costs of such rsiocation must be borne by the township owner,

RELOCATION OF INFORMAL SETTLEMENTS

The applicart shall, at hisfher own expence refocate aif informal settiements on the
praperiy concemed, 1o the satisfaction of the locai authority, if appiicable.

Bulfiding
plans submitied to the Local Government must ingdicate prevenistive
measures in accordance with the recommendations contained in the
engineamg gaclogy repornt which was dane for the township, in order
o limit damage to buiidings or structures due 1o the unfavourabis
Toundation conditions. Preventative imeasures need not be contained
in the building plans if proof can be given by the ceveloper that such
measures are not required;

(i} in crder to limit such damage the foundations and other structure
siements of buildings and structures must be designed by a
competent professional enginesr. ! is recommended that a speciiic
foundalion investigation be done for esch individuad erf prior to any
construction {aking place thereon;
