The
township owner shall in terms of Section 118(2)(b) of the Town Planning and
Townships Ordinance, 1986 (Ordinance 15 of 1986) make the necessary
arrangements with ESKOM, the licensed supplier of electricity in the township for the
provision of electricity to the township.

GAUTENG PROVINCIAL GOVERNMENT

(a) Should the development of the township not been commenced with, within a period of
5 years from date of authorisation or exemption, the application to establish the
township, shall be resubmitted to the Department of Agriculture, Conservation and
Environment for exemption /authorisation in terms of the National Environmental
Management Act, 1998 (Act 107 of 1998), as amended.

(b) (i) Should the development of the township not been completed within a period
of ten years from the date of their letter, the application to establish the
township, shall be resubmitted to the Department of Public Transport, Roads
and Works for reconsideration.

(6) DEPARTMENT OF MINERALS AND ENERGY

Should the development of the township not been completed within a period of five
years from the date of their letter, the application to establish the township, shall be
resubmitted to the Department of Minerals and Energy for reconsideration.

(7) ACCESS

Access to or egress from the township shall be provided to the satisfaction of the
local authority

(8) ACCEPTANCE AND DISPOSAL OF STORMWATER

The township owner shall arrange for the drainage of the township to fit in with that of
the adjacent road and all stormwater running off or being diverted from the road shall
be received and disposed of.

REFUSE REMOVAL

The township owner shall provide sufficient refuse collection points in the township
and shall make arrangements to the satisfaction of the local authority for the removal
of all refuse.

(b) The township owner shall, at its own costs and to the satisfaction of the local
authority, design, provide and construct all engineering services including the internal
roads and the stormwater reticulation, within the boundaries of the township. Erven
and/or units in the township, may not be alienated or transferred into the name of a
purchaser neither shall a Certificate of Registered Title be registered in the name of
the township owner, prior to the local authority certifying to the Registrar of Deeds
that these engineering services had been provided and installed; and
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(c) The township owner shall, within such period as the local authority may determine,
fulfil his its obligations in respect of the provision of water and sanitary services as
well as the construction of roads and stormwater drainage and the installation of
systems therefore, as previously agreed upon between the township owner and the
local authority. Erven and/or units in the township, may not be alienated or transferred
into the name of a purchaser neither shall a Certificate of Registered Title be
registered in the name of the township owner, prior to the local authority certifying to
the Registrar of Deeds that sufficient guarantees/cash contributions in respect of the
