Any objections to or presentations in respect of the proposed street closures must be lodged with the
Project Work Stream Leader at the above address in writing by not later than 22 March 2013. All
objections and presentations received shall be considered to establish the validity thereof as well as
any reasonable mitigating factors that may be introduced to address the objections and presentations
received, whereafter the unresolved objections and presentation shall be referred to the Mayoral
Committee for a final decision. Should no objections be received, the City shall be entitled to proceed
with the implementation of the proposed street closures on 23 March 2013.
