Government Printing Works has over the last few months implemented rules for completing and submitting the electronic 
Adobe Forms when you, the customer, submit your notice request.
In line with these business rules, GPW has revised the notice submission deadlines for all gazettes. Please refer to the GPW 
website www.gpwonline.co.za to familiarise yourself with the new deadlines.

cancellations
Cancellation of notice submissions are accepted by GPW according to the deadlines stated in the table above. 
Non-compliance to these deadlines will result in your request being failed. Please pay special attention to the different 
deadlines for each gazette.
Please note that any notices cancelled after the cancellation deadline will be published and charged at full cost.
Requests for cancellation must be sent by the original sender of the notice and must accompanied by the relevant notice 
reference number (N-) in the email body.

Amendments to notices

Customer inquiries

With effect from 01 October, GPW will not longer accept amendments to notices. The cancellation process will need to be 
followed and a new notice submitted thereafter for the next available publication date.

Many of our customers request immediate feedback/confirmation of notice placement in the gazette from our Contact Centre 
once they have submitted their notice – While GPW deems it one of their highest priorities and responsibilities to provide 
customers with this requested feedback and the best service at all times, we are only able to do so once we have started 
processing your notice submission. 
GPW has a 2-working day turnaround time for processing notices received according to the business rules and deadline 
submissions.
Please keep this in mind when making inquiries about your notice submission at the Contact Centre.

GPW reminds you that all notice submissions MUST be submitted with an accompanying proof of payment (PoP) or purchase 
order (PO). If any PoP’s or PO’s are received without a notice submission, it will be failed and your notice will not be 
processed.
When submitting your notice request to submit.egazette@gpw.gov.za, please ensure that a purchase order (GPW Account 
customer) or proof of payment (non-GPW Account customer) is included with your notice submission. All documentation 
relating to the notice submission must be in a single email.
A reminder that documents must be attached separately in your email to GPW. (In other words, your email should have an 
Adobe Form plus proof of payment/purchase order – 2 separate attachments – where notice content is applicable, it should 
also be a 3rd separate attachment).

In terms of section 103 of the Town Planning and Townships Ordinance, 1986 (Ordinance 15 of 1986), the Ekurhuleni 
Metropolitan Municipality, Kempton Park Customer Care Centre hereby declares POMONA EXTENSION 187 township to be 
an approved township subject to the conditions set out in the Schedule hereto.

STATEMENT OF THE CONDITIONS UNDER WHICH THE APPLICATION MADE BY BITWELL ENGINEERING AND 
HAULAGE CC (HEREINAFTER REFERRED TO AS THE APPLICANT / TOWNSHIP OWNER) UNDER THE PROVISIONS

OF 1986), FOR PERMISSION TO ESTABLISH A TOWNSHIP ON PORTION 640 (A PORTION OF PORTION 622) OF THE 
FARM RIETFONTEIN 31, REGISTRATION DIVISION IR, PROVINCE OF GAUTENG HAS BEEN GRANTED 

A. CONDITIONS OF ESTABLISHMENT 

(1) NAME 
The name of the township shall be Pomona Extension 187. 

(2) DESIGN 
The township shall consist of erven and streets indicated on General Plan Number 2089/2015. 

(3) DISPOSAL OF EXISTING CONDITIONS OF TITLE 
All erven shall be made subject to existing conditions and servitudes. 
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(4) PRECAUTIONARY MEASURES 
The township owner shall at his own expense make arrangements with the local authority in order to ensure 
that the recommendations as laid down in the geological report of the township must be complied with and, 
when required, engineer certificates for the foundations of the structures must be submitted. 

 
(5) ACCESS 

(i) Access to the property will be allowed from Main Street at the cul-de-sac / turning circle. 
(ii) No access from Road PWV 15 and Road K119 to the township shall be allowed. 

 
(6) ENGINEERING SERVICES 

(i) The applicant shall be responsible for the installation and provision of internal engineering services. 
(ii) Once water, sewer and electrical networks have been installed, same will be transferred to the Local 

Council, free of cost, who shall maintain these networks (except internal street lights). 
 
(7) DEMOLITION OF BUILDINGS AND STRUCTURES 

The township owner shall at his own expense cause all existing buildings and structures situated within the 
building line reserves, side spaces or over common boundaries to be demolished to the satisfaction of the local 
authority, when required by the local authority to do so. 

 
(8) ACCEPTANCE AND DISPOSAL OF STORMWATER 

The township owner shall arrange for the drainage of the township to fit in with that of the existing road and 
storm water infrastructure in the vicinity and for all storm water running off or diverted from the roads to be 
received and disposed of. 

 
(9) REMOVAL OF LITTER 

The township owner shall at his own expense cause all litter within the township area to be removed to the 
satisfaction of the local authority when required by the local authority to do so. 

 
(10) CONSOLIDATION OF ERVEN  

The township owner shall at his own expense cause the Erven 3668 and 3669 in the township to be consolidated. 
 
 

B. CONDITIONS OF TITLE 
 
All erven shall be subject to the following conditions imposed by the local authority in terms of the provisions of the Town 
Planning and Townships Ordinance, 1986. 
 
(1) ALL ERVEN 

i) The erf is subject to a servitude 2m wide in favour of the local authority for sewerage and other municipal 
purposes, along any two boundaries other than a street boundary and in the case of a panhandle erf and 
additional servitude for municipal purposes 2m wide across the access portion of the erf, if and when 
required by the local authority:  Provided that the local authority may dispense with any such servitude. 

ii) No building or other structures shall be erected within the aforesaid servitude area and no large-rooted 
trees shall be planted within the area of such servitude or within 2m thereof. 

iii) The local authority shall be entitled to deposit temporarily on the land adjoining the aforesaid servitude 
such material as may be excavated by it during the course of the construction, maintenance or removal of 
such sewerage mains and other works as it, in its discretion may deem necessary and shall further be 
entitled to reasonable access to the said land for the aforesaid purpose subject to any damage done 
during the process of the construction, maintenance or removal of such sewerage mains and other works 
being made good by the local authority.

National or Provincial gazette notices, where the Z95
or Z95Prov must be an Adobe form but the notice content (body) will be an attachment.

3. Notices brought into GPW by "walk -in" customers on electronic media can only be submitted in Adobe
electronic form format. This means that any notice submissions not on an Adobe electronic form that are
submitted by the customer on electronic media will be rejected. National or Provincial gazette notices, where
the Z95 or Z95Prov must be an Adobe form but the notice content (body) will be an attachment.

4. All customers who walk in to GPW that wish to submit a notice that is not on an electronic Adobe form will be
routed to the Contact Centre where the customer will be taken through the completion of the form by a GPW
representative. Where a customer walks into GPW with a stack of hard copy notices delivered by a
messenger on behalf of a newspaper the messenger must be referred back to the sender as the submission
does not adhere to the submission rules.

5. All notice submissions that do not comply with point 2 will be charged full price for the notice submission.

6. The current cut -off of all Gazette's remains unchanged for all channels. (Refer to the GPW website for
submission deadlines - www.gpwonline.co.za)

7. Incorrectly completed forms and notices submitted in the wrong format will be rejected to the customer
to be corrected and resubmitted. Assistance will be available through the Contact Centre should help be
required when completing the forms.

8. All re- submissions by customers will be subject to the above cut -off times.

9. All submissions and re- submissions that miss the cut -off will be rejected to the customer to be submitted with
a new publication date.

10. Information on forms will be taken as the primary source of the notice to be published. Any instructions that
are on the email body or covering letter that contradicts the notice form content will be ignored.

You are therefore advised that effective from Monday, 18 May 2015 should you not comply with our new rules
of engagement, all notice requests will be rejected by our new system.
