STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

Chief Bhambatha ka Mancinza led the 1906 protest against the imposition of Poll-Tax on his people. The protest spread
throughout Natal and Zululand before being crushed by the Colonial Forces in the Battle of Monte Gorge at INkandla Forest on
10 June 1906. The first skirmish was at Mpanza on 4 April 1906 and took place where this memorial stands. Bhambhatha was in
charge of this ambush in which four police officers were killed. Three days after the ambush Colonial troops burnt his homestead
and he escaped with his followers to Zululand. The Mpanza ambush was the start of a three month rebellion marked by
confrontation between the Colonial Government and those who opposed it. It was this rebellion that also resulted in the second
arrest and sentencing of King Dinizulu, to four years in prison, on charges of complicity.
