(c) a quantity surveyor's projection as to the time that it is likely to take to complete an infrastructure project;
(d) the anticipated [ead-time to deliver the required goods or services.

{4) If an organ of state awards a contract to a tenderer that did not score the highest points, in terms of
section 2(1)(f) of the Act, read with this regulation, that organ of state must, within 30 days of the award, report to the
National Treasury the following information:

(a) The reasons for not awarding to the tenderer that scored the highest number of points;

(b) objective criteria, envisaged in section 2(1)(f) of the Act, used,;

(c) the price of the tenderer awarded the contract and the price of the tenderer that scored the highest points;
(d) the duration of the contract; and

(e) type of goods or services procured.

Criteria for breaking deadlock In scoring

8.(1)  [f two or more tenderers score an equal totai number of points, the contract must be awarded to the
tenderer that scored the highest points for B-BBEE.

(2) If functionaiity is part of the evaluation process and two or more tenderers score equal total points and
equal preference points for B-BBEE, the contract must be awarded to the tenderer that scored the highest points for
functionality.

{3) If two or more tenderers score equal total points in all respects, the award must be decided by-

(a) in the case of two equal tenders, the tossing of a coin; or
{b) in the case of more than two equal tenders, the drawing of lots.
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Local production and content

9.(1)  An organ of state must, in the case of a designated sector, advertise the invitation to tender with a
specific condition that only locally produced goods or locally manufactured goods, meeting the stipulated minimum
threshold for local production and content, wiil be considered.

Where

Pt = Comparative price of tender or offer under consideration; and
Pmin = Comparative price of highest acceptable tender or offer.

Cancellation of tender

12.(1) An organ of state may, before the award of a fender, cancel a tender invitation if-

(a) due to changed circumstances, there is no longer a need for the goods or services specified in the invitation; or
(b) funds are no longer available to cover the total envisaged expenditure; or
(c) no acceptable tenders are received.

{2) The decision to cancel a tender invitation in terms of sub-regulation (1) must be published in the same

manner in which the original tender invitation was advertised.
{3) An organ of state may only with the prior approval of the treasury cance! a tender invitation for the

second time.
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Sub-contracting

13.(1) For contracts above R30 million, the tenderer must sub-contract a minimum of 30% of the value of the
contract to-

{b) one or more EMEs or QSEs; or
{c) one or more small businesses, as defined in the National Small Business Act, 1996 (Act No. 102 of 1996).
(2) If a successful tenderer subcontracts to another person without disclosing it in its tender documents,

the organ of state must penalise the tenderer 10% of the value of the contract, unless the tenderer submit a satisfactory
reason for failing to make the disclosure.

Remedies

PARKING METERS BY LAW
The Council of the Mahikeng Local Municipality has in terms of section 156 of the

Constitution,1996 (Act No. 108 of 1996), read in conjunction with section 11(3) (m)

of the Local Government:Municipal Systems Act, 2000 (Act No. 32 of 2000), passed
the following by-laws:

[1] Definitions

Parking Meters By Law

In these by-laws, words used in the masculine gender include the
feminine, the singular includes the plural and vice versa and, unless the
context otherwise indicates -

“Act” means the National Road Traffic Act 1996 as amended and includes
any regulation framed under the Act;

“Council” means the Mahikeng local Municipality established in terms of
section 155(6) of the Constitution, 1996, and established by and under
sections 11 and 12 of the Local Government : Municipal Structures Act, 1998
(Act No. 117 of 1998)

“Demarcated parking place” means a demarcated parking place on which
a parking meter has been installed;

“parking meter” means a device for automatically registering and visibly
recording the passage of the parking period and operated by the insertion of
a coin therein, and includes any post or fixture to which it is attached; or a
device for registering and visibly recording the passage of the parking period
and operated by inserting a coin therein and turning the handle, which is
attached for this purpose, as far as possible;

“Parking period” means that period of time of parking in a demarcated
parking place which is determined by the insertion into a parking meter of the
appropriate coin;

“traffic officer” means an officer appointed in terms of the Act and includes
any peace officer, traffic warden and/or any official authorised by the Council
to implement and enforce compliance with these by-laws and “authorised
official” has a corresponding meaning;

“Vehicle” means a vehicle as defined in Section 1 of the Act but does not
include a pedal cycle; and any other word or expression has the meaning
assigned thereto in the Act.

No person shall park any vehicle in any demarcated parking place within the
hours as indicated on the parking meter regulating parking in such parking
place, unless immediately after such vehicle has been brought to a standstill
in such parking place, he deposits the prescribed fee in such parking meter
and causes such parking meter to come into operation in accordance with
the directions displayed thereon.

No person shall park any vehicle, or cause any vehicle to be parked in any
demarcated parking place unless at the same time there shall be inserted by
him or on his behalf in the parking meter allocated to that space the
prescribed coin: provided that it shall be lawful without such payment to park
in a vacant demarcated parking place for such part only of any parking
period as the parking meter may indicate to be unexpired.

Parking Meters By Law
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[4] It shall be unlawful, either with or without the insertion of a fresh coin in the
parking meter, to leave any vehicle in a demarcated parking place after the
expiration of a parking period as indicated by the parking meter, or to return
the vehicle to that space within fifteen minutes of such expiration.

[5] The insertion of the prescribed coin in a parking meter shall entitle the
person inserting it to park a vehicle in the appropriate demarcated parking
place for a period corresponding with the payment so made: Provided that
notwithstanding the making of a payment as aforesaid, nothing in these
bylaws shall entitle any person to contravene any road traffic sign prohibiting
the parking of vehicles between specified hours.

[6] It shall be unlawful -

[a] to park any vehicle, not being a vehicle as defined in the Act in a
demarcated parking place;

[b] toinsert or attempt to insert into a parking meter any coin other than a
coin of South African currency or a denomination as indicated by a
legend of the parking meter;

[c] to insert or attempt to insert into a parking meter any false or
counterfeit coin or any foreign object;

[d] To damage or deface, soil or obliterate or otherwise render less visible
the face or dial of a parking meter or to write or draw thereon, or to fix
any handbill, poster, placard or other article, whether or not of an
advertising nature, to a parking meter.

[e] In any way whatsoever to cause or attempt to cause a parking meter
to record the passage of time otherwise than by the insertion of the
coin referred to in subsection [b];

[f] To jerk, knock, shake or in any way interfere with a parking meter
which is not working properly or at all, in order to make it do so, or for
any other purpose;

[g] To deface, soil, obliterate or otherwise render less visible or interfere
with any mark painted on the roadway, or any legend, sign, or notice
affixed or erected for the purpose of these by-laws;

[h] To remove or attempt to remove the mechanism of parking meter or
any other structure to which it is attached.

[7] [1] No driver or other person in charge of a vehicle shall park such
vehicle or cause it to be parked —

[a] in a demarcated parking place across any painted line marking
the confines of the parking place or in such a position that the
said vehicle shall not be entirely within the area demarcated;

[b] in a demarcated parking place which is already occupied by
another vehicle.

[2] The driver or other person in charge of a vehicle shall —

[a] if the demarcated parking place is parallel to the kerb or
sidewalk of the public road, park such vehicle in such
demarcated parking place in such a way that it shall be headed
in the general direction of the movement of traffic on the side of
the road on which the vehicle is parked and so that the left
hand wheels of the vehicle are substantially parallel to and
within 45.6cm of the left hand kerb: Provided that, in a one-way
street, reference to the demarcated parking of a vehicle in a
demarcated parking place applies to the right-hand wheels and
the right-hand kerb respectively;

[b] if the demarcated parking place is at an angle to the kerb or
side-walk of a public road, park such vehicle in such
demarcated parking place in such manner that it is headed
substantially in the general direction of the movement of traffic
on the side of the road on which such vehicle is parked.

Where by reason of the length of any vehicle such vehicle cannot be parked
wholly within a demarcated parking place, it shall be lawful to park such
vehicle by encroaching upon a demarcated parking place adjoining the
firstmentioned parking place, and if such be the case, any person so parking
shall immediately thereafter insert the prescribed coin in the parking meters
of both the said places.

The Council may whenever it deems it necessary or expedient to do so in the
interests of the movements or control of traffic, place or erect a road traffic
sign or sign indicating that there shall be no parking at any demarcated
parking place or places, and it shall be unlawful for any person to park a
vehicle or cause or permit a vehicle to be parked in such demarcated parking
place or places during which parking threat is prohibited in accordance with
the indications on such sign.

It shall be unlawful for any person to cause, allow, permit or suffer any
vehicle of which he is the driver or which is under his control to be parked in
any demarcated parking place except as permitted by the provisions of these
by- laws.

The provisions of these by-laws shall not apply in respect of an ambulance, a
fire-fighting vehicle, a vehicle used by a police officer, traffic officer or an

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inspector of licences in the execution of his duty or a vehicle used in
connection with the construction or maintenance of a public road or the
supply of electricity or water or any other essential public service, if such
service cannot be properly performed without contravening such provisions.

[12] The provisions of these by-laws shall not be applicable in respect of a vehicle
being driven by a medical practitioner who practices in the municipal area in
the execution of his duties, if such medical practitioner displays on the
vehicle an official token issued by the Council on the conditions and on
payment of an amount as determined by the Council from time to time.

[13] Any person who contravenes or fails to comply with any provision of these
bylaws and/or threatens, resists, interferes with or obstructs a traffic officer in
the performance of his powers, duties or functions as contemplated in these
bylaws, shall be guilty of an offence and upon conviction be liable to a fine or
imprisonment for a period not exceeding six months or to both the fine and
the imprisonment.

[14] Any by-laws adopted by the Council or the Council of a Municipality now
forming an administrative unit of the Council and relating to parking meters
are hereby repealed.

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CREDIT CONTROL AND DEBT COLLECTION
BYLAWS

The Council of the Mahikeng Local Municipality has in terms of section 156 of the
Constitution,1996 (Act No. 108 of 1996), read in conjunction with section 11(3) (m)
of the Local Government:Municipal Systems Act, 2000 (Act No. 32 of 2000),
passed the following by-law:

Bylaw

To give effect to the implementation of the Mahikeng local Municipality’s Credit
Control and Debt Collection Policy and to provide for matters incidental thereto.

Preamble

WHEREAS the Mahikeng Local Municipality has adopted a Credit Control and Debt
Collection Policy

AND WHEREAS section 98 of the Local Government: Municipal Systems Act, 2000
(Act 32 of 2000), requires a municipal council to adopt bylaws to give effect to the
municipality’s credit control and debt collection policy;

BE IT THEREFORE ENACTED by the Council of the Mahikeng Local Municipality,
as follows:

1. Definitions

In this By Law any word or expression to which a meaning has been assigned in
the Act, shall bear the same meaning in these bylaws, and unless the context
indicates otherwise —

“Act” means the Local Government: Municipal Systems Act, 2000 (Act 32 of 2000),
as amended from time to time;

“Council” means the Council of the Mahikeng Local Municipality; and “rate” or
‘rates” means a rate on property and or services as approved by council.

2. Objective of the Bylaw
The objective of this bylaw is to —

i. ensure that all monies due and payable to the Council are collected; ii. provide

for customer management, credit control procedures and mechanisms and debt

collection procedures and mechanisms;

iii. provide for indigents in a way that is consistent with rates and tariff policies and
any national policy on indigents;

iv. provide for extension of time for payment of accounts;

v. provide for charging of interest on arrears, where appropriate;

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vi. provide for termination of services or the restriction of the provision of services
when payments are in the arrears;

vii.provide for matters relating to unauthorized consumption of services, theft and
damages.

3. Application of Bylaw
This bylaw shall only apply to money due and payable to the Council for —

a. Assessment rates and taxes levied on the property
b. Fees, surcharges on fees, charges and tariffs in respect of municipal services,
such as —

i. provision of water;

ii. refuse removal; iii.

sewerage;

iv. removal and purification of sewerage;

v. municipal services provided through prepaid meters.

vi. all other related costs for services rendered in terms of the property

vii. interest which has accrued or will accrue in respect of money due and
payable to the Council;

viii. collection charges in those cases where the Council is responsible for
(aa) the rendering of municipal accounts in respect of any one or more
of the municipal services;

(bb) the recovery of amounts due and payable in respect thereof,
irrespective whether the municipal services, or any of them, are
provided by the Council itself or by a service utility with which it has
concluded a service provider agreement to provide a service on the
municipality’s behalf

4. Short title and commencement
This Bylaw is the Credit control and Debt collection Bylaw of Mahikeng Local
Municipality, and takes effect from the date of publication in the provincial gazette
