CALL FOR COMMENT ON DRAFT POLICY: LEARNER TRANSPORT FOR ORDINARY PUBLIC SCHOOLS

The Member of the Executive Council responsible for Education in the Western Cape, in terms of the authority vested in him by Section 3 (1) of
the Western Cape Provincial School Education Act, 12 of 1997, hereby wishes to announce his intention to determine policy with regard to Learner
Transport to Public Ordinary Schools of the Western Cape.

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WCED LEARNER TRANSPORT POLICY FOR PUBLIC ORDINARY

SCHOOLS

The Western Cape Education Department [WCED] aims to provide access to
schooling to all the learners in the province. To reach this goal, it is essential
that the WCED endeavours to improve the access that learners, especially
poor learners in rural areas, have to schooling.

Budgetary constraints severely impact on the provision of transport to
learners in two ways, as it restricts the provision of transport to learners who
really need it and it determines the minimum distance needed between a
school and the residence of a learner to qualify for transport. Although the
WCED has undertaken several cost analyses and studied various cost
options, it could not reduce the minimum distance of 5 km from the school. It
is difficult to determine the time it takes for a learner to walk 5 km, as smaller
learners may take a longer time, however, the average walking time over 5
km is estimated to be 1 to 1% hours.

It is thus the aim of the WCED, through this policy, to assist those learners
who can not access schooling, because they live too far away from the school
closest to their residence and would require a long time to walk to school.

The purpose of this policy is to provide clear criteria for the transportation of
learners attending public ordinary schools of the WCED.

As from 1 January 2009, this policy shall have bearing on all public ordinary
schools and be applicable to learners attending such schools in the WCED.

Applications for learner transport shall be considered subject to the
availability of funding.

The transportation of learners from areas that do not qualify for learner
transport, and transportation of learners who do not qualify for learner
transport in terms of the criteria in this policy, shall be terminated during 2009.

The Constitution of the Republic of South Africa (Act 108 of 1996) provides in
the Bill of Rights that everyone has a right to a basic education, which the
state, through reasonable measures, must make progressively available and
accessible.

The National Education Policy Act (Act 27 of 1996) is directed to the
advancement and protection of the fundamental right of a person to a basic
education and equal access to education institutions.

The South African Schools Act (Act 84 of 1996) provides in Section 3 (3) that
the Member of the Executive Council [MEC] of a province must ensure that
there are enough school places so that every child [of compulsory school-
attendance age] in his or her province can attend school.

Section 3 (4) provides that the MEC must take steps to remedy the lack of
capacity if there are not enough school places in the province.

Section 5 provides that all learners have a right of access to quality education
without unfair discrimination.

This policy should be read and applied in conjunction with the WCED’s
Learner Admission Policy.

Public transport is transport, for use by the general public, provided via road
and rail or water, including trains, buses, taxis, boats and ferries, and for
which a fare is charged.

Learner transport is the transportation of learners to and from school,
usually by bus, arranged and paid for by the WCED.

Appropriate school is a public ordinary school in which a learner should be
enrolled that offers the relevant language of instruction and the level [grade]
of instruction. An appropriate school is not a school that offers the preferred
subject that a learner may wish to take.

Where an appropriate school is available near the residence of a learner and
the parents or learner choose to attend another school that is 5 kilometres or
more from the residence of the learner, the parent or learner is responsible
for and shall bear the cost for the transport to that school of choice.

A transport scheme will be instituted only for 10 or more learners.

Peripheral and outlying areas, which are 5 km or more from the nearest
appropriate school and where no public transport is available

Peripheral and outlying areas immediately adjacent to the Cape Town
metropolitan area, or to a town, which are 5 km or more from the nearest
appropriate school and where no public transport is available

o All towns where public transport is readily available
o All towns where sufficient classroom space or an appropriate school is
available

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Criteria to qualify
for learner
transport:

Grade R learners

Learners attending FET Colleges are excluded from the use of WCED learner
transport.

All school excursions do not qualify for WCED learner transport.

Schools that arrange and manage their own learner transport do not qualify
for WCED learner transport.

Only learners registered as learners on the WCED CEMIS shall be
transported on WCED learner transport.

Learners who live in other provinces and who cross borders to attend
Western Cape schools shall not be accommodated on learner transport
schemes provided by the WCED.

To determine whether a learner qualifies for WCED learner transport, the
following criteria shall be applied in all areas and to all cases:

1. Learner transport to public schools of the WCED shall only be
considered by the WCED on condition that
o the residence of the learner is in an area that qualifies for learner
transport, and
o the distance by road between the residence of the learner and the
nearest appropriate public school is five kilometres or more;
and
e there is no public transport available that the learner can use to attend
a school,
¢ no hostel facilities exist at the school the learner needs to attend, and
e the learner does not receive a transport bursary or a boarding bursary.

2. In areas without sufficient classroom space or an appropriate school,
transportation or subsidising of learners to attend school shall only be
provided temporarily and to the nearest appropriate public school, as
determined by the WCED.

Where additional classroom space is provided in an area that has
insufficient classroom space, the learners from that area who are being
transported to schools outside the area must receive preference when
applying for admission to schools in the area that have received additional
classrooms.

NOTE: Five kilometres is measured along the shortest passable route that
the learner has to walk from his/her residence to the school.

Grade R learners who qualify for transport and who live in an area that
qualifies for learner transport shall be accommodated on WCED transport if
e the Gr R learners are part of the enrolment of the public school,
and
e alearner transport scheme to the relevant school is in operation.
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Due to the difference in school times, every effort should be made for
learners in Grades R — 2 who qualify for learner transport to be transported
on a transport scheme separate to that used for the older learners.

FET Focus School A learner attending an FET focus school, a Dinaledi school, or an agricultural

learners or technical school and who resides more than 5 km from the school may be
transported only if a transport scheme going to or past the school is already
in operation.

Physically disabled A physically disabled learner who attends a public ordinary school and who
learners resides less than 5 km from the school may be transported if a transport
scheme to the school is already in operation and it is practicable.

Exceptional The provision of transport to, or applications from learners who under
circumstances ordinary circumstances would not qualify for transport or a subsidy may be
considered in exceptional circumstances at the discretion of the HoD.

Dangerous Consideration will be given to transporting learners or to providing learners

conditions with a subsidy if the safety of the learner can be proven to be seriously at risk.
The onus rests on the learner or parent or guardian to provide proof that a
situation exists that would seriously endanger the life of the learner. The HoD
may request that confirmation from a relevant authority is presented of such
an unsafe situation or condition.

The following dangerous conditions may be considered IF there is no public

transport available and IF the situation is continuous:

o the crossing of a very busy main road or railway line where there are no
traffic controls or adult supervision available

« the crossing of a deep or very strong flowing river where no bridge is
available

e passing through areas that are inhabited by dangerous animals and
where no alternative route exists

o passing through areas that are frequented by individuals with criminal
intend and where no alternative route exists

Transport and
subsidy options
Transport: The mode of transport may include the following:

® Transportation by bus for groups of more than 10 learners per route, who
live 5 kilometres and more from the nearest appropriate school.

Subsidies: The WCED, at the discretion of the HoD, may consider subsidised support to
a learner instead of learner transport

é by means of a transport subsidy payable to the school. The school or
parents shall be responsible for the transport [or mode of transport] of
such learners.

(Please also see School-managed transport schemes.)
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@ by means of a boarding subsidy:
o for hostel accommodation — payable to the school [hostel]

o for private boarding - payable to the school. The school and parents
shall be responsible for payment to the person providing boarding for the
learner.

NOTE: The age, vulnerability and travel circumstances of a learner,
especially learners in Gr R - 2, must be considered before a transport or
boarding subsidy is allocated.

School-managed All schools that transport learners themselves, or organise any type of learner

transport schemes transport, must ensure that all the required transport regulations are
consistently complied with. Vehicles must also be checked regularly [at least
every six months] for roadworthiness and safety. A vehicle checklist may be
obtained from the Vehicle Inspector at Education District Metro East.

Appeal procedures Where a learner or his/her parents or guardians do not agree with the
decision by the Head of Department, the learner or his/her parents or
guardians may appeal in writing against the decision of the Head of
Department to the Member of the Executive Council [MEC] within 21 days of
receiving notice of the Head of Department’s decision.

Compliance Where a school does not comply with this policy, the circuit team manager
shall ensure that the school is supported and assisted until compliance with
the policy is reached.

Die Wes-Kaap Onderwysdepartement [WKOD] strewe daarna om toegang
tot skoolonderrig aan al die leerders van die provinsie te verskaf. Om dit te
bereik is dit noodsaaklik dat die WKOD sal probeer om die toegang te
verbeter wat leerders en veral arm leerders in landelike gebiede tot
skoolonderrig het.

Die beperkte begroting het ‘n ernstige uitwerking op die voorsiening van
leerdervervoer en wel op twee maniere; dit beperk die voorsiening van
vervoer aan leerders wat dit werklik nodig het en dit bepaal die minimum
afstand wat nodig is tussen die leerder se woning en die skool waarvoor hy of
sy moet kwalifiseer. Alhoewel die WKOD verskeie kosteontledings gedoen
het en verskillende kosteopsies bestudeer het, kon dit nie die minimum
afstand van 5 km vanaf die skool verander nie. Dit is moeilik om te bepaal
hoe lank dit vir ‘n leerder neem om 5 km te stap, aangesien kleiner leerders
langer mag neem, maar die gemiddelde looptyd vir 5 km word geskat op 1 tot
1%z uur.

Dit is dus die oogmerk van die WKOD om via hierdie beleid bystand te
verleen aan daardie leerders wat nie toegang tot die skool het nie omdat
hulle te ver bly van die skool wat naaste aan hulle woning is en ‘n lang tyd
nodig sou hé om na die skool te stap.

Die doel van hierdie beleid is om duidelike kriteria te voorsien vir die vervoer
van leerders wat openbare gewone skole van die Wes-Kaap
Onderwysdepartement (WKOD) bywoon.

Vanaf 1 Januarie 2010 sal hierdie beleid van toepassing wees op alle
openbare gewone skole en op alle leerders wat sodanige skole van die
WKOD bywoon.

Die Nasionale Onderwysbeleidswet (Wet 27 van 1996) is gerig op die
bevordering en beskerming van die fundamentele reg van ‘n persoon op
basiese onderwys en gelyke toegang tot onderwysinrigtings.

In artikel 3 (3) van die Suid-Afrikaanse Skolewet (Wet 84 van 1996), word
daar gestipuleer dat die Lid van die Uitvoerende Raad [LUR] van 'n provinsie
