To amend the Marriage Act, 1961, so as to validate certain 

marriages. 

(English text signed by the State President.) 
(Assented to 30th March, 1972.) 

BE IT ENACfED by the State President, the Senate and the 
House of Assembly of the Republic of South Africa, as 

follows:-
