1. Section 1 of the Promotion of Local Government Affairs Act, 1983 (hereinafter
referred to as the principal Act), is hereby amended by the substitution for the
definition of “local authority” of the following definition:

“‘local authority’ means any institution or body contemplated in section 84 (1)

(f) of the Provincial Government Act, 1961 (Act No. 32 of 1961), and includes—

(a) [an institution or body established under the Rural Coloured Areas Law,
1979 (Law No. 1 of 1979), of the Coloured Persons Representative Council
of the Republic of South Africa] a board of management or board referred
to in section 1 of the Rural Areas Act (House of Representatives), 1987

(b) aregional services council;

(¢) [a community council established under the Community Councils Act, 1977
(Act No. 125 of 1977)] any local government body established by virtue of
