- The disciplinary committee shall-also have the, power 
to order the production, for inspection, of any books, 
documents and papers in the possession of or under the

The chairman of the disciplinary committee shall be 
permitted to engage the services of a solicitor or counsel 
at any stage of a hearing of the disciplinary committee, 
‘to advise him on poinis of law and procedure.
