I am not offering
any competition with the S A R, more like a complimentary or sort of
supplementary service. According to my market survey I did extensively
among the Blacks, those needing to save time (and there are many) are at
present “‘forced’’ to hire very expensive, and mostly illegal, taxis etc.
making the trip costly and fearful. The need for my proposed service is
there, and I will gradually build up the business to cope with the demand
for this flexible service. As regards the tariffs and timetable: The tariffs
will be calculated as a percentage of the total journey fare and kilometres
travelled. To begin with, there will be two transporters leaving at
night and travelling through the cool of the night to their destinations as
quickly as the roads, and speed limits will allow.

Store on the Farm Harper 9778 and continue along Road 68/1 to the
intersection with Road 68/1 and Road 22/2 on the Farm Esperanza 1938.
Turn left and proceed along Road 22/2 to the Highflats bus stop, Highflats,
on the Farm Esperanza 1938 Magisterial district of Ixopo. Turn around and
proceed back along Road 22/2 past the intersection with Road 68/1, conti-
nue along Road 22/2 and Road 22/1 to the intersection of Road 22/1 and
the N.2, at Park Rynie on the Farm Park Rynie 1666, Magisterial district of
Umzinto.
