(3) The fees payable in respect of the replacement of a lost, stolen or damaged South African
passport, child passport, document for travel purposes or temporary passport referred to
in subregulation (1) and a passport referred to in regulation 17(3) shall be twice the
amount prescribed in that subregulation: Provided that in instances where the document
referred to was lost, stolen or damaged through no negllgence on the part of the holder,

- only the norrnal fee shall be payable
