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PART 1
GENERAL

Interpretation

1. (1) Intheseregulations, any word or expression given a meaning in the Act shall have that meaning and,
unless the context indicates otherwise—

"accelerated training" means an approved programme of intensive training that is designed to reduce the
period of qualifying service;

"accredited institution" means a training institution accredited under regulation 67,

"approved" means approved by the Authority;

"approved sea service”, in relation to—

{(a) a deck officer certificate, means sea service on trading ships relevant to the duties and functions carried
out by officers associated with the deck department;

(b) an engineer officer certificate, means sea service on trading ships relevant to the duties and functions
carried out by officers associated with the engine department;

(c) adeckrating certificate, means sea service in any capacity working on deck and carrying out duties and
functions associated with the deck workings on trading ships;

(d) anengineer rating certificate, means sea service in any capacity working in the engine-room and carrying
out duties and functions associated with the engine-room workings on trading ships; and

(e) a general purpose rating certificate, means sea service contemplated in paragraphs (c) and (d);
"assessor" means a person appointed as an assessor under regulation 19(2),

"assistant engineer officer” means a person under training to become an engineer officer;
“certificated” means duly certificated under the Act or deemed under the Act to be so certificated:

"chief engineer officermeans the senior engineer officer responsible for the mechanical propulsion and the
operation and maintenance of the mechanical and electrical installations of a ship;

"chief mate"means the deck officer next in rank to the master and upon whom the command of the ship will
fall in the event of the incapacity of the master;

"chemical tanker" means a ship constructed or adapted and used for the carriage in bulk of any liquid product
listed in chapter 17 of the IBC Code,;

"deck officer” means an officer, including a master, certificated in accordance with part 3, division 1: and
"deck officer certificate" shall be construed accordingly:

“deck rating" means a rating certificated as an ordinary seaman or able seaman in accordance with part 3,
division 3, and “deck rating certificate” shall be construed accordingly:

“endorsement” means a document appended to a certificate and entitling the holder thereof to serve—
(a) on a ship in a capacity other than that specified on the title page of the certificate:
(b) on a specific type of ship in the capacity indicated in the certificate; or

(c) on aship engaged on a specific voyage when he or she cannot comply fully with the requirements as to
medical fitness;

"engineer officer"” means an officer certificated in accordance with part 3, division 2; and "engineer officer
certificate” shall be construed accordingly;

"engineer rating" means a rating certificated as a wiper or an oiler in accordance with part 3, division 3; and
“engineer rating certificate” shall be construed accordingly;

"examiner" means a person designated under section 77(4) of the Act, and includes an assessor,

"fishing vessel" means a ship used for catching fish or other living resources of the sea for financial gain or
reward,

"gas carrier" means a ship constructed or adapted and used for the carriage in bulk of any liquefied gas or
other product listed in chapter 19 of the IGC Code;

"general purpose rating" means a rating certificated as an efficient general purpose rating (port operations)
Inaccordance with part 3, division 3; and "general purpose rating certificate” shall be construed accordingly;

"GMDSS" means the global maritime distress and safety system;
"GT" means gross register tons, and in the case of a ship with dual tonnage, the higher tonnage;

"IBC Code" means the latest edition of the international Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships
Carrying Dangerous Chemicals in Bulk published by the International Maritime Organization, as amended from
time to time,
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"IGC Code" means the latest edition of the international Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships
Carrying Liquefied Gases in Bulk published by the International Maritime Organization, as amended from time
to time;

"management level" means the level of responsibility associated with—
(a) serving as master, chief mate, chief engineer officer or second engineer officer on a trading ship; and
(b) ensuring that all functions within the designated area of responsibility are properly performed,

"mining operations" means the exploitation by a ship at anchor, whether by mining or otherwise, of the
mineral resources of the seabed or subsoil thereof, excluding oil and gas resources;

“near-coastal voyage" means a voyage on a ship of 500 GT or less restricted to the sea area adjacent to the
southern African coast between Punta do Ouro and the mouth of the Orange River and extending not further
than 250 nautical miles offshore,

"offshore" means seaward measured from the low-water line (as defined in section 1 of the Maritime Zones
Act, 1994 (Act No. 15 of 1994)) along the coast of the African continent,

"oil tanker" means a ship constructed and used for the carriage in bulk of petroleum or petroleum products;
"operational level” means the level of responsibility associated with—

(a) serving as officer in charge of a navigational or engineering watch or as designated duty engineer officer
for periodically unmanned machinery spaces or as radio officer on a trading ship; and

(b) maintaining direct control over the performance of all functions within the designated area of responsibility
in accordance with proper procedures and under the direction of an individual serving in the management
level for that area of responsibility;

"port operations” means voyages restricted to a port operations area; and "port operations service" shall
be construed accordingly;

“port operations area" means the sea area within a radius of 12 nautical miles measured—

(a) in the case of the port of Saldanha Bay, from the mid-point of an imaginary line joining the North Head
light and the South Head light; and

(b) in the case of any other port in the Republic, from the outermost breakwater light;

"port operations vessel" means a harbour tug, dredger, hopper, pilot boat, work boat, bunker barge, ferry,
tender, self-propelled floating crane or any other type of ship restricted to a port operations area,

“propulsion power” means the total maximum continuous rated output power in kilowatts of all a ship's main
propulsion machinery appearing on the ship's certificate of registry or other official document;

"qualifying service" means either approved sea service or sea service or port operations service, as
appropriate to the certificate concerned,

“radio officer" means a person employed as such and having responsibility for the operation of the radio
installations on a ship,;

“rating” means a seaman other than a master or an officer;
"Registrar" means the Registrar of Seafarers referred to in regulation 5;

“ro-ro passenger ship" means a passenger ship with ro-ro cargo spaces or special category spaces as
defined in regulation 11-2/3 of the Safety Convention;

"seagoing ship" means a ship other than one that navigates exclusively in inland waters or in a port
operations area,

"sea service" means service on seagoing ships,

"second engineer officer" means the engineer officer next in rank to the chief engineer officer and upon
whom responsibility for the mechanical propulsion and the operation and maintenance of the mechanical and
electrical installations of the ship will fall in the event of the incapacity of the chief engineer officer,
"specified by the Authority" means specified by the Authority in a marine notice;

"support level" means the level of responsibility associated with performing assigned tasks, duties or
responsibilities on a trading ship under the direction of an individual serving in the operational or management
level;

“tanker" means a chemical tanker, a gas carrier or an oil tanker,

“the Act" means the Merchant Shipping Act, 1951 (Act No. 57 of 1951);

“the Code" means the Code for South African Maritime Qualifications published by the Authority, as amended
from time to time;

"“trading ship" means a seagoing ship engaged in trade and proceeding to sea on regular voyages,
excluding—

(a) warships, naval auxiliaries or other ships owned or operated by a state and engaged only on government
non-commercial service,
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(b) fishing vessels;
(c) ships used solely for sport or recreation; and
(d) sailing ships of traditional build;

"unlimited voyage" means a voyage other than one contemplated in the definitions of near-coastal voyage
and port operations.

(2) Any reference in these regulations to a particular level of assessment shall be read as a reference to
assessment, in accordance with regulation 18, at that particular level to ensure that the candidate has attained the
relevant competencies specified in the Code.

(3) References in these regulations to the holder of a certificate or to holding a certificate are references to
the lawful holder of the certificate or to lawfully holding the certificate, as the case may be,

Introduction and classes of certificates

2. (1) Theseregulations prescribe, for the purposes of section 73 of the Act, the standards of competency
and the conditions to be satisfied for certification as master, ship's officer or rating on South African ships other than
fishing vessels.

(2) A person is qualified as a master, ship's officer or rating for the purposes of section 73 of the Act and
entitled to serve in the capacity and perform the functions involved at the level of responsibility specified in his or
her certificate on a ship of the type, tonnage and power and means of propulsion so specified while engaged on the
particular voyage concerned, if—

(a) inthe case of a master or ship's officer, he or she holds—
(i) avalid certificate of competency as such referred to in subregulation (3) or (4);

(i) a valid certificate of competency as such that is treated as equivalent to a certificate contemplated in
subparagraph (i) by virtue of regulation 23 of the Merchant Shipping (Safe Manning) Regulations, 1999,
ar

(iii) a valid certificate as such issued by or on behalf of the government of another country and has been
authorized to serve on a South Africa ship under section 83(1) of the Act; and

(b) inthe case of a rating, he or she holds—
(i) avalid certificate of qualification as such referred to in subregulation (5);

(i) a valid certificate of qualification as such that is treated as equivalent to a certificate contemplated in
subparagraph (i) by virtue of regulation 23 of the Merchant Shipping (Safe Manning) Regulations, 1999,
or

(iif) a valid certificate as such issued and endorsed in accordance with the STCW Convention by or on behalf
of the government of another country; or

(iv) any other certificate issued by or on behalf of the government of another country which, in the opinion of
the Authority, qualifies the person to serve on a South African ship in the capacity concerned.

(3) Subject to subregulation (7), the certificates of competency, with their limitations, endorsements and
relative levels of responsibility (if any), applicable to deck officers are—

(a) master (special grade),

(b) master
(i) master of a ship of any tonnage on unlimited voyages; (management level)
(ii) limited to mining operations;

(c) chief mate
(i) chief mate of a ship of any tonnage on unlimited voyages; (management level)
(i) endorsed master of a ship of less than 3 000 GT on unlimited voyages, (management level)
(iii) endorsed master of a ship of any tonnage on near-coastal voyages, (management level)
(iv) limited to mining operations;

(d) deck officer
(i) deck watchkeeping officer on a ship of any tonnage on unlimited voyages; (operational level)
(if) endorsed chief mate of a ship of less than 3 000 GT on unlimited voyages, (management level)
(ii) endorsed master of a ship of less than 500 GT on unlimited voyages, (management level)
(iv) endorsed master of a ship of less than 500 GT on near-coastal voyages, (management level)
(v) limited to mining operations;

(e) master (coastal)
(i) master of a ship of less than 500 GT on near-coastal voyages, (management level)

(ii) endorsed deck watchkeeping officer on a ship of any tonnage on unlimited voyages; (operational level)
(iii) limited to mining operations,

(4) Subject to subregulation (7), the certificates of competency, with their limitations, endorsements and

relative levels of responsibility (if any), applicable to engineer officers are—

(i) second engineer officer of a ship of 3 000 kW propulsion power or mere; (management level)

(i) second engineer officer of a ship of less than 3 000 kW propulsion power, (management level)

(ili) endorsed chief engineer officer of a ship of less than 3 000 kW propulsion power, (management level)

(iv) endorsed chief engineer officer of a ship of less than 750 KW propulsion power, (management level)

engineer officer

(i) engine-room watchkeeping officer on a ship of any kilowatt propulsion power, (operational level)

(i) endorsed chief engineer officer of a ship of any kilowatt propulsion power operating within a port
operations area;

chief engineer officer (port operations)

— chief engineer officer of a ship of any kilowatt propulsion power operating within a port operations area
only, with or without a port breakwater limitation; and

second engineer officer (port operations)

(i) second engineer officer or an engine-room watchkeeping officer of a ship of any kilowatt propulsion power
operating in a port operations area;

(i) endorsed chief engineer officer of a ship of less than 1 500 kW propulsion power operating within a port
operations area, with or without a port breakwater limitation.

(5) Subject to subregulation (7), the certificates of qualification, with their limitations and relative levels of

responsibility (if any), applicable to ratings are—

(a)

(b)

ordinary seaman (support level)

— limited to port operations;

able seaman (support level)

— limited to port operations,

wiper (support level)

— limited to port operations;

oiler (support level)

— limited to port operations;

efficient general purpose rating (port operations), and
efficient cook.

(6) The other certificates of qualification are—
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(a) proficiency in liferafts;
(b) proficiency in survival craft. and
(c) proficiency in fast rescue boats.

(7) The certificates referred to in subregulations (3), (4) and (5) may, in addition, be endorsed for service on
tankers and ro-ro passenger ships in accordance with regulations 51 and 52, respectively.

(8) The ranking of voyage limitations is such that the holder of—

(a) a certificate unlimited as to voyages may serve in the certificated capacity on ships engaged on unlimited
voyages of voyages of any limitation;

(b) a certificate limited to near-coastal voyages may serve in the certificated capacity on ships engaged on near-
coastal voyages and in port operations but not on unlimited voyages;

(c) a certificate limited to port operations may serve in the certificated capacity only on ships engaged in port
operations; and

(d) a certificate limited to mining operations may serve in the certificated capacity only on ships engaged in mining
operations.

(9) The certificates referred to in subregulations (3) to (6) shall be issued and endorsed in accordance with
the STCW Convention, except—

(a) the certificate of competency as master (special grade);
(b) the cettificate of competency as chief engineer officer (special grade);
) any certificate limited to port operations;
(d) the certificate of qualification as efficient cook;
) the certificate of qualification as efficient general purpose rating (port operations); and
(f) the certificate of qualification as proficient in liferafts.

Revalidation of certificates

3. (1) Acertificateas master or ship's officer issued under the Act in accordance withthe STCW Convention
shall not be valid for sea service unless revalidated in accordance with this regulation.

(2) Forthe purposes of revalidation, every person who holds a certificate referred to in subregulation (1) shall
be required at intervals not exceeding five years to satisfy the Authority as to—

(a) medical fitness, particularly regarding hearing and, in the case of deck officers, eyesight, in accordance with
the requirements of the Code; and

(b) continued professional competence either by—

(i) having completed at least one year's approved sea service in the rank specified in the certificate held
during the preceding five years; or

(i) having performed the duties appropriate to the certificate held that are considered to be at least equivalent
to the sea service required by subparagraph (i); or

(iif) having passed an approved test; or
(iv) having successfully completed one or more approved courses; or

(v) having completed approved sea service in the appropriate rank for a period of not less than three monﬂn_s
in a supernumerary capacity or in a lower officer rank than that for which the certificate heid is valid
immediately before taking up the rank to which he or she is entitled by virtue of his or her certificate.

(3) Every master and every officer shall, for continuing sea service on ships for which special training
requirements have been internationally agreed upon, successfully complete approved training.

(4) Application for revalidation shall be made in the manner specified by the Authority at an office of the
Authority designated as an examination centre.

(5) The Authority shall, if it is satisfied that the applicant meets the requirements of subregulation (2) or (3),
issue to the applicant an endorsement revalidating his or her certificate.

(6) Ifan applicant fails to satisfy the Authority as mentioned in subregulation (2)(a), the Authority may—
(a) restrict the capacity in which the applicant may serve in a ship; and/or
(b) limit the type of voyage on which the applicant may serve; and/or
(c) reduce the period of validity of the certificate,
and, if it does so, shall endorse the applicant's certificate accordingly.
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Equivalence of certificates issued before commencement of regulations, etc

4. (1) Regulation 23 of the Merchant Shipping (Safe Manning) Regulations, 1999, shall have effect for the
purpose of determining the equivalency of certificates of competency and of qualification, including the
endorsements thereto, issued under the Act before the commencement of these regulations, and thereafter, until
1 February 2002 by virtue of regulation 72.

(2) Application for the issue of an appropriate equivalent certificate shall be made in the manner specified by
the Authority at an office of the Authority designated as an examination centre.

Registrar of Seafarers

5. (1) The Authority shall designate a member of its staff to be the Registrar of Seafarers.
(2) In addition to functions bestowed by any other law, the functions of the Registrar shall be—
(a) to issue certificates of competency and qualification in accordance with the Act;
(b) to issue endorsements to certificates in accordance with the Act;

(c) to maintain a register of all certificates of competency and of qualification issued or recognized under the Act,
and of all matters affecting them;

(d) to make available information on the status of certificates of competency and of qualification, including the
matters affecting them, to other competent authorities or shipping firms requesting verification of the
authenticity or validity of certificates produced to them; and

(e) to perform the functions incidental to those referred to in paragraphs (a) to (d).

(3) The Registrar shall perform his or her functions in accordance with any applicable quality assurance
system implemented pursuant to regulation 7

Senior examiners

6. The Authority may, for the purposes of these regulations, designate one or more examiners as senior deck
or engineer examiners.

Quality assurance

7. The Authority shall implement a quality assurance system to monitor the working procedures of the
examiners and Registrar.

Syllabus committee

8. (1) The Authority may establish a syllabus committee the functions of which shall be to interpret the
syllabuses set out in the Code and to keep these regulations and the Code under review.

(2) The committee shall be chaired by a senior examiner, and the remaining members of the committee. not
exceeding eleven, shall be representative of the Government, the training institutions, the shipping industry and
organized labour in the shipping industry.

PART 2
ASSESSMENT

Proof of identity

9. Every candidate for a certificate or an endorsement shall furnish proof of his or her identity to the
satisfaction of the Authority. Such proof may be in the form of a valid South African identity document or passport
or, in the case of a foreign citizen or resident, a valid passport.

Dates and places of examination

10. (1) The Authority shall publish annually in a marine notice information (including dates, times and places)
about written examinations to be conducted by accredited institutions.

(2) A candidate for an oral examination shall receive confirmation of the date, time and place of gxamination
after the examiner has determined that the candidate meets all the requirements preliminary to examination
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How to apply

11. (1) Candidates for the issue of certificates or endorsements shall apply at an office of the Authority
designated as an examination centre on an application form obtainable from that office. The duly completed
application form shall be accompanied by the relevant supplementary documents specified in the annex.

(2) Candidates for oral examination shall ensure that application is made in accordance with subregulation
(1) at least 21 days before the date proposed for examination.

How to apply in special cases

12. (1) Whenever there is doubt about the sufficiency of a candidate's qualifying service, the candidate may
submit his or her case, accompanied by the relevant certificates, discharges, testimonials, training records,
watchkeeping certificates and such other documents as may be required, for special consideration by an examiner.

(2) Applications for certificates and endorsements by candidates abroad may be made by post and shall
include full particulars of the case, accompanied, where necessary, by certified copies of the relevant documents.
Original documents should not accompany such applications.

Declaration and proof of qualifying service

-

13. (1) Each candidate shall be required to make a declaration of qualifying service in the application form
referred to in regulation 11(1), and shall be required to explain in writing, to the satisfaction of the examiner
concerned, any period of discontinuity in such service.

(2) Certificates of discharge or a duly completed Seaman's Record Book shall, in the absence of evidence
to the contrary, be accepted as sufficient proof of the service recorded therein.

(3) A candidate for a deck officer certificate shall, where service in charge of a watch is required, produce
certificates of watchkeeping service signed by the respective masters of the ships on which he or she has served,
stating that he or she has acted as a watchkeeping officer for at least 8 hours out of every 24 hours' service claimed.
A candidate for a first deck officer certificate shall produce testimonials signed by the respective masters of the ships
on which he or she has served for the 12 months' qualifying service preceding the date of application for
examination.

(4) (a) Acandidate for an engineer officer certificate may submit testimonials as proof of workshop service.
The testimonials shall set out the kind of work the candidate has undertaken or in which the candidate has been
trained.

(b) Testimonials produced as proof of qualifying service by a candidate for an engineer officer certificate shall
be signed by either the chief engineer officer or the master of the ship concerned and shall state the candidate's
actual rank on watch, the number of engineer officers simultaneously on watch, the type of propulsion machinery
and power (in kilowatts) of the ship, and the nature of duties performed.

Bribery

14. A candidate who has been convicted of bribery in terms of section 314 of the Act or upon whom a penalty
for bribery has been imposed under section 324 of the Act shall not be admitted to any examination for a certificate
or an endorsement before a period of at least 12 months has elapsed since the date of such conviction or the date
of imposition of such penalty, as the case may be.

Unsatisfactory conduct

15. Acandidate or prospective candidate who, after having signed an agreement with the crew contemplated
in section 102 of the Act, failed to join the ship or who, after having joined, left the ship other than upon discharge,
or who has been found guilty of misconduct on board shall, unless the Authority directs otherwise, be required to
produce satisfactory proof of at least two years' subsequent qualifying service with good conduct.

Oral examinations

16. (1) Where an examination consists of a written part and an oral part, a candidate shall not be examined
in the oral part unless he or she has passed in the written part.

(2) Oral examinations shall be conducted by an examiner in the presence of an assessor. The purpose of an
oral examination shall be to ascertain a candidate’s competency in the practical aspects of an officer's duty.

(3) Every candidate shall, before being examined in the oral part of an examination, submit to the examiner
a certificate of results from an accredited institution, signed by an authorized person and showing—

(a) the candidate's full name and student number,;
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(b) the course or courses successfully completed;

(c) for each subject, the subject mark, marks obtained in the final examination (if applicable), final marks and
result; and

(d) the duration of the course or courses.

(4) Theoral examination for a deck officer certificate shall test a candidate's knowledge of the ambit and intent
of the collision regulations, and the mere ability to repeat the regulations verbatim shall not suffice to ensure a pass
in the examination, nor shall the lack of verbatim repetition necessarily entail failure, provided the examiner is
satisfied that the candidate grasps the full significance, content and practical application of those regulations. During
the examination a candidate shall not be required to handle a sailing ship, but his or her ability to recognize a sailing
ship's lights, and knowledge of a sailing ship's possible manoeuvres according to the direction of the wind, shall be
tested.

(5) A candidate may, during an oral examination, be required to complete a calculation or to elaborate upon
any section of the syllabus applicable to the certificate or endorsement for which he or she is being examined.

(6) A candidate who fails in the oral part of an examination for any certificate or endorsement through serious
deficiency in practical knowledge may, at the examiner's discretion, be required to perform further qualifying service,
not exceeding six months, before being eligible for re-examination.

(7) Acandidate who, without reasonable excuse, fails to appear for an oral examination at the appointed time
and place may be failed by default.

Written examinations

17. (1) Written examinations shall be conducted by accredited institutions and shall cover the subjects
required for each certificate or endorsement as specified in the Code so as to ensure that candidates have attained
the standard of theoretical knowledge required in the Code.

(2) The Authority shall designate examiners who shall—

(a) moderate examination question papers and memoranda at least 30 days before the appointed examination
date;

(b) moderate examination scripts;
(c) re-mark examination scripts at the request of an accredited institution; and

(d) consult with the relevant lecturer or internal examiner of an accredited institution when a negative trend or fault
is detected in @ memorandum, script or batch of scripts.

(3) In the subjects chartwork, navigation, naval architecture and emergency procedures for deck officers, a
candidate shall be required to obtain a pass-mark of at least 60 per cent in the final written examination. In all other
subjects, in both the deck officer and engineer officer syllabuses, the pass mark in the final written examination for
each subject shall be 50 per cent.

(4) In cases of doubt about a candidate's pass-mark in the subjects chartwork, navigation, naval architecture,
emergency procedures and engineering knowledge, the examiner's decision shall be final.

Assessment procedure

18. (1) Every candidate for the issue of a certificate or an endorsement shall be assessed at one or more
of the following levels:

(a) Level 1 assessment is carried out during qualifying service on a ship or during training at an accredited
institution, and shall be carried out aboard ship by one or more designated ship's officers and ashore by one

or more persons who meet the requirements of regulation 19(1).

(b) Level 2 assessment is carried out during qualifying service on a ship or during training at an accredited
institution, and shall be carried out by an assessor.

(¢) Level 3 assessment is carried out by an examiner and an assessor when a candidate presents himself or
herself for oral examination.

(2) Allunits of competency that are to be assessed at leve! 1 or 2 shall be indicated in the training record book
issued to a candidate.

(3) Only an assessor may sign off a unit of competency in a candidate's training record book when the
candidateis considered to be ready for the next level of assessment and has successfully demonstrated competency
in the unit as specified in the Code.

(4) A candidate who is required to complete more than one level of assessment shall not be assessed at the
higher level until he or she has demonstrated competency at the lower level, nor shall such candidate be assessed
at level 3 until all the relevant units of competency have been signed off by at the lower levels of assessment by an
assessor,
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Assessors

19. (1) Every person who, whether aboard ship or ashore, conducts in-service assessment of a candidate
for the purposes of certification in terms of these regulations shall—

(a) have an appropriate level of knowledge and understanding of the competence to be assessed;
(b) have proof of being qualified in the activities for which the assessment is being made;

(c) have proof of having received appropriate guidance in assessment methods and practice;

(d) have gained practical assessment experience; and

(e) where assessment is conducted by means of simulators, have gained practical assessment experience on the
particular type of simulator under the supervision to the satisfaction of another, more experienced assessor.

(2) (a) The Authority may, subject to paragraph (b), in writing appoint as an assessor any person who, in
the Authority's opinion, is qualified to be so appointed, stating in the instrument of appointment the levels,
competencies and tasks that the person is entitied to assess.

(b) A person is not eligible for appointment under paragraph (a) unless he or she—
(i) holds an appropriate certificate of competency,
(i) is medically fit; and

(iil) has successfully completed an approved course, including at least three practical assessments, covering the
disciplines in question.

(3) Appointment as an assessor remains in force for a period not exceeding three years from the date of
appointment, but is renewable subject to subregulation (2).

(4) The Authority may revoke an appointment under subregulation (2) upon request, or if—
(a) after investigation it is found that the assessor—
(i) was negligent or incompetent in carrying out his or her duties;
(i) completed an assessment fraudulently; or
(iii) raised a fraudulent fee for his or her services;
(b) the assessor is unable to complete his or her duties due to ill-health;
(c) the assessor is convicted of a criminal offence; or
(d) the assessor's certificate of competency is cancelled or suspended by a competent authority.

(5) A list of all appointments in force under subregulation (2), including the particulars thereof, shall be
published in a marine notice.

Deafness and other physical and mental disabilities

20. (1) (a) Ifinthe course of an examination an examiner finds that a candidate is afflicted with deafness,
with an impediment in speech or with some other physical or mental infirmity, and upon further investigation is
satisfied that the degree of infirmity is such as to render the candidate incapable of discharging the ordinary
shipboard or other duties of a holder of the certificate concemed, he or she shall not, even if the candidate passes
the examination, issue to the candidate any documentary proof that he or she has passed the examination.

(b) An examiner shall report all such the cases to the Authority and shall furnish the candidate with a copy
of such report. If the candidate is the holder of an existing medical certificate, such certificate shall be forwarded
together with the report.

(2) Ifacandidate referred to in subregulation (1) subsequently produces a medical certificate stating that his
or her hearing, speech, or physical or mental conaition has improved or is normal, the Authority shall reconsider
the candidate's application for examination together with the examiner's report.

Use of English in assessment

21. Every candidate shall be able to give instructions and understand instructions given in the English
language, both written and verbal.

Examination resuits

22, (1) (a) A candidate who complies with all the requirements for the issue of a certificate or an
endorsement shall receive a certificate of pass signed by the examiner, which shall be valid for a period of six
months from date of issue.

(b) A certificate of pass referred to in paragraph (a) shall—
(iy state the date and the title of the relevant certificate or endorsement;

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(i) serve as a temporary certificate or endorsement until such time as the original certificate or endorsement is
issued by the Registrar, and

(iii) be surrendered by the candidate when collecting the original certificate or endorsement.
(2) (a) A candidate who fails assessment at level 3 shall receive a notice of failure signed by the examiner.
(b) A notice of failure referred to in paragraph (a) shall—

(i) state the examination failed, the date of failure and the conditions (if any) imposed by the examiner, and

(i) be produced to an examiner when the candidate next applies for assessment at level 3.

PART 3
CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

Division 1—Deck officer certificates

Skipper (port operations)

23. (1) A candidate for the certificate of competency as skipper (port operations), which includes the
endorsement referred to in regulation 2(3)(j)(ii), shall be at least 18 years of age and shall have—

(a) completed at least 12 months' sea service or port operations service, as the case may be, in a deck capacity
on any of the following ships of 25 GT or more: '

(i) Trading ships,

(ii) fishing vessels,

(iii) ships of class V, VI or XII,
(iv) port operations vessels; or
(v) naval ships;

(b) performed bridge watchkeeping duties under the supervision of a deck officer for the last six months of the

required service,; -
(c) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(d) been assessed at level 3.

(2) Where the port operations service contemplated in subregulation (1)(a) has been gained on ships
restricted to operating within the confines of the breakwaters of a port, the certificate shall be limited accordingly

Skipper (unlimited or coastal)

24. A candidate for the certificate of competency as skipper (coastal) or skipper (unlimited) shall be at least
18 years of age and shall have—

(a) completed at least 24 months' sea service in a deck capacity on any of the following ships of 25 GT or more!
(i) Trading ships,
(i) fishing vessels;
(iii) ships of class V, VI or XII; or
(iv) naval ships:

Provided that for the issue of a certificate of competency as skipper (unlimited) the sea service shall have been
gained in ships on unlimited voyages;

(b) performed bridge watchkeeping duties under the supervision of a deck officer for the last six months of the
required service,

(c) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(d) been assessed at level 3.

Mate (coastal)

25. (1) Subjectto subregulation (2), a candidate for the certificate of competency as mate (coastal) shall be
at least 18 years of age and shall have—

(a) (i) completed at least 36 months' approved sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-
coastal voyages, or

(i) if the candidate has a grade 12 or equivalent pass with mathematics and physics as subjects—
(aa) completed at least 12 months' service contemplated in subparagraph (i), and
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(bb) successfully completed approved on-board accelerated training;

(b) performed bridge watchkeeping duties under the supervision of a deck officer for the last six months of the
required sea service;

(c) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed approved
training; and

(d) been assessed at levels 1, 2 and 3 or, if the candidate has not undergone on-board accelerated training, at
levels 1 and 3.

(2) A candidate referred to in subregulation (1) who holds a certificate of competency as skipper (unlimited)
or skipper (coastal) shall have—

(a) completed at least six months' approved sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal
voyages;

(b) performed bridge watchkeeping duties under the supervision of a deck officer for at last three months during
the required sea service,

(c) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed approved
training; and
(d) been assessed at levels 1, 2 and 3.

Master (port operations)

26. (1) A candidate for the certificate of competency as master (port operations) shall be at least 20 years
of age and shall have—

(a) completed—

(i) atleast 12 months' port operations service as a deck watchkeeping officer on port operations vessels of
100 GT or more while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as skipper (port operations),
or

(ii) at least 12 months' approved sea service as an officer in charge of a navigational watch on ships of
100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal voyages while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of
competency as mate (coastal);

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

(2) Where the port operations service contemplated in subregulation (1)(a)i) has been gained on ships
restricted to operating within the confines of the breakwaters of a port, the certificate shall be limited accordingly.

Master (coastal)

27. Acandidateforthe certificate of competency as master (coastal), which includes the endorsement referred
to in regulation 2(3)(e)(ii), shall be at least 20 years of age and shall have—

(a) completed at least 12 months’ approved sea service as an officer in charge of a navigational watch on ships
of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal voyages while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of
competency as mate (coastal),

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

Deck officer

28. (1) Subject to subregulation (2), a candidate for the certificate of competency as deck officer shall be
at least 18 years of age and shall have—

fa) (i) completed at least 36 months' approved sea service on ships of 500 GT or more on unlimited voyages,
ar

(ii) if the candidate has a grade 12 or equivalent pass with mathematics and physics as subjects—
(aa) completed at least 12 months' service contemplated in subparagraph (i); and
(bb) successfully completed approved on-board accelerated training,

(b) performed bridge watchkeeping duties under the supervision of a deck officer for the last six months of the
required sea service,

(c) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed approved
training, and

(d) been assessed at levels 1, 2 and 3 or, if the candidate has not undergone on-board accelerated training, at
levels 1 and 3.
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(2) A candidate referred to in subregulation (1) who holds a certificate of competency as master (coastal) or
mate (coastal) shall have—

(a) completed at least six months' approved sea service on ships of 500 GT or more on unlimited voyages,

(b) performed bridge watchkeeping duties under the supervision of a deck officer for the last three months of the
required sea service,

(c) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(d) been assessed at level 3.

Endorsement as chief mate of ship of less than 3 000 GT on unlimited voyages

29. A candidate for the endorsement as chief mate of a ship of less than 3 000 GT on unlimited voyages shall
have—

(a) completed at least 12 months’ approved sea service as an officer in charge of a navigational watch on ships
of 500 GT or more on unlimited voyages while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as deck
officer;

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and

(c) been assessed at level 3.

Endorsement as master of ship of less than 500 GT on unlimited voyages

30. A candidate for the endorsement as master of a ship of less than 500 GT on unlimited voyages shall
have—

(a) completed at least 12 months’ approved sea service as chief mate of a ship of 100 GT or more on uniimited
voyages while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as deck officer,

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training, and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

Chief mate

31. A candidate for the certificate of competency as chief mate, which includes the endorsement referred to
in regulation 2(3)(c)(ii), shall have—

(a) completed at least 12 months' approved sea service as an officer in charge of a navigational watch on ships
of 3 000 GT or more on unlimited voyages while hoiding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as deck
officer,

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training, and

(c) been assessed at level 3.

Master

32. A candidate for the certificate of competency as master shall have—
(a) completed—

(i) at least 36 months' approved sea service as an officer in charge of a navigational watch on ships of
3000 GT or more on unlimited voyages while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as deck
officer; or

(i) at least 12 months' approved sea service as chief mate of a ship of 3 000 GT or more on unlimited
voyages while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as chief mate,

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

Mining operations limitation

33. Where a candidate for a certificate referred to in regulation 25, 27, 28, 29, 30, 31 or 32 cannot comply with
the regulation concerned by reason only of the fact that his or her sea service was gained wholly or parly as
contemplated in regulation 61(2), the certificate shall be limited to mining operations
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Master (special grade)

34. Acandidate for the certificate of competency as master (special grade) shall hold an unlimited certificate
of competency as master, and shall have successfully completed an approved course in theoretical knowledge and
have passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution.

Division 2—Engineer officer certificates

Second engineer officer (port operations)

35. (1) A candidate for the certificate of competency as second engineer officer (port operations), which
includes the endorsement referred to in regulation 2(4)(f)(ii), shall be at least 18 years of age and shall have—

(a) completed at least six months' approved sea service or port operations service as an assistant engineer officer
in the engine department on ships of 750 kW propulsion power or more under the supervision of an engineer
officer holding a higher qualification;

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed approved
training consisting either—

(i) of an approved cadetship, of at least 30 months, consisting of—
(aa) practical workshop training;
(bb) theoretical education; and
(cc) at least six months' approved sea service or port operations service; or
(ii) of an approved trade as an artisan in an engineering discipline; and
(c) been assessed atlevels 1, 2 and 3.

(2) Where the port operations service contemplated in subregulation (1)(a) has been gained on ships
restricted to operating within the confines of the breakwaters of a port, the certificate shall be limited accordingly

Chief engineer officer (port operations)

36. (1) A-candidatefor the certificate of competency as chief engineer officer (port operations) shall have—
(a) metthe requirements for the certificate of competency as second engineer officer (port operations);
(b) completed at least 12 months'—

(i) approved sea service on ships of 750 kW propulsion power or more; or

(i) port operations service on ships of 1 500 kW propulsion power or more,

as an engineer officer in charge of a watch while hoiding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as second
engineer officer (port operations);

(c) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(d) been assessed at leve| 3.

(2) Where the port operations service contemplated in subregulation (1)(b)(ii) has been gained on ships
restricted to operating within the confines of the breakwaters of a port, the certificate shall be limited accordingly

Engineer officer

37. Acardidate for the certificate of competency as engineer officer shall be at least 18 years of age and shall
have—

(a) completed at least six months' approved sea service as an assistant engineer officer in the engine depanment
on ships of 750 kW propulsion power or more under the supervision of an engineer officer holding a higher
qualification;

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed approved
training consisting either—
(1) of an approved cadetship, of at least 30 months, consisting of—
(aa) practical workshop training;
(bb) theoretical education; and
(cc) at least six menths approved sea service: or
(it} of an approved trade as an artisan in an engineering discipline; and
(c) been assessed at levels 1, 2 and 3.
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Second engineer officer

38. (1) Ships of 3 000 kW propulsion power or more—A candidate for the certificate of competency as
second engineer officer of a ship of 3 000 kW propulsion power or more shall have—

(a) completed at least 12 months' approved sea service on ships of 3 000 kW propulsion power or more as an
engineer officer in charge of a watch while holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as engineer
officer,

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

(2) Ships of less than 3 000 kW propulsion power—A candidate for the certificate of competency as second
engineer officer of a ship of less than 3 000 kW propulsion power shall comply with the requirements of
subregulation (1) as if the reference in paragraph (a) thereof to 3 000 kW were a reference to 750 kW.

Chief engineer officer

39. (1) Ships of 3000 kW propulsion power or more—A candidate for the certificate of competency as chief
engineer officer of a ship of 3 000 kW propulsion power or more shall have—

‘(a) completed at least 36 months' approved sea service on ships of 3 000 kW propulsion power or more, of which
at least 12 months shall have been served in a position of responsibility while holding, as a minimum, a
certificate of competency as second engineer officer of a ship of 3 000 kW propulsion power or more;

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

(2) Ships of less than 3 000 kW propulsion power—A candidate for the certificate of competency as chief
engineer officer of a ship of less than 3 000 kW propulsion power shall comply with the requirements of
subregulation (1) as if the references in paragraph (a) thereof to 3 000 kW were references to 750 kW.

Endorsements

40. (1) A candidate for the endorsement as chief engineer officer of a ship of less than 3 000 kW propulsion
power shall have—

(a) completed at least 12 months' approved sea service as engineer officer in a position of responsibility while
holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as second engineer officer of a ship of 3 000 kW propulsion
power or more,

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

(2) A candidate for the endorsement as chief engineer officer of a ship of less than 750 kW propulsion power
shall have—

(a) completed at least six months' approved sea service on ships of 750 kW propulsion power or more while
holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as second engineer officer of a ship of less than 3 000 kW
propulsion power,

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training,; and

(c) been assessed at level 3.

(3) A candidate for the endorsement as chief engineer officer of a ship of any kilowatt propulsion power
operating within a port operations area shall have—

(a) completed at least 12 months’ approved sea service on ships of 750 kW propulsion power or more while
holding, as a minimum, a certificate of competency as engineer officer,

(b) passed a theoretical examination at an accredited institution and have successfully completed training; and
(c) been assessed at level 3.

Chief engineer officer (special grade)

41. A candidate for the certificate of competency as chief engineer officer (special grade) shall hold a
certificate of competency as chief engineer officer of a ship of 3 000 kW propulsion power or more, and _sha_ll h_ave
successfully completed an approved course and have passed a theoretical examination atan accredited institution.
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Division 3—Rating certificates

Ordinary seaman

42. (1) A candidate for the certificate of qualification as ordinary seaman shall be at least 16 years of age
and shall have—

(a) completed—

(1) at least six months' approved sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal
voyages and have successfully completed approved on-board training; or

(if) at least two months' approved sea service contemplated in subparagraph (i) and have successfully
completed approved on-board accelerated training;

(b) been assessed at level 1; and

(c) beenissued witha provisional certificate of qualification as ordinary seaman by the master of the ship on which
the satisfactory assessment was completed.

(2) (a) Where a candidate has gained the period of service contemplated in subregulation (1)(a) on port
operations vessels only and has been satisfactorily assessed at level 1, the candidate may be issued with a
provisional certificate of qualification as ordinary seaman (port operations) by the master of the ship on which the
satisfactory assessment has been completed.

(b) The provisional certificate referred to in paragraph (a) shall be valid for a period of six months from date
of issue and may be exchanged for the certificate of qualification as ordinary seaman (port operations) on
application in accordance with regulation 11(1).

Able seaman

43. (1) A candidate for the certificate of qualification as able seaman shall, while holding a certificate or
provisional certificate of qualification as ordinary seaman, have—

{a) completed—

(1) at least 12 months' approved sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal
voyages and have successfully completed approved on-board training; or

(i) at least six months' approved sea service contemplated in subparagraph (i) and have successfully
completed approved on-board accelerated training

(b) successfully completed an approved shore-based training course; and
(c) been assessed at level 1 or 2, P

(2) Where a candidate complies with subregulation (1)(b) and (c), but has gained the period of service
contemplated in subregulation (1)(a) on port operations vessels only, the candidate shall qualify for the certificate
of qualification as able seaman (port operations) and may, in lieu of holding—

(a) the certificate or provisional certificate of qualification as ordinary seaman, hold the certificate or provisional
certificate of qualification as ordinary seaman (port operations), and

(b) the certificate of qualification as proficient in survival craft, hold the certificate of qualification as proficient in
liferafts.

Wiper

44. (1) A candidate for the certificate of qualification as wiper shall be at least 16 years of age and shall
have—
(a) completed—

(i) at least six months' approved sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal
voyages and have successfully completed approved on-board training ; or

(it} at least two months' approved sea service contemplated in subparagraph (i) and have successfully
completed approved on-board accelerated training;

(b) been assessed at level 1; and

(c) been issued with a provisional certificate of qualification as wiper by the chief engineer officer of the ship on
which the satisfactory assessment was completed.

(2) (a) Where a candidate has gained the period of service contemplated in subregulation (1)(a) on port
operations vessels only and has been satisfactorily assessed at level 1, the candidate may be issued with a
provisional certificate of qualification as wiper (port operations) by the chief engineer officer of the ship on which
the satisfactory assessment has been completed.
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(b) The provisional certificate referred to in paragraph (a) shall be valid for a period of six months from date
of issue and may be exchanged for the certificate of qualification as wiper (port operations) on application in
accordance with regulation 11(1).

Qiler

45. (1) A candidate for the certificate of qualification as oiler shall, while holding a certificate or provisional
certificate of qualification as wiper, have—

(a) completed—

(i) at least 12 months' approved sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal
voyages and have successfully completed approved on-board training; or

(ii) at least six months' approved sea service contemplated in subparagraph (i) and have successfully
completed approved on-board accelerated training,

(b) successfully completed an approved shore-based training course; and
(c) been assessed at level 1 or 2,

(2) Where a candidate complies with subregulation (1)(b) and (c), but has gained the period of service
contemplated in subregulation (1)a) on port operations vessels only, the candidate shall qualify for the certificate
of qualification as oiler (port operations) and may, in lieu of holding—

(a) the certificate or provisional certificate of qualification as wiper, hold the certificate or provisional certificate of
qualification as wiper (port operations), and

(b) the certificate of qualification as proficient in survival craft, hold the certificate of qualification as proficient in
liferafts.

Efficient general purpose rating (port operations)

46. A candidate for the certificate of qualification as efficient general purpose rating (port operations) shall
have—

(a) completed—

(i) at least 18 months' approved sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal
voyages and have successfully completed approved on-board training, or

(i) atleast 18 months port operations service and have successfully completed approved on-board training;

the 18 months' qualifying service shall consist of at least six months served on deck, at least six months served
in the engine-room and the remaining six months served either on deck or in the engine-room, and during that
period the candidate shall have held the certificates of qualification as wiper and ordinary seaman (with or
without the port operations limitation) or have gained the combined sea service required by regulations 42 and
44;

(b) successfully completed an approved shore-based training course; and
(c) been assessed at levels 1 or 2,

Proficiency in liferafts

47. A candidate for the certificate of qualification as proficient in liferafts shall be at least 18 years of age and
shall have—

(a) completed at least six months' sea service or port operations service on ships of any tonnage; and
(b) documentary proof of having successfully completed an approved shore-based training course

Proficiency in survival craft

48. A candidate forthe certifiéate of qualification as proficient in survival craft shall be at least 18 years of age
and shall have—

(a) completed—
(i) atleast 12 months' sea service on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited or near-coastal voyages; or

(i) atleast six months' sea service contemplated in subparagraph (i) and have documentary proof of having
successfully completed an approved shore-based training course; and

(b) been assessed at levels 1 or 2.
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Proficiency in fast rescue boats

49. A candidate for the certificate of qualification as proficient in fast rescue boats shall have successfully
completed an approved training course while holding a certificate of qualification as proficient in survival craft.

Efficient cook

50. A candidate for the certificate of qualification as efficient cook shall be at least 18 years of age and shall
have—

(a) documentary proof of having successfully completed a training course as cook or chef, and

(b) completed at least six months' sea service in the catering department on ships of 100 GT or more on unlimited
or near-coastal voyages.

Division 4—Personnel on tankers and ro-ro passenger ships

Tanker cargo endorsement

51. (1) Officers and ratings assigned specific duties and responsibilities related to cargo or cargo equipment
on tankers shall have successfully completed, in addition to the other training required by these regulations, an
approved shore-based tanker fire-fighting course as specified in the Code, and shall have—

(a) completed at least three months' approved sea service on tankers in order to acquire adequate knowledge of
safe operational practices; or

(b) successfully completed an approved tanker familiarization course as specified in the Code.

(2) (a) Masters, chief engineer officers, chief mates and second engineer officers on tankers shall, in addition
to meeting the requirements of subregulation (1), have—

(i) completed at least three months' approved sea service as a watchkeeping officer acquiring the experience
appropriate to their duties in the type of tanker on which they wish to serve; and

(i) successfully completed an approved specialized course, appropriate to the type of tanker for which the
endorsement is required, as specified in the Code:

Provided that the Authority may dispense with the requirement in subparagraph (ii) if it is shown to the satisfaction
of the Authority that the person has served in a senior capacity on the type of tanker concerned for at least one year
in the preceding five years.

(b) Masters and officers referred to in paragraph (a) who have served the three months' approved sea service
as a watchkeeping officer on an oil/chemical tanker (ship-type 2 or 3) engaged in carrying products listed in chapter
17 of the IBC Code shall, in addition to meeting the requirements of paragraph (a), have successfully completed
an approved shore-based practical training course.

(c) Thecourse contemplated in paragraph (b) shall be conducted by an organization involved with the loading,
discharging and handling of products listed in chapter 17 of the IBC Code and shall be of at least 14 days duration,
during which period at least four chemical tankers (ship-type 1, 2 or 3) shall be loaded or discharged.

(d) Documentary proof in the form of a logbook detailing the practical work performed during the course and
signed by the person in charge of the training shall, in the absence of evidence to the contrary, be accepted as proof
of a person having successfully completed the course.

(3) Anappropriate endorsement shall be issued to masters and officers who are qualified in accordance with
this regulation, and every rating who is so qualified shall be certificated.

(4) Masters, officers and ratings who are qualified in accordance with this regulation shall be required to show
continued professional competence on tankers in accordance with regulation 3.

Ro-ro passenger ship endorsement

52. (1) This regulation applies to masters, officers, ratings and other personnel serving on ro-ro passenger
ships.

(2) Prior to being assigned shipboard duties on ro-ro passenger ships, seafarers referred to in subregulatiop
(1) shall have successfully completed the training required by subregulations (4) to (8) in accordance with their
capacity, duties and responsibilities.

(3) Seafarers who are required to be trained in accordance with subregulations (4) to (8) shall, at intervals
not exceeding five years, undertake approved refresher training as specified in the Code.

(4) Masters, officers and other personnel designated on muster lists to assist passengers in emergency
situations on ro-ro passenger ships shall have completed approved training in crowd management as specified in
the Code.
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(5) Masters, officers and other personnel assigned specific duties and responsibilities on ro-ro passenger
ships shall have completed approved familiarization training as specified in the Code.

(6) Personnel providing direct service to passengers in passenger spaces shall have completed approved ro-
ro passenger ship safety training as specified in the Code.

(7) Masters, chief mates, chief engineer officers, second engineer officers and every person assigned
immediate responsibility for embarking and disembarking passengers, loading, discharging or securing cargo, or
closing hull openings on ro-ro passenger ships shall have completed approved training in passenger safety, cargo
safety and hull integrity as specified in the Code.

(8) Masters, chief mates, chief engineer officers, second engineer officers and any other person having
responsibility for the safety of passengers in emergency situations on ro-ro passenger ships shall have completed
approved training in crisis management and human behaviour as specified in the Code.

(9) It shall be the duty of any person providing training referred to in this regulation to issue documentary
evidence to every person successfully completing such training.

(10) An appropriate endorsement shall be issued to masters and officers who are qualified in accordance with
this regulation, and every rating and other person so qualified shall be certificated.

" Division 5—Qualifying service and removal of limitations, efc

Insufficient qualifying service

53. Acertificateshall not be issued to a candidate who, after the final assessment, is found to have insufficient
qualifying service: Provided that the Authority shall issue the certificate if it is satisfied that any error in calculating
the qualifying service was not due to the candidate's own fault or deliberate misrepresentation and the candidate
has made good the deficiency in qualifying service. If it is found that the candidate made the error deliberately, the
certificate of pass shall be withheld until the candidate has completed an additional 12 months' qualifying service,
such service to count only when completed after the date of final assessment and not to count as qualifying service
for any other certificate.

Qualifying service as rating

54. Seaservice or port operations service as a rating shall count in full towards the qualifying service required
for a first certificate of competency, provided such service is appropriate to the certificate and the candidate has
successfully completed approved training.

Validity of qualifying service

55. The qualifying service for a particular certificate or endorsement shall be performed within a period pot
exceeding 10 years after the date of completion of final assessment, or within such further period as a senior
examiner may allow in special cases.

Non-trading service

56. (1) Sea service performed exclusively on deck on trawlers or other deep-sea fishing vessels of 100 GT
or more shall count in full towards the qualifying service for a certificate of competency as mate (coastal) or deck
officer, but a candidate shall, in addition, be required to complete at least 12 months' approved sea service on ships
on unlimited or near-coastal voyages, as appropriate to the certificate desired, and to produce a duly completed
training record book covering that period.

(2) Sea service on deck in naval ships or other similar ships that regularly proceed to sea shall count in full
towards the qualifying service for a certificate of competency as mate (coastal) or deck officer, but a candidate shall,
in addition, be required to complete at least 12 months' approved sea service on ships on unlimited or near-coastal
voyages, as appropriate to the certificate desired, and to produce a duly completed training record book covering
that period, unless the candidate can show, to the satisfaction of an examiner, that the training functions and duties
carried out on such naval or other similar ships are the same as those set out in the training record book required
for the approved sea service component referred to in regulations 25 and 28.

(3) Subject to any applicable tonnage or voyage limitation, sea service in cable ships, fishery protection
vessels, research vessels, coastal patrol vessels, salvage vessels and other non-trading ships that regularly proceed
to sea shall count in full towards qualifying service.
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Calculating qualifying service

57. Qualifying service shall be caiculated from the date of engagement on a ship to the date of discharge from
the ship, and is calculated by taking the actual days between the days of engagement and discharge, both inclusive,
and reckoning 30 days to a month, 12 months to a year.

Recognition of naval officer's certificate

58. (1) A South African naval officer who holds a naval bridge watchkeeping board examination certificate
and who has completed at least one year's sea service as a watchkeeping officer on South African naval ships of
30 metres or more in overall length may apply for the issue of a certificate of competency as deck officer, provided
he or she produces documentary proof of having—

(a) completed the one year's sea service within the 10 years preceding the date of application;
(b) completed six months' approved sea service on ships of 500 GT or more on unlimited voyages;

(c) performed, during the period referred to in paragraph (b), at least one month's bridge watchkeeping duties
under the supervision of a deck officer;

(d) passed, at an accredited institution, the theoretical examinations in the subjects naval architecture, cargo
handling and stowage, and business law and personnel management at the level of deck officer;

(e) successfully completed the ARPA section of the Electronic Navigation Systems syllabus in the Code;

(f) been assessed, at levels 1 and 2 in a training record book, at the operational level in cargo handling and
stowage, ensuring compliance with pollution prevention requirements, monitoring compliance with legal
requirements and operating life-saving appliances; and

(g) been assessed at level 3 for the issue of a certificate of competency as deck officer.

(2) An application contemplated in subregulation (1) shall be accompanied by the relevant supplementary
documents specified in the annex: Provided that, where the candidate produces documentary proof of having
successfully completed a naval course that has been certified by an examiner as equivalent to the course
contemplated in the annex, the Registrar shall accept such documentary proof in lieu of the relevant document
specified in the annex,

Recognition of radio officer’s certificate

59. (1) A person who holds a certificate as radio operator (class 1 or 2) issued or recognized by or on behalf
of the South African Telecommunications Regulatory Authority and who has completed at least three years' sea
service as a radio officer on trading ships of 500 GT or more on unlimited voyages may apply for the issue of a
certificate of competency as deck officer, provided he or she produces documentary proof of having—

(a) completed the three years' sea service within the 10 years preceding the date of application;

(b) completed six months' approved sea service on ships of 500 GT or more on unlimited voyages and of having
successfully completed approved on board training;

(c) performed, during the period referred to in paragraph (b), four months' bridge watchkeeping duties under the
supervision of a deck officer,

(d) passed, at an accredited institution, the theoretical examinations in the subjects listed in the deck officer
syllabus in the Code;

(e) been assessed, at levels 1 and 2 in a training record book, at the operational level, and
(f) been assessed at level 3 for the issue of a certificate of competency as deck officer.

(2) An application contemplated in subregulation (1) shall be accompanied by the relevant supplementary
documents specified in the annex.

Endorsements to certificate of competency as fisherman

60. (1) (a) A person who holds a certificate of competency as fisherman grade 2, 3, or 4 (skipper} may
apply for an endorsement entitling him or her to serve in the capacity specified in paragraph (b) on the ships of less
than 500 GT on near-coastal voyages, specified in paragraph (c).

(b) The capacity in which the holder of a certificate referred to in paragraph (a) is entitled to serve is as
follows:

(i) Fisherman Grade 2—master (coastal),
(ii) Fisherman Grade 3—mate (coastal);

(i) Fisherman Grade 4 (Skipper)—skipper (coastal) on ships of less than 100 GT, or skipper (port operations) on
ships of less than 200 GT.

(¢} The ships referred to in paragraph (a) are—
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(i) diamond mining vessels;
(ii) fishery research and patrol vessels:
(iii) pollution patrol and combating vessel;
(iv) tugs, dredgers, hoppers and self-propelled floating cranes; and
(v) seismic and oceanographic survey vessels.
(2) An application contemplated in subregulation (1)(a) shall be accompanied by—
(a) documentary proof of the applicant having—

(1) passed, at an accredited institution, the theoretical examinations in the subjects naval architecture,
- business law and personnel management at the levels of master (coastal) for the fisherman grade 2, mate
(coastal) for the fisherman grade 3, and skipper (coastal) for the fisherman grade 4 (skipper), respectively;

and

(i) been assessed at level 3 in the practical knowledge applicable to the subjects referred to in subparagraph
(i) at the relative level appropriate to the endorsement concerned; and

(b) the relevant supplementary documents specified in the annex: Provided that, where the candidate produces
documentary proof of having successfully completed a fishing course that has been certified by an examiner
as equivalent to the course contemplated in the annex, the Registrar shall accept such documentary proof in
lieu of the relevant document specified in the annex.

Ships not regularly proceeding to sea or engaged in mining operations

61. (1) (a) Service performed on ships not regularly proceeding to sea shall count in full towards qualifying
service if the time actually spent at sea equals or exceeds two-thirds of the total period of a candidate's service on
the ship. If the time actually spent at sea is less, then one and a half times the time actually spent at sea shall count
towards qualifying service.

(b) Thetime spent by a candidate standing by a ship under construction or refit, but not exceeding six months,
shall count in full towards qualifying service,

(2) In respect of deck officer certificates, sea service performed on ships that—

(a) spend less than two-thirds of the time at sea between port calls engaged in mining operations shall count in
full towards qualifying service; and

(b) spend two-thirds or more of the time at sea between port calls engaged in mining operations shall not count
for more than one-half of the qualifying service.

(3) A candidate claiming qualifying service in accordance with subregulation (1) or (2) shali produce a
statement from the master or owner of each ship on which the service was performed, giving particulars of the dates
when—

(a) the ship was at sea on passage and at anchor and of the work that the ship was engaged in and of the area
of operation; or (as the case may be)

(b) the ship was under construction or refit.

(4) Qualifying service claimed in accordance with this regulation shall count as service on ships en unlimited
or near-coastal voyages, as the case may be,

Proof of service on foreign ships

62. Service performed on a ship not belonging te the Republic shall not count as qualifying service unless the
service can be verified by the Authority or, in a case where it cannot be so verified, by or on behalf of the
government of the country to which the ship belongs.

Novel craft
63. Documentary evidence of service on dynamically supported craft or other novel craft shall be submitted
to a senior examiner for consideration.

Removal of coastal limitation to certificate of competency as skipper

64. The holder of a certificate of competency as skipper (coastal) who desires the issue of a certificate of
competency as skipper (unlimited) shall have—

(a) completed half the qualifying service required for the certificate desired,
(b) completed an assessment at level 3; and
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(c) passed a bridging examination, conducted by an accredited institution, covering the units of competency not
covered in the examination for the certificate held.

Removal of port operations limitation

65. The holder of a certificate limited to port operations who desires the removal of that limitation shall—
(a) have completed the qualifying service required for each certificate leading up to the certificate desired:

(b) have successfully completed the units of competency not required for the certificate held but required for the
certificate desired;

(c) have successfully completed any training courses not required for the certificate held but required for the
certificate desired:

(d) atthe conclusion of the required qualifying service, have been assessed at level 3; and
(e) submitto the examiner—
(1) satisfactory proof of having gained the qualifying service contemplated in paragraph (a);

(1) a certificate of pass from an accredited institution for the additional units of competency contemplated in
paragraph (b);

(iii) a duly completed training record book covering the period of service and the training contemplated in
paragraphs (a) and (c), respectively; and

(iv) valid eyesight test and medical certificates.

Removal of mining operations limitation

66. The hoider of a certificate limited to mining operations who desires the removal of that limitation shall have
completed—

(a) the qualifying service required for each certificate leading up to the certificate desired; and
(b) an assessment at level 3.

PART 4
TRAINING INSTITUTIONS AND TRAINING PROGRAMMES

Accreditation of training institutions

67. (1) The Authority may, on application by a training institution, accredit the institution—
{a) to conduct the courses specified in the instrument of accreditation;
(b) to actas an approved examination centre for examination of the subjects so specified; and
(c) toissue certificates to candidates who successfully complete the courses so specified.

(2) An application contemplated in subregulation (1) shall be made in writing and shall be accompanied by
the following particulars:

(a) Name and physical address of the training institution;

(b) description of each course, and of its content, referenced in the Code, together with lecturers’ study plans;
(c) name of each course lecturer with a brief description of his or her qualifications and experience;

(d) name of each course examiner with a brief description of his or her qualifications and experience;

(e) examination and assessment procedure in respect of each course;

(f) training and assessment facilities in respect of each course;

{g) details of any quality assurance system applicable to the training activities of the institution; and

(h) specimens of all certificates to be issued in respect of each course;

(3) For the purposes of accreditation, a training institution shall, on receipt of reasonable notice, make
available—

(a) forinspection by an examiner, classrooms, simulators, simulator approvals, libraries, laboratories, workshops,
lecturers' study programmes, test scripts, past examination papers and scripts; and

(b) forinterview by an examiner, heads of departments, lecturers, internal examiners, and students.
(4) Every accredited institution shall—

(a) make available annually to the Authority the course commencement and completion dates, and the
examination dates; and
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(b) inform the Authority, without delay, of any change in the person of any lecturer or examiner, or of any change
in a lecturer's study plan.

(5) Every accredited institution that is accredited to conduct examinations or assessments on behalf of the
Authority shall—
(a) make available, in reasonable time, examination question papers and memoranda for moderation by an
examiner,
(b) make available, without delay, examination scripts for moderation by an examiner;
(c) upon receipt of at least two working days' notice, make available to an examiner, a candidate's course
examination scripts and results, records of progress, completed projects, and reports by his or her tutors; and
(d) for audit purposes, keep the documents referred to in paragraphs (a) to (c) for a period of at least five years,
(6) An examiner may visit an accredited institution at any reasonable time for the purpose of auditing the
conduct of any accredited activity.
(7) The Authority may vary or revoke accreditation granted under subregulation (1) if—
(a) the institution concerned fails to comply with these regulations or any of the conditions of accreditation; or
(b) the Authority otherwise has reasonable grounds to vary or revoke such accreditation.
(8) Where the Authority intends to vary or revoke accreditation under subregulation (7), it shail inform the

institution concerned accordingly, giving it at least 30 days to correct any deficiencies or to furnish reasons why
accreditation should not be varied or revoked.

(8) A list of all accreditations in force under subregulation (1), including the particulars thereof, shall be
published in a marine notice.

Training programmes and training record books

68. (1) (a) Every candidate who follows an accelerated training programme in order to claim reduced
qualifying service for certification as mate (coastal), deck officer or engineer officer, or as wiper, ordinary seaman,
oiler or able seaman, with or without the port operations limitation, shall produce to an examiner satisfactory proof—
(i) of having followed an approved on-board accelerated training programme throughout the required minimum

period of qualifying service,

(ii} that all such service, while on board, was performed in a satisfactory manner; and

(iii) inthe case of a candidate for the certificate of competency as deck officer, that not more than two months of
such service were spent on ships in port standing-by, in dry-dock, undergoing engine repairs or otherwise laid-
up.

(b) The structure of the programme of training shall be set out in a training plan containing a clear statement
of the objectives of each stage of training, both aboard ship and ashore. The plan shall set out clearly the
competencies to be attained by the end of the programme and how they are to be attained through a combination
of education, training and practical experience aboard ship and ashore.

(c) Every candidate shall be provided with a training record book to enable him or her to keep 2
comprehensive record of all practical training undertaken and of experience gained at sea. Thetraining record book,
duly completed, shall be submitted to an examiner before assessment at level 3 as proof of having completed a
structured programme of on-board training

(d) Every accelerated training programme shall be approved by the Authority before it is put into operation,
which approval shall be published in a marine notice.

(2) Every candidate who has not followed an accelerated training programme for a certificate referred to in
subregulation (1)(a) shall have completed, for presentation to an examiner when applying for the certificate, a
training record book with the relevant units of competency completed at assessment level 1.

(3) A training record book—

(a) shall be completed in full and shall not be submitted to an examiner until all relevant units of competency have
been duly signed off in accordance with regulation 18(3);

(b) shall be laid out in such a way that it provides detailed information about the tasks and duties that should be
undertaken, and about the progress towards their completion;

(c) found to have been completed fraudulently shall result in it's holder (the candidate) having to complete an
additional 12 months' qualifying service;

(d) shall adhere to the principles set out in the STCW Convention; and
(e) shall be approved by the Authority before use.
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In-service training

69. (1) Every person who, whether aboard ship or ashore, conducts in-service training of a seafarer for the
purposes of certification in terms of these regulations shall—

(a) have an appreciation of the training programme and a thorough understanding of the specific training
objectives for the particular type of training being conducted;

(b) have proof of being qualified in the activities for which training is being conducted; and

(c) if conducting training be means of a simulator, have proof of having—
(iy received appropriate guidance in instruction techniques involving the use of simulators; and
(i) gained practical operational experience on the particular type of simulator being used.

(2) Every person who supervises in-service training shall have a thorough knowledge and understanding of
the training programme and of the specific objectives for each type of training being conducted.

Duties of instructors and candidates

70. (1) Every person conducting in-service training shall ensure that—

(a) appropriate periods are set aside for completion of the programme of on-board training within the normal
operational requirements of the ship;

(b) at the beginning of the programme and at the start of each voyage on a different ship, candidates are given
comprehensive information and guidance as to what is expected of them and how the training programme is
to be conducted,

(¢) atraining officer is designated to administer the programme;

(d) ship's officers who are responsible for training and assessment know and understand their duties and
responsibilities regarding training;

(e) ship's officers receive appropriate training in assessment methods;

(f) during the required period of qualifying service, a candidate receives systematic practical training and
experience in the tasks, duties and responsibilities relevant to the certificate desired, with due regard to the
competencies specified in the Code;

(g) assessments of a candidate are conducted, without undue delay, when a candidate is considered ready for
assessment;

(h) the on-board training forms an integral part of the overall training plan;

(i) the programme of on-board training is managed and co-ordinated by the person managing the ship on which
the qualifying service is to be performed; and

(J) acomprehensive record is kept of all training conducted.
(2) Every person designated as a training officer pursuant to subregulation (1)(c) shall be responsible for—
{a) the overall administration of the training programme;
(b) monitoring candidates' progress throughout such programme; and
(c) giving guidance, when necessary, and ensuring that the training programme is conducted properly.
(3) A master's responsibilities shall be—
(a) to provide the link between the ship's officers responsible for training and the training officer ashore;
(b) to designate, in writing, the ship's officers who are to be responsible for organizing and supervising on-board
training for each voyage;
(c) to ensure continuity in the case of any change of ship's officers during voyages; and
(d) to ensure that all personnel concerned carry out effectively the on-board training programme.

(4) Unless the master directs otherwise in the interests of the safe operation of the ship, every ship's officer
designated pursuant to subregulation (3)(b) shall be responsible for— .

(a) organizing the programme of practical training at sea;

(b} ensuring, in a supervisory-capacity, that training record books are properly maintained and that all other
requirements are met; and

(c) ensuring, so far as practicable, that the time the candidate spends on board is as useful as possible in terms
of training and experience, and is consistent with the objectives of the training programme and the progress
of training.

(5) Every candidate shall—
(a) follow diligently the programme of training;
(b) utilize fuily the opportunities presented, both during and outside working hours; and
(c) keep his or her training record book up-to-date and available for inspection at all reasonable times.
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PART §
REPEAL OF REGULATIONS AND SAVINGS, TRANSITIONAL ARRANGEMENTS,
AND TITLE AND COMMENCEMENT

Repeal 6f regulations, and savings

71. (1) Subject to subregulation (2) and regulation 72, the following regulations are repealed:

(a) TheExamination Regulations for Certificates of Competency for Deck Officers, 1994, published by Government
Notice No. R. 738 of 20 April 1994, as amended by Government Notice No. R. 1002 of 27 May 1994;

(b) the Examination Regulations for Engineer-Officers, 1985, published by Government Notice No. R. 2655 of 29
November 1985, as amended by Government Notices Nos. R. 38 of 10 January 1989, R. 2438 of 19 October
1990 and R. 2715 of 2 October 1992;

1995, and

(b) the Examination Regulations for Certificates of Competency for Marine Motormen, 1993, published by
Government Notice No. R. 2314 of 1 December 1993.

(3) Subjectto regulation 72, the Ship's Officers' Medical Training Regulations, 1992, published by Government

Notice No. R 2666 of 25 September 1992, as amended by Government Notice No. R. 533 of 25 March 1994, shall

cease to have effect in their application, by virtue of regulation 2(a) and (b) thereof, to certificated deck and engineer
officers.

Transitional arrangements

72. The requirements for the issue, recognition and endorsement of certificates of competency and of
qualification prescribed by the regulations referred to in regulation 71(1)(a) to (c) shall continue to have effect until
1 February 2002 in relation to persons who commenced qualifying service or an approved education and training
programme or an approved training course before 1 January 1999.

Title and commencement

73. These regulations are called the Merchant Shipping (Training and Certification) Regulations, 1999, and
come into operation on 31 December 1999.

Watchkeeping certificates, signed by the master(s), serve as proof of a candidate's having acted as a
watchkeeping officer.

DEEL 2
EVALUERING

Bewys van identiteit

9. Elkekandidaat vir'n sertifikaat of endossement moet bewys van sy of haar identiteit lewer tot tevredenheid
van die Owerheid. Sodanige bewys kan wees in die vorm van 'n geldige Suid-Afrikaanse identiteitsdokument of
paspoort of, in die geval van 'n vreemde burger of inwoner, 'n geldige paspoort.
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Datums en plekke van eksamens

ontvang nadat die eksaminator vasgestel het dat die kandidaat aan al die vereistes wat die eksamen voorafgaan,
voldoen het.

Hoe om aansoek te doen

sy of haar saak, vergesel van die tersaaklike sertifikate, ontslagsertifikate, getuigskrifte, opleidingsrekords,
waghoudienssertifikate en sodanige ander dokumente wat vereis mag word, voorlé vir spesiale oorweging deur n
eksaminator,

(2) Aansoeke vir sertifikate en endossemente deur kandidate oorsee kan per pos gedoen word, en moet volle
besonderhede van die geval insluit en, indien nodig, vergesel gaan van gewaarmerkte afskrifte van die tersaaklike
dokumente. Oorspronklike dokument behoort nie sodanige aansoeke te vergesel nie.

Verklaring en bewys van kwalifiserende diens

13. (1) Elke kandidate moet in die aansoekvorm in regulasie 11(1) bedoel, 'n verklaring aflé oor
kwalifiserende diens wat gedoen is, en moet enige tydperke van onderbreking in sodanige diens tot tevredenheid
van die betrokke eksaminator verduidelik.

(2) Ontslagsertifikate of 'n behoorlik ingevulde Seemansrekordboek sal, by ontstentenis van andersluidende
bewys, aanvaar word as genoegsame bewys van die kwalifiserende diens daarin vermeld

(3) 'nKandidaat vir 'n dekoffisiersertifikaat moet, waar diens in bevel van 'n wag vereis word, sertifikate van
waghoudiens voorlé, onderteken deur die onderskeie gesagvoerders van die skepe waarop hy of sy gedien het,
waarin gestel word dat hy of sy vir minstens 8 uur van elke 24 uur diens waarop aanspraak gemaak word, as 'n
waghou-offisier opgetree het. 'n Kandidaat vir'n eerste bekwaamheidsertifikaat moet getuigskrifte voorlé onderteken
deur die onderskeie gesagvoerders van die skepe waarop hy of sy gedien het vir die 12 maande kwalifiserende diens
wat die datum van aansoek vir eksaminering voorafgaan.

(b) Getuigskriftevoorgelé deur'n kandidaat vir'n ingenieuroffisiersertifikaat as bewys van kwalifiserende diens
moet geteken word 6f deur die hoofingenieuroffisier 6f die gesagvoerder van die betrokke skip en moet die kandidaat
se werklike rang op wag, die getal ingenieuroffisiere gelyktydig op wag, die tipe aandryfmasjinerie en krag (in
kilowatt) van die skip, en die aard van die pligte wat verrig is.

Omkopery

14. 'n Kandidaat wat skuldig bevind is aan omkopery ingevolge artikel 314 van die Wet of wat kragtens artikel
324 van die Wet 'n boete vir sodanige omkopery opgelé is, word nie tot 'n eksamen vir enige sertifikaat of
endossement toegelaat nie alvorens 'n tydperk van minstens 12 maande vanaf die datum van sodanige
skuldigbevinding of boeteoplegging verloop het, na gelang van die geval.

Onbevredigende gedrag

15. 'nKandidaat of potensiéle kandidaat wat, na ondertekening van 'n ooreenkoms met die bemanning beoog
in artikel 102 van die Wet, versuim het om by die skip aan te sluit, of wat nadat hy of sy aangesluit het die skip om
'n ander rede as ontslag verlaat het, of wat skuldig bevind is aan wangedrag aan boord, moet bevredigende bewys
lewer van twee jaar daaropvolgende kwalifiserende diens met goeie gedrag, tensy die Owerheid anders gelas.
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Mondelinge eksamens

16. (1) Waar die eksamen vir 'n sertifikaat of endossement bestaan uit 'n skriftelike deel en 'n mondelinge
deel, mag 'n kandidaat nie in die mondelinge deel van die eksamen geéksamineer word nie alvorens hy of sy in die
skriftelike deel geslaag het.

(2) Mondelinge eksamens moet deur 'n eksaminator in teenwoordigheid van 'n evalueerder afgeneem word.
Die doel van 'n mondelinge eksamen is om 'n kandidaat se bekwaamheid in die praktiese aspekte van 'n offisier se
plig te bepaal.

(3) Elke kandidaat moet, alvorens hy of sy in die mondelinge deel van 'n eksamen geéksamineer word, aan
die eksaminator die geakkrediteerde inrigting se sertifikaat van uitslae voorlé, wat deur 'n gemagtigde persoon
geteken is en die volgende toon:

(b) die kursus of kursusse wat suksesvol voltooi is;

(c) virelke vak, die vakpunt, punte behaal in die eindeksamen (indien van toepassing), finale punte en uitslag; en
(d) die duur van die kursus of kursusse. _

(4) Die mondelinge eksamen vir 'n dekoffisiersertifikaat moet die kandidaat se kennis toets betreffende die
strekking en betekenis van die regulasies in verband met botsings, en die vermoé om die regulasies bloot woord
vir woord te herhaal is nie voldoende om 'n slaagpunt in die eksamen te verseker nie, maar die gebrek aan 'n
woordelike herhaling sal ook nie noodwendig daartoe lei dat die kandidaat druip nie, mits die eksaminator oortuig
is dat die kandidaat die volle betekenis, inhoud en praktiese toepassing van daardie regulasies begryp.

(b) eksamenskrifte so gou moontlik na ontvangs moet modereer;

(d) met die betrokke dosent of interne eksaminator moet oorleg pleeg wanneer 'n negatiewe neiging of fout in 'n

memorandum, skrif of groep skrifte opgemerk word.

(3) Indie geval van twyfel oor 'n kandidaat se slaagpunt in die vakke kartwerk, navigasie, skeepsargitektuur,
noodprosedures en ingenieurswese, is die eksaminator se besluit finaal.

(4) In die vakke kartwerk, navigasie, skeepsargitektuur en noodprosedures vir dekoffisiere moet 'n kandidaat
'n slaagpunt van minstens 60 persent in die geskrewe eindeksamen behaal. In alle ander vakke, in die leerplanne
vir sowel dekoffisiere as ingenieuroffisiere, is die slaagpunt in die geskrewe eindeksamen vir elke vak 50 persent.

Interpretation

1. (1) Intheseregulations, any word or expression given a meaning in the Act shall have that meaning and,
unless the context indicates otherwise—

"accredited institution” means a training institution accredited under regulation 67 of the Training and
Certification Regulations,
"approved™ means approved by the Authority,

“certificated", except in relation to a radio officer, means duly certificated under the Act or deemed under the
Act to be so certificated, and, in relation to a radio officer, means holding a valid appropriate certificate of
proficiency issued or recognized by or on behalf of the South African Telecommunications Regulatory Authority,
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"contravene" includes failing or refusing to comply;

"defined fishing zone" means the sea area southwards from 15° S latitude and extending not further than 200
nautical miles offshore;

"examiner" means a person appointed under section 77(4) of the Act:

"fast rescue boat" means a rigid or semi-rigid inflatable boat used for rescue work and capable of
manoeuvring, for at least 4 hours, at a speed of 20 knots in calm water with a crew of at least three persons
and at a speed of at least 8 knots with a full complement:

"fishing vessel" means a ship that is used for catching fish or other living resources of the sea for financial
gain or reward;

"GMDSS" means the global maritime distress and safety system;
"GT" means gross register ton, and in the case of a ship with dual tonnage, the higher tonnage;
"length of ship" means the length shown on the ship's certificate of registry or other official document:

"mining operations" means the exploitation, whether by mining or otherwise, of mineral resources of the
seabed or subsoil thereof, excluding oil and gas resources;

"near-coastal voyage" means a voyage on a ship of 500 GT or less restricted to the sea area adjacent to the
southern African coast between Punta do Ouro and the mouth of the Orange River and extending not further
than 250 nautical miles offshore;

“offshore" means seaward measured from the low-water line (as defined in section 1 of the Maritime Zones
Act, 1994 (Act No. 15 of 1994)) along the coast of the African continent;

“port operations" means voyages restricted to the sea area within a radius of 12 nautical miles measured—

(a) inthe case of the port of Saldanha Bay, from the mid-point of an imaginary line joining the North Head
and the South Head lights; and

(b) inthe case of any other port in the Republic, from the outermost breakwater light;

"propulsion power" means the total maximum continuous rated output power in kilowatts of all a ship's main
propulsion machinery appearing on the ship's certificate of registry or other official document;

"radio officer" means a person employed as such and having responsibility for the radio installations on a
ship;

“rating” means a seaman other than an officer;

"repealed regulations" means the requlations repealed by regulation 25;

"ro-ro passenger ship" means a passenger ship with ro-ro cargo spaces or special category spaces as
defined in regulation 11-2/3 of the Safety Convention;

"safe manning document" means a document described as such and issued—
(a) inthe case of a South African ship, by the Authority in the form set out in annex 2; and

(b) inthe case of any other ship, in accordance with regulation V/13 of the Safety Convention by or on behalf
of the government of the state whose flag the ship is entitled to fly,

"seagoing ship" means a ship other than one that navigates exclusively in inland waters or in a sea area
contemplated in the definition of port operations;

"ship to which the Safety Convention applies" means any seagoing ship of 25 GT or more engaged on an
international voyage, except—

(a) warships, naval auxiliaries or other ships owned or cperated by a state and engaged only on government
non-commercial service,

(b) ships of less than 500 GT, other than passenger ships,

(c) ships not propelled by mechanical means;

(d) wooden ships of primitive build;

(e) ships used solely for sport or recreation; and

(f) fishing vessels;

"ship to which the STCW Convention applies" means any seagoing ship of 25 GT or more, except—

(a) warships, naval auxiliaries or other ships owned or operated by a state and engaged only on government
non-commercial service;

(b) fishing vessels;

(c) ships used solely for sport or recreation; and
(d) wooden ships of primitive build;

"tanker" means a ship—
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(a) constructed or adapted and used for the carriage in bulk of any liquid product listed in chapter 17 of the
latest edition of the International Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships Carrying Dangerous
Chemicals in Bulk published by the International Maritime Organization, as amended from time to time;

(b) constructed or adapted and used for the carriage in bulk of any liquefied gas or other product listed in
chapter 19 of the latest edition of the International Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships
Carrying Liquefied Gases in Bulk published by the International Maritime Organization, as amended from
time to time; or

(¢) constructed and used for the carriage in bulk of petroleum or petroleum products,

“the Act" means the Merchant Shipping Act, 1951 (Act No. 57 of 1951);

"the Code" means the Code for South African Maritime Qualifications published by the Authority, as amended
from time to time;

“the Training and Certification Regulations" means the Merchant Shipping (Training and Certification)
Regulations, 1889,

"unlimited voyage" means a voyage other than one contemplated in the definitions of near-coastal voyage
and port operations.

(2) References in these regulations to the holder of a certificate or to holding a certificate are
references to the lawful holder of the certificate or to lawfully holding the certificate, as the case may be.

Application

2. (1) Subjectto subregulations (2) and (3), these regulations apply to every ship registered or licensed in
the Republic, or required to be so registered or licensed.

(2) The provisions of regulation 24 apply, in addition, to every foreign ship to which the Safety Convention
applies while such ship is in the Republic or the territorial waters thereof.

(3) These regulations do not apply to a ship of 100 GT or more that is classified in terms of the life-saving
equipment regulations as a class Xl yacht, provided there are employed on the ship an adequate number and
description of persons to ensure that the ship is sufficiently and efficiently manned.

Employment of master on ships of 25 GT or more

3. The owner of every ship of 25 GT or more going to sea from any port or operating at a port in the Republic
shall—

(a) employ as master of the ship a person who holds a valid certificate of competency of a class or grade not lower
than the highest class or grade of certificate held by any other deck officer required to be employed on the ship
in terms of these regulations; and

(b) ensure that the master, before assuming command of the ship, has the appropriate experience in the type of
ship he or she is to command and is familiarized with his or her specific duties and with the ship's
arrangements, installations, equipment, procedures and characteristics relevant to assuming command,

Employment of officers and other persons on ships of 25 GT or more

4. (1) The owner and master of every ship of 25 GT or more shall—

(a) ensure that no officer takes charge of a navigational or engineering watch unless he or she holds a valid
certificate of competency entitling him or her to do so;

(b) ensure that no rating forms part of a navigational or engineering watch unless he or she holds a certificate of
qualification entitling him or her to do so,

(c) in addition to the officers and other persons required to be employed on the ship in terms of these regulations,
employ as crew of the ship the number and description of persons necessary to ensure that the ship is
sufficiently and efficiently manned;

(d) ensure that every certificated officer and other person employed on the ship, before being allowed to assume
his or her assigned duties, is familiarized with his or her specific duties and with all the ship's arrangements,
installations, equipment, procedures and characteristics relevant to his or her routine and emergency duties;

(e) ensure that every certificated officer has the appropriate experience applicable to the type of ship on which he
or she is to be employed,;

(fy ensure that—

(i) every person, other than a certificated officer or a certificated rating qualified as an able seaman or oiler,
who is employed on the ship and designated to have safety or pollution prevention duties has
documentary proof confirming that he or she has successfully completed approved training relating to
those duties; and
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(ii) every such person, including a certificated rating qualified as an able seamen or oiler, has documentary
proof confirming that he or she has—

(aa) served in a capacity designated to have safety or pollution prevention duties for a period of at least
12 months during the preceding five years; or
(bb) successfully completed approved training relating to those duties during the preceding five years:
(g) ensure that every person employed on the ship and going to sea for the first time has successfully completed
an approved safety induction course; and
(h) ensure that the crew of the ship are capable of effectively co-ordinating their activities in an emergency
situation and in performing funttions vital to safety or to the prevention or mitigation of pollution.

(2) (a) For the purposes of subregulation (1)(c) and regulations 2(3) and 5(1)(b), a ship shall be deemed
to be sufficiently and efficiently manned if, in the opinion of the proper officer, it has a crew of suitably qualified
persons to enable it to proceed to sea with due regard to the requirements of the life-saving equipment regulations,
the collision regulations, the radio regulations and of any such another safety provisions as may apply to the ship.

(b) In determining the adequacy of the crew complement of any ship for the purposes of paragraph (a), the
proper officer shall have regard to—
(i) the complement carried by the ship on recent voyages:;
(ii) the complement normally carried by similar ships when employed on voyages similar to that proposed: and
(ii) the complement adequate to ensure compliance with the minimum rest periods prescribed by regulation 7

Employment of master and other persons on ships of less than 25 GT

5. (1) The owner of every ship of less than 25 GT, other than a ship referred to in subregulation (2), going
to sea from any port or operating at a port in the Republic shall—

(a) employ as master of the ship a person who holds a valid Small Vessel Certificate of Competence issued under
regulation & of the Standards of Seaworthiness, Manning and Licensing of Vessels Regulations, 1986; and

(b) employ as crew of the ship the number and description of persons necessary to ensure that the ship is
sufficiently and efficiently manned.
(2) The owner of every passenger ship of less than 25 GT going to sea from any port or operating at a port

in the Republic shall—

(a) employ as master of the ship a person who holds a valid certificate referred to in subregulation (1)(a) that is
endorsed so as to entitle the holder thereof to command a small passenger ship in accordance with the terms
of the endorsement; and

(b) employ as crew of the ship at least one competent person for every 50 passengers, or part of such number,
carried on the ship.

Watchkeeping standards

6. The owner and master of a ship shall ensure that the watchkeeping standards set out in annex 1 are
complied with on the ship at all relevant times.

Rest periods for watchkeeping personnel

7. (1) The owner and master of a ship shall ensure that no officer or rating keeps or forms part of a
navigational or engineering watch unless he or she has had a minimum of 10 hours rest in any 24 hour period,
subject to the following rules:

(a) Restperiods may be divided into no more than two periods, one of which shall be of at least six hours duration;

(b) rest periods need not be maintained in cases of emergency or drill or in other overriding operational
circumstances; and

(c) the minimum period of 10 hours may be reduced to not less than six consecutive hours: Provided that such

a reduction shall not extend beyond two days and not less than 70 hours of rest shall be provided in each

seven-day period.

(2) Every officer and rating designated to keep or form part of a navigational or engineering watch shall ensure
that he or she is adequately rested before keeping or forming part of any such watch.

(3) The master shall cause to be recorded in the ship's official logbook every occasion when the prescribed
rest periods cannot be met. The entry shall include the watchkeepers name, the date and time of the wa_tch
concerned and a brief explanation of the emergency, drill or operational circumstances affecting each rest period.
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Employment of qualified personnel on tankers and ro-ro passenger ships

8. (1) (a) Officers and ratings serving on tankers who are assigned specific duties and responsibilities
related to cargo or cargo equipment shall hold a special endorsement or certificate relative to those duties and
responsibilities, issued—

(i) under regulation 51(1) of the Training and Certification Regulations; or

(i) in accordance with regulation V/1, paragraph 1 of the STCW Convention by or on behalf of another party to
that Convention.

(b) Masters, chief mates, chief engineer officers and second engineer officers on tankers shall hold a special
endorsement relative to service on tankers, issued—

(i) under regulation 51(2) of the Training and Certification Regulations; or

(i) in accordance with regulation V/1, paragraph 2 of the STCW Convention by or on behalf of another party to
that Convention.

(2) (a) Masters, officers and other personnel serving on ro-ro passenger ships shall hold a special
endorsement or certificate relative to service on ro-ro passenger ships, issued—

(i) under regulation 52 of the Training and Certification Regulations; or
(i) in accordance with regulation V/2 of the STCW Convention by or on behalf of another party to that Convention.
(b) Personnel providing direct service to passengers in passenger spaces on ro-ro passenger ships on
unlimited voyages shall hold documentary proof of having successfully completed the safety training required by
regulation 52(6) of the Training and Certification Regulations or regulation V/2, paragraph 6 of the STCW
Convention.
(3) Masters, officers and other personnel who hold an endorsement, a certificate or documentary proof in
accordance with this regulation shall at intervals not exceeding five years successfully complete approved training

in accordance with regulation 3(3) of the Training and Certification Regulations or regulation 1/11, paragraph 2 of
the STCW Convention

Employment of persons holding foreign certificates

9. (1) Forthe purposes of section 83(1) of the Act, the owner of a ship to which the STCW Convention
applies shall not employ on the ship, as master or ship's officer, any person who holds a certificate issued by or on
behalf of the government of another country, unless—

(a) that person's certificate has been endorsed in accordance with regulation 10; or

(b) in the absence of such an endorsement, the certificate was issued and is valid in accordance with the STCW
Convention, the period of employment does not exceed three months and the owner makes application to the
Authority within that period for an endorsement in accordance with regulation 10.

(2) (a) Forthepurposes of section 83(1) of the Act, the owner of a ship to which the STCW Convention does
not apply shall not employ on the ship, as master or ship's officer, any person who holds a cettificate of competency
issued by or on behalf of the government of another country, unless the Authority has, under section 83(2) of the
Act, authorized that person's employment on the ship.

(b) Application for an authorization under section 83(2) of the Act shall be made by the owner of the ship and
shall be directed to the proper officer nearest to the ship's intended port of departure. The application shall—

(i) be made before the person assumes duty on the ship; and

(i) be accompanied by the person's original certificate (together with a certified translation into the English
language where the certificate is in a language other than English), a medical examination report complying
with the requirements specified by marine notice and attesting to the person's medical fitness and, in the case
of a deck officer, a valid eyesight test certificate.

(c) The proper officer may require the person to appear before an examiner, who shall satisfy himself or
herself that the person is adequately qualified and that he or she has the ability to converse, issue and understand
orders and written instructions in the English language.

(3) Anauthorization granted under section 83(2) of the Act shall be in writing and shall specify the period, not
exceeding six months, for which it is to remain in force.

(4) The Authority may revoke an authorization granted under section 83(2) of the Act if—

(a) the person in question shows, through any inability, that he or she is not adequately qualified or that he or she
is not able to converse, issue and understand orders and written instructions in the English language;

(b) the person's certificate expires or is cancelled or suspended by or on behalf of the government under whose
authority the certificate was originally issued;

(c) the person fails to comply with any condition on which the authorization was granted;
(d) a court of marine enquiry or a disciplinary hearing recommends the revocation of the authorization, or
(e) the person is convicted of an offence in terms of the Act or any other law administered by the Authority.
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Recognition of foreign certificates

10. (1) The holder of a certificate as master or ship's officer issued by or on behalf of ancther party to the
STCW Convention may apply to the Authority in accordance with subregulation (2) for the recognition of his or her
certificate as equivalent to a certificate of competency issued under the Act.

(2) An application contemplated in subregulation (1) shall be accompanied by—
(a) a letter of motivation requesting the specific equivalency;

(b) a statement by the applicant, confirmed by or on behalf of another party to the STCW Convention, that he or
she is able to converse, issue and understand orders and written instructions in the English language at a
standard not inferior to that required by the STCW Convention;

(c) a medical certificate, issued by an approved medical practitioner, declaring that the medical fitness of the
applicant complies with the medical standards set out in the Code;

(d) a certified copy of the applicant's original certificate;

(e) two passport-size photographs of the applicant; and

(f) ifthe applicant is applying for an equivalency as master, chief mate, chief engineer officer or second engineer
officer, documentary proof that he or she has attained the level of knowledge of the Republic's maritime
legislation required for the equivalent certificate desired. A certificate issued by an accredited institution stating
that the applicant has satisfied the institution's examiner that he or she has attained the required level of
knowledge shall be accepted as sufficient proof of such knowledge.

(3) The Authority may issue an endorsement recognizing an applicant's certificate, which endorsement shall
have effect as an authorization under section 83(1) of the Act, if it is satisfied that—
(a) the certificate is authentic and valid;

{b) the level of competence and knowledge evidenced by the certificate is not inferior to that required for the
equivalent certificate issued under the Act;

(c) the applicant, if applying for an equivalency as master, chief mate, chief engineer officer or second engineer
officer, has attained the level of knowledge of the Republic's maritime legislation required for the equivalent
certificate issued under the Act; and

(d) prompt notification will be given to the Authority of any significant change in the arrangements for training and
certification provided in compliance with the STCW Convention,

(4) Every endorsement issued under subregulation (3) shall be a separate document and shall state, with
reference to the Training and Certification Regulations and the STCW Convention, the capacity in which the holder
is entitled to serve.

(5) The Authority may cancel an endorsement issued under subregulation (3) if—

(a) the holder shows, through any inability, that he or she does not meet the level competency and knowledge
required for the equivalent certificate of competency, or that he or she is not able to converse, issue and
understand orders and written instructions in the English language;

(b) the holder's certificate expires or is cancelled or suspended by or on behalf of the government under whose
authority the certificate was originally issued;

(c) a court of marine enquiry or a disciplinary hearing recommends the cancellation of the endorsement, or
(d) the holder is convicted of an offence in terms of the Act or any other law administered by the Authority

(6) Wherethe Authority cancels an endorsement under subregulation (5), it shall inform the government under
whose authority the certificate was originally issued of the cancellation.

Employment of certificated deck officers on ships of 25 GT or more other than fishing vessels

11. (1) The owner and master of every ship of 25 GT or more other than a fishing vessel or a ship referred
to in subregulation (2) shall ensure that there is employed on the ship, in their appropriate capacities, the number
of certificated deck officers specified in the table below:

(2) No exemption shall be granted under subregulation (1) unless the seaman is certificated to serve in the
next lower capacity: Provided that where the next lower capacity is not required by these regulations to be filled by
a certificated person, exemption may be granted only if the seaman's qualifications and experience, in the opinion
of the Authority, clearly meet the requirements for the certificated capacity to be filled: Provided further that such
seaman, if uncertificated, shall be required to satisfy an examiner that he or she possesses the minimum knowledge
and experience required to serve in the certificated capacity concerned.

(3) No master or chief engineer officer of a ship to which the STCW Convention applies shall be granted an
exemption under subregulation (1) except in the case of force majeure, and then only for the shortest possible time.

(4) Where the holder of a certificate of competency issued under the Act, before the commencement of these
regulations, or thereafter by virtue of regulation 72 of the Training and Certification Regulations, has served for at
least eighteen months within the preceding seven years in a certificated capacity, but is prohibited from continued
employment in that capacity owing to the tonnage or propulsion power of the ship exceeding the applicable tonnage
or propulsion power limitation shown on his or her certificate, such certificate may be produced for endorsement
s0 as to entitle the holder thereof to serve in the capacity concerned on a ship having an appropriately greater
tonnage or propulision power.

Safe manning document

24. (1) The owner of every ship of 25 GT or more shall ensure that—
(a) a safe manning document is in force in respect of the ship and the manning of the ship,
(b) the safe manning document is kept on board the ship at all times; and
(¢) the manning of the ship is maintained at all times to at least the levels specified in the safe manning document.

(2) The master of every ship to which subregulation (1) applies shall ensure that the ship does not proceed
to sea unless there is on board a valid safe manning document issued in respect of the ship, and the manning of
the ship complies with that document.

(3) Every owner who contravenes subregulation (1) is guilty of an offence and liable on conviction to a fine
or to imprisonment for a period not exceeding 12 months.

(4) Every master who contravenes subregulation (2) is guilty of an offence and liable on conviction to a fine
or to imprisonment for a period not exceeding 12 months.

Repeal of regulations

25. The Manning of Ships Regulations, 1985, published by Government Notice No. R. 2652 of 29 November
1985, as amended by Government Notices Nos. R. 41 of 10 January 1989, R. 2129 of 7 September 1990, R. 2088
of 30 August 1991 and R. 2316 of 1 December 1993, are repealed.

Title and commencement

26. (1) These regulations are called the Merchant Shipping (Safe Manning) Regulations, 1999, and, subject
to subregulation (2), come into operation on 31 December 1999,

(2) Regulations 4(1)(b),(f) and (g), 8, 7 and 10 shall take effect in respect of fishing vessels on a date fixed
by the Minister by notice in the Gazette.
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ANNEX 1
(Regulation 6)

WATCHKEEPING PRINCIPLES AND ARRANGEMENTS

Planning the voyage

1. Theintended voyage shall be planned in advance, taking into consideration all pertinent information, and
any course laid down shall be checked before the voyage commences.

2. The chief engineer officer shall, in consultation with the master, determine in advance the needs of the
intended voyage, taking into consideration the requirements for fuel, water, lubricants, chemicals, expendable and
other spare parts, tools, supplies and any other requirements.

3. Before each voyage the master of a ship shall ensure that the intended route from the port of departure
to the first port of call is planned using adequate and appropriate charts and other nautical publications necessary
for the intended voyage, containing accurate, complete and up-to-date information regarding those navigational
limitations and hazards that are of a permanent or predictable nature and that are relevant to the safe navigation
of the ship.

4. When the route planning is verified taking into consideration all pertinent information, the planned route
shall be clearly displayed on appropriate charts and shall be continuously available to the officer in charge of the
watch, who shall verify each course to be followed before using it during the voyage,

5. If a decision is made during a voyage to change the next port of call of the planned route, or if it is

necessary for the ship to deviate substantially from the planned route for other reasons, then an amended route shall
be planned before deviating substantially from the route originally planned.

Watchkeeping at sea

6. Owners, masters, chief engineer officers and watchkeeping personnel shall observe the following
principles to ensure that safe watches are maintained at all times.

7. The master of a ship shall ensure that watchkeeping arrangements are adequate for maintaining a safe
navigational watch. Under the master's general direction, the officers of the navigational watch are responsible for
navigating the ship safely during their periods of duty, when they will be particularly concerned with avoiding collision
and stranding.

8. The chief engineer officer of a ship shall, in consultation with the master, ensure that watchkeeping
arrangements are adequate to maintain a safe engineering watch.

8. The master, officers and ratings shall be aware of the serious effects of operational or accidental poi!ution
of the marine environment and shall take all possible precautions to prevent such pollution, particularly within the
framework of relevant international and port regulations.

PART 1
PRINCIPLES TO BE OBSERVED IN KEEPING NAVIGATIONAL WATCH

10. The officer in charge of the navigational watch is the master's representative and is primarily responsible
at all times for the safe navigation of the ship and for complying with the collision regulations.

11. A proper look-out shall be maintained at all times in compliance with rule 5 of the annex to the collision
regulations, and shall serve the purpose of—
(a) maintaining a continuous state of vigilance by sight and hearing as well as by all other available means, with

regard to any significant change in the operating environment;

(b) fully appraising the situation and the risk of collision, stranding and other dangers to navigation; and

(c) detecting ships or aircraft in distress, shipwrecked persons, wrecks, debris and other hazards to safe
navigation,

12. The look-out shall be able to give full attention to the keeping of a proper look-out and no other duties shall
be undertaken or assigned which could interfere with that task.

13. The duties of the look-out and helmsman are separate and the helmsman shall not be considered to be
the look-out while steering, except in small ships where an unobstructed all-round view is provided at the steering
position and there is no impairment of night vision or other impediment to the keeping of a proper look-out. The
officer in charge of the navigational watch may be the sole look-out in daylight provided that on each such
occasion—

(a) the situation has been carefully assessed and it has been established without doubt that it is safe to do so:
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(b) full account has been taken of all relevant factors, including, but not limited to—
(i) state of weather;
(i) wvisibllity;
(iii) traffic density,
(iv) proximity of dangers to navigation; and
(v) the attention necessary when ’navigating in or near traffic separation schemes; and

(c) assistance is immediately available to be summoned to the bridge when any change in the situation so
requires.

14. In determining that the composition of the navigational watch is adequate to ensure that a proper lock-out
can continuously be maintained, the master shall take into account all relevant factors, including those described
in this annex, as well as the following factors:

(a) The hours of darkness, requiring in addition to the watchkeeping officer, a look-out,

(b) visibility, state of weather and sea;

(c) traffic density, and other activities occurring in the area in which the ship is navigating;

(d) the attention necessary when navigating in or near traffic separation schemes and other routeing measures,

(e) the additional workload caused by the nature of the ship's functions, immediate operating requirements and
anticipated manoeuvres;

(f) the fitness for duty of any crew members on call who are assigned as members of the watch;
(g) knowledge of and confidence in the professional competence of the ship's officers and crew,

(h) the experience of each officer of the navigational watch, and the familiarity of that officer with the ship’s
equipment, procedures, and manoeuvring capability;

(i) activities taking place on board the ship at any particular time, including radioccommunication activities, and
the availability of assistance to be summoned immediately to the bridge when necessary;

(j) the operational status of bridge instrumentation and controls, including alarm systems;
(k) rudder and propeller control and ship manoeuvring characteristics,
(1) the size of the ship and the field of vision available from the conning position;

(m) the configuration of the bridge, to the extent that such configuration might inhibit a member of the watch from
detecting by sight or hearing any external development; and

(n) any other relevant standard, procedure or guidance relating to watchkeeping arrangements and fitness for duty
which has been promulgated by regulation.

15. When deciding the composition of the watch on the bridge, which may include appropriately quatified
ratings, the following factors, inter alia, shall be taken into account:

(a) At no time shall the bridge be left unattended,
(b) weather conditions, visibility and whether there is daylight or darkness;

(c) proximity of navigational hazards which may make it necessary for the officer in charge of the watch to carry
out additional navigational duties;

(d) use and operational condition of navigational aids such as radar or electronic position-indicating devices and
any other equipment affecting the safe navigation of the ship;

(e) whether the ship is fitted with automatic steering;
(f) whether there are radio duties to be performed,;

(g) unmanned machinery space (UMS) controls, alarms and indicators provided onthe bridge, procedures for their
use and limitations; and

(h) any unusual demands on the navigational watch that may arise as a result of special operational
circumstances

16. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall not hand over the watch to the relieving officer ifthere
is reason to believe that the latter is not capable of carrying out the watchkeeping duties effectively, in which case
the master shall be notified.

17. The relieving officer shall ensure that the members of the relieving watch are fully capable of performing
their duties, particularly as regards their adjustment to night vision. Relieving officers shall not take over the watch
until their vision is fully adjusted to the light conditions.

18. Before taking over the watch, relieving officers shall satisfy themselves as to the ship's estimated or true
position and confirm its intended track, course and speed, and UMS controls as appropriate and shall note any
dangers to navigation expected to be encountered during their watch.

19. Relieving officers shall personally satisfy themselves regarding—
(a) standing orders and other special instructions of the master relating to navigation of the ship;
(b) position, course, speed and draught of the ship;
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(c) prevailing and predicted tides, currents, weather, visibility and the effect of these factors upon course and
speed;

(d) procedures for the use of main engines to manoeuvre when the main engines are on bridge control; and

(e) navigational situation, including but not limited to—

(i) the operational condition of all navigational and safety equipment being used or likely to be used during
the watch;

(ii) the errors of gyro- and magnetic compasses;

(ili) presence and movement of ships in sight or known to be in the vicinity,

(iv) the conditions and hazards likely to be encountered during the watch, and

(v) the possible effects of heel, trim, water density and squat on under-keel clearance.

20. If at any time the officer in charge of the navigational watch is to be relieved when a manoeuvre or othar
action to avoid any hazard is taking place, the relief of that officer shall be deferred until such action has been
completed.

21. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shali—
(a) keep the watch on the bridge,;
(b) in no circumstances leave the bridge until properly relieved:

(c) continueto be responsible for the safe navigation of the ship, despite the presence of the master on the bridge,
untilinformed specifically that the master has assumed that responsibility and this is mutually understood: and

(d) notify the master when in any doubt as to what action to take in the interest of safety.

22. During the watch the course steered, position and speed shall be checked at sufficiently frequent intervals,
using any available navigational aids necessary, to ensure that the ship follows the planned course,

23. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall have full knowledge of the location and operation of
all safety and navigational equipment on board the ship and shall be aware and take account of the operating
limitations of such equipment.

24. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall not be assigned or undertake any duties which would
interfere with the safe navigation of the ship.

25. Officers of the navigational watch shall make the most effective use of all navigational equipment at their
disposal.

26. When using radar, the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall bear in mind the necessity to
comply at all times with the provisions on the use of radar contained in the coliision regulations.

27. In cases of need, the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall not hesitate to use the helm, engines
and sound signalling apparatus. However, timely notice of intended variations of engine speed shall be given where
possible or effective use made of UMS engine controls provided on the bridge in accordance with the applicable
procedures,

28. Officers of the navigational watch shall know the handling characteristics of their ship, including its
stopping distances, and should appreciate that other ships may have different handling characteristics.

29. A proper record shall be kept during the watch of the movements and activities relating to the navigation
of the ship.

30. Itis of special importance that at all times the officer in charge of the navigational watch ensures that a
proper look-out is maintained. In a ship with a separate chartroom the officer in charge of the navigational watch
may visit the chartroom, when essential, for a short period for the necessary performance of navigational duties,
but shall first ensure that it is safe to do so and that proper look-out is maintained.

31. Operational tests of shipboard navigational equipment shall be carried out at sea as freque_ntly as
practicable and as circumstances permit, in particular before hazardous conditions affecting navigation are
expected. Whenever appropriate, these tests shall be recorded. Such tests shall also be carried out before port
arrival and departure.

32. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall make regular checks to ensure that—
(a) the person steering the ship, or the automatic pilot, is steering the correct course;

(b) thestandard compass error is determined at least once a watch and, when possible, after any major glteratign
of course, the standard and gyro-compasses are frequently compared and repeaters are synchronized with
their master compass;

(c) the automatic pilot is tested manually at least once a watch;
(d) the navigation and signal lights and other navigational equipment are functioning properly;

(e) the radio equipment available in the bridge is functioning properly in accordance with paragraph 82 of this
annex; and

(f) the UMS controls, alarms and indicators are functioning properly.
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33. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall bear in mind the necessity to comply at all times with
the requirements in force of the Safety Convention. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall take into
account—

(a) the need to station a person to steer the ship and to put the steering into manual control in goed time to allow
any potentially hazardous situation to be dealt with in a safe manner; and

(b) that with a ship under automatic steering it is highly dangerous to allow a situation to develop to the point
where the officer in charge of the navigational watch is without assistance and has to break the continuity of
the look-out in order to take emergency action.

34. Officers of the navigational watch shall be thoroughly familiar with the use of all electronic navigational
aids carried, including their capabilities and limitations, and shall use each of these aids when appropriate and shall
bear in mind that the echo sounder is a valuable navigational aid.

35. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall use the radar whenever restricted visibility is
encountered or expected, and at all times in congested waters, having due regard to its limitations.

36. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall ensure that range scales employed are changed at
sufficiently frequent intervals so that echoes are detected as early as possible. It shall be borne in mind that small
or poor echoes may escape detection

37. Whenever radar is in use, the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall select an appropriate range
scale and observe the display carefully, and shall ensure that plotting or systematic analysis is commenced in ample
time

38. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall notify the master immediately—

(a) if restricted visibility is encountered or expected,

(b) if the traffic conditions or the movements of other ships are causing concern;

(c) if difficulty is experienced in maintaining course,

(d) on failure to sight land, a navigational mark or to obtain soundings by the expected time,

(e) if, unexpectedly, a land or a navigation mark is sighted or a change in sounding occurs;

(f) - onbreakdown ofthe engines, propulsion machinery remote control, steering gear or any essential navigational
equipment, alarm or indicator;

(g) if the radio equipment in the bridge malfunctions,

(h) in heavy weather, if in any doubt about the possibility of weather damage;

(i) if the ship meets any hazard to navigation, such as ice or a derelict; and

(J) in any other emergency or if in any doubt.
39, Despite the requirement to notify the master immediately in the foregoing circumstances, the officer in

charge of the navigational watch shall in addition not hesitate to take immediate action for the safety of the ship,
where circumstances so require.

40. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall give watchkeeping personnel all appropriate
instructions and information which will ensure the keeping of a safe watch, including a proper look-out.

41. In clear weather the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall take frequent and accurate compass
bearings of approaching ships as a means of early detection of risk of collision and bear in mind that such risk may
sometimes exist even when an appreciable bearing change is evident, particularly when approaching a very large
ship or a tow or when approaching a ship at close range. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall also
take early and positive action in compliance with the applicable collision regulations and subsequently check that
such action is having the desired effect.

42. In clear weather, whenever possible, the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall carry out radar
practice.

43. When restricted visibility is encountered or expected, the first responsibility of the officer in charge of the
navigational watch is to comply with the relevant rules of the collision regulations with particular regard to the
sounding of fog signals, proceeding at a safe speed and having the engines ready for immediate manoeuvre. In
addition, the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall—

(a) inform the master,

(b) posta proper look-out;

(c) exhibit navigation lights; and
(d) operate and use the radar

44. During the hours of darkness the master and the officer in charge of the navigational watch, when
arranging lookout duty, shall have due regard to the bridge equipment and navigational aids available for use, their
limitations and procedures and safeguards implemented.

45. In coastal and congested waters the largest scale chart on board, suitable for the area and corrected with
the latest available information, shall be used. Fixes shall be taken at frequent intervals, and shall be carried out
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by more than one method whenever circumstances allow. The officer in charge of the navigational watch shall
positively identify all relevant navigational marks.

46. Despite the duties and obligations of pilots, their presence on board does not relieve the master or officer
in charge of the navigational watch from their duties and obligations for the safety of the ship. The master and the
pilot shall exchange information regarding navigation procedures, local conditions and the ship's characteristics.
The master and/or the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall co-operate closely with the pilot and maintain
an accurate check on the ship's position and movement.

47. Ifin any doubt as to the pilot's actions or intentions, the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall
seek clarification from the pilot and, if doubt still exists, shall notify the master immediately and take whatever action
is necessary before the master arrives.

48. While at anchor, the officer in charge of the navigational watch shall—
(a) determine and plot the ship's position on the appropriate chart as soon as practicable;

(b) when circumstances permit, check at sufficiently frequent intervals whether the ship is remaining securely at
anchor by taking bearings of fixed navigational marks or readily identifiable shore objects;

(c) ensure that proper look-out is maintained:;

(d) ensure that inspection rounds of the ship are made periodically;

(e) observe meteorological and tidal conditions and the state of the sea;

(f) notify the master and undertake all necessary measures if the ship drags anchor;

(g) ensure that the state of readiness of the main engines and other machinery is in accordance with the master's
instructions,

(h) if visibility deteriorates, notify the master;

(i} ensure that the ship exhibits the appropriate lights and shapes and that appropriate sound signals are made
in accordance with all applicable regulations;

(j) take measures to protect the environment from pollution by the ship and comply with applicable pollution
regulations; and

(k) maintain a listening watch on VHF channel 16 and/or the port operations working channel.

PART 2
PRINCIPLES TO BE OBSERVED IN KEEPING ENGINEERING WATCH

49. The term engineering watch as used in parts 2, 6 and 8 of this annex means either a person or a group
of personnel comprising the watch or a period of responsibility for an officer during which the physical presence in
machinery spaces of that officer may or may not be required.

50. The officer in charge of the engineering watch is the chief engineer officer's representative and is primarily
responsible, at all times, for the safe and efficient operation and upkeep of machinery affecting the safety of the ship
and is responsible for the inspection, operation and testing, as required, of all machinery and equipment under the
responsibility of the engineering watch.

51. The composition of the engineering watch shall, at all times, be adequate to ensure the safe operation of
all machinery affecting the operation of the ship, in either automated or manual mode, and be appropriate to the
prevailing circumstances and conditions.

52. When deciding the composition of the engineering watch, which may include appropriately qualified
ratings, the following criteria, inter alia, shall be taken into account:

(a) The type of ship and the type and condition of the machinery,

(b) the adequate supervision, at all times, of machinery affecting the safe operation of the ship,

(c) anyspecial modes of operation dictated by conditions such as weather, ice, contaminated water, shallow water,
emergency conditions, damage containment or pollution abatement;

(d) the qualifications and experience of the engineering watch;,

(e) the safety of life, ship, cargo and port, and protection of the environment;

(f) the observance of international, national and local regulations; and

(g) maintaining the normal operations of the ship.

53. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall not hand over the watch to the relieving officer if there
is reason to believe that the latter is obviously not capable of carrying out the watchkeeping duties effectively, in
which case the chief engineer officer shall be notified.

54, The relieving officer of the engineering watch shall ensure that the members of the relieving engineering
watch are apparently fully capable of performing their duties effectively.

55. Beforetaking over the engineering watch, relieving officers shall satisfy themselves regarding at least the
following:
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(a) The standing orders and special instructions of the chief engineer officer relating to the operation of the ship’s
systems and machinery;

(b) the nature of all work being performed on machinery and systems, the personnel involved and potential
hazards;

(c) the level and, where applicable, the condition of water or residues in bilges, ballast tanks, slop tanks, reserve
tanks, fresh water tanks, sewage tanks and any special requirements for use or disposal of the contents
thereof;

(d) the condition and level of fuel in the reserve tanks, settling tanks, day tanks and other fuel storage facilities;
(e) any special requirements relating to sanitary system disposals;

(f) condition and mode of operation of the various main and auxiliary systems, including the electrical power
distribution system;

(g) where applicable, the condition of monitoring and control console equipment, and which equipment is being
operated manually,

(h) where applicable, the condition and mode of operation of automatic boiler controls such as flame safeguard
control systems, limit control systems, combustion control systems, fuel-supply control systems and other
equipment related to the operation of steam boilers;

(i) any potentially adverse conditions resulting from bad weather, ice, or contaminated or shallow water,
(j) any special modes of operation dictated by equipment failure or adverse ship conditions;

(k) the reports of engine-room ratings relating to their assigned duties;

(I) the availability of fire-fighting appliances; and

(m) the state of completion of engine-room log.

56. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure that the established watchkeeping
arrangements are maintained and that, under direction, engine-room ratings, if forming part of the engineering
watch, assist in the safe and efficient operation of the propulsion machinery and auxiliary equipment

57. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall continue to be responsible for machinery-space
operations, despite the presence of the chief engineer officer in the machinery spaces, until specifically informed
that the chief engineer officer has assumed that responsibility and this is mutually understood.

58. All members of the engineering watch shall be familiar with their assigned watchkeeping duties. In
addition, every member shall, with respect to the ship they are serving in, have knowledge of—

(a) the use of appropriate internal communication systems;
(b) the escape routes from machinery spaces;

(c) the engine-room alarm systems and be able to distinguish between the various alarms, with special reference
to the fire-extinguishing media alarm; and

(d) the number, location and types of fire-fighting equipment and damage-control gear in the machinery spaces,
and their use and the various safe precautions to be observed.

59. Any machinery not functioning properly, expected to malfunction or requiring special service shall be noted
along with any action already taken. Plans shall be made for any further action if required.

60. When the machinery spaces are in the manned condition, the officer in charge of the engineering watc_h
shall at all times be readily capable of operating the propulsion equipment in response to needs for changes in
direction or speed.

61. When the machinery spaces are in the periodic unmanned condition, the designated duty officer in charge
of the engineering watch shall be immediately available and on call to attend the machinery spaces.

62. All bridge orders shall be promptly executed. Except in ships of less than 500 GT, changes in direction
or speed of the main propulsion units shall be recorded. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure
that the main propulsion unit controls, when in the manual mode of operation, are continuously attended under
stand-by or manoeuvring conditions.

63. Due attention shall be paid to the ongoing maintenance and support of all machinery, including
mechanical, electrical, electronic, hydraulic and pneumatic systems, their control apparatus and associated safety
equipment, all accommodation service systems, equipment and the recording of stores and spare gear usage.

64. The chief engineer officer shall ensure that the officer in charge of the engineering watch is informed of
all preventive maintenance, damage control, or repair operations to be performed during the engineering watch. The
officer in charge of the engineering watch shall be responsible for the isolation, bypassing and adjustment of all
machinery under the responsibility of the engineering watch that is to be worked on, and shall record all work carried
out.

65. When the engine-room is put in a stand-by condition, the officer in charge of the engineering watch shall
ensure that all machinery and equipment which may be used during manoeuvring is in a state of immediate
readiness and that an adequate reserve of power is available for steering gear and other requirements.
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66. Officers in charge of an engineering watch shall not be assigned or undertake any duties which would
interfere with their supervisory duties in respect of the main propulsion system and ancillary equipment. They shall
keep the main propulsion plant and auxiliary systems under constant supervision until properly relieved, and shall
periodically inspect the machinery in their charge. They shall also ensure that adequate rounds of the machinery
and steering-gear spaces are made for the purpose of observing and reporting equipment malfunctions or
breakdowns, performing or directing routine adjustments, required upkeep and any other necessary tasks.

67. Officers in charge of an engineering watch shall direct any other member of the engineering watch to
inform them of potentially hazardous conditions which may adversely affect the machinery or jeopardize the safety
of life or of the ship.

68. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure that the machinery space watch is supervised,
and shall arrange for substitute personnel in the event of the incapacity of any engineering watch personnel. The
engineering watch shall not leave the machinery spaces unsupervised in a manner that would prevent the manual
operation of the engine-room plant or throttles.

69. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall take the action necessary to contain the affects of
damage resulting from equipment breakdown, fire, flooding, rupture, collision, stranding, or other cause.

70. Before going off duty, the officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure that all events related
to the main and auxiliary machinery which have occurred during the engineering watch are suitably recorded.

71. Theofficerin charge of the engineering watch shall co-operate with any engineer in charge of maintenance
work during all preventive maintenance, damage control or repairs. This shall include but not necessarily be limited
to—

(a) isolating and bypassing machinery to be worked on;
(b) adjusting the remaining plant to function adequately and safely during the maintenance period;
(c) recording, in the engine-room log or other suitable document, the equipment worked on and the personne!

involved, and which safety steps have been taken and by whom, for the benefit of relieving officers and for
record purposes; and

(d) testing and putting into service, when necessary, the repaired machinery or equipment.

72. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure that any engine-room ratings who perform
maintenance duties are availableto assist in the manual operation of machinery in the event of automatic equipment
failure.

73. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall bear in mind that changes in speed, resulting from
machinery malfunction, or any loss of steering, may imperil the safety of the ship and life at sea. The bridge shall
be immediately notified in the event of fire and of any impending action in machinery spaces that may cause
reduction in the ship's speed, imminent steering failure, stoppage of the ship's propulsion system or any alteration
in the generation of electric power, or similar threat to safety. This notification, where possible, shall be
accomplished before changes are made, in order to afford the bridge the maximum available time to take whatever
actions possible to avoid a potential marine casualty.

74. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall notify the chief engineer officer without delay—
(a) when engine damage or a malfunction occurs which may be such as to endanger the safe operation of the ship,

(b} when any malfunction occurs which, itis believed, may cause damage or breakdown of propulsion machinery,
auxiliary machinery or monitoring and governing systems; and

(c) in any emergency or if in any doubt as to what decision or measures to take.

75. Despite the requirement to notify the chief engineer officer in the foregoing circumstances, the officer in
charge of the engineering watch shall not hesitate to take immediate action for the safety of the ship, its machinery
and crew where circumstances require.

76. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall give the watchkeeping personnel all appropriate
instructions and information which will ensure the keeping of a safe engineering watch. Routine machinery upkeep,
performed as incidental tasks as a part of keeping a safe watch, shall be set up as an integral part of the watch
routine. Detailed repair maintenance involving repairs to electrical, mechanical, hydraulic, pneumatic or applicable
electronic equipment throughout the ship shall be performed with the cognizance of the officer in charge of the
engineering watch and chief engineer officer. These repairs shall be recorded.

77. In restricted visibility the officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure that permanent air or
steam pressure is available for sound signals and that at all times bridge orders relating to changes in speed or
direction of operation are immediately implemented and, in addition, that auxiliary machinery used for manoeuvring
is readily available.

78. In coastal and congested waters the officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure that all
machinery involved with the manoeuvring of the ship can immediately be placed in the manual mode of operation
when notified that the ship is in congested waters. The officer in charge of the engineering watch shall also ensure
that an adequate reserve of power is available for steering and other manoeuvring requirements. Emergency
steering and other auxiliary equipment shall be ready for immediate operation.
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79. At an unsheltered anchorage the chief engineer officer shall consult with the master whether or not to
maintain the same engineering watch as when under way.

80. When a ship is at anchor in an open roadstead or in any other virtually "at-sea" condition, the engineer
officer in charge of the engineering watch shall ensure that—

(a) an efficient engineering watch is kept;
(b) periodic inspection is made of all operating and stand-by machinery;
(c) main and auxiliary machinery is maintained in a state of readiness in accordance with orders from the bridge;

(d) measures are taken to protect the environment from pollution by the ship, and that applicable pollution-
prevention regulations are complied with; and

(e) all damage-control and fire-fighting systems are in readiness.

PART 3
PRINCIPLES TO BE OBSERVED IN KEEPING RADIO WATCH

81. In deciding the arrangements for the radio watch, the master of every seagoing ship shall—

(a) ensure that the radio watch is maintained in accordance with the relevant provisions of the radio regulations
and the Safety Convention.

(b) ensure that the primary duties for radio watchkeeping are not adversely affected by attending to radio traffic
not relevant to the safe movement of the ship and safety of navigation; and

(c) take into account the radio equipment fitted on board and its operational status.
82. The radio operator performing radio watchkeeping duties shall—

(a) ensure that watch is maintained on the frequencies specified in the radio regulations and, where applicable,
the Safety Convention;

(b) whileon duty, regularly check the operation of the radio equipment and its sources of energy and report to the
master any observed failure of this equipment; and

(c) maintain and keep the appropriate radio log.

83. Themaintenance of radio records, in compliance with the requirements ofthe radio regulations and where
applicable, the Safety Convention, is the responsibility of the radio operator designated as having primary
responsibility for radiocommunications during distress incidents. The following shall be recorded, together with the
times at which they occur:

(a) A summary of distress, urgency and safety radiocommunications,

(b) important incidents relating to the radio service;

(c) where appropriate, the position of the ship at least once per day, and

(d) a summary of the condition of the radio equipment, including its sources of energy.

84. The radio records shall be kept at the distress communications operating position, and shall be made
available—

(a) forinspection by the master; and
(b) for inspection by any authorized official during a port state inspection and during a radio equipment survey

PART 4
WATCHKEEPING IN PORT

85. On any ship safely moored or safely at anchor under normal circumstances in port, the master shall
arrange for an appropriate and effective watch to be maintained for the purpose of safety. Special requirements may
be necessary for special type of ships' propulsion systems or ancillary equipment and for ships carrying hazardous,
dangerous, toxic or highly flammable materials or other special types of cargo.

86. Arrangements for keeping a deck watch when the ship is in port shall at all times be adequate to—

(a) ensure the safety of life, of the ship, the port and the environment, and the safe operation of all machinery
related to cargo operations,

(b) observe international, national and local rules; and
(c) maintain order and the normal routine of the ship.

87. The master shall decide the composition and duration of the deck watch depending on the conditions of
mooring, type of the ship and character of duties.

88. If the master considers it necessary, a qualified officer shall be in charge of the deck watch
89. The necessary equipment shall be so arranged as to provide for efficient watchkeeping.
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80. The chief engineer officer, in consultation with the master, shall ensure that engineering watchkeeping
arrangements are adequate to maintain a safe engineering watch while in port. When deciding the composition of
the engineering watch, which may include appropriate engine-room ratings, the following points are among those
to be taken into account:

(a) Onall ships of 3000 kW propulsion power or more there shall always be an officer in charge of the engineering
watch;

(b) on ships of less than 3 000 kW propulsion power there may be, at the master's discretion and in consuitation
with the chief engineer officer, no officer in charge of the engineering watch; and

(c) officers, while in charge of an engineering watch, shall not be assigned or undertake any task or duty which
would interfere with their supervisory duty in respect of the ship's machinery system.

91. Officers in charge of the deck or engineering watch shall not hand over the watch to their relieving officer
if they have any reason to believe that the latter is obviously not capable of carrying out watchkeeping duties
effectively, in which case the master or chief engineer shall be notified accordingly. Relieving officers of the deck
or engineering watch shall ensure that all members of their watch are apparently fully capable of performing their
duties effectively.

92. If. at the moment of handing over the deck or engineering watch, an important operation is being
performed it shall be concluded by the officer being relieved, except when ordered otherwise by the master or chief
engineer officer.

PART 5
TAKING OVER DECK WATCH

93. Before taking over the deck watch, the relieving officer shall be informed of the following by the officer in
charge of the deck watch as to—

(a) the depth of the water at the berth, the ship's draught, the level and time of high and low waters, the securing
of the moorings, the arrangement of anchors and the scope of the anchor chain, and other mooring features
important to the safety of the ship; the state of main engines and their availability for emergency use;

(b) all work to be performed on board the ship; the nature, amount and disposition of cargo loaded or remaining,
and any residue on board after unloading the ship;

(¢) the level of water in bilges and ballast tanks,

(d) the signals or lights being sounded or exhibited;

{e) the number of crew members required to be on board and the presence of any other persons on board;
(f) the state of fire-fighting appliances;

(g) any special port regulations;

(h) the master's standing and special orders;

(i) thelines of communication available between the ship and shore personnel, including port authorities, in the
event of an emergency arising or assistance being required,

() any other circumstances of importance to the safety of the ship, its crew, cargo or protection of the environment
from poliution; and

(k) the procedures for notifying the appropriate authority of any environmental pollution resulting from ship
activities.

94. Relieving officers, before assuming charge of the deck watch, shall ensure that—
(a) the securing of moorings and anchor chain is adequate;
(b) the appropriate signals or lights are properly sounded or exhibited.
(¢) safety measures and fire protection regulations are being maintained.

(d) they are aware of the nature of any hazardous or dangerous cargo being loaded or discharged and the
appropriate action to be taken in the event of any spillage or fire, and

(e) no external conditions or circumstances imperil the ship and that it does not imperil others

(f) they are aware of any ballasting/de-ballasting operations in progress and the current status of anti-heeling
pumps and systems (where installed).

PART 6
TAKING OVER ENGINEERING WATCH

95. Before taking over the engineering watch, the rekeving officer shall be informed by the officer in charge
of the engineering watch as to—
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(a) the standing orders of the day, any special orders relating to the ship operations, maintenance functions,
repairs to the ship's machinery or control equipment,

(b) the nature of all work being performed on machinery and systems on board ship, personnel involved and
potential hazards;

(e) thelevel and condition, where applicable, of water or residue in bilges, ballast tanks, slop tanks, sewage tanks,
reserve tanks and special requirements for the use or disposal of the contents thereof;

(d) any special requirements relating to sanitary system disposals;

(e) the condition and state of readiness of portable fire-extinguishing equipment and fixed fire-extinguishing
installations and fire-detection systems;

(f) authorized repair personnel on board engaged in engineering activities, their work locations and repair functions
and other authorized persons on board and the required crew;

(g) any port regulations pertaining to ship effluents, fire-fighting requirements and ship readiness, particularly
during potential bad weather conditions;

(h) the lines of communication available between the ship and shore personnel, including port authorities, in the
event of an emergency arising or assistance being required;

(i) any other circumstances of importance to the safety of the ship, its crew, cargo or the protection of the
environment from pollution; and

(j) the procedures for notifying the appropriate authority of environmental poliution resulting from engineering
activities.
96. Relieving officers, before assuming charge of the engineering watch, shall satisfy themseives that they
are fully informed by the officer being relieved, as outlined above, and shall—
(a) be familiar with existing and potential sources of power, heat and lighting and their distribution;
(b) know the availability and condition of ship's fuel, lubricants and all water supplies; and

(¢) be ready to prepare the ship and its machinery, as far as is possible, for stand-by or emergency conditions as
required,

PART 7
PERFORMING DECK WATCH

97. The officer in charge of the deck watch shall—
(a) make rounds to inspect the ship at appropriate intervals,
(b) pay particular attention to—

{i) the condition and securing of the garngway, anchor chain and moorings, especially at the turn of the tide
and in berths with a large rise and fall, if necessary, taking measures to ensure that they are in normal
working condition;

(i) the draught, under-kee! clearance and the general state of the ship, to avoid dangerous listing or tnm
during cargo handling or ballasting;

(iii) the weather and sea state;

(iv) the observance of all regulations concerning safety and fire protection;

(v) the water level in bilges and tanks;

(vi) all persons on board and their location, especially those in remote or enclosed spaces; and
{vii) the exhibition and sounding, where appropriate, of lights and signals;

(c) In bad weather, or on receiving a storm warning, take the necessary measures to protect the ship, persons on
board and cargo;

(d) take every precaution to prevent pollution of the environment by the ship,

(e) In an emergency threatening the safety of the ship, raise the alarm, inform the master, take all possible
measures to prevent any damage to the ship, its cargo and persons on board, and, if necessary, request
assistance from the shore authorities or neighbouring ships;

(f) be aware of the ship's stability condition so that, in the event of fire, the shore fire-fighting authority may be
advised of the approximate quantity of water that can be pumped on board without endangering the ship;

(g) offer assistance to ships or persons in distress;
(h) take necessary precautions to prevent accidents or damage when propellers are to be turned; and
(i) enter in the appropriate log-book all important events affecting the ship.
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PART 8
PERFORMING ENGINEERING WATCH

98. Officers in charge of the engineering watch shall pay particular attention to—

the observance of all orders, special procedures and regulations concerning hazardous conditions and their
prevention in all areas in their charge;

the instrumentation and control systems, monitoring of all power supplies, components and systems in
operation,

the techniques, methods and procedures necessary to prevent violation of the pollution regulations of the local
authorities; and

the state of the bilges.
99. Officers in charge of the engineering watch shall—

in emergencies, raise the alarm when in their opinion the situation so demands, and take all possible measures
to prevent damage to the ship, persons on board and cargo;

be aware of the deck officer's needs relating to the equipment required in the loading or unloading of the carge
and the additional reguirements of the ballast and other ship stability control systems;

make frequent rounds of inspection to determine possible equipment malfunction or failure, and take immediate
remedial action to ensure the safety of the ship, of cargo operations, of the port and the environment,

ensure that the necessary precautions are taken, within their area of responsibility, to prevent accidents or
damage to the various electrical, electronic, hydraulic, pneumatic and mechanical systems of the ship; and

ensure that all important events affecting the operation, adjustment or repair of the ship’s machinery are
satisfactorily recorded.

PART 9
WATCH IN PORT ON SHIPS CARRYING HAZARDOUS CARGO

100. The master of a ship carrying cargo that is hazardous, whether explosive, flammable, toxic, health-

threatening or environment-polluting, shall ensure that safe watchkeeping arrangements are maintained. On ships
carrying hazardous cargo in bulk, this will be achieved by the ready availability on board of a duly qualified officer
or officers, and ratings where appropriate, even when the ship is safely moored or safely at anchor in port.

101. On ships carrying hazardous cargo other than in bulk, the master shall take full account of the nature,

quantity, packing and stowage of the hazardous cargo and of any special conditions on board, afloat and ashore.

Waghouding ter see

6. Eienaars, gesagvoerders, hoofingenieurs en waghoupersoneel moet hulle by die volgende beginsels
hou om te verseker dat veilige wagbeurte te alle tye gehandhaaf word.

7. Die gesagvoerder van 'n skip moet seker maak dat wagreélings voldoende is vir die handhawing van
'n veilige navigasiewag. Onder die gesagvoerder se algemene bevel is die offisiere van die navigasiewag
verantwoordelik vir die veilige navigering van die skip gedurende hulle dienstye, wanneer hulle veral daarop ingestel
moet wees om botsing en stranding te voorkom.

8.  Die hoofingenieuroffisier van 'n skip is verplig om in oorleg met die gesagvoerder te verseker dat
wagreélings voldoende is vir die handhawing van 'n veilige ingenieurswag.
3. Die gesagvoerder, offisiere en matrose moet bewus wees van die ernstige gevolge van operasionele

of toevallige besoedeling van die mariene omgewing en moet alle moontlike voorsorgmaatreéls tref om sodanige
besoedeling te voorkom, veral binne die raamwerk van tersaaklike internasionale en haweregulasies.

DEEL 1
BEGINSELS WAARAAN GEHOU MOET WORD BY NAVIGASIEWAGHOUDING

10. Dieoffisier in bevel van die navigasiewag is die gesagvoerder se verteenwoordiger, en sy of haar eerste
verantwoordelikheid is te alle tye die veilige navigasie van die skip en voldoening aan die regulasies in verband met
botsings

11. 'nBehoorlike uitkykwag moet te alle tye gehandhaaf word ter voldoening aan reel 5 van die aanhangse!
by die regulasies in verband met botsings en moet ten doel hé om—

(a) 'n voortgesette toestand van waaksaamheid te handhaaf deur gesig en gehoor, asook deur alle ander
beskikbare middels, met inagneming van enige beduidende verandering in die bedryfsomgewing:

(b) die situasie en die gevaar van botsing, stranding en ander navigasiegevare ten volle te takseer; en
(c) skepe of lugvaartuiein nood, drenkelinge, wrakke, dryfgoed en ander gevare vir veilige navigasie op te spoor.

12.  Die uitkykwag moet sy volle aandag daaraan kan wy om behoorlik op die uitkyk te wees en geen ander
pligte mag onderneem of opgedra word wat hierdie taak kan belemmer nie.

13.  Die uitkykwag en stuurpersoon het afsonderlike pligte en die stuurpersoon moet nie geag word op die
uitkyk te wees terwyl hy of sy stuur nie, uitgesonderd op klein skepe waar vanaf die stuurposisie 'n onbelemmerde
uitsig in alle rigtings verskaf word en daar geen benadeling deur donkersig of ander hindernisse vir die handhawing
van 'n behoorlike uitkykwag is nie. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag kan in daglig die enigste uitkykwag
wees. Met dien verstande dat by elke sodanige geleentheid—
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(a) die situasie sorgvuldig getakseer is en daar sonder twyfel vasgestel is dat sodanige reéling veilig is,
(b) volle rekening gehou is met alle tersaaklike faktore, insluitende die volgende maar nie daartoe beperk nie:
(i) Weerstoestand,;
(i) sig;
(iii) wverkeersdigtheid;
(iv) nabyheid van navigasiegevaar, en
(v) die aandag wat nodig is wanneer daar in of naby roeteskemas vir skeepsverkeer gevaar word;

(c) bystand beskikbaar is wat onmiddellik na die brug ontbied kan word wanneer enige verandering in die situasie
dit nodig maak.

14. Wanneer daar bepaal word of die samestelling van die navigasiewag voldoende is om te verseker dat
'n behoorlike uitkykwag deurlopend gehandhaaf kan word, moet die gesagvoerder alle tersaaklike faktore in
aanmerking neem, insluitende dié wat in hierdie aanhangsel beskryf word, asook die volgende faktore:

(a) Die ure van duisternis wanneer daar benewens 'n waghou-offisier ook 'n uitkykwag nodig is;
(b) sig, weers- en seetoestand,
(c) verkeersdigtheid en ander bedrywighede wat plaasvind in die gebied waarin die skip vaar,

(d) die aandag wat nodig is wanneer daar in of naby roeteskemas vir skeepsverkeer gevaar word, en die aandag
wat ten opsigte van ander roetemaatreéls nodig is

(e) die bykomende werkias wat veroorsaak word deur die skip se werking, onmiddellike bedryfsvereistes en
verwagte maneuvers,

(fy  die geskiktheid vir diens van enige bemanningslede op bystand wat as lede van die wag aangewys word;
(@) kennis van en vertroue in die professionele bekwaamheid van die skeepsoffisiere en -bemanning;

(h) die ondervinding van 'n offisier van die navigasiewag, en die vertroudheid van daardie offisier met die skip se
toerusting, prosedures en maneuvreervermoe,

(i) werksaamhede wat op enige spesifieke tydstip aan boord aan die gang is, insluitende radiokommunikasie-
werksaamhede, en die beskikbaarheid van bystand wat onmiddellik na die brug ontbied kan word, indien
nodig;

(j)  die bedryfstand van bruginstrumentasie en kontrolestelsels, insluitende alarmstelsels;

(k) roer- en skroefbeheer en eienskappe van die skip se beweegbaarheid,

()  die grootte van die skip en die gesigsveld beskikbaar vanaf die leiposisie;

(m) die vorm van die brug, in die mate dat sodanige vorm 'n lid van die wag kan verhoed om enige eksterne
ontwikkeling deur sig of gehoor te bespeur; en

(n) enige ander tersaaklike standaard, prosedure of riglyn wat met wagreélings en geskiktheid vir diens verband
hou en wat by regulasie uitgevaardig is.

15. By die oorweging van die samestelling van die wag op die brug, wat toepaslik gekwalifiseerde matrose
kan insluit, moet daar met onder andere die voigende faktore rekening gehou word:

(a) Die brug mag nooit onbewaak gelaat word nie;
(b) weerstoestande, sig en of daar daglig of duisternis is;

(c) die nabyheid van navigasiegevare wat dit vir die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag nodig mag maak om
bykomende navigasiepligte uit te voer,

(d) diegebruiken bedryfstoestand van navigasiehulpmiddels soos radar of elektroniese posisiebepalingstoestelle
en enige ander toerusting wat die veilige navigasie van die skip raak;

(e) of die skip met 'n outomatiese stuurstelsel toegerus is of nie,

(fy  of daar radiopligte is wat uitgevoer moet word

(g) onbemandemasjinerieruimte(OMR)-kontroles, alarms en aanduiders wat op die brug voorsien word, die
prosedures vir die gebruik en die beperkinge daarvan; en

(h) enige ongewone eise aan die navigasiewag wat uit spesiale bedryfstoestande mag voortspruit.

16. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet nie die wag aan die aflosoffisier oordra indi_en daar
gronde is om te glo dat laasgenoemde nie daartoe in staat is om die wagpligte doeftreffend uit te voer nie, in welke
geval die gesagvoerder in kennis gestel moet word.

17. Die aflosoffisier moet seker maak dat die lede van die afloswag ten volle daartoe in staat is om hul pligte
uit te voer, veral ten opsigte van hul aanpassing by donkersig. Aflosoffisiere moet die wag nie oorneem alvorens
hul sigvermoé ten volle by die ligtoestande aangepas het nie.

18. Voordat aflosoffisiere die wag oorneem, moet hulle hulself van die skip se geraamde of ware posisie
vergewis en die skip se beplande roete, koers en snelheid en, waar toepaslik, OMR-kontroles, bevestig en moet hulle
kennis neem van enige navigasiegevare wat na verwagting gedurende hul wag teégekom kan word.

19. Aflosoffisiere moet hulself persoonlik vergewis van—

(a) staande bevele en ander spesiale opdragte van die gesagvoerder betreffende die navigasie van die skip;
(b) posisie, koers, snelheid en diepgang van die skip;

(c) heersende en voorspelde getye, strome, weer en sig en die invioed hiervan op koers en snelheid;

(d) prosedures vir die gebruik van hoofenjins vir maneuvrering wanneer die hoofenjins onder brugbeheer is; en
(e) navigasiesituasie, insluitende maar nie beperk nie tot—

(i) die bedryfstoestand van alle navigasie- en veiligheidstoerusting wat gedurende die wag gebruik word
of waarskynlik gebruik gaan word,

(iiy  die foute van tol- en magnetiese kompasse;

(iiiy teenwoordigheid en beweging van skepe wat in sig is of waarvan dit bekend is dat hulle in die nabyheid
is,

(iv) die toestande en gevare wat waarskynlik gedurende die wag teégekom sal word; en

(v) die moontlike Uitwerking van slagsy, trim, waterdigtheid en vaarttrimming op die vry ruimte onder die
kiel.

20. Indien die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag te eniger tyd afgelos moet word wanneer 'n maneuver
of ander optrede plaasvind om enige gevaar te vermy, moet die afios van daardie offisier uitgestel word totdat
sodanige optrede afgehandel is.

21. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet—
(a) op die brug waghou;
(b) in geen omstandighede die brug verlaat totdat hy of sy behoorlik afgelos is nie,

(c) ondanks die teenwoordigheid van die gesagvoerder op die brug steeds vir die veilige navigasie van die skip
verantwoordelik bly totdat hy of sy uitdruklik meegedeel word dat die gesagvoerder daardie
verantwoordelikheid oorgeneem het en dit oor en weer verstaan word; en

(d) die gesagvoerder in kennis stel wanneer hy of sy twyfel cor watter stappe hy of sy in die belang van veiligheid
moet doen.

22. Gedurende die wag moet die koers waarin gestuur word, die posisie en die snelheid met kort genoeg
tussenposes nagegaan word deur gebruik te maak van alle beskikbare navigasiehulpmiddels wat nodig is om te
verseker dat die skip die beplande koers volg.

23. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet volle kennis dra van die plasing en werking van alle
veiligheids- en navigasietoerusting aan boord van die skip, en moet bewus wees van en ag slaan op die
bedryfsbeperkings van sodanige toerusting.

24. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag mag geen ander pligte opgedra word of onderneem wat
inbreuk kan maak op die veilige navigasie van die skip nie.

25. Offisiere van die navigasiewag moet al die navigasietoerusting tot hul beskikking op die doeltreffendste
wyse aanwend.

26. Wanneer die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag radar gebruik, moet hy of sy noodsaaklikheid
daarvan in gedagte hou om te alle tye te voldoen aan die bepalings rakende die gebruik van radar wat vervat word
in die regulasies in verband met botsings.

27. In noodgevalle moet die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag nie huiwer om die roer, enjins en
klankseinapparaatte gebruik nie. Waar moontlik, moet daar egter in ooreenstemming met die toepaslike prosedures
betyds kennis gegee word van beoogde variasies van enjinsnelheid of doeltreffende gebruik gemaak word van OMR-
enjinkontroles wat op die brug verskaf word.

28. Offisiere van die navigasiewag moet die hanteringseienskappe van hulle skip ken, insluitende
stopafstande, en moet in aanmerking neem dat ander skepe ander hanteringseienskappe kan hé.

29. 'n Behoorlike rekord moet gedurende die wag gehou word van die maneuvers en werksaamhede wat
verband hou met die navigasie van die skip.

30. Ditis van besondere belang dat die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag te alle tye moet seker maak
dat 'n behoorlike uitkykwag gehandhaaf word. Op 'n skip met 'n aparte kaartkamer kan die offisier in bevel van die
navigasiewag, wanneer dit noodsaaklik is, die kaartkamer vir 'n kort tydperk vir die nodige uitvoering van
navigasiepligte besoek, maar moet hy of sy eers seker maak dat dit veilig is om dit te doen en dat 'n behoorlike
uitkykwag gehandhaaf word.

31. Bedryfstoetse van skeepsboordnavigasietoerusting moet so dikwels as wat moontlik is en as wat
omstandighede toelaat ter see uitgevoer word, veral voordat gevaarlike toestande wat navigasie beinvioed, verwag
word. Wanneer dit ook al gepas is, moet hierdie toetse opgeteken word. Sodanige toetse moet ook uitgevoer word
voor aankoms in en vertrek uit 'n hawe.

32. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet gereelde kontroles uitvoer om te verseker dat—
(a) die stuurpersoon of die outomatiese loods die korrekte koers volg,
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(b) die standaard kompasfout minstens een keer per wag en, waar moontlik, na enige groot koersverandering
bepaal word, dat die standaard- en tolkompasse gereeld vergelyk word en dat herhalers met hul
meesterkompas gesinchroniseer word;

(c) die outomatiese loods minstens een keer elke wag per hand getoets word;

(d) die navigasie- en seinligte en ander navigasietoerusting behoorlik werk;

(e) die radiotoerusting wat in die brug beskikbaar is, behoorlik ooreenkomstig paragraaf 82 van hierdie
aanhangsel werk; en

(f)  die OMR-kontroles, -alarms en —aanwysers behoorlik werk.
33. Dieoffisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet die noodsaaklikheid daarvan in gedagte hou om te alle

tye te voldoen aan die vereistes van die Veiligheidskonvensie. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet die
volgende in ag neem:

(a) Dienodigheid daarvan om 'n persoon te plaas om die skip te stuur en die stuurapparaat betyds in handbeheer
te plaas om toe te laat dat enige potensieel gevaarlike situasie op 'n veilige wyse hanteer kan word; en

(b) datdit by 'n skip wat outomaties gestuur word, hoogs gevaarlik is om toe te laat dat 'n situasie ontwikkel tot
op die punt waar die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag sonder bystand is en die kontinuiteit van die
uitkykwag moet onderbreek ten einde noodstappe te doen.

34. Offisiere van die navigasiewag moet deeglik vertroud wees met die gebruik van alle elektroniese
navigasiehulpmiddels aan boord, insluitende die vermoéns en beperkinge daarvan, en moet elk van hierdie
hulpmiddels wanneer toepaslik gebruik, en moet in gedagte hou dat die eggopeiler 'n waardevolle
navigasiehulpmiddel is.

35. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet die radar gebruik wanneer beperkte sig ondervind of
verwag word, en te alle tye in besige waters, met behoorlike inagneming van die beperkinge daarvan.

36. Dieoffisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet toesien dat reikafstandskale wat gebruik word, dikwels
genoeg vervang word sodat eggo's so vroeg moontlik bespeur kan word. Daar moet in gedagte gehou word dat klein
of swak eggo's dalk nie bespeur kan word nie.

37. Wanneer radar ook al in gebruik is, moet die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag 'n gepaste
reikafstandskaal selekteer en die radarvertoning noukeurig dophou, en moet hy of sy toesien dat uitstippings- of
sistematiese ontleding vroegtydig begin.

38. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet die gesagvoerder onmiddellik in kennis stel—
(a) indien beperkte sig ondervind of verwag word;
(b) indien die verkeerstoestande of die maneuvers van ander skepe kommer wek;
(¢) indien daar gesukkel word om die koers te handhaaf,

(d) indien land of 'n navigasiemerk nie gesien kan word nie of dieptepeiling nie teen die verwagte tyd verkry kan
word nie,

(e) indien daar onverwags land of 'n navigasiemerk gesien word of 'n verandering in dieptepeiling voorkom;

(f) indien die enjins, aandrywingsmasjinerieafstandbeheer, stuurinrigting of enige noodsaaklike
navigasietoerusting, alarm of aanwyser onklaar raak;

(g) indien daar foutwerking van die radiotoerusting in die brug is;

(h) indien daar in swaar weer enige twyfel bestaan oor die moontlikheid van skade deur die weer,
(i) indien die skip enige navigasiegevaar teékom, soos ys of 'n verlate skip; en

(j) in enige ander noodgeval of indien enige twyfel bestaan.

39. Ondanks die vereiste om die gesagvoerder in voormelde omstandighede onmiddellik in kennis te stgl'
moet die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag nie huiwer om, waar omstandighede dit aldus vereis, onmiddellik
stappe te doen ter wille van die veiligheid van die skip nie.

40. Die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet aan wagpersoneel alle toepaslike instruksies en inligting
gee wat sal verseker dat hulle 'n veilige wag, insluitende 'n behoorlike uitkykwag, handhaaf,

41. In helder weer moet die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag gereelde en akkurate kompaslesings van
naderende skepe neem ten einde vroegtydig enige risiko van botsing te bespeur, en moet hy of sy in gedagte hou
dat sodanige risiko soms kan bestaan selfs waar 'n merkbare verandering in rigting sigbaar is, veral wanneer 'n baie
groot skip of 'n skip op sleeptou genader word of wanneer 'n skip op kort afstand genader word. Die offisier in bevel
van die navigasiewag moet ook vroegtydig positiewe stappe doen ooreenkomstig die toepaslike regulasies in
verband met botsings en moet vervolgens nagaan dat sodanige stappe die verlangde uitwerking het.

42, In helder weer moet die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag, wanneer ook al moontlik, radaroefening
uitvoer.

43. Wanneer beperkte sig ondervind of verwag word, is dit die eerste verantwoordelikheid van die offisier
in bevel van die navigasiewag om te voldoen aan die tersaaklike reéls van die regulasies in verband met botsings,
met besondere aandag aan die gee van misseine, vaar teen 'n veilige snelheid en gereedhou van die enjins vir
onmiddellike maneuvrering. Daarbenewens moet die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag—
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(a) die gesagvoerder in kennis stel;
(b) 'n behoorlike uitkykwag opstel,
(c) navigasieligte vertoon, en

(d) die radar bedien en gebruik.

44. Gedurende die ure van duisternis moet die gesagvoerder en die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag
by die reél van uitkykwagdiens behoorlike oorweging skenk aan die brugtoerusting en navigasiehulpmiddels wat vir
gebruik beskikbaar is, die beperkinge daarvan, en prosedures en beskerming wat geimplementeer word.

45. In kus- en besige waters moet die grootskaligste seekaart aan boord, wat geskik is vir die gebied en
reggestel is met die nuutste beskikbare inligting, gebruik word. Posisiebepalings moet met gereelde tussenposes
en deur middel van meer as een metode gedoen word wanneer omstandighede dit ook al toelaat. Die offisier in
bevel van die navigasiewag moet alle tersaaklike navigasiemerke positief identifiseer.

46. Ondanks die pligte en verpligtinge van loodse, onthef hulle teenwoordigheid aan boord nie die
gesagvoerder of offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag van hulle pligte en verpligtinge vir die veiligheid van die skip
nie. Die gesagvoerder en die loods moet inligting uitruil betreffende navigasieprosedures, plaaslike toestande en
die skip se eienskappe. Die gesagvoerder en/of offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag moet met die loods néu
saamwerk en 'n akkurate kontrolering van die skip se posisie en beweging handhaaf.

47. Indien die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag enigsins twyfel aan die loods se optrede of bedoeling,
moet hy of sy die gesagvoerder onmiddellik in kennis stel en doen wat ook al nodig is voordat die gesagvoerder
opdaag.

48. Terwyl die skip voor anker |1€, moet die offisier in bevel van die navigasiewag—

(a) die skip se posisie so gou moontlik op die toepaslike seekaart vasstel en uitstip;

(b) wanneer omstandighede dit toelaat, met klein genoeg tussenposes nagaan of die skip veilig voor anker [& deur
vaste navigasiemerke of geredelik identifiseerbare voorwerpe aan land te peil;

(c) toesien dat'n behoorlike uitkykwag gehandhaaf word,

(d) toesien dat inspeksierondes van die skip van tyd tot tyd gedoen word,

(e) meteorologiese en getytoestande en die toestand van die see waarneem,;

(f)  die gesagvoerder in kennis stel en alle nodige maatreéls tref indien die skip sy anker sleep;

(g) seker maak dat die toestand van gereedheid van die hoofenjins en ander masjinerie ooreenkomstig die
gesagvoerder se opdragte is;

(h) die gesagvoerder in kennis stel indien sig verswak;

(i)  seker maak dat die skip die toepaslike ligte en figure vertoon en dat gepaste klankseine ooreenkomstig alle
toepaslike regulasies gemaak word;

(j) maatreéls tref om die omgewing teen besoedeling deur die skip te beskerm en aan toepaslike
besoedelingsregulasies voldoen; en

(k) 'nluisterwag op Bhf-kanaal 16 en/of die haweverkeerwerkkanaal handhaaf.

DEEL 2
BEGINSELS WAARAAN GEHOU MOET WORD BY INGENIEURSWAGHOUDING

49. Soos dit in dele 2, 6 en 8 van hierdie aanhangsel gebruik word, beteken die uitdrukking ingenieurswag
of 'n persoon of groep personeel wat die wag vorm, 6f 'n tydperk van verantwoordelikheid vir 'n offisier waartydens
die fisieke teenwoordigheid van daardie offisier in masjinerieruimtes vereis kan word of nie

50. Dieoffisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag is die hoofingenieuroffisier se verteenwoordiger en sy of haar
eerste verantwoordelikheid is te alle tye die veilige en doeltreffende bediening en instandhouding van masjinerie wat
die skip se veiligheid raak. Hierdie offisier is ook verantwoordelik vir die inspeksie, werking en toetsing, waar nodig,
van al die masjinerie en toerusting onder die toesig van die ingenieurswag.

51. Die samestelling van die ingenieurswag moet te alle tye voldoende wees om die veilige bedryf te
verseker van alle masjinerie wat die bedryf van die skip raak, hetsy in outomatiese of handbedieningswyse, en moet
geskik wees vir die heersende omstandighede en toestande.

52. Wanneer daar besluit word oor die samestelling van die ingenieurswag, wat toepaslik gekwalifisezrde
matrose kan insluit, moet onder andere die volgende kriteria in aanmerking geneem word:

(a) Die tipe skip en die tipe en toestand van die masjinerie;
(b) die hou, te alle tye, van voldoende toesig oor masjinerie wat die veilige bediening van die skip raak;

(c) enige spesiale werkwyses genoodsaak deur toestande soos die weer, ys, besoedelde water, viak water,
noodtoestande, skadebeperking of besoedelingsvermindering;

(d) die kwalifikasies en ervaring van die ingenieurswag;
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(e) die veiligheid van lewens, skip, vrag en hawe, en die beskerming van die omgewing;
(f)  die nakoming van internasionale, nasionale en plaaslike regulasies; en
(g) die handhawing van normale skeepswerksaamhede.

53. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet die wag nie aan die aflosoffisier oordra indien hy of sy
enige rede het om te glo dat laasgenoemde klaarblyklik nie daartoe in staat is om die waghoupligte doeltreffend te
verrig nie, in welke geval die hoofingenieuroffisier ingelig moet word.

54. Die aflosoffisier van die ingenieurswag moet seker maak dat die lede van die aflosingenieurswag
klaarblyklik ten volle daartoe in staat is om hul pligte doeltreffend uit te voer.
55. Voordat hulle die ingenieurswag corneem, moet aflosoffisiere hulself van minstens die volgende

Vergewis:

(a) Diestaande bevele en spesiale opdragte van die hoofingenieuroffisier betreffende die bediening van die skip
se stelsels en masjinerie;

(b) die aard van alle werk wat aan masjinerie en stelsels gedoen word, die personeel betrokke daarby en
potensiéle gevare;

(c) die vlak en, waar van toepassing, die toestand van water of residu's in vullings, ballastenks, afvaltenks,
reserwetenks, varswatertenks en riooltenks, en enige spesiale vereistes vir die gebruik of wegdoening van die
inhoud daarvan;

(d) die toestand en viak van brandstof in die reserwetenks, besinktenks, dagtenks en ander brandstofbergings-
fasiliteite,

(e) enige spesiale vereistes aangaande sanitérestelselwegdoenings;

(g) waartoepaslik, die toestand van moniterings- en beheerkonsoletoerusting, en watter toerusting met die hand
bedien word;

(h) waar toepaslik, die toestand en bedieningswyse van outomatiese ketelkontroles, soos vlambeskermings-
beheerstelsels, perkbeheerstelsels, ontbrandingsbeheerstelsels, brandstoftoevoerbeheerstelsels en ander
toerusting wat met die bediening van stoomketels in verband staan;

(i)  enige potensieel nadelige toestande as gevolg van gure weer, ys of besoedelde of viak water,

(j) enige spesiale bedieningswyses wat deur weiering van toerusting of nadelige toestande op die skip bepaal
word;

(k) die verslae van masjienkamer-matrose aangaande hulle aangewese pligte;
() die beskikbaarheid van brandbestrydingstoestelle; en
(m) die volledigheid van die masjienkamerlogboek.
56. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet seker maak dat die vasgestelde wagreélings

gehandhaaf word en dat masjienkamer-matrose, indien hulle deel van die ingenieurswag uitmaak, onder toesig help
met die veilige en doeltreffende bediening van die aandrywingsmasjinerie en hulptoerusting.

57. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet, ten spyte van die teenwoordigheid van die
hoofingenieuroffisier in masjinerieruimtes, steeds vir werksaamhede in die masjinerieruimtes verantwoordelik bly,
totdat hy of sy uitdruklik meegedeel word dat die hoofingenieuroffisier daardie verantwoordelikheid oorgeneem het
en dit oor en weer so verstaan word.

58. Allelede van die ingenieurswag moet vertroud wees met hul toegewese wagpligte. Daarbenewens moet
elke lid, betreffende die skip waarop hy of sy diens doen, kennis dra van—

(a) die gebruik van toepaslike interne kommunikasiesteisels;

(b) die ontsnaproetes vanaf masjienerieruimtes,

(c) die masjienkamer-alarmstelsels, en moet hy of sy oor die vermoé beskik om tussen die verskillende alarms
te onderskei, met besondere verwysing na die brandblusmedia-alarm;

(d) die getal, ligging en tipes brandbestrydingsuitrusting en skadebeheertoerusting in die masjinerieruimtes, en
die gebruik daarvan en die verskillende veilige voorsorgmaatreéls wat nagekom moet word.
59. Enige masjinerie wat nie behoorlik funksioneer nie en waarvan daar verwag word dat dit onklaar sal ra_ak

of spesiale diens sal benodig, moet aangeteken word, tesame met enige stappe wat reeds gedoen is. Indien nodig,

moet planne vir enige toekomstige stappe gemaak word.

60. Wanneer die masjinerieruimtes in die bemande toestand is, moet die offisier inlbevei van die
ingenieurswag te alle tye geredelik in staat wees om die aandrywingstoerusting te bedien in reaksie op behoeftes
aan rigting- of snelheidsveranderings.

61. Wanneer die masjinerieruimtes in die periodieke onbemande toestand is, moet die aangewese
diensoffisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag onmiddellik beskikbaar en diensgereed wees om aan die
masjinerieruimtes aandag te skenk.
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62. Alle brugbevele moet stiptelik uitgevoer word. Behalwe in die geval van skepe van minder as 500 bruto
ton moet die rigting- of snelheidsveranderings van die hoofaandrywingseenhede aangeteken word. Die offisier in
bevel van die ingenieurswag moet seker maak dat die hoofaandrywingseenhede se kontroles, wanneer dit in die
handbedieningstoestand is, voortdurend in gereedheids- of maneuvreertoestande opgepas word.

63. Behoorlike aandag moet geskenk word aan die deurlopende instandhouding en ondersteuning van alle
masjinerie, insluitende meganiese, elektriese, elektroniese, hidrouliese en drukiugstelsels, hul beheerapparaat en
gepaardgaande veiligheidstoerusting, alle toerusting van akkommodasiediensstelsels, en die aantekening van
voorrade en die gebruik van noodgerei.

64. Die hoofingenieuroffisier moet seker maak dat die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag ingelig is
aangaande alle voorkomende instandhouding, skadebeheer of herstelwerk wat gedurende die ingenieurswag verrig
moet word, Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag is verantwoordelik vir die isolering, omleiding en aanpassing
van alle masjinerie onder beheer van die ingenieurswag waaraan daar gewerk moet word, en moet alle werk wat
gedoen word, aanteken,

65. Wanneer die masjienkamer in 'n toestand van gereedheid gebring word, moet die offisier in bevel van
die ingenieurswag seker maak dat alle masjinerie en toerusting wat tydens maneuvrering gebruik mag word, in 'n
toestand van onmiddellike gereedheid is en dat daar 'n toereikende kragreserwe beskikbaar is vir die stuurinrigting
en ander behoeftes.

66. Offisiere in bevel van 'n ingenieurswag mag geen ander pligte opgedra word of onderneem wat op hul
toesighoudende pligte ten opsigte van die hoofaandrywingstelsel en sy bykomende toerusting inbreuk kan maak
nie. Hulle moet die hoofaandrywingsaanleg en hulpstelsels onder konstantetoesig hou totdat hulle behoorlik afgelos
word, en moet van tyd tot tyd die masjinerie onder hul beheer inspekteer. Hulle moet ook seker maak dat daar
voldoende rondes van die masjinerie- en stuurinrigtingsruimtes gedoen word met die doel om foutwerking of
weiering van toerusting waar te neem en te rapporteer, of roetineverstellings, vereiste instandhouding en ander
nodige take uit te voer of te lei,

67. Offisierein bevel van 'n ingenieurswag moet enige ander lid van die ingenieurswag opdrag gee om hulle
in te lig oor potensieel gevaarlike toestande wat die masjinerie nadelig kan beinvioed of wat die veiligheid van
lewens of van die skip in gevaar kan stel.

68. Dieoffisier in bevel van dieingenieurswag moet seker maak dat daar oor die masjinerieruimtewag toesig
gehou word, en moet reél vir vervangingspersoneel in die geval van die onvermoé van enige
ingenieurswagpersoneel. Die ingenieurswag mag nie die masjinerieruimtes sonder toesig laat op 'n wyse wat die
handbediening van die masjienkameraanleg of versnellers sal voorkom nie.

69. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet die nodige stappe doen om skade as gevolg van
weiering van toerusting, brand, oorstroming, oopskeuring, botsing, stranding of enige ander oorsaak in bedwang
te hou.

70. Voordat die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag van diens gaan, moet hy of sy seker maak dat alle
gebeure wat met die hoof- en hulpmasjinerie in verband staan en wat gedurende die ingenieurswag plaasgevind het,
paslik aangeteken is,

71. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet gedurende enige voorkomende instandhouding,
skadebeheer of herstelwerk met enige ingenieur in beheer van instandhoudingswerk saamwerk. Dit moet die
volgende insluit, maar word nie noodwendig hiertoe beperk nie:

(a) die isolering en omleiding van masjinerie waaraan daar gewerk moet word;

(b) dieaanpassingvan die ocorblywende installasie om gedurende die instandhoudingstydperk voldoende en veilig
te funksioneer:

(c) die opteken, ter wille van aflosoffisiere en vir rekorddoeleindes, in die masjienkamerlogboek of enige ander
geskikte dokument, van die toerusting waaraan gewerk is en die personeel wat betrokke was, en watter
veiligheidstappe gedoen is en deur wie; en

(d) wanneer nodig, die toetsing en inwerkingstelling van die herstelde masjinerie of toerusting.

72. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet seker maak dat enige masjienkamer-matrose wat
instandhoudingspligte verrig, beskikbaar is om in geval van die weiering van outomatiese toerusting met die
handbediening van masjinerie te help.

73. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet in gedagte hou dat snelheidsveranderings as gevolg
van die onklarraking van masjinerie of enige verlies aan stuurvermoé die veiligheid van die skip en van lewens ter
see in gevaar kan stel. Die brug moet onmiddellik in kennis gestel word in die geval van brand, ophandesynde
optredes in masjinerieruimtes wat 'n afname in die skip se snelheid kan veroorsaak, dreigende onklaarraking van
die stuur, afskakeling van die skip se aandrywingstelsel of enige wysiging in die opwekking van elektriese krag, of
'n soortgelyke bedreiging vir veiligheid. Waar moontlik, moet sodanige kennisgewing geskied voordat die
veranderings aangebring word, ten einde die brug die maksimum beskikbare tyd te gee om die stappe te doen wat
ook al moontlik mag wees om 'n eventuele seevaartongeval te verhoed.

74. Dieoffisierin bevel van die ingenieurswag moet die hoofingenieuroffisier sonder versuim in kennis stel—

(a) wanneer enjinskade of 'n foutwerking voorkom wat sodanig is dat dit die veilige werking van die skip in gevaar
kan stel;
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(b) wanneer enige foutwerking voorkom wat vermoedelik skade aan of onklaarraking van aandrywingsmasjinerie,
hulpmasjinerie of moniterings- en beheerstelsels kan veroorsaak; en

(c) in enige noodgeval of indien daar enige twyfel bestaan oor watter besluit geneem of stappe gedoen moet
word.

75. Ten spyte van die vereiste om die hoofingenieuroffisier in bogemelde omstandighede in kennis te stel,
moet die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag nie huiwer om, waar omstandighede dit vereis, onmiddellike stappe
te doen ter wille van die veiligheid van die skip, die masjinerie en die bemanning nie.

76. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag moet aan die waghoudingspersoneel alle toepaslike
instruksies en inligting gee wat die hou van 'n veilige ingenieurswag sal verseker. Roetine-instandhouding van
masjinerie wat gedoen word as take wat deel uitmaak van die hou van 'n veilige wag, moet opgestel word as 'n
integrale deel van die waghouroetine. Gedetailleerde herstelwerkinstandhouding, wat herstelwerk aan elektriese,
meganiese, hidrouliese, druklug- of toepaslike elektroniese toerusting oral in die skip behels, moet met die offisier
in bevel van die ingenieurswag en die hoofingenieuroffisier se medewete gedoen word. Hierdie herstelwerk moet
opgeteken word.

77. In beperkte sig moet die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag seker maak dat permanente lug- of
stoomdruk vir klankseine beskikbaar is en dat opdragte van die brug aangaande verandering in snelheid of
vaarrigting onmiddellik geimplementeer word en dat hulpmasjinerie wat vir maneuvrering gebruik word,
daarbenewens geredelik beskikbaar is.

78. Inkus- en besige waters moet die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag seker maak dat alle masjinerie
wat by die maneuvrering van die skip betrokke is, onmiddellik in die handbedieningstoestand geplaas kan word
wanneer hy of sy in kennis gestel word dat die skip in besige waters is. Die offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag
moet ook seker maak dat 'n voldoende kragreserwe vir stuur- en ander maneuvreringsvereistes beskikbaar is.
Noodstuur— en ander hulptoerusting moet gereed wees om onmiddeliik gebruik te kan word.

79. Op 'n onbeskutte ankerplek moet die hocfingenieuroffisier met die gesagvoerder oorleg pleeg oor of
dieselfde ingenieurswag gehandhaaf moet word as wanneer die skip onderweg is.

80. Wanneer 'n skip voor anker & in 'n oop rede of in enige ander toestand wat amper "ter see” is, moet die
ingenieuroffisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag seker maak dat—

(a) 'n doeltreffende ingenieurswag gehandhaaf word;

(b) daar van tyd tot tyd inspeksie gedoen word van alle bedryfs- en bystandsmasjinerie;

(¢) hoot- en hulpmasjinerie op 'n gereedheidsgrondslag gehou word in coreenstemming met opdragte vanaf die
brug,

(d) maatreéls getref word om die omgewing teen besoedeling deur die skip te beskerm, en dat daar aan
toepaslike besoedelingsbeheerregulasies voldoen word; en

(e) alle skadebeheer- en brandbestrydingstelsels in gereedheid is.

DEEL 3
BEGINSELS WAARAAN GEHOU MOET WORD BY RADIOWAGHOUDING

81. \Wanneer daar oor die reélings vir die radiowag besluit word, moet die gesagvoerder van elke seeskip—

(a) seker maak dat die radiowag gehandhaaf word ooreenkomstig die tersaaklike bepalings van die radio-
regulasies en die Veiligheidskonvensie;

(b) seker maak dat die primére pligte vir radiowaghouding nie nadelig geraak word nie deur radioverkeer te
hanteer wat nie met die beweging van die skip en navigasieveiligheid in verband staan nie; en

(c) die radiotoerusting wat aan boord geinstalleer is en die bedryfstoestand daarvan in ag neem.
82. Die radio-operateur wat radiowagpligte uitvoer, moet—

(a) seker maak dat die wag gehandhaaf word op die frekwensies wat in die radio-regulasies en, waar van
toepassing, die Veiligheidskenvensie, vermeld word,

(b) terwyl hy of sy diens doen, gereeld die werking van die radiotoerusting en die energiebronne daarvan nagaan
en aan die gesagvoerder enige waargenome weiering van hierdie toerusting rapporteer; en

(c) die toepaslike radiologboek byhou.

83. Die byhou van radiorekords ter voldoening aan die vereistes van die radio-regulasies en, waar van
toepassing, die Veiligheidskonvensie, is die verantwoordelikheid van die radio-operateur wat aangewys isasdieeen
wat gedurende noodgevalle primére verantwoordelikheid vir radiokommunikasie het. Die volgende moet aangeteken
word, saam met die tye wanneer dit plaasvind:

(a) 'n Opsomming van nood-, spoed- en veiligheidsradiokommunikasie;
(b) belangrike insidente wat met die radiodiens verband hou;
(c) waar toepaslik, minstens een keer per dag die posisie van die skip; en
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(d) 'nopsomming van die toestand van die radiotoerusting, insluitende die energiebronne daarvan.

84. Die radiorekords moet by die noodkommunikasiebedieningspunt gehou word en moet beskikbaar
wees—

(a) virinspeksie deur die gesagvoerder; en

(b) vir inspeksie deur enige gemagtigde beampte gedurende 'n hawestaatinspeksie en gedurende 'n
radiotoerustingopname.

DEEL 4
WAGHOUDING IN HAWE

85. Op 'n skip wat in normale omstandighede veilig in 'n hawe vasgemeer is of voor anker I1&, moet die
gesagvoerder reéldat'n gepaste en doeltreffende wag vir veiligheidsdoeleindes gehandhaafword. Spesiale vereistes
kan nodig wees vir spesiale tipes skeepsaandrywingstelsels of aanvullende toerusting en vir skepe wat gevaarlike,
giftige of hoogs ontvlambare materiale of enige ander spesiale tipes vrag aan boord het.

86. Reélings virdie houvan 'n dekwag wanneer die skip in 'n hawe is, moet te alle tye voldoende wees om—

(a) die veiligheid van lewens, die skip, die hawe en die omgewing, en die veilige bediening van alle masjinerie
verwant aan vragoperasies, te verseker;

(b) internasionale, nasionale en plaaslike reéls na te kom; en
(c) orde en die normale roetine van die skip te handhaaf.

87. Die gesagvoerder moet oor die samestelling en duur van die dekwag besluit, afhangende van die
vasmeertoestande, tipe skip en pligeienskappe.

88. Indien die gesagvoerder dit nodig ag, moet 'n gekwalifiseerde offisier in bevel wees van die dekwag.
89. Die nodige toerusting moet sodanig ingerig word dat dit doeltreffende waghouding vergemaklik.

90. Die hoofingenieuroffisier moet in oorleg met die gesagvoerder seker maak dat ingenieurswagreélings
voldoende is om 'n veilige ingenieurswag te handhaaf terwyl die skip in die hawe is. Wanneer daar besluit word oor
die samestelling van die ingenieurswag, wat gepaste masjienkamer-matrose kan insluit, moet onder andere die
volgende punte in aanmerking geneem word:

(a) Op alle skepe met 'n aandrywingskrag van 3 000 kW en meer moet daar altyd 'n offisier in bevel van die
ingenieurswag wees,

(b) op skepe met'n aandrywingskrag van minder as 3 000 kW hoef daar na goeddunke van die gesagvoerder
en in oorleg met die hoofingenieuroffisier geen offisier in bevel van die ingenieurswag te wees nie; en

(c) wanneer offisiere in bevel van 'n ingenieurswag is, mag hulle geen plig opgedra word of onderneem wat op
hulte toesighoudende plig betreffende die skip se masjienstelsel kan inbreuk maak nie.

91. Offisiere in bevel van die dek- of ingenieurswag mag nie die wag aan die aflosoffisier oordra indien hulle
enige gronde het om te glo dat laasgenoemde klaarblyklik nie daartoe in staat is om waghoupligte doeitreffend te
verrig nie, in welke geval die gesagvoerder of hoofingenieur dienooreenkomstig ingelig moet word. Aflosoffisiere van
die dek- of ingenieurswag moet seker maak dat alle lede van hul wag klaarblyklik ten volle daartoe in staat is om
hulle pligte doeltreffend uit te voer.

92. Indien daar op die tydstip wanneer die dek- of ingenieurswag oorgedra moet word ‘n belangrike
werksaamheid uitgevoer word, moet dit deurgevoer word deur die offisier wat afgelos word, tensy die gesagvoerder
of hoofingenieuroffisier anders gelas.

DEEL 5
OORNEEM VAN DEKWAG

93. Voordat die aflosoffisier die dekwag oorneem, moet hy of sy deur die offisier in bevel van die dekwag

(d) die seine of ligte wat gegee of vertoon word,

hulle bewus is van die aard van enige gevaarlike vrag wat ingeskeep of ontskeep word en van die gepaste
optrede in die geval van enige storting of brand; en

geen uitwendige toestande of omstandighede die skip in gevaar stel nie en die skip nie andere in gevaar stel
nie; en

bewus wees van enige inneem of uitstorting van ballas wat aan die gang is en van die huidige toestand van teen-
oorhellingspompe en —stelsels (waar dit geinstalleer is).
