"Protected Areas Act" means the National Environmental Management: Protected Areas Act. 2003 (Act No. 57 of 
2003); 

"Protected Areas Regulations" means the Regulations for the Proper Administration of Special Nature Reserves, 
National Parks and World Heritage Sites promulgated under section 86 of the Protected Areas Act and published in 
Government Gazette No. R. 1061 of 28 October 2005; 

"the Act" means the National Environmental Management Act, 1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998). 
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Offences under the Protected Areas Regulations 

2. The offences in tenns of regulation 61 of the Protected Areas Regulations are, to the extent specified in 
columns 1 and 2 of Table 1 to this Schedule hereby specified as offences in respect of which an admission of gui~ 
fine, stipulated in column 3 of the said Table, may be paid. 

Short title and commencement 

3. These Regulations are called the Protected Areas Act: Admission of Guilt Fines Regulations, 2011 
and take effect on the date of publication thereof in the Gazette.
