The date from which maintenance allowance shall be payable 
shall be the date on which the probationary lessee takes occupa- 
tion of his holding.

Diagnosis of plague in some of the earlier fatal cases doubtful, 

but according to present information there have been 23 cases to 

date, of which 13 have been fatal, all the cases being tm natives, 

and all with lung symptoms and without buboes. Investigation, 

further shows presence of plague infection amongst veld rodents
