12. All reports of committees must be signed by at least
one member of the committee concerned, and the adoption
of this report must be formally moved and seconded before
any discussions can take place, ;

12. (a) The reports of officials shall be open for discussion
as soon as read.

13. A notice of motion must be in the secretary’s hands
fourteen. clear days before the date of meeting so as to
enable him to include it in the agenda paper.

14. The agendas for all meetings shall be drawn up hy the
secretary, and submitted for approval to the chairman, or
in his absence, the vice-chairman. ot

15. One-third of the members of the Board shall form a
quorum, . :

16. The Board shall divide the water in the canals in
proportion to the scheduled irrigable area of each owner. A
schedule of such division shall lie at the office of the Board
for the inspection of ratepayers. ' -

.17. Each ratepayer in the district shall, on application, he
supplied with one copy of the schedule of the division of
water and regulations re same, for which a receipt shall be
given, and for any exira copy or subsequent copy or copies he
shall pay the sum of sixpence each.

18, The Board shall appoint one or more officials called
*“ water bailiffs ’ whose duty it shall be to supervise the dis-
tribution of water in accordance with the schedule of
division, The full duties of the water bailiffs. shall from
time to time be defined by the Board.

19. The Board may, in writing, order that the regulating of
sluices be done by any ome or more ratepayers. iach
such ratepayer shall be responsible for the opening of his own
sluice in accordance with the schedule of division, and he shall
not do anything tending to increase the discharﬁe heyond the
limit allowed by the above schedule, nor shall he reduce the
discharge in such manner as to endanger the Board’s works
without first taking reasonable precautions to prevent injury
to such works.

20. Any branch furrows or water leadings or cuttings from
the main canals shall be constructed so that the bed of the
distributing furrow at a point not less than thirty (30) feet
from the main canal shall be level with the sill of the sluice-
gate in the main- canal, except in cases where the Board
specifically sanctions a deviation from this rule; and no rate-
payer, his servants, nor any other person may interfere with
these furrows, leadings, or cuttings in any way.

21. All sluice-gates, all canals and water leadings shall be
under the jurisdiction of the Board, and no ratepayer nor his
servants mor any person, other than officials of the Board,
shall interfere with the Board’s works in any way, unless with
the comsent of the Board in writing.

22. The Board shall not be liable for any damage that any
ratepayers may suffer after the water causing the damage has
passed through the distribution gate or sluice.

23. Ratepayers are permitted to exchange or negotiate their
shares of water provided that permission is first obtained
from the chairman or officials; application for such exchange
must be made in writing,

24. The proprietor of any land on which a fence exists or
may be constructed crossing 2 canal belonging to the Board
shall, if the fence was constructed before the passing of these
by-laws, allow the Board to place a gate in such fence at its
expense in the vicinity of the furrow. If the fence is erected
after the above date, such proprietor shall, when called upon
by the Board, provide such gate at his own expense or in the
case of a joint fence at the expense of the joint owners.

The above gates shall be placed in the fence so as to admit
vehicles or persons on horseback to pass through for the
purpose of inspection, repairing, or travelling along the
furrow or 1n conneection with any business concerning the
Board. 0 _

25. No person shall cause any washing to be done or deposit
any rubbish, manure, or other deleterious matter on the banks’
or in the beds of the Board’s furrows or canals or otherwise
perform any acts which might or would pollute the water or
tend to impede the free flow thereof. '

26. No person shall take water from the canal by any means
except through the authorized slnice-gate or gauge' except

_with the permission of the Board in writing,

27. The Board, its officials, workmen, and contractors shall
have the right of access to and right of way along the banks
of the canal at all times for the purpose of distributing
water, supervising, inspecting, repairing, cleaning the canals
or sluice-gates or for any other purpose so as to ensure the
free flow of water in the furrows or through the sluices or
gauges. i

28. No person shall, without proper anthority from the
Board, open or shut any sluice in the canal or interfere with
the regulation thereof or place any dam or obstruction in or
across the camal, or unlawfully interfere with the flow of
the water therein or through any of the.slhiices thereout or
weaken the banks of the canal hy digging in the same or
allow any of the above acts to be done by his servants,
tenants, or any other persons.
