50. (1) The owner of any animal, which is infected, or sus- 
pected of being infected, with rabies, shall report the matter 
immediately to the nearest Government Veterinary Officer, 
stock inspector, assistant stock inspector or member of the 
police, who shall transmit the report to the Minister. 

(2) No person shall treat or cause or permit to be treated 
in any manner whatsoever any animal infected or suspected 
of being infected with rabies. 

(3) The owner of any dog which is infected, or suspected 
to be infected, with rabies shall— 

(i) securely isolate the dog so as to obviate the animal 
biting or attacking human beings or other animals, 
until such time as he shall have received instruc- 
tions from a Government Veterinary Officer in terms 
of section 8 of these regulations, or 

(ii) immediately destroy the dog and deal with the car- 
case in accordance with sub-section (6) of this sec- 
tion. 

(4) Tf any person has been bitten by a dog suspected to 
be infected with rabies the owner shall securely isolate such 
dog, so as to obviate the animal biting or attacking human 
beings or other animals, until he shall have received in- 
structions in terms of section 8 of these regulations. 

(5) Tf it is necessary to move a dog infected, or suspected 
of being infected, with rabies, such movement shall be 
effected in a box or other container, securely fastened and 
so constructed as to obviate the animal biting human beings 
er other animals, to the satisfaction of the Government 
Veterinary Officer. 

(6) Tf a dog infected, or suspected of being infected, with 
rabies, has died or has been destroyed, the person who 
destroyed the dog, or if it died, the owner thereof, shall 
isolate the carease and securely protect it against the 
weather until such time as he shall have received instruc- 
tions from the Government Veterinary Officer in terms of 
section 8 of these regulations. 

(7) The owner or person in charge of any dog which has 
been isolated in terms of sub-section (3) (i), (4) or (9) of 
this section shall notify, without delay, the nearest Govern- 
ment Veterinary Officer, stock inspector, assistant stock in- 
spector or member of the police, any suspicious symptoms 
that may develop in the animal. 

(8) Any deg in which rabies has been definitely diagnosed 
shall be immediately destroyed by the owner. 

(9) Any dog which has been in contact with a dog, cat or 
other animal infected or suspected of being infected with 
rabies, shall be destroved by the owner, provided however, 
that if effective isolation can be carried out to the satis- 
faction of the Government Veterinary Officer, the animal 
may, in lien of destruction, be quarantined by that officer 
for a period of not less than six months. 

(10) If a dog which is infected or suspected of being infected 
with rabies has, before or after such infection or suspicion 
of infection, been allowed free range, or could come into 
contact with any other dog, the owners of all dogs within 
a radius of six miles of any place where such first-mentioned 
dog was at large or could come into contact with any other 
dog, shall keep such dogs secureiy chained or confined for 
a period of at least six months as from the last date upon 
which such first-mentioned dog was at large or could come 
into contact with any other dog.
