1. Scope or APPLICATION. 

The terms of this Agreement shall be observed— 

(a) in the Magisterial District of Paarl by all employees 
who are employed as stonemasons and by the employers 
of all such employees ; 

(b) in the Cape Peninsula by all employees and employers in 
the building industry, who are members of the em- 
ployers’ organization or of any of the trade unions; 

provided that they shall apply to apprentices only in so far 
as they are not inconsistent with the provisions of the 
Apprenticeship Act, or any contract entered into, or any 
conditions fixed thereunder, and provided further, that they 
shall not apply to persons engaged in the erection, mainte- 
nance, repair or alteration on farms of— 

(i) dwelling houses at a cost of less than £1,000 built for 
the use of the owner, his legal representative, lessee, 
or other occupier of the farm or his employees; 

(ii) all other buildings, irrespective of cost, used or to be 
' used exclusively for farming purposes; 

and provided further that the terms of sub-clauses (1), (2), (3), 
(4), (5), and (6) of clause 8 and clauses 11, 12, 15, 18, and 19 
shall not apply to employees engaged on unskilled work. 

2. PrerRiop oF OPERATION OF AGREEMENT. 

This Agreement shall come into operation on such date as 
may be specified by the Minister in terms of sub-section (1) 
of section nine of the Act and shall remain in force for two 
years or for such period as may be determined by him. 

3. DEFINITIONS. 

Any expressions used in this Agreement which are defined 
in the Industrial Conciliation Act, 1924, as amended, shall

6. GEWONE EN OORTYDSBESOLDIGING. 

(1) (a) Lone en verdienstes vir oortyd moet weekliks by 

sluitingstyd op Vrydae, of by diensbeéindiging ingeval dit 

yoor die gewone betaaldag van die arbeider val, in kontant 

betaal word. Met voorafgaande toestemming van die Raad

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(b) Wages and earnings for overtime shall be handed to 
employees, other than unskilled workers, in sealed envelopes 
bearing the name of employer and employee, number of hours 
worked, any deductions which may have been made, amount 
enclosed and date of payment. 

(2) No deductions of any kind other than those permitted 
under clauses 10, 19 and 21 of this Agreement, may be made 
from the wages and rates due to an employee; provided that 
any amount paid by an employer compelled by any law, ordi- 
nance, or legal process to make payment on behalf of an 
employee, may be deducted. 

7. Waxing Trmre, Transport anp LopGing ALLOWANCE. 

(1) Subject to sub-clause (2) (b) of this clause, no transport 
allowance shall be payable in respect of any jobs situated 
between the following points and the General Post Office, 
Adderley Street, Capetown :—- 

Sea Point Tram Terminus. 
Tamboers Kloof Terminus. 
Wyllie’s Siding. 
Orangezicht Tram Terminus. 
Maitland Town Hall. 
Pinelands Railway Station. 
Athlone Railway Station. 
Landsdowne Railway Station. 
Wynberg Railway Station. 

(2) (a2) Whenever a job is situated beyond the points 
referred to in sub-clause (1) of this clause reckoned from the 
General Post Office, Adderley Street, Capetown, an employer 
shall subject to the provisions of sub-clause (3) of this clause, 
pay to an employee sent to work on such job a walking time 
allowance at the rate of one-quarter of an hour’s wage as 
prescribed in clause 4 for every mile of the distance beyond 
such points. This allowance shall be payable for one way 
only daily, provided that, in lieu of the payment of such 
allowance, an employer may provide or pay for transport, 
both ways, in respect of the said distance. 

(b) Whenever a job is situated beyond a point more than 
one mile distant from the nearest stopping place on any 
route covered under sub-clause (1) served by public transport, 
an employer shall, subject to the provisions of sub-clause (8) 
of this clause, pay to an employee sent to work on such job 
a walking time allowance at the rate of one-quarter of an 
hour’s wage as prescribed in clause 4 for every mile of the 
distance beyond such points. This allowance shall be payable 
for one way only daily, provided that, in lieu of the payment 
‘of such allowance, an employer may provide or pay for trans- 
port, both ways, in respect of the said distance. 

(8) (a) The following transport allowance and/or allow- 
ances for sleeping accommodation shall be paid by an 
employer to an employee sent to work on a job sc situated 
as to render the employee unable to return to his home 
daily— 

(i). Second-class railway fare to and from the place of 
work at the beginning and termination of such work 
respectively, time occupied in travelling during the 
ordinary working hours only shall be paid for at 
the hourly rate of wage prescribed in clause 4. 

(il) Suitable sleeping accommodation, in proximity to the 
place of work, or an allowance of 5s. per working 
day in lieu thereof. 

b) An employee, if able to proceed to his home at the week- 
end and return by the ordinary starting time on Monday (or 
Tuesday, if May Day or Christmas Day or New Year’s Day 
falls on a Sunday or Monday) shall be entitled to second- 
class railway return fare at week-ends, but no payment in 
lieu of such fare shall be made if the journey is not under- 
taken; wages shall not be payable in respect of any time 
spent in travelling during such week-ends. 

(4) Where an employee is sent to work at more than one 
job on the same day, the time spent in travelling from job 
to job shall be paid for as time worked at the rates pre- 
scribed in clause 4. 

(5) The provisions of this clause shall not apply to drivers 
of mechanical vehicles for whom wages are prescribed in sub- 
paragraph (a) (ii) of sub-clause (1) of clause 4. 

8. Hours or Work. 

(1) Except as provided for in sub-clauses (4) and (7) of this 
‘clause and subject to the provisions of clause 9 of this Agree- 
ment, no employer shall on any day require or allow an 
employee to start work earlier than 8 a.m. or finish work 
later than 5 p.m., except on Saturday, when the finishing 
time shall not be later than 12 noon. 

(2) Except as provided for in sub-clause (7), the ordinary 
working hours, which shall not exceed forty-four per week, 
shall be apportioned as follows:—Eight hours daily on 
Mondays tc Fridays inclusive and four hours on Saturdays. 

(3) The Council may permit the whole period of forty-four 
hours to be worked in five days and shall fix the hours of 
work for each day in any certificate of exemption granted 
in terms of clause 17 of this Agreement,

One of the 

shifts shall be worked within the times prescribed in sub- 

clause (1) or as may be laid down in accordance with sub- 

clause (8) of this clause. An employee working any shift 

other than the shift between such times shall receive the 

wages payable under clause 4 of this Agreement, plus 15 per 

cent. 

(5) All working employers and partners shall observe the 

working hours prescribed in or as may be laid down in 

accordance with this clause. 

(6) No employee whilst in the employ of an employer shall 

solicit, undertake, or perform any work in the building 

industry, whether for remuneration or not, outside the hours 

prescribed in or as may be laid down in accordance with 

this clause, nor on Sundays, May Day, Good Friday, Christ- 

mas Day, or New Year’s Day, either on his own account or 

on behalf of any other person or persons, unless the consent 

of the Council has first been obtained in writing save that 

such employee may perform work for himself only. 

(7) In the case of employees engaged on unskilled work, the 

following provisions shall apply :— 

(a) Subject to the provisions of clause 9 of this Agreement, 

no employer shall on any day require or allow an em- 

loyee to start work earlier than 7.50 a.m. or finish 

ater than 5.10 p.m., except on Saturdays, when the 
finishing time shall be not later than 12.10 p.m. 

(b) The ordinary working hours, which shall not exceed 
46 per week, shall be apportioned as follows :— 

Eight hours and twenty minutes daily on Mondays 
to. Fridays inclusive, and four hours and twenty 
minutes on Saturdays. 

(c) An employer may engage employees to work two or 
three shifts during any period of twenty-four hours, 
provided, however, that no employee shall work more 
than one shift in any period of twenty-four hours, 
except under the conditions prescribed in clause 9 
of this Agreement. One of these shifts shall be worked 
within the times prescribed in paragraph (a) of this 
sub-clause or as may be laid down in accordance with 
paragraph (d) thereof. An employee working any 
shift other than the shift between such times shall 
receive the wages payable under clause 4 of this Agree- 
ment, plus fifteen per cent. 

(d) The Council may permit the whole period of 46 hours 
to be worked in five days, and in such cases shall 
- the starting and finishing hours of work for each 
ay. 

(8) The provisions of sub-clauses (1) to (7) shall not apply 
to the drivers of mechanical vehicles for whom wa es aie 
prescribed in paragraph (a) (ii) of sub-clause (1) of clause 4. 
The ordinary working hours of such employees shall not 
exceed 50 in any one week. 

(9) No work shall be performed on May Day, Good Friday, 
Christmas Day. or New Year’s Day unless the Council has 
been previously notified in writing of the employer’s intention 
to work on such days. , 

9. OVERTIME. 

(1) No overtime shall be worked except— 

(a) in cases of emergency work and essential services, when 
the Council should be notified, and / 

(b) where the exigencies of the particular case demand 
that work shall be performed with greater rapidity 
than would be possible by working the hours pre- 
scribed in or as may be laid down in accordance with 
clause 8 of this Agreement, when the consent of the 
Council shall first be obtained. 

(2) Subject to the provisions of sub-clause (3) of cl 
of this Agreement, overtime shall be paid for an of clause 4 

One and a half times the wages prescribed in clause 4 of 
this Agreement for any time up to four hours worked in 
excess of the hours prescribed in or as may be laid down 
in accordance with clause 8 of this Agreement, and double 
such wages thereafter for every hour or part of an hour 
worked, until the usual starting time on the following 
ay. 

(3) The provisions of sub-clauses (1) and (2) of this clause 
shall not apply to the drivers of mechanical vehicles for whom 
wages are prescribed in sub-paragraph (a) (ii) of sub-clause 
(1) of clause 4. Such employees shall for every hour or part 
of an hour worked in excess of 50 in any week be paid, in 
addition to his weekly wage, not less than one-fortieth of 
such wage. 

(4) No employer shall permit an employee to work and no 
employee shall work more than 22 hours in any one week in 
respect of overtime. 

10. TERMINATION OR SUSPENSION OF EMPLOYMENT. 

(1) An employee desirous of terminating an engagement 
with an employer, and any employer desirous of terminating 
or suspending the services of an employee or of suspending 
the operations upon which an employee is engaged shall give, 
in the case of carpenters or joiners, not less than two hours’

10. DrENSBEEINDIGING OF OPSKORTING. 

_(1) ’n Arbeider, wat sy diens by ’n werkgewer wil be- 

eindig, en enige werkgewer wat ’n arbeider se diens wil be- 

eindig, of wil opskort, of die werksaamhede in verband waar- 

mee hy werksaam is wil opskort, moet die diens, in die geval
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notice, and in the case of other employees not less than one 
hour’s notice of such termination or suspension, provided 
that— , 

(a) employment shall in no case terminate before the finish- 
ing time on any day prescribed in, or as may be laid 
down in accordance with the terms of clause 8 of this 
Agreement on the day on which such notice is given; 

(b) an employer may, in lieu of such notice, pay to an 
employee wages at the rate prescribed in clause 4 of 
this Agreement for the period prescribed for such 
notice, and, in that event, such period shall, for the 
purpose of this Agreement be deemed to be time 
worked ; : 

(c) no employer or employee shall give notice with the 
object of coercing an employee or employer to accept 
or concede conditions of employment, other than those 
prescribed in this Agreement, but this proviso shall not 
affect any conditions of employment more favourable 
to an employee than the terms of this Agreement, which 
may be in force when this Agreement comes into opera- 
tion. 

(2) Should an employee cease work without having given 
to his employer the notice prescribed in sub-clause (1) of this 
clause, the employer may deduct from any wages due to such 
employee an amount equivalent to the wages payable in terms 

aaa 4 of this Agreement for a period equal to such 
notice. 

(3) Any exployee engaged as a carpenter or joiner shall, 
during the period of notice referred to in sub-clause (1) of 
this clause, be allowed to put his tools in working order, but 
shall, nevertheless, continue at the work for which he was 
engaged for any portion of the period of notice not required 
for this purpose. 

(4) The provisions of this clause shall not apply unless an 
employee has worked for at least three consecutive days with 
the same employer. 

11. Storage AND Provision or ToouLs, ETC. 

(1) Suitable places shall be provided by the employer on all 
jobs for locking up tools. This shall not apply to jobbing 
work. All employees’ tools in workshops shall be insured by 
the employer against loss by fire. Jf any such tools are not 

bahia the employer shall in any case be liable for any such 
oss. 

(2) Employers shall supply grindstones for sharpening tools. 
Where no grindstone is provided on a job, suitable time and 
facilities shall be granted to carpenters and joiners prior to 
termination of employment to put their tools in order. 

(3) Employers shall provide, in the case of :—

been refused without reasonable cause in the opinion of the 
Council, and the employer or employee concerned has re- 
ported such refusal to the Council within fourteen days. 

19. ExpENSES OF THE COUNCIL. 

(1) For the purpose of meeting the expenses of the Council 
each employer shall deduct 2d. per week from the wage of 
each of his employees (except apprentices) for whom wages 
are prescribed in clause 4 of this Agreement, and to the 
amount so deducted the employer shall add an equal amount, 
provided that the provisions of this clause shall not apply in 
respect of any employee who.has worked for the same 
employer for less than three days in any one week. i 

(2) All amounts collected in accordance with the provisions 
of sub-clause (1) of this clause shall, together with a state- 
ment showing the number of employees employed and their 
trades, be forwarded to the Agent of the Council, P.O. Box 
2212, Capetown on or before the seventh day of each month. 

20. AGENTS. 

The Council shall appoint persons as agents to assist in 
giving effect to the terms of this Agreement. An agent may 
enter any establishment and may question any employer or 
employee and inspect the records of wages and allowances 
paid and payments for overtime, also time worked, for the 
purpose of ascertaining whether the terms of this Agreement 
are being observed. 

21. Honimay Perriop. 

(1) No employer and no employee shall perform any work 
in the Building Industry other than work on essential 
services during the period commencing at 5 p.m. on Monday, 
23rd December, 1935, and ending at 8 a.m. on Monday, 6th 
January, 1936; and the period commencing at 5 p.m., 23rd 
December, 1936, and ending at 8 a.m. on Monday, 4th 
January, 1937. 

(2) Every employee other than unskilled labourers for whom 
wages are prescribed in clause 4 of this Agreement shall pay 
to the Secretary of the Council the sum of 5s. per week 
provided that with the consent of an employee an employer 
may deduct from the wages payable to such employee the 
amount in question and transmit such amount to the 
Secretary of the Council; and provided further that an 
employee who is employed for less than three days in any 
one week may elect not to contribute in respect of such week. 

(8) Amounts paid to the Secretary of the Council in terms 
of sub-clause (2) of this clause shall be deposited to the credit 
of a special fund to be known as the Building Industry 
Holiday Fund. 

(4) Not less than seven days prior to the commencement of 
the period prescribed in sub-clause (1) of this clause, the 
amount paid by or on behalf of each employee to the Building 
Industry Hoijiday Fund shall be refunded to him. 

22. AppLicaTion or Factories Act, 1918. 

(1) Nothing in this Agreement shall operate to make 
lawful any increase in the maximum number of working or 
overtime hours allowed under the Factories Act, 1918, or to 
allow the employment of any persons during any hours in 
which the employment of persons is prohibited under that 
Act. 

(2) No person may be employed in any establishment which 
is not a factory during any hours or day when it would, under 
the provisions of the Factories Act, 1918, be unlawful to 
employ such person if the establishment were a factory. 

(3) Employees to whom exemption from the restrictions 
under the factories Act, 1918, in respect of place or hours of 
work or holidays has been granted in terms of section twenty- 
seven of that Act, shall not be affected by the provisions of 
this Agreement relating to such matters. 

23. ADMINISTRATION OF AGREEMENT. 

The Council shall be the body responsible for the adminis- 
tration of this Agreement and may issue expressions of 
opinion not inconsistent with its provisions for the guidance 
of employers and employees. 

24, EXuIsrtion oF AGREEMENT. 

A copy of this Agreement shall be exhibited by every 
employer in every workshop or yard where he carries on 
business in a position easily accessible to all employees.

Hf he cannot supply them, he will ascertain what other planta- 

tion can do so, and transfer the order, advising the applicant 

accordingly.

Orders must be accompanied by remittance in cash or by 

money order, postal order, or draft, made payable to the 

forest officer in charge.
