COURTS OF NATIVE COMMISSIONERS IN CIVIL 

PROCEEDINGS. 

AMENDMENT OF REGULATIONS. 
  

The regulations published under Government Notice No. 2253 

of 1928, as amended by Government Notices Nos. 1313 of 1931, 

1078 of 1932 and 3U5 of 1934, are hereby amended by the repeal 

of sections forty and forty-one and the substitution therefor 

of the following new sections :— : 

40. (1) If a judgment has remained unsatisfied during 

a period of seven days or if the judgment debtor has 

admitted in court or in writing or if it appears from 

the return of the messenger to any process of execution 

that the judgment debtor has not sufficient property 

liable to attachment in execution to satisfy the judgment 

debt and costs, the judgment creditor may summon the 

judgment debtor to show cause why the court should not 

make a decree of civil imprisonment against him. 

(2) Such summons may be taken out either in the court 

wherein the original judgment was given or in the court 

of any district wherein the judgment debtor is for the 

time being residing, carrying on business or employed. 

(3) A summons for civil imprisonment shall be served 

by the delivery by the Messenger of a copy thereof to the 

respondent personally, unless the Court shall, for good 

cause shown, give leave for such summons to be served 

in some other specified manner: provided that in the event 

of non-personal service the Messenger shall state in his 

return the reason for such non-personal service and the 

cause, so far as ascertainable by him, of the respondent’s 

absence, and the Court may confirm such service on being 

satisfied that the summons would, in the ordinary course, 
have reached the hands of the respondent. 

(4) Where it appears from the return of such summons 

that service was effected elsewhere than within the district 

of the court from which such summons was issued, the 

proceedings shall, unless the judgment debtor appears, be 

stayed until the court is satisfied that the judgment debtor 

has been paid or tendered the sum which would have been 

payable to him if he had been subpoenaed as a witness. 

41. The court may, upon the return of the summons 

and whether the judgment debtor appears or not, make a 

decree of civil imprisonment against such judgment debtor 

and authorize the issue of a warrant for his arrest and 
rae in any gaol named in such warrant: Provided 

that— 

(1) the court may at any time suspend the execution 
of or altogether discharge any such decree or war- 
rant upon such terms as may appear to the court 
to be fair and reasonable; 

(2) no such decree shall be pronounced and no such 
warrant shall be issued if the judgment debtor prove 
to the satisfaction of the court that he has no means 
of satisfying the judgment debt either wholly or in 
part and either out of present means or out of 
future earnings or income, unless it appears that 
the judgment debtor either— 

(a) has wilfully made away with any property in 
order to defeat or delay payment of the judg- 
ment debt; or 

(b) is able to earn sufficient to satisfy the judgment 
debt by instalments or otherwise to settle the 
same, but in order to defeat or delay payment 
of the judgment debt wilfully refuses to do so; 

(c) is squandering his money or is apparently living 
beyond his means; 

(3) in computing the degree to which the debtor can 
satisfy such debt the court shall take into considera-. 
tion the conditions under which he obtains his. 
income and the amount of his necessary expenses. 
and those of the persons dependent on him. 

(4) a judgment debtor shall not be liable for any costs: 
incurred by the judgment creditor in any proceed- 
ings in connection with a decree of civil imprison- 
ment against such debtor (other than fees or 
charges which accrue to the State or to the 
messenger of the court)— 

(a) if the judgment debt arose from the purchase on 
credit of goods other than foodstuffs or 
medicines or from any liability to pay any 
money under a hire purchase agreement or from 
a loan of money, unless it is proved that the.

(1) Holidays ——After the completion of one year’s service 

with the same employer an eonloyee shall be entitled to one 

week’s (six working days’) holiday on full pay and shall in 

addition be entitled to leave on full pay on Good Friday 
Christmas Day and one other public holiday to be agreed 

upon by the employer and employee, provided that should 

such employee be required or allowed to work on any such 

three public holidays, he shall in addition to wages at the 

rates prescribed in clause 4 (4) be granted, within two weeks 

of such public holiday, a day’s leave on full pay in substitu- 

tion therefor; provided further that in the event of any of 

the three public holidays, or days in substitution therefor 

referred to, falling within the week’s annual holiday granted 

in terms of this sub-clause, such days shall be in addition to 

the said week. For the purpose of clause 7, leave granted on 

full pay on any of the said public holidays, or on any day in 

substitution therefor, shall be reckoned as 9 hours’ work. 

(2) Sick Leave.—An employee who, after three months’ 

continuous service with the same employer, is absent from 

duty through illness, shall be entitled to sick leave on full 

pay for six working days in any year of service provided that 
he produces a doctor’s certificate certifying that such sick- 
ness was contracted in the course of his employment and 

provided further that the provisions of this sub-clause shall 

not apply while such illness has been caused by an accident 

sustained when not engaged on his employer’s business. 

(3) For the purpose of this clause an employee’s service shall 

be reckoned from 20th August, 1935, or from the date of his 
engagement, whichever is the later. : 

9. MAINTENANCE ALLOWANCE. 

An employee who is required or allowed to perform work 

which renders the employee unable to return to his home on 

any day shall, in addition to the wages and earnings for over- 

time payable in terms of this Agreement, be paid a mainten- 
ance allowance of 7s. 6d. in respect of each such day. 

10. TERMINATION OF EMPLOYMENT. 

(1) One week’s notice shall be given by an employer or 

employee to terminate the contract of service, provided that 

this shall not affect— 

(a) the right of an employer or employee to terminate the 

contract without notice for any good cause recognised 

by law as sufficient ; 

(b) any agreement between an employer and employee pro- 

viding on both sides for a period of notice longer than 

one week. 

(2) No employer or employee shall give notice with the 

object of coercing an employee or employer respectively, to 

accept or concede conditions of employment other than those 

prescribed in this Agreement, provided that this shall not 

affect any condition of employment more favourable to an 

employee than the terms of this Agreement, which may be 

in existence when this Agreement comes into operation. 

11. Exemptions. 

(1) The Council may grant exemptions from any of the 

provisions of clauses 4, 6, 7 and 9 of this Agreement to or in 

respect of any person who— 

(a) on account of old age or infirmity; or 
(b) for any good or sufficient reason 

is unable to earn the minimum wage prescribed for his class 

or comply with any other conditions laid down in this Agree- 

ment. 

(2) The Council shall fix, in respect of any Hela granted 

exemption, the conditions subject to which suc exemption is 

granted and the period during which such exemption shall 

operate, provided that where exemption is ranted in respect 

of essential services, similar conditions shall be fixed in respect 

of essential services of the same class;. and provided, further, 

that the Council may, if it deems fit, after one week’s notice 

in writing has been given to the person concerned, withdraw 

any exemption certificate whether or not the period for which 

exemption was granted has expired. 

(3) The Secretary of the Council shall issue to every person 
granted exemption a certificate, signed by the Chairman and 
the Secretary of the Council, setting out— 

(a) the full name of the person concerned ; 
(b) the provisions of the Agreement from which exemption 

is granted ; : ,
