hours of work for more than one hour on any day unless

(1) Subject to the provisions of sub-clause (2) an employer 
shall grant to his employees in respect of each completed 
year of employment with him two consecutive weeks’ leave 
and shall in respect of each weck thereof. pay to” such 
employee an amount not less than the weekly wage which he 
pas receiving immediately before the commencement of such 
eave.
