BY-LAWS RELATING TO STREET TRADING MADE BY 
THE COUNCIL OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF EAST 
LONDON UNDER THE AUTHORITY OF SECTION 
TWENTY (1) OF THE CHILDREN’S ACT, No. 31 oF 
1937 AND APPROVED OF BY THE MINISTER OF 
WELFARE AND DEMORBILISATION IN TERMS OF 
“SECTION TIVENTY (2) OF ACT No. 31 or 1987. 

It is hereby notified for general information that the 
Honourable the Minister of Welfare and Demobilisation has 
under section twenty (2) of the Children’s Act, No. 31 of 
1937, approved of the by-laws made by the Council of the 
Municipality of East London relating to Street Trading by 
children as set out hereunder, in substitution for those by-laws 
which were published in the Government Gazettes of Ist July, 
1938, and 8th September, 1939, by Notices Nos. 1070 and 
1865 respectively, and which are, thercfore, hereby repealed : — 

1. (a) ‘ Registering officer’ shall mean the person 
appointed by the Council of the Municipality of Hast London 
to exercise the powers and perform the duties assigned to 
registering officers by these by-laws. . 

(b) ‘ Badge’ shall mean and consist of a small oval metal 
plate yellow in colour and bear in black the’ letters 
*E.L.M.’ together with a number, 

4 
2. No boy under the age of twelve years and no girl under, 

the age of fourtcen shall engage in or be employed in strect 
trading within the area of the jurisdiction of the Municipality 
of East London. 

3. No boy over the age of twelve years and under the age 
of sixteen years and no girl over the age of fourteen and 
under the age of sixteen shall engage in or be employed in 
street trading on Sundays or Christmas Day and Good I'riday. 
No such boy or girl shall be engaged or employed in street 
trading before 6 a.m. or after 6 p.m. or during the hours 
which he or she is lawfully required to attend school, such 
period to includo an hour before school reopens each day. 

4. No child under the age of sixteen years shall engage in 
or be employed in street trading, unless such child has first 
obtained the written consent of his parent, guardian_ or 
custodian and has made application to the registering officer 
on the form ‘A’ in the Schedule to these by-laws and has 
received a certificate on the form ‘B’ in the Schedule 
to these by-laws under the hand of the registering officer and 
a badge in the prescribed form. Such certificate shall be 
valid for twelve months and shall be renewed annually during 
the first fortnight of February in each and every year. An 
application for renewal shall contain the same particulars 
enumerated in form ‘A’ as are required -in a first appli- 
cation. Such certificates and any renewal thereof shall be 
issued only on payment of a deposit of 1s., which only the 
licensee may recover on surrendering the badge and certifi- 
cate. 

Certificates and badges issued under this by-law shall not 
be transferable. ° 

5. A Commissioner of Child Welfare may upon the applica- 
tion of'a probation cfficer, police officer of or above the rank 
of sergeant, any organisation engaged in child welfare work 
or inspector aprointed in terms of by-law 6, or a principal of 
any Government sclidol or any interested person, issue a 
recommendation to the registering officer, to cancel or suspend 
such certificate, if it is desirable in the interests of the child 
that such certificate should be susvended or cancelled. 

6. The Minister of Social Welfare may appoint inspectors 
(who may or may-not be members of the Public Service) to 
ensure that the provisions of these by-laws are complied with. 

7. With every certificate issued under these by-laws there 
phall be issued a badge in the prescribed form. Such badge 
shall be worn in a conspicious place on the clothing of the 
holder of the certificate, while engaged in or employed in 
street trading. 

8. Whenever a certificate has expired or is suspended or 
cancelled, the certificate together with the accompanying 
badge shall be surrendered to the registering officer, where- 
upon the deposit of 1s. will be refunded. ' 

9. The registering officer shall immediately upon issuing 
a certificate and its corresponding badge, notify the Social 
Welfare Officer, the Secretary of the Juvenile Affairs Board, 
the local Child Life Protection Socicty and, where the holder 
attends a school the principal of that school, of such issue 
and the particulars thereof. 

10. In the absence of a birth certificate to establish the 
age of the applicant, such age shall be estimated in accor- 
dance with the procedure laid down in section eighty-one 
of the Children’s Act, No. 31 of 1937. 

11. Any expression used in these by-laws shall bear the 
same meaning as is given to such expression by the Children’s 
Act, No. 31 of 1937.” .
