Should the employee 
leave the Industry the amount shall be paid to him on the 
expiry of 52 weeks or 12 months, as the case may be, reckoned 
from the date leave pay commenced to accrue, or earlier at

Holiday leave pay in the possession of the Council and not 
claimed by any employee after three years from the date of 
the last deposit shall be forfeit to the Council. 

The cost of the administration of the trust account referred 
to in the previous paragraph shall be borne by the Council 
who may, in its discretion, invest any of the funds on hand 
with an approved bank and/or building society, and any 
interest accruing from such investment shall be retained 
by the Council towards the costs of administratién of the 
aforesaid trust fund. 

In the caso of employees referred to in Chapter IV of this 
Agreement, the amount due to them in terms of this sub- 
section shall be paid direct to them by the employer. 

(3) Where an employee is dismissed owing to a flagrant 
breach of duty he shall forfeit any claim to leave privileges 
and to the amount of leave pay accrued in respect of such 
leave. . 

(4) Should an employee die, or, in the course of his work 
be incapacitated from continuing at his trade, the amount 
which has accrued in respect of his leave shall be payable 
to his estate, or to himself, as the case may be. _ . 

(5) Annual leave shall not be concurrent with any period 
during which an employee is required to undergo training 
under the South Africa Defence Act, 1912, nor during any 
period of notice of termination of service. ; ; 

(6) No employee shall, for remuncration, engage in his 
normal occupation. during tho period of his leave. . 

(7) For the purpose, further, of this section the expression 
‘‘ employment ’’ shall be deemed to include any period or 
periods during which an employee—- 
- (i) is on leave in terms of sub-section (1) hereof; 

(i1) is required to undergo training under the South 
Africa Defence Act, 1912; 

(iil) is absent from work on the instruction or at the 
’ .yequest of the employer ; a 

(iv) is absent from work owing to sickness or accident 
amounting in the aggregate to a period not exceeding 
thirty days in any year. 

7. Parp Pusiic Horipays. 

Good Friday, Christmas Day, New Year’s Day and Din- 
gaan’s Day shall be paid public holidays. Employees for 
whom wages are prescribed in Chapter IIL of this Agreement 
shall be entitled to leave on full pay on all other public 
holidays. . 

8. Drivine or Motor VEBICLEs. 

In Areas ‘‘A” and ‘*B’? no employer shall cause or 
permit any employee in receipt of wages of less than £2 
per week (except an indentured apprentice, a minor during 
the probationary period allowed under the Apprenticeship 
Act, or a sample boy) to drive any motor vehicle under 
its own: power during the course of his employment in the 
Industry. - 

9. Our-Wonrk. 

(1) No employer, shall require or allow any of his 
employees to undertake any work in the Motor Industry 
elsewhere -than in his establishment, except when such work 
is in execution or completion of an order placed with such 
employer. 

(2) No employee shall— 

(a) solicit or take orders for or undertake -work in the 
Motor Industry; : . 

(b) engage in trading in motor vehicles or accessories, 
for gain, or reward on his own account or on behalf of any 
person or firm, other than his employer. 

10. Exuipirion or AGREEMENT. 

Every employer shall affix and keep affixed in some con- 
spicuous place upon his premises a copy of this Agreement 
in the form prescribed by the regulations under the Act, 
in legible characters, in both the official languages of the 
Union. . 

. 11. AcEnts, 
The Council shall appoint one or more specified persons as 

agents to assist in giving effect to the terms of this Agree- 
ment, and it-shall be the duty of every employer and every 
employee to permit such persons to enter such premises, 
institute and complete such inquiries and to examine such 
documents, books, wage sheets, time sheets and pay tickets,

(1) No member of the Motor Industry Employees’ Union of 

S.A. shall accept employment with any employer who is not a 
member of the South African Motor Industry Employers’ 
Association or the Transvaal Vehicle Builders’ and Repairers’ 

, Association, and no member of tho South African Motor 
Industry Employers’ Association shall give employment to any 
employee who is not a member of the Motor Industry 
Employees’ Union of S.A. 

(2) Proof of membership of the Motor Industry Employces’ 
Union of S.A. shall be the production of a membership card 
of the current year issued by the Motor Industry Employees’ 
Union of S.A. bearing a record of the grade in which the 
membership of such member has been registered by the Motor 
Industry Employees’ Union of S.A. 

(3) No employer shall cause or permit any employce to 
work or engage in any work in a grade other than that which 
is shown on the member’s card, irrespective of whether or not 
such employee is remunerated at a rate of wages higher than 
that for which the grade shown on his membership card 
reflects.

(1) The wages prescribed in section 3 of this Chapter are 
in respect of the usual working hours in an establishment 
which shall not exceed 46 hours in any week. 

(2) The starting and finishing times each day of workshop 
employees in each establishment shall be the same, and no 
meal interval shall -exceed or be less than one hour.

8. Precr-work oR FLAT-RATE Work. 

(1) Piece-work or flat-rate work may not be given out or 
performed unless approval of the Council is first obtained. 

(2) Whenever piece-work or flat-rate work is approved by 
the Council, an employee so employed shall be paid the full 
amount earned by him under the piece-work rates agreed to 
between him and his employer; provided, however, that no 
employee shall be paid less than the amount which he would 
have earned if he had been employed on a time-work basis 
for the period taken to perform the work concerned. 

(3) Apprentices shall not, on any account, be employed on 
piece-work or flat-rate work.

(2) (a) Werkgewers moet onderstaande voorwerpe kosteloos 
verskaf:—-Elektriese boormasjiene, banke en bankskroewe, 
domkragte en bokke, slypstene, katrolle en hystoestelle of 
krane, ghriesspuite of ander smeerapparate, verlengingsligte 
met ’n ‘maksimum van een gloeilamp per maand, smeerlappe 
of katoen, goed om vetterige dele mee skoon te maak voordat

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hacksaw blades, 8-inch files and over, mechanics’ cradles, 
goggles for welders, rubber gloves and rubber aprons for 
electricians on continuous battery work and handling acids, 
trimmer’s sewing machine, stud extractors. 

(b) Where any of the following articles is required in an 
establishment, the employer shall provide it free of charge: 
drills of 2 inch and over, reamers of all sizes, screwing tackle, 
stocks and dies and taps, blow lamps, spanners for 1-inch nuts 
and over, and all special spanners, wheel pullers, hammers of 
3 Ib. and over, Stillson wrenches over 12 inches, wringing 
irous, large soldering irons, rivet sets, valve seat cutters, 
valve grinding compound, hydrometers and electrical testing 
and fault-finding apparatus and blacksmith’s tools. 

(3) In the event of any employee who is engaged on repeti- 
tion work requiring large quantities of drills or files or 
similar breakable tools, these shall be provided by the 
employer. - :

(i) The ordinary hours of work of an employee for whom 

wages are laid down in section 3 of this Chapter, shall not 
exceed 46 in any week. 

(2) Subject to the provisions of section 6, no employer 
shall require any employee to work— 

(i) for more than 8 hours and 24 minutes on Mondays, 
Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays; 

(ii) for more than 4 hours on Saturdays; 
(iil) for more than five hours without an interval of at 

least one hour for meals; 
(iv) later than 5.30 p.m. on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednes- 

days; Thursdays and Iridays; . 
(v) later than 12 noon on Saturdays; 
(vi) on any Sunday or public holiday; 

provided that an employer may in the workshop of an 
establishment which is permitted to remain open on public 
holidays other than those specified in section 7 of Chapter I, 
require or permit a workshop storeman, timekeeper, and/or 
workshop clerk to work on such public holidays subject to the 
said employee being granted a day off on full pay within one 
week of such holiday. . - 

(3) Every employee, except travellers and sample boys, shall 
tbe granted a rest interval of not less than ten minutes, at as 
nearly as practicable the middle of each morning and after- 
noon work period, and such interval shall, for the purpose of 
calculating remuneration, be reckoned as part of the ordinary 
working hours. 

6. OVERTIME. 
(1) Overtime shall mean any hours worked by an employee

An employer-who requires an employee to wear a uniform, 
overall, washing coat and/or apron shall provide and Jaunder 
or clean such garments free of charge and they shalf remain 
the property of the employer. :
