(b) to receive and consider complaints, representations 
and suggestions from the inhabitants and, if deemed 
necessary, to make representations thereon to the 
Council or to any committee appointed by the 
Council to deal with the affairs of the emergency 
camp; 

(c) to receive and consider any report concerning the 
emergency camp by the Council or any of its 
officials and, if necessary, to make representations 
in regard to such report to the Council; 

{d) to render every assistance to the authorities in pre- 
serving law and order in the emergency camp. 

DEFINITIONS.

liable to pay the fees therefor to the institution concerned, 
provided that— . 

(a) in the case of class or course fees, the employer shall 

advance such fees each calendar year to the institution 
concerned and shall deduct such amounts from the wages 
of the apprentice in instalments not exceeding 3s. per week, 
provided that, if the apprentice produces a certificate from 
the institution concerned that he had obtained a satisfactory 
diligence mark and possible class attendance both in his 
own time and during ordinary working hours of at least 
75 per cent., or in the case of a correspondence course, 
satisfactorily completed at least 75 per cert. of the full 
number of papers during that calendar year, the sum so 
deducted shall be paid to the apprentice by the employer; 

(6) the employer shall advance the fees for the said examinations 
on or before the 6th March in respect of examinations 
conducted in June and on or before the Ist July in respect 
of examinations conducted in November of each year for 

‘entries for the examinations which the apprentice is 
required to undergo and shajl recover the amount of the fees 
advanced in respect of any subject in which the apprentice 
failed to pass by means of a deduction from the wages 
of the apprentice; the balance being not recoverable by 
the employer and being regarded as payment on behalf 
of the apprentice to discharge his liability to pay the said 
tees.
