(6) the employer shall advance the fees for the said exami- 
nations not later than the 6th March, and the Ist July 
in respect of examinations conducted in June and November 
respectively each year for entries for the examinations 
which the apprentice is required to undergo and shall 
recover the amount of the fees advanced in respect of 
any subject in the said examination in which the appren- 
tice failed to pass, by means of deduction from the wages 
of the apprentice, the balance being not recoverable by 
the employer, being regarded as payment on behalf of 
the apprentice to discharge his liability to pay the said 

fees. :
