- (4) No site allotted to any person in terms of these
regulations shall be less than 30 feet by 30 feet in size
and an allotment shall be properly and adequately
demarcated by the superintendent.

. (5) The superintendent shall not allot more than one
site to one person. For the purpose of this regulation an
adult male and an adult female living together as man
and wife shall be deemed to be one person. ;

6. The superintendent may from time to time issue to

the inhabitants of the emergency camp written instructions
regarding the method of construction and materials to be
used in the construction of any dwelling, building, fence,
outhouse or other structure in the camp or in the repair,
alteration or rebuilding thereof. No person shall
incorporate in any dwelling, building, outhouse or other
structure any material which has not received the prior
" approval of the superintendent.

7. Every person to whom a site permit has been granted
or transferred shall give notice to the superintendent of
the completion of any new dwelling, building, or alteration
or rebuilding thereof, or additions thereto, and no such
building or dwelling or additions shall be occupied or used
until inspected and approved by the superintendent. Any

building, dwelling, alteration thereof or addition thereto’

which has not been so approved shall be an unauthorised
structure and the superintendent may order its immediate
demolition, and should such order not be obeyed may
demolish it himself.

8. (1) No dwelling or portion thereof shall be sublet
without the prior written approval of the superintendent.

(2) No site permit shall be transferred without the prior
written permission of the superintendent which shall only
be granted to persons fulfilling the conditions set out in
‘regulation 5, and on payment by the transferee of the fees
prescribed therefor, and provided the holder is up to date
with payments.

(3) The holder of a site permit shall not accommodate
on the site any person who 1s not entitled to reside thereon
under these regulations.

G. No person other than the holder of a site permit, or
the wife or family of such holder, shall reside in the
emergency camp.
