SCHEDULE. 

1, AREA AND- SCOPE OF OPERATION OF DETERMINATION. 

This Determination shall apply to-all employees employed in 
the Baking and Confectionery Industry in the Magisterial 
District of East London and to the employers of such employees. 

2. DEFINITIONS. — 
(1) Unless the contrary intention appears, any expression used 

in this Determination which is defined: in the Wage Act, 1937, 
shall have the same meaning as in. that Act and, unless incon- 
sistent with the context— 

“ baker ” eans an employee who. supervises employees 
engaged in performing one or more of the foilowing 
operations and who may. perform any or all of, these 
operations :—— . . . : 

(a) controlling. the putting into or removing from ovens 
' of bread; — ; 
(b) cutting back or knocking: back dough; 
(c) manutacturing or mixing ingredients used in making 

dough; ., 
(d) moulding, ‘plaiting, scaling or shaping loaves; 
(é) regulating the temperature of ovens; 

“baker’s assistant’? means an employee who, under the super- 
vision of a baker, is engaged in performing any of the 
operations set out in items (a) to (e), inclusive, in the 
definition of “ baker ”; . 

“ Baking and Confectionery Industry” means the industry in 
which employers and employees are -associatéd for the 
purpose of making bread or confectionery or both and 

> includes: — : . 

(a) the manufacture of any commodity or ingredient used 
in the baking or making of bread or confectionery or 
both; . 

(b) the distribution by such employers of bread or con- 
fectionery or both, . 

and further includes’ all operations -incidental to, or con-_ 
sequent on, any of the aforesaid activities but does not 
include the manufacture of biscuits or sweets; 

“casual employee” means.an employee who-is employed by 
the same employer on not more than three days in any 
week; . . : : 

“ clerical’ employee” means an employee who is engaged in 
writing, typing or any other form of clerical work and 
includes a cashier, storeman and a telephone operator; 

“clerical employee, femaite, qualified;’ means a female clerical 
employee who has had not less than four years’ experience; 

“clerical. employee, female, unqualified,” means a female 
clericai employee who has had less’ than four - years’ 
experience; . ; oe 

“clerical employee, male, qualified,’ means a male clerical 
employee who has had not less than five years’ experience; 

“clerical employee, male, unqualified,’ means a male clerical 
employee who has had less than five years’ experience; 

“confectioner” means an employee who. supervises employees 
engaged in performing one or more of the following opera- 
tions and who may perform any or all of these operations :— 

(a) icing, filling or finishing - confectionery; 
(5) manufacturing, measuring, ‘ mixing or. 

ingredients used in making confectionery; 
(c) putting confectionery into ovens or taking confectionery 

out of ovens; : 
(d@) scaling mixtures and placing these into pans or other 

receptacles for cooking or baking; 

“confectioner’s assistant” means an employee who, under 
supervision of a confectioner, is engaged in performing any 
of the operations set out in items. (a) to: (d), inclusive, in the 
definition of confectioner; , i 

“confectionery” without in any way limiting its ordinary 
meaning, includes buns, cakes, currant ‘bread, doughnuts, 
mosbolletjies, pastries, pies, rolls, rusks, yeast goods and any 
other product. of a bakehouse of which batter or dough 
forms a component part; 

“delivery employee” means. an employee who is engaged in 
delivering bread, confectionery or other articles, letters or 
messages on foot or by means of a bicycle, tricycle or 
manually propelled vehicle and who may collect written 
orders and cash in the case of C.O.D. sales; : : 

“establishment ” means any premises in or in connection with 
which one or more employees are employed in the baking 
and confectionery industry; | oo 

“ experience ” means— 

(a) in ‘relation to a clerical employee, the total period or 
periods of employment which an employee has had 
as a clerical employee; . :

(2) Basis of Céntract-—For the purposes: of this clause the 
basis of contract of employment of an-employee, other than a 
casual employee, shall be weekly and, save as provided in clause 
4 (6), an employee shall be paid in respect of a week- not less 
than the full weekly wage prescribed in sub-clause (1) read with 

. sub-clause (3) for.an employee of his class. whether he has in 
that week worked the maximum number of ordinary. hours 

*. prescribed in clause 5 (1) or less, 

(3) Differential Wage-——An employer, who requires or permits a 
member of one class of his employees to perform for longer 
than one hour in the aggregate on any day, either in addition 
to his own work or in substitution therefor, work of~another 

’ class for ‘which either— 

(a) a wage higher than that of his. own. class, or 
(b) a rising scale of wages terminating in a wage higher than 

that of his own class; 

"is prescribed in sub-clause (1), shail pay to such employee in 
respect of that day— 

(i) in the case referred to in paragraph (a) not less than the 
daily wage calculated on the higher weekiy wage; and 

(it) in. the case referred to in paragraph (b) not less than the 
daily wage calculated on the highest weekly wage for the 
higher class; 

provided that where the difference between classes is, in terms of 
“sub-clause (1), based on experience, sex or age, the provisions 

of this sub-clause shall not apply. 

(4) Calculation of Monthly and Daily Wage. ——(a) The monthly 
“wage of an employee shall be calculated at the rate of four and 
one-thifd times the wage prescribed in sub-clause (1) for an 
employee of his class. 

(b) The daily wage of an employee, other than a casual 
employee, shall be determined by dividing the weekly wage 
prescribed in clause 3 (1) for an employee of his class by six. 

(5) Bicycle Allowance—An employer who requires or permits 
‘an employee to use his°own bicycle in the performance of his 
duties shall pay to such employee an allowance of not less than 
three’ shillings and six pennies per.week in addition to the wage 
prescribed in sub-clause (1) for an employee of his class. 

"4, PAYMENT OF REMUNERATION. 

(1) Employee other than a Casual Employee—Save as 
‘provided in clause 6 (3) any amount due to an employee, other 
‘than a casual employee, shall be paid in cash weekly or, if the 
employer and the employee have agreed thereto, monthly, during 
the hours of work or within fifteen minutes of ceasing work on 
the usuai pay day of the establishment or on termination of 
employment if this takes place before the usual pay day and 
shall be contained in a closed envelope or container, on which 
shall be reflected, or which shall be accompanied by a state- 
ment show:ng, the employer’s name, the employee’s name or pay- 
roll number, the employee’s occupation, the number of ordinary 
and any overtime hours worked, the remuneration due and the 
period in respect of which payment is made. 

(2) Casual Employee—An employer shall pay the remuneration 
_ due to’ his casual employee in cash on termination of his 
employment. 

(3) Prem‘ums—No payment shall be. made to or accepted by 
an employer, either directly or indirectly, in respect of the 
employment of training of an employee. 

(4) Purchase of Goods~—An employer shall not require his 
employee to purchase any goods from him .or from any shop or 
person nominated by him 

(5) Board and Lodging —Save as provided in the Natives 
(Urban: Areas) Consolidation Act, 1945, an employer shall not 
require his employee to board. or lodge with him or with any 
person of at any place nominated by him. 

(6) Fines and Deductions—An employer may not levy any. 
fines aga'nst his employee nor may he make any deduction from
