REGULATIONS IN REGARD TO EXPORT AND
. SALE AND PURCHASE OF WATTLE BARK.

Under and by virtue of the powers vested in me by
section twelve of the Forest Act, 1941 (Act No. 13 of
1941), as amended, I do hereby declare that from and
after the promulgation hereof—

(@) the exportation from the Union of bark denved
from the species Acacia dealbata, commonly known
as Silver Wattle Bark, shall be prohibited;

- (b) the sale and purchase and the removal from any
place to any ofher place within the Union of the
bark of the exotic species of the genus Acacia,
commonly known as wattles, shall be prohibited
unless the conditions spcmﬁed in the Schedule
hereto are complied with.

SCHEDULE.

1. No person shall sell or purchase or -remove from
place to place within the Union the bark of any of the
exotic species of the genus Acacia, commonly known as
wattles, unless he clearly specifies the kind of wattle in
all invoices, consignment notes and other documents
relating to such bark according to the following nomen-
clature : —

(a) The bark of Acacia mollissima Willd. (commonly
known as Black Wattle) shall be specified as Black
Wattle Bark and of Acacia decurrens Willd.
commonly known as Green Wattle) shall be speci-
fied-as Green Wattle Bark.

(b) The bark of Acacia dealbata (Silver Wattle) shall be
specified as Silver Wattle Bark.

(¢} The barks of Acacia pycnantha and Acacza saligna
shall be specified as Pycnantha Wattle Bark and
Saligna Wattle Bark respectively.

2. No person shall sell, purchase or remove from place
to place within the Union the bark of Acacia dealbata,
ie. Silver Wattle, unless the undermentioned conditions
have been complied with in connection with such bark,
namely : —

(1) The owner, and also the purchaser (if any) of
Silver Wattle trees, shall at least three days before the
bark is stripped from any such trees, post to the
Conservator of Forests for the area in questlon a
‘statement showing : —

(@) The name and address of the owner of the land
upon which such trees are standing;

(b) the name and situation of such land;

(c) the approximate number of trees to be stripped
or the approximate area of land covered by
such trees;

(d) the name and address of the person who is, or
whose agents or servants are, to remove such
bark from the trees, and, if such person be
not the owner of the land in question, the time
when, and the manner in which he acquired
the right to such trees or their bark;

(b) the weight of such bark (with a statement whether

(j) On the 4th March, 1947, three agreements of all the
owners of Krokedilspruit No. 129 and Heidelberg
No. 128 were made an Order of the Water Court
whereby the water available to the two farms from
the Sand River and its iributaries was apportioned
as to 230/3849ths to Lochaber, 2346/3849ths to
tieidelberg and the rest to the remainder of Kroko-
dilspruit. Lochabsr was to take its water by the
fseder channel and main left bank canal. Heidel-
berg was to take its water partly by weir F and
