TESTING OF MILK. 

1. The testing of milk shall be done either by the 
Babcock method or by the Gerber method. 

-€L) The Babcock Method.—The test according to this 
method must be carried out as follows :— 

17-6 millilitres of a well-mixed sanyple of the milk 
to be tested, at a tenrperature of approximately 70° 
F., are transferred by means of a pipette described 
im regulation 10 to the test bottle described in regula- 
tion 8, and thereto 17-5 millilitres of sulphuric acid 
of specific gravity of not less than 1-82 and nét more 
than 1-83 are added to dissolve the curd thoroughly 
without any charring.. The bottle is- then gently 
shaken until ‘the curd is completely dissolved. The 
bottle is then at once placed in a centrifugal machine 
and whirled for at least four minutes at the minimum 
speed set forth in. the following table, viz.—

Water at a temperature of at least 140° F. is new 
added until the bottle is filled to near the scale on its
