SCHOOL BOARDS IN CONTROL OF BANTU 
COMMUNITY SCHOOLS. 

  

It is hereby notified for general information that the 

Honourable the Minister of Native Affairs has been 

pleased, under and by virtue of the powers vested in him 

by paragraphs (g) and (s) of sub-section (1) of section 

fifteen of the Bantu Education Act, 1953 (Act No. 47

hereto in respect of the constitution, duties, powers, 

privileges and functions of school committees and school 

boards for Bantu community schools, and the salaries and 

allowances payable to members of these bodies.

(2) All absences through sickness shall be reported by 
the principal to the schooi-board and where such absence 
is for a. continuous period of more than three days a 
medical certificate by a registered medical practitioner 
and the application for sick leave on the prescribed form, 
together with a recommendation from the Inspector of 
Bantu schools, or his authorized officer, shall be submitted 
to the school board. The school board may, if it so 
decides, call for a second medical certificate to be com- 
pleted in respect of the said teacher by the District 
Medical Officer or other medical officer and the teacher 
concerned shall have himself medically examined by any 
medical officer chosen by the school board. 

(3) Sick leave may be granted only in cases of a well- 
defined illness, disease or injury. Only in exceptional 
cases may sick leave be granted in cases of neurasthenia,

production of a medical certificate giving full and detailed 
particulars of the ailment.

(7) Any period of absence with approved sick leave 
with full or half pay shall be regarded as service. Periods 
of absence with approved sick leave without pay shall 
not be reckoned as service but shall not be regarded as 
a break.in service for the purpose of the retention of his 
post by the teacher. 

(8) Sick leave granted to a married woman teacher on 
account of her confinement shall be taken without pay. 
and shall be for a period not less than six weeks before 
and not jess than six weeks after confinement. At least 
one month’s notice of intention to take such leave must 
be given to the school board. 

6) In exceptional cases where the school board is satis- 
fied that the absence of a teacher is due to sickness, and 

it is satisfied that there are good and sufficient reasons 
for the non-production of a medical certificate, it may 
dispense with the medical certificate for a period of sick 
leave not exceeding seven days. 

(10) Tf a teacher’s absence is attributable to a serious 
dental condition the school board may, at its discretion, 
accept a certificate signed by a registered dentist in lieu 
of a certificate signed by a registered medical practitioner. 

WHoLE TIME oF TEACHERS TO BE AT THE DISPOSAL OF 
THE SCHOOL Boarp.

(a) every teacher shall place the whole of his time at 
the disposal of the school board; © 

(6) no teacher shall perform or engage himself to per- 
form remunerative work outside the service of the 
school board without the permission in writing of 
the school board; 

( no teacher ma y claim as of right additional remune- - 
ration in respect of any extra curricula duty or 

work which he is required by. competent authority 
to perform. 

(2) Any teacher who; during or after school hours, is 
engaged in approved activities on or .off the school 
grounds, which do not constitute part of the curriculum,

TEACHER’S RESPONSIBILITIES. 

21. (1) A teacher’s responsibilities are not wholly 
restricted to the performance.cf his duties within the 
school hours and on the school premises. He shall take 
his due share, when required by the principal, in the 
organization and supervision of school libraries, sporis, 
expeditions, youth movements and other activities con- 
nected with the school. 

(2) Whether a principal or assistant teacher, he may 
be held responsible for the discipline, and cleanliness of 
the children under his’ charge.
