employers and employees, but does not include the
sale of surplus whole milk, buttermilk, skimmed milk

" or separated milk to milk distributors by factories at
which milk products are manufactured and from
which whole milk is not ordinarily sold; and

“ dairy produce ” means, without limiting the ordinary
meaning of the term, cream, butter, cheese, butter- .
milk, skimmed milk, separated milk, cultured milk,
sour milk, eggs, honey and ice cream.
