REGULATIONS PRESCRIBING THE DUTIES,
POWERS, PRIVILEGES AND CONDITIONS CF
SERVICE OF CHIEFS AND HEADMEN.

Whereas it is the recognised custom of the South
African Bantu to regard the chief or headman as the head
of the tribal or community unit; and

Whereas in accordance with the custom of his tribe or
-community a chief or headman acts in consultation with a
tribal council or tribal or community authority; and

Whereas more specifie. provision has been-made for the
" establishment, powers and functions of such authorities by
the Bantu Authorities Act, 1951 (Act No. 68 of 1951) and
Proclamation No. 180 of 1956; and

Whereas it is deemed expedient further to define the
powers, privileges. functions, duties and conditions of
service of chiefs and headmen;

MNow, therefore, under and by virtue of the powers and
authorities vested in me by sub-section (7) of section two
and section fwenty-five of the Native Administration Act,
1927 (Act No. 38 of 1927), as amended, read with section
twenty-one of the Native Trust and Land Act, 1936 (Act
No. 18 of 1936), as amended, I do hereby cleclare as
- follows : —

DEFINITIONS.

1. In these regulations the expression “ the Act” means
the Native Administration Act, 1927 (Act No. 38 of 1927),
and -unless the context otherwise requires, any expression
to which a meaning has been assigned in the Act, bears,
when used in these lcguiatlons, the meaning so assigned
thereto and-—

“appointed chief " means ariy person appointed as a
chief, paramount chief or sub-chief in terms of sub-
section (7} of section twe of the Act and includes any
person ap ypointed under sub-section (8) of that
section to act temporariiy as a chief, paramount chief
or sub-chief;

“ headman ” means any person appointed as a headman |

in terms of sub-section (8) of section two of the Act
and includes any person appointed to act temporarily
as a headman in terms of that sub-section;

“ Secretary ” means the Secretary for Native Affairs and
includes an Under-Secretary for Native Affairs;

“ recognised chief ” means any person recognised as a
chief, paramount chief, sub-chief or a chief regent in
terms of sub-section (7) of section twe of the Act;
