EXPERIMENTAL STATIONS, 

25, Object of Licence-—An experimental station licence | 
shall be granted only for a station intended for purely 
experimental purposes and operated with a view to the 
advancement of the science of radio. 

26. Conditions of issue-—The Postiiaster-General may, 
after consideration of the information furnished in terms 
of Regulation 27 and such further information as he may 
have obtained, issue an experimental station licence sub- 
ject to such conditions as he may, in each case, deem fit 
to impose. 

27. Information Required by Postmaster-General-—An 
applicant for an experimental station licence shall state— 

(a) his technical attainments: and 

(b) the general lines on which he proposes to cdnduct 
his experiments; and 

(c) the approximate frequency or frequencies he desires 
to use. 

28. Morse Requirements—If the nature of the experi- 
ments necessitates the emission of radiotelegraph signals 
the applicant shall satisfy the Postmaster-General of his 
ability to send and receive the morse code at a speed of 
not less than twelve words (five characters to a word) per 
minute. 

29, Power.—The power input to the anodes of the final 
amplifier stage shallf normally be limited to 50 watts. In 
special cases where the Postmaster-General is satisfied 
that the use of higher power is essential to the success 
of the proposed experiment he may at his discretion per-
