(i) in the case of an employee referred to in paragraph (a),
an amount of not less than three times the weekly wage which
the em&loyee was receiving immediatély prior to the date on
which the leave commenced; i

(b), 2an amount of not less than double the weekly wage which
the employee was receiving immediately prior to the date on
which the leave commenced:

Provided that for the purpose of this clause the weekly wage of
any emplovee who is engaged on piece-work shall be calculated
on the basis set out in section 20 (5) of the Factories, Machinery
and Building Work Act, 1941.

(2) The leave prescribed in subclause (1) shall be grénted at a
time to be fixed by the employer: Provided that—

(i) if such leave has not been granted earlier, it shall, save as
provided in subclause (3). be granted so as to commence
within four months after the completion of the 12 months of

(3) (2) At the written request of his employge, an employer
may permit the leave to accumulate over a period of not more
than 24 months of employment: Provided—

(i) that the request is made by such employee not later than
four months after the expiration of the first period of 12
months of employment to which thé leave relates; and

(i) that the date of the receipt of the request is endorsed on
the request over his signature by the employer, who shall
retain the request at least until after the expiration of the

. period of leave.

(i) if he so works for a period not exceeding four hours,
not less than his daily wage;
