ACT

To amend the Rhodes University (Private) Act, 1949, the Potchefstroomse Universiteit
vir Christelike Hoér Onderwys (Private) Act, 1950, the University of the Witwaters-
rand, Johannesburg, (Private) Act, 1959, the University of South Africa Act, 1959,
the University of Stellenbosch Act, 1959, the University of Cape Town Act, 1959, and
the University of Natal (Private) Act, 1960, so as to provide for the transfer of powers
and duties of the State President to the Minister of Education and Culture: House of
Assembly; and to provide for matters connected therewith.
