(i) a minimum of 75 per cent shall be meat of 
the predominant species, which shall be 
mentioned in the name referred to in regu­
lation 5 (1) (b);

(a) shall contain a minimum of 75 per cent total 
meat content, of which a maximum of 30 per 
cent may be fat;

(b) shall contain no offal exept where such offal is to 
be used solely as the casing of raw mixed-species 
sausage;

Etikettering

shall comply with the following requirements:

(a) In the case of raw boerewors referred to in regu­
lation 3, the name “Boerewors” shall appear on 
the main panel of the label in letters not less 
than 4,00 mm in height;

(b) in the case of raw species sausage referred to in 
regulation 4 (1), the name of the species 
followed by the word “sausage” shall appear on 
the main panel of the label in letters not less 
than 4,00 mm in height;

(c) in the case of raw mixed-species sausage 
referred to in regulation 4 (2), the names of the 
different species, in descending order of mass, 
followed by the word “sausage” shall appear on 
the main panel of the label in letters not less 
than 4,00 mm in height: Provided that the word 
“Game” or “Venison”, as the case may be, may 
be used as part of the name only if such name is 
further qualified by an inUfurther qualified by 
an indication, in descending order of mass, of ail 
the species of game or venison or other species 
of animal or bird present;

(d) a complete list of ingredients including—
(i) the minimum percentage total meat con­

tent; and
(ii) the maximum percentage fat content,

shall be reflected in descending order of mass 
and in letters not less than 2,00 mm in height, in 
any conspicuous place on the label.
