SOCIAL WORK AMENDMENT BILL

The above-mentioned Bill is hereby published for general information and 
comment. Comment should be addressed to the Chairman: Portfolio
Committee for Welfare, PO Box 15, Cape Town, 8000 and must reach the 
Chairman not later than two weeks after publication hereof.

EXPLANATORY NOTE:

1. The South African Council for Social Work (hereinafter referred 
to as "the Council"), is currently the only council of this nature in the 
Republic. The Bill envisages to abolish the Council and to establish a 
council to be known as the South African Interim Council for Social Work 
(hereinafter referred to as "the interim council").

2. One of the objects of the interim council, for which provision is 
being made in the Bill, is to make recommendations to the Minister 
regarding the constitution of a new representative and democratically 
elected council for social workers, student social workers and social 

auxiliary workers in the Republic.
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3. The Bill envisages that the Council shall continue to exist until 
the day immediately preceding the day on which the first meeting of the 
interim council is held. Until that day the Council shall continue to execute 
the functions entrusted to it.

4.1 Section 229 of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 
1993 (Act No. 200 of 1993), provides that all laws which immediately prior 
to the commencement of the Constitution were in force in any part of the 
national territory, shall continue in force in such area until they are repealed 
or amended. The effect of the foregoing is that all laws regarding social 
workers which were in force in the Republic (within the meaning of the 
previous Constitution), the former TBVC states and the six former 
self-governing territories, continue in force until they are repealed or 
amended.

4.2 The Bill proposes to repeal the different sets of laws regarding 
social workers in force in the Republic and to extend the application of the 
Social Work Act, 1978 (Act No. 110 of 1978), to the whole national 
territory of the Republic. Standardisation of legislation is essential before 
attention can be given to further rationalisation, simplification and 
modernisation of legislation as well as the development of a meaningful and 
justifiable social work policy satisfying the new requirements of the time.

BILL

To amend the Social Work Act, 1978, so as to amend certain definitions 
and to define certain expressions; to provide for the establishment of the 
South African Interim Council for Social Work; to provide for the abolition 
of the South African Council for Social Work; and to provide for the 
rationalisation of certain laws relating to social workers that remained in 
force in various areas of the national territory of the Republic by virtue of 
section 229 of the Constitution; and to provide for matters connected 
therewith.

B e IT ENACTED by the Parliament of the Republic of South Africa, as 
follows:-

Amendment of section 1 of Act 110 of 1978, as amended by section 1 of 
Act 68 of 1985, section 1 of Act 48 of 1989 and section 1 of Act 22 of 
1993

1. Section 1 of the Social Work Act, 1978 (hereinafter referred to 
as the principal Act), is hereby amended-

(a) by the substitution for the definition of "council" of the 
following definition:

"'council' means [a council] the South African 
Interim Council for Social Work established by 
section 2;";
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(b) by the substitution for the definition of "Director-General" 
of the following definition:

"'Director-General' means the Director-General: 
[National Health and Population Development] 

Welfare:":
(c) by the insertion after the definition of "Director-Generai"

Repeal of laws, and savings

12.(1) Subject to the provisions of this section, the laws
mentioned in the second column of the Schedule are, from the date on 
which the South African Council for Social Work is abolished in terms of 
section 28A of the Social Work Act, 1978 (Act No. 110 of 1978) (in this 
section referred to as the principal Act), repealed as indicated in the third 
column of the Schedule, to the extent that such laws were in force in the 
various areas of the national territory of the Republic as set out in the 
fourth column of the Schedule, immediately prior to the commencement of 
the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 1993 (Act No. 200 of 
1993).

(2) Any proclamation, notice, regulation, authorisation or order 
issued, made, granted or done in terms of a provision of any law repealed 
in terms of subsection (1) shall, unless inconsistent with any provision of 
the principal Act, be deemed to have been issued, made, granted or done 
under the corresponding provision of the principal Act, and shall remain in 
fo rce  until w ith d ra w n  or repealed, as the  case m ay be, by the  South  

African Interim Council for Social Work established by section 2 of the 
principal Act (in this section referred to as the interim council).

(3) Any registration of a person, or any removal from a register, or 
any appointment or any other thing done in terms of a provision of any law 
repealed in terms of subsection (1) shall be deemed to have been done 
under the principal Act.

(4) The registers kept in terms of a provision of any law repealed in 
terms of subsection (1) shall be kept up to the date of the first meeting of 
the interim council, and shall then be incorporated with and form part of 
the appropriate registers required to be kept in terms of the principal Act.

(5) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (1), an inquiry into 
alleged unprofessional or improper conduct by a social worker, student 
social worker or social auxiliary worker and which has not been concluded 
at the date of the first meeting of the interim council shall be continued and 
concluded by the interim council in accordance with the provisions of the 
law under which the inquiry was instituted, as if such law had not been 
repealed.

(6) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (1), the interim 
council shall have the power to institute and conclude disciplinary 
proceedings under the relevant provisions of the repealed laws in 
accordance with the procedures as prescribed by regulations made under 
section 28 of the principal Act, against any person who, at any time prior 
to the first meeting of the interim council, is alleged to have committed an 
act which may have constituted unprofessional or improper conduct in 
terms of the provisions of the repealed acts or any regulation made 
thereunder: Provided that the interim council shall not institute proceedings 
against any person, unless the nature of the contravention which such 
person is alleged to have committed in terms of the repealed laws or any 
regulation made thereunder, is substantially the same as that of a 
contravention contemplated in the corresponding provisions of the principal 
Act or any regulation made thereunder.

(7) Any act performed or decision taken in terms of a provision of 
any law repealed in terms of subsection (1) shall be deemed to have been 
performed or to have been taken, as the case may be, in terms of the 
corresponding provisions of the principal Act.

(8) The person who was the registrar of the South African Council 
for Social Work immediately prior to the date referred to in subsection (1), 
shall continue to hold office and to perform the functions assigned to him 
or her in terms of the principal Act, as well as such functions as may be or 
may have been assigned to him or her by the said council or the interim
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council, until a registrar has been appointed by the interim council in 
accordance with the provisions of section 11 of the principal Act.

Extension of application of Act 110 of 1978

13. The Social Work Act, 1978 (Act No. 110 of 1978), as it was in 
force immediately prior to the date of commencement of the Social Work 
Amendment Act, 1995, in the national territory of the Republic excluding 
the areas which comprised the former Republics of Transkei, 
Bophuthatswana, Venda and Ciskei and the areas which comprised the 
territories declared under section 26 of the Self-governing Territories 
Constitution Act, 1971 (Act No. 21 of 1971), to be self-governing 
territories shall, from the date referred to in section 12(1) of the Social 
Work Amendment Act, 1995, also apply in all the aforesaid areas of the 
national territory of the Republic.

Bovermelde Wetsontwerp word hiermee vir algemene inligting en kommentaar 
gepubliseer. Kommentaar moet gerig word aan die Voorsitter: Portefeuljekomitee vir 
Welsyn, Posbus 15, Kaapstad, 8000 en moet die Voorsitter nie later nie as twee weke 
na publikasie hiervan bereik.

VERDUIDELIKENDE NOTA:

1. Die Suid-Afrikaanse Raad vir Maatskapiike Werk (hieronder "die Raad" genoem), is 
tans die enigste raad van did aard in die Republiek. Die Wetsontwerp beoog om die 
Raad af te skaf en 'n raad in te stel wat bekend sal staan as die Suid-Afrikaanse 
Interim Raad vir Maatskapiike Werk (hieronder "die interim raad" genoem).

2. Een van die oogmerke van die interim raad waarvoor in die Wetsontwerp 
voorsiening gemaak word, is die maak van aanbevelings aan die Minister oor die 
samestelling van ’n nuwe verteenwoordigende en demokraties verkose raad vir 
maatskapiike werkers, student-maatskaplike werkers en maatskapiike hulpwerkers in 
die Republiek.

3. Die Wetsontwerp beoog dat die Raad voortbestaan tot op die dag wat die dag 
waarop die eerste vergadering van die interim raad plaasvind, voorafgaan. Die Raad 
moet tot op daardie dag steeds die funksies verrig wat aan horn opgedra is.

4.1 Artikel 229 van die Grondwet van die Republiek van Suid-Afrika, 1993 (Wet No. 
200 van 1993), bepaal dat alle wette wat onmiddellik voor die inwerkingtreding van die 
Grondwet van krag was in enige gebied wat deel van die nasionale grondgebied 
uitmaak, van krag bly in daardie gebied totdat dit herroep of gewysig word. Die 
uitwerking van voorafgaande is dat alle wette met betrekking tot maatskapiike werkers 
wat van krag was in die Republiek (binne die bedoeling van die vorige Grondwet), die 
voormalige TBVC-state en die voormalige ses selfregerende gebiede voortgaan om van 
krag te bly totdat dit herroep of gewysig word.
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4.2 Die Wetsontwerp het ten doel om die verskillende stelle wetgewing met 
betrekking tot maatskaplike werkers wat van krag is in die Republiek te herroep en die 
toepassing van die Wet op Maatskaplike Werk, 1978 (Wet No. 110 van 1978), na die 
hele nasionale grondgebied van die Republiek uit te brei. Standaardisasie van 
wetgewing is noodsaaklik alvorens daar aandag geskenk kan word aan verdere 
rasionalisering, vereenvoudiging en modernisering van wetgewing asook die 
ontwikkeling van 'n sinvolle en verantwoordbare beleid oor maatskaplike werk wat aan 
die nuwe eise van die tyd voldoen.
