To amend the National Building Regulations and Building Standards Act, 1977, so
as to delete a definition and to insert one; and to empower a local authority to accept
the appointment of certain persons registered in terms of the Engineering
Profession of South Africa Act, 1990, to carry out certain work; and to provide for
matters connected therewith.

BE IT ENACTED by the Parliament of the Republic of South Africa, as
follows:— ;

Amendment of section 1 of Act 103 of 1977, as amended by section 1 of Act 36 of \
1984 and section 1 of Act 62 of 1989

1. Section 1 of the National Building Regulations and Building Standards Act, 5
1977 (hereinafter referred to as the principal Act), is hereby amended—
(a) by the deletion of the definition of “professional engineer”; and
(b) by the insertion after the definition of “owner”, of the following
definition:
“ ‘registered person’ means a person defined in section 1 of the 10
Engineering Profession of South Africa Act, 1990 (Act No. 114 of
1990), as a certificated engincer, engineering technician, profes-
sional engineer or professional technologist (engineering);”.

Substitution of section 3 of Act 103 of 1977
2. The following section is hereby substituted for section 3 of the principal Act: 15
““Duties of draftsmen of plans, specifications, documents and diagrams

3. Any person who prepared any plan, specification, document or

3. Section 12 of the principal Act is hereby amended—
(a) by the substitution in subsection (3) for paragraphs (a) and (b) of the
following paragraphs, respectively:

“(a) If the condition of any building or the land on which a
building was or is being or is to be erected or any earthwork is such
that [, in the opinion of the local authority in question,] it is
dangerous or is showing signs of becoming dangerous to life or
property, [such] the local authority, irrespective of whether it was
notified in terms of subsection (2), may by notice in writing, served
by post or delivered, order the owner of such building, land or
earthwork fo instruct at the cost of such owner an architect or a
[professional engineer] registered person to investigate such condi-
tion and to report to such local authority on the nature and extent
of the steps to be taken, in the opinion of such architect or
[professional engineer] registered person, in order to render such
building, land or earthwork safe.

(b) The local authority in question may by notice in writing,
served by post or delivered, order that any activities be stopped or
prohibit the performance of any activities which [in its opinion] may
