PROPOSED CIVIL AVIATION REGULATIONS: FLIGHT CREW LICENSING
The Civil Aviation Authority has launched a new project to review the current aviation regulations. The project aims to 

enhance the safety of civil aviation by ensuring that the South African legislation complies with the minimum standards pres­
cribed by the International Civil Aviation Organization. The Civil Aviation Authority is assisted in the execution of this project by a 
Steering Committee and various working groups.

Due to the nature and extensive range of subjects which need to be regulated, the project will be executed in phases and 
regulations will be published accordingly. The proposed structure of the Civil Aviation Regulations is set out in Schedule 1.

In accordance with a decision of the Steering Committee, the Chief Director: Civil Aviation Authority invites all interested 
parties to comment on the proposed structure of the Civil Aviation Regulations as well as the proposed regulations on Flight Crew 
Licensing set out in Schedule 2. The proposed regulations are the seventh set in a series to be published and they represent Part 
1 and Part 2 of Chapter 4 of the proposed structure.

The proposed regulations on Flight Crew Licensing make provision for certain information to be contained in a document 
called Document SA-CATS-FCL. The compilation of the document does not form part of this project, but it is envisaged as a 
document that will contain all the detail, technical standards, procedures, syllabi, etc., regarding flight crew licensing, testing and 
training. The various working groups will be responsible for the compilation of the SA-CATS Documents and they will be 
published by the Civil Aviation Authority.

SUBPART1

GENERAL RULES APPLICABLE TO PILOTS

Definitions

1. In these regulations, unless the context otherwise indicates—

“adjustable-pitch propeller” means a propeller, the pitch setting of which can be conveniently changed in the course of 
ordinary field maintenance, but which cannot be changed when the propeller is rotating;

“Aeronautical Information Circular (AIC)” means a notice containing information that does not qualify for the origination 
of a NOTAM or for inclusion in the AIP but which relates to flight safety, air navigation or technical, administrative or 
legislative matters;

“aeroplane” means a power-driven, heavier-than-air aircraft, deriving its lift in flight chiefly from aerodynamic reactions on 
surfaces which remain fixed under given conditions of flight;

“AIC” means aeronautical information circular;

“AIP” means the Aeronautical Information Publication, published under the authority of the State, containing aeronautical 
information of a lasting character essential to air navigation;

“AIR SUP” means the temporary changes to the information contained in the AIP which are published by means of special 
pages;

“AIRAC” means a system aimed at advanced notification of aeronautical information, regulation and control of circum­
stances that necessitate significant changes in operating practices;

“approved” means approved by the Commissioner;

“balloon” means a non-power-driven lighter-than-air aircraft;

“co-pilot” means a licensed pilot serving in any piloting capacity other than as pilot-in-command but excluding a pilot who is 
on board the aircraft for the sole purpose of receiving flight instruction;

“cross country flight” when used in connection with the acquisition of flight experience required for a pilot’s licence, 
means a flight between a point of departure and a point of landing not less than 20 nautical miles apart;

“date of application” when used in connection with the issue, renewal or reissue of a licence, certificate or rating, means 
the date on which the application is received in a form acceptable to the Commissioner;

“day” means the period of time from 15 minutes before sunrise to 15 minutes after sunset, sunrise and sunset being as 
given in the publication “ Times of Sunrise, Sunset and Local Apparent Noon of the South African Astronomical Observa­
tory” ;

“Document SA-CATS-FCL” means a document on the South African Civil Aviation Technical Standards relating to Flight 
Crew Licensing, which is published by the Commissioner in terms of the Act;

“flight” means from the moment an aircraft commences its take-off until the moment it completes its next landing;

“flight crew member” means a crew member licensed in terms of these regulations and charged with duties essential to 
the operation of an aircraft during flight time;

“flight examiner” means an official flight examiner appointed by the Commissioner or a flight examiner who has been 
designated in terms of the provisions of regulation 15 and who is the holder of the appropriate flight examiner’s rating;

“flight instructor” means a pilot who is the holder of the appropriate flight instructor’s rating;

“flight time” means the total time occupied in flight together with the time occuoied from the moment the aircraft first moves 
under its own power for the purpose of taking off until the moment it comes to rest at the end of the flight;

“glider” means a non-power-driven heavier-than-air aircraft, deriving its lift in flight chiefly from aerodynamic reactions on 
surfaces which remain fixed under given conditions of flight;

“gyroplane” means a heavier-than-air aircraft supported in flight by the reactions of the air on one or more non-power- 
driven rotors on substantially vertical axes;

“helicopter” means a heavier-than-air aircraft supported in flight by the reactions of the air on one or more power-driven 
rotors on substantially vertical axes;

“ IFR”  means instrument flight rules;
“ILS” means instrument landing system;
“IMC” means instrument meteorological conditions;
“instrument flight time” means time during which the aircraft is piloted solely by reference to instruments and without 

external reference points, whether under actual or simulated instrument flight conditions;
“international flight” means a flight which passes through the airspace over the territory of more than one State;
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“maintenance” means all work done in accordance with manufacturers’ recommendations and approved maintenance 
schedules and includes inspection, adjustment, replacement, rectification, repair, modification, overhaul, manufacturing 
and testing;

“manoeuvring area” means that part of an airport to be used for the take-off and landing of aircraft and for the movement of 
aircraft associated with take-off and landing, excluding aprons;

“maximum certificated mass” means the maximum permissible mass shown in the flight manual or other document 
associated with the certificate of airworthiness at which an aircraft may commence its take-off run under standard atmo­
spheric conditions at sea-level;

“micro-light aeroplane” means an aeroplane the empty mass of which does not exceed 150 kg;

“NDB” means a non-directional radio beacon;

“night” means the period from 15 minutes after sunset to 15 minutes before sunrise, sunset and sunrise being as given in 
the publication “ Times of Sunrise, Sunset and Local Apparent Noon of the South African Astronomical Observatory’;

“NOTAM” means a notice distributed by means of telecommunication containing information on the establishment, condi­
tion or any change in any aeronautical facility, service, procedure or hazard, the timely knowledge of which is essential to 
personnel concerned with flight operations;

“operator” means any person, organisation or enterprise engaged in or offering to engage in aircraft operation;
“PAR” means precision approach radar;
“pilot-in-command” means the pilot responsible for the operation and safety of the aircraft in flight, without regard to 

whether or not he is manipulating the controls;
“PPI” means plan position indicator;
“rating” means an authorisation entered on or associated with a licence or certificate and forming part thereof, stating 

special conditions, privileges or limitations pertaining to such licence or certificate;
“rotorcraft” means a power-driven heavier-than-air aircraft supported in flight by the reactions of the air on one or more 

rotors;
“simulator” means—

(a) a flight procedures trainer or synthetic flight training device; or
(b) a type specific flight simulator;

“student pilot-in-command instrument time” means flight time during which a flight instructor will only observe the 
student acting as pilot-in-command without influencing or controlling the flight of the aircraft” ;

“the Act” means the Aviation Act, 1962 (Act No. 74 of 1962);
“type of aircraft” means the type as prescribed by the Commissioner;
“valid” when used in connection with a licence, certificate or rating issued, revalidated or renewed under these regulations, 

means that all the requirements applicable to such licence, certificate or rating, as prescribed by these regulations, have 
been complied with;

“variable-pitch propeller” means a propeller, the pitch setting of which changes or can be changed when the propeller is 
rotating; this includes—

(a) a propeller, the pitch setting of which is directly under the control of the flight crew;
(b) a propeller, the pitch setting of which is controlled by a governor or other automatic means, which may be 

either integral with the propeller or a separately mounted accessory, and which may, or may not, be controlled 
by the flight crew; and

(c) a propeller, the pitch setting of which may be controlled by a combination of (a) and (b) above;
“VFR” means visual flight rules; and
“VMC” means visual meteorological conditions.

Applicability
2 . (1) The requirements set out in these regulations shall apply to the issue of licences and ratings for pilots and the 

privileges and limitations of the licences and ratings.
(2) Licences and ratings issued in accordance with the Air Navigation Regulations, 1976, shall continue to be valid with the 

same privileges, ratings and limitations, if any, but after 1 July 1997 revalidation or renewal of such ratings shall be in accordance 
with the requirements of these regulations.

Authority to act as pilot

3. (1) No person shall act as a pilot of an aircraft registered in the Republic unless that person holds a valid licence and 
rating complying with the requirements of these regulations and appropriate to the duties being performed.

(2) No pilot shall exercise privileges other than the privileges granted by the licence and rating held by such pilot.
(3) No pilot of an aircraft registered in the Republic chall exercise the privileges of a licence and rating, issued under the 

provisions of this Part, for commercial purposes, unless such pilot is a resident of the Republic.
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Validation of licence issued by foreign State

4. (1) The holder of a licence or a rating issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, who desires to act as a crew 
member on an aircraft registered in the Republic, shall apply to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of 
Chapter 11 of the regulations, for a validation of such licence or rating.

(2) The application for a validation referred to in subregulation (1) shall be accompanied by—

(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(b) the licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State to which the validation refers;

(c) a current medical certificate; and

(d) in the case of a validation of a licence for commercial purposes, a temporary work permit and a letter of appoint­
ment from a South African company which requires the services of the holder of such licence or rating.

(3) A licence or rating issued by a competent authority of a foreign State may be validated by the Commissioner subject to 
the same restrictions that apply to such licence or rating and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL and on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

(4) The validity of a validation issued by the Commissioner shall be for a period of one year or the period of validity of a 
licence or rating issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, whichever period is the lesser period, from the date of issue 
of such validation by the Commissioner.

(5) The holder of a validation issued by the Commissioner may, subject to the provisions of subregulation (6), apply to the 
Commissioner for a renewal of such validation within 21 days before the expiry of such validation.

(6) The Commissioner may renew a validation of a licence or rating in the circumstances and on the conditions set out in 
Document SA-CATS-FCL: Provided that a validation of a licence or rating for commercial use may only be renewed once for the 
same period as referred to in subregulation (4).

(7) The holder of a validation shall comply with the provisions prescribed in these regulations and the requirements and 
conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

(8) The Commissioner shall not validate any instructors rating: Provided that the Commissioner may designate in writing, 
the holder of a validation of a licence and an instructor’s rating with the appropriate type of aircraft, to conduct training on a 
particular type of aircraft to which the rating pertains, if no flight instructor, qualified in terms of these regulations, is available.

(9) The provisions of subregultions (1) to (8) shall not apply where an aircraft that is registered in the Republic, is leased to 
an operator in a foreign State: Provided that the State of the operator has accepted for the period of lease those functions of the 
Commissioner that can more adequately be discharged by the State of the operator.

Conversion of a licence

5 . (1) The holder of a licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, who desires to obtain a licence issued
under the provisions of these regulations, may apply to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed Part 4 of Chapter 
11 of the regulations, for a conversion of such licence.

(2) The application for a conversion referred to in subregulation (1), shall be accompanied by—

(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(b) the licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State to which the conversion refers; and

(c) a current medical certificate.

(3) A licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State may be converted by the Commissioner on the appropriate 
form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

(4) The holder of a converted licence shall comply with the provisions prescribed by these regulations and the require­
ments and conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Credit for military service

6. (1) Pilots employed by the South African Airforce may apply to the Commissioner for a licence and rating prescribed in 
these regulations, on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

(2) The application for a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1), shall be accompanied by—

(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations:

(b) proof of employment in the South African Airforce; and

(c) a current medical certificate.

(3) The Commissioner may credit the knowledge, experience and skill gained in military service by the applicant, towards 
the issue of a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1).
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(4) The issue of a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall be in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of 
Chapter 11 of the regulations and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions prescribed in Document 
SA-CATS-FCL.
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Competency

7 . No pilot shall exercise the privileges granted by a licence or rating unless such pilot maintains competency by 
complying with the appropriate requirements of this Chapter.

Documentation

8. The Commissioner shall ensure that a licence or rating is issued in such a manner that the validity thereof may readily 
be determined by the competent authority of a foreign State.

Logbooks

9 . (1) A pilot shall maintain a logbook and shall record all flight time spent as a pilot therein.

(2) The form of and information to be contained in a logbook referred to in subregulation (1) and the manner in which such 
logbook is to be maintained, is prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Medical fitness

10 . An applicant for or holder of a pilot’s licence shall obtain a medical certificate issued in accordance with the provisions 
of Part 5 of Chapter 4 and appropriate to the privileges of the licence.

Decrease in medical fitness

1 1 . The holder of a licence shall, without undue delay, inform the body or institution, designated by the Commissioner in 
terms of Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations, of any—

(a) injury;

(b) hospitalisation;

(c) surgical operation or invasive procedure;

(d) the regular use of medication;

(e) pregnancy; or

(f) absence due to sickness for a period of more than 21 days.

Register of licences

12 . (1) The Commissioner shall maintain a current register of all pilot licences issued, validated or converted in terms of 
the provisions of this Part.

(2) The register shall contain the following particulars:

(a) The full name of the holder of the pilot licence;

(b) the postal address of the holder of the pilot licence;

(c) the date on which the licence is issued to the pilot;

(d) particulars of the ratings held by the pilot; and

(e) the nationality of the pilot.

(3) The particulars referred to in subregulation (2) shall be recorded in the register within seven days from the date of 
receipt thereof by the Commissioner.

(4) The register shall be kept in a safe place at the office of the Commissioner.

(5) A copy of the register shall be furnished by the Commissioner on payment of the appropriate free prescribed in Part 3 of 
Chapter 11 of the regulations, to any person who requires the copy.

Language

13 . A pilot of an aircraft shall speak, read and write English fluently.
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Retesting after failure

1 4 . An applicant for the issue, revalidation or renewal of a pilot’s licence and rating who fails a theoretical knowledge 
examination, skill test or proficiency check required for such licence and rating may apply for retesting—

(a) after a period of 30 days has lapsed from the date of failure of such examination, test or check; or

(b) before the period of 30 days referred to in paragraph (a) has lapsed: Provided that the applicant obtains a signed 
statement from a flight instructor, wherein it is certified that such flight instructor—

(i) has given the applicant additional instruction in each of the subjects failed; and

(ii) is satisfied that the applicant is ready for retesting.

Designation of flight examiner

1 5 . (1) The Commissioner may, subject to the provisions of section 4 (2) and (3) of the Act, designate a flight examiner 
to conduct skill tests and to issue certificates of competency.

(2) The powers and duties referred to in subregulation (1) shall be exercised and performed according to the conditions, rules, 
requirements, procedures or standards prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Requirement for pilot’s licence

1 6 . (1) Subject to the provisions of subregulation (3), no person shall act as a pilot of a South African registered aircraft 
within South Africa unless such person is the holder of—

(a) an appropriate current pilot licence issued to such person by the Commissioner under this Part; or

(b) a pilot licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State and validated by the Commissioner.

(2) No person shall act as a pilot of a South African registered aircraft within a foreign State unless such person is the 
holder of—

(a) an appropriate current pilot licence issued to such a person by the Commissioner under this Part; or

(b) a pilot licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State and validated by the Commissioner.

(3) A student pilot who complies with the provisions of Subpart 2 is not required to hold a pilot’s licence.

Pilot licences

1 7 . A pilot may be licensed in the following categories:

(a) Student pilot;

(b) private pilot (aeroplane);

(c) private pilot (helicopter);

(d) commercial pilot (aeroplane);

(e) commercial pilot (helicopter);

(f) airline transport pilot (aeroplane);

(g) airline transport pilot (helicopter);

(h) micro-light aeroplane pilot;

(i) glider pilot;

(j) free balloon pilot; and

(k) gyroplane pilot.

Crediting of flight time

1 8 . (1) A student pilot shall credit the total flight time during which he is the sole manipulator of the controls or is being 
instructed towards the experience required for a student pilot’s or applicable pilot’s licence.

(2) (a) A private pilot shall be entitled to be credited with the total flight time during which he acts as pilot-in-command and 
is the sole manipulator of the controls, towards the total flight time required for a higher grade of licence.

(b) A private pilot, when acting as co-pilot in an aircraft normally required to be operated with a co-pilot shall be entitled to 
be credited with not more than fifty per cent of such flight time towards the total flight time required for a commercial pilot’s 
licence: Provided that the flight time so credited shall not exceed 50 hours.

(3) A commercial pilot or airline transport pilot shall be entitled to be credited with the total flight time whilst acting as pilot- 
in-command.
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(4) A commercial pilot, whilst acting as co-pilot in aircraft normally required to be operated with a co-pilot, shall be entitled 
to be credited with not more than fifty per cent of such flight time towards the total flight time required for a higher grade of pilot’s 
licence.

(5) A commercial pilot, whilst acting as co-pilot in aircraft not normally required to be operated with a co-pilot, shall be 
entitled to be credited with not more than twenty-five per cent of such flight time towards the total flight time required for a higher 
grade of pilot’s licence: Provided that such pilot is the holder of the appropriate class, type and group type ratings.

(6) A commercial pilot, whilst acting as third pilot in an aircraft with a maximum certificated mass of 116 600 kg or more and 
who is not the holder of the appropriate type rating for the aircraft, shall be entitled to be credited with not more than thirty three 
and one third of one per cent of such flight time towards the total flight time required for a higher grade of pilot’s licence.

(7) A commercial pilot or airline transport pilot, whilst acting as third pilot in an aircraft with a maximum certificated mass of 
116 600 kg or more and who is the holder of the appropriate type rating for that aircraft, shall be entitled to be credited with not 
more than fifty per cent of such flight time towards the total flight time required for a higher grade of pilot’s licence.

(8) An airline transport pilot shall be entitled to be credited with the total flight time while acting as pilot-in-command, or a 
co-pilot of an aircraft normally required to be operated with a co-pilot, provided that he is the holder of the appropriate category, 
class and type rating.

(9) The holder of a micro-light aeroplane, glider or gyroplane pilot’s licence shall be entitled to be credited with a maximum 
of 25 hours flight time acquired on a micro-light aeroplane, glider or gyroplane towards the total flight time prescribed for the issue 
of a higher grade pilot’s licence.

(10) A graduate of an approved airline transport pilot integrated training course shall be entitled to be credited with a 
maximum of 50 hours of student pilot-in-command instrument time towards the pilot-in-command time required for the issue of 
the airline transport pilot’s licence and a mulit-engine type or class rating.

(11) A graduate of an approved commercial pilot’s licence (instrument rating) integrated training course shall be entitled to 
be credited with a maximum of 20 hours of student pilot-in-command instrument time towards the pilot-in-command time required 
for the issue of the commercial pilot’s licence or a multi-engine type or class rating.

(12) An applicant for the issue or renewal of a type or class rating with regard to an aeroplane shall have acquired the 
appropriate flight time required by these regulations in aeroplanes, except when he or she is the holder of a valid helicopter pilot’s 
licence, where, in any such case, he may—

(a) have acquired fifty per cent of the required flight time in aeroplanes; and

(b) have acquired the remaining fifty per cent of the required flight time in helicopters in the ratio of two helicopter 
hours = one aeroplane hour.

(13) An applicant for the issue or renewal of a type or class rating with regard to a helicopter shall have acquired the 
appropriate flight time required by these regulations on helicopters, except when he is the holder of a valid aeroplane pilot’s 
licence where in any such case, he may—

(a) have acquired fifty per cent of the required flight time in helicopters; and

(b) have acquired the remaining fifty per cent of the required flight time in aeroplanes in the ratio of two aeroplane 
hours = one helicopter hour.

(14) A pilot actually manipulating the flight controls of an aircraft under actual or simulated instrument flight conditions 
solely by reference to instruments and without external reference points, shall be entitled to be credited with the instrument flight 
time thus acquired.

(15) Dual instruction time shall be counted in full towards the total flight time required for a higher grade of pilot’s licence. 

Flying training organisations

19 . Any flying training organisation who desires to offer approved training as required by this Part shall be licensed in 
terms of Part 1 of Chapter 8 of the regulations.

Curtailment of privileges of licence holders aged 60 years or more

2 0 . (1) The Commissioner shall not permit the holder of a pilot’s licence who has attained the age of 60 years to act as a 
pilot of an aeroplane engaged in international commercial air transport operations except as a member of a multi-pilot crew: 
Provided that such holder is the only pilot in the flight crew who has attained age 60.

(2) The Commissoner shall not permit the holder of a pilot’s licence who has attained the age of 65 years to act as a pilot of 
an aeroplane engaged in international commercial air transport operations.
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SUBPART2

STUDENT PILOT’S LICENCE

Requirements for student pilot’s licence

21. An applicant for a student pilot’s licence shall—

(a) be not less than 17 years of age;

(b) hold a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;

(c) hold a valid restricted radiotelephony operator’s licence or a certificate of competency referred to in regulation 
24;

(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 22;

(e) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 23, within 90 days preceding the 
date of application; and

(f) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 26.

Experience

22. (1) There is no minimum number of hours to be met before a person may apply for a student pilot’s licence: 
Provided that the applicant shall have received the preparatory training prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

(2) An applicant for a student pilot’s licence shall be credited with the total flight time during which he or she is the sole 
manipulator of the controls or is being instructed towards the experience referred to in subregulation (1).

Theoretical knowledge examination

2 3 . (1) An applicant for a student pilot’s licence shall, within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application, 
pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

(2) The examination refered to in subregulation (1) shall be conducted by—

(a) a flight instructor; or

(b) in the case of an aircraft other than an aeroplane or a helicopter, a person designated by an aviation recreation 
organisation licensed under Part 6 of Chapter 8 of the regulations.

Certificate of competency

24. (1) If, on going solo, an applicant for a student pilot’s licence is not the holder of a restricted radiotelephony 
operator’s licence, he or she may nethertheless exercise the privileges of such licence: Provided that he or she is the holder of a 
certificate, issued by a flight instructor, wherein it is certified that—

(a) the applicant has received basic training in the use of the radio apparatus installed in the aircraft in which he or 
she is being trained; and

(b) the applicant is considered capable of operating such radio apparatus satisfactorily to undertake solo flights within 
the circuit area of the airport where the training is received, its associated general flying area and on cross­
country flights outside controlled airspace, airways and advisory routes.

(2) The certificate referred to in subregulation (1) shall be valid for not more than 12 months calculated from the last day of 
the calender month in which such certificate is issued.

Skill test

25. An applicant for a student pilot’s licence shall not be required to pass a formal skill test.

Training course

26. An applicant for a student pilot’s licence shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for student pilot's licence
27. An application for a student pilot’s licence shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor;

(ii) a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(iii) two recent passport size photographs of the applicant;
(iv) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(v) proof of his or her age; and
(vi) an application for the appropriate class rating.
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Issuing of student pilot’s licence
28. (1) The Commissioner shall issue a student pilot’s licence if the applicant complies with the requirements referred to 

in regulation 21.
(2) A student pilot’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations. 

Period of validity
29. A student pilot’s licence shall be valid for the period for which the holder thereof is the holder of a current Class 2 

medical certificate.

Privileges of student pilot’s licence
30. (1) The holder of a valid student pilot’s licence shall be entitled to fly solo for the purpose of training for the 

applicable pilot’s licence-

la) in the type of aircraft in which he or she is undergoing training;

(b) after being authorised thereto and while under supervision, as prescribed in subregulation (2);

(c) without carrying any passengers;

(d) on a flight other than an international flight; and

(e) in VMC by day.

(2) A student pilot shall not fly—

(a) unless authority is granted in writing in his or her presence, for each flight separately, or for such sequence of 
flights as prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL, as the case may be, when such flight or sequence of flights is 
about to commence, by a flight instructor who will undertake the training or supervise a solo flight;

(b) unless such flight is personally supervised by a flight instructor or by a person specifically approved for the 
purpose by the flight instructor;

(c) the appropriate exercise of the syllabus prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL, unless a flight instructor is the 
pilot-in-command.

(3) (a) Except in an emergency, no student pilot shall land or take-off in an aeroplane from an area other than an airport 
or a landing strip approved by the Commissioner.

(b) If a student pilot does execute an emergency landing in an aeroplane on an area other than an airport or a landing strip 
approved by the Commissioner, only a commercial or airline transport pilot or other pilot approved by the Commissioner may fly 
the aircraft away.

Carriage of passengers
31. The holder of a valid student pilot’s licence shall not be permitted to act as pilot-in-command of an aircraft carrying 

passengers.

Renewal and reissue
32. (1) The holder of a student pilot’s licence which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 

29, may apply to the Commissioner for the renewal of such licence.

(2) The provisions of regulations 21, 27 and 28 shall apply mutatis mutandis in respect of an application referred to in 
subregulation (1).

SUBPART 3

PRIVATE PILOT’S LICENCE (AEROPLANE)

Requirements for private pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

33. An applicant for a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall —

(a) be not less than 17 years of age;

(d) hold a valid student pilot’s licence;

(e) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 34;

(f) have passed the theroretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 35;

(g) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 36; and

(h) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 37.
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Experience

3 4 . (1) An applicant for a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall complete at least 45 hours flight time as a pilot of an 
aeroplane of which—

(a) at least 25 hours shall be accumulated under dual instruction with a flight instructor;
(b) at least 10 hours shall be accumulated in solo flight as prescribed in subregulation (2); and
(c) a maximum of five hours may be accumulated in an approved simulator.

(2) The 10 hours of solo flight time referred to in regulation (1) (b) shall include at least five hours of solo cross-country 
flight time with at least one cross-country flight of at least 270 km (150 nm) in the course of which full stop landings at two different 
airports shall be made.

Theoretical knowledge examination

3 5 . An applicant for a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in 
Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

3 6 . (1) An applicant for a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall demonstrate to a Grade I or Grade II flight instructor, 
the ability to perform as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane the procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS- 
FCL with a degree of competency appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane).

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within six months of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in regulation 35 and within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

Training course

3 7 . An applicant for a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training 
course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL, within 24 months calculated from the date of commencement of such training 
course.

Application for private pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

3 8 . An application for a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall be—
(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and

(2) If the privileges of the licence are to be exercised for any of the special purposes referred to in regulation 42, the holder 
of such licence shall apply for the appropriate rating referred to in regulation 42 (1).
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Rating for special purposes

42. (1) Ratings for special purposes assocciated with a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) a re -

fa) a night rating;

(b) an instrument rating;

(c) a tug pilot rating; and

(d) a safety pilot rating.

(2) An application for any rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the 
regulations in Subpart 13 to 25, as the case may be.

Maintenance of competency

4 3 . (1) A private pilot shall not act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane carrying passengers unless he or she has, within 
90 days immediately preceding the flight on which such passengers are to be carried, executed not less than three take-offs and 
three landings in an aeroplane of the same category as that in which such passenger-carrying flight is to be undertaken or in an 
approved simulator.

(2) A private pilot shall not act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane carrying passengers by night, unless he or she has, 
within 90 days immediately preceding such flight on which passengers are to be carried, executed not less than three take-offs 
and three landings by night in an aeroplane of the same category as that in which such passenger-carrying flight is to be 
undertaken or in an approved simulator: Provided that if a private pilot complies with the provisions of this subregulation such 
pilot shall be exempt from the provisions of subregulation (1).

(3) A private pilot shall not act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane on an instrument approach to an airport in IMC unless 
he or she is the holder of a valid instrument rating and, within 90 days immediately preceding such approach he or she has, by 
means of an instrument approach procedure or procedures, which have been established by a competent authority of a foreign 
State—

(a) executed at least two actual approaches with reference to flight instruments only;

(b) executed at least two approaches in an approved simulator for the purpose of practising instrument approach 
procedure; or

(c) passed a skill test as prescribed in regulation 36.

SUBPART4

PRIVATE PILOT’S LICENCE (HELICOPTER)

Requirements for private pilot’s licence (helicopter)

44. An applicant for a private pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall —

(a) be not younger than 17 years of age;

(b) hold a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;

(c) hold a valid restricted radiotelephony operator’s licence or a certificate of competency issued to the applicant in 
terms of regulation 24.

(d) hold a valid student pilot’s licence;

(e) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 45;

(f) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 46;

(g) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 47; and

(h) have successfully completed the training course required in regulation 48.

Experience

45. (1) An applicant for a private pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall complete at least 50 hours flight time as a pilot of a 
helicopter of which —

(a) at least 25 hours shall be accumulated under dual instruction with a flight instructor;
(b) at least 10 hours shall be accumulated in solo flight as prescirbed in subregulation (2); and

(c) a maximum of five hours may be accumulated in an approved sumulator.

(2) The 10 hours of solo flight time referred to in subregulation (1) (b) shall include at least five hours of solo cross-country 
flight time with at least one cross-country flight of at least 270 km (150 nm) in the cours of which full stop landings at two different 
heliports shall be made.

(b) he or she complies with the provisions referred to in regulation 54; and
(c) he or she holds a valid type or class rating.

Privileges of private pilot’s licence (helicopter)

command or co-pilot of any helicopter engaged in non-revenue flights.

to be undertaken or in an approved simulator.

(2) A private pilot (helicopter) shall not act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter carrying passengers by night, unless he or 
she has, within 90 days immediately preceding such flight on which such passengers are to be carried, executed not less than 15 
circuits (including the take-off and landing) by night in a helicopter of the same category as that in which such passenger-carrying 
flight is to be undertaken or in an approved simulator: Provided that if a private pilot (helicopter) complies with the provisions of 
this subregulation, such pilot shall be exempt from the provisions of subregulation (1).
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(3) A private pilot (helicopter) shall not act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter on an instrument approach to an airport in 
IMC unless he or she is the holder of a valid instrument rating and, within 90 days immediately preceding such approach he or 
she has, by means of an instrument approach procedure or procedures, which have been established by a competent authority 
of a foreign State—

(a) executed at least two actual approaches with reference to flight instruments only;

(b) executed at least two approaches in an approved simulator for the purpose of practising instrument approach 
procedure; or

(c) passed a skill test prescribed in regulation 47.

Requirements for commercial pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

pilot’s licence (aeroplane) course or the integrated airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) course prescribed 
in Document SA-CATS-FCL;

(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 56;

(e) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 57;

(f) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 58;

(g) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 59; and

(h) hold a valid night flight rating.

Experience
56. An applicant for a commercial pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall complete not less than 200 hours of flight time, which 

may include 20 hours of flight instruction time on an approved simulator, or 150 hours of flight time if he or she has satisfactorily 
completed the training course referred to in regulation 59, which may include 10 hours of flight instruction time on an approved 
simulator: Provided that the total of 200 hours or 150 hours, as the case may be, shall include—

(a) 100 hours as pilot-in-command;

(b) 20 hours of cross-country flight time as pilot-in-command, including one flight of not less than 300 nm in the 
course of which not less than two full-stop landings at different points shall be made;

(c) ten hours of night flying as pilot-in-command, including not less than 10 take-offs and 10 landings by night and a 
solo triangular cross-country flight by night of not less than 100 nm and with a radius of not less than 50 nm from 
base, along any sector of the flight;

(d) 20 hours of instrument flight instruction, of which not more than 10 hours may have been acquired on an approved 
simulator.

Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

(3) The skill test shall be undertaken in an aeroplane with variable pitch propellers, adjustable flaps and retractable 
undercarriage, unless special permission is obtained from the Commissioner.

Training course
59. An applicant for a commercial pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited 

training course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.
Application for commercial pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

6 0 . An application for a private pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall be—
(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and

(c) act as pilot-in-command in commercial air transport operations in any helicopter certified for single-pilot opera­

tions;
(d) act as co-pilot in commercial air transport operations in any helicopter required to be operated with a co-pilot, on 

condition that he or she is the holder of the appropriate category, class and type ratings; and
(e) act as a safety pilot.

Ratings for special purposes

7 5 . (1) Ratings for special purposes associated with a commercial pilot’s licence (helicopter) are—
(a) an i nstru ment rati ng;
(b) an agricultural pilot rating;
(c) a flight instructor’s rating;
(d) a flight test rating;
(e) an external load rating;
(f) a winching rating; and

(g) a game or livestock cull rating.
(2) An application for any rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the 

regulations in Subpart 13 to 25 as the case may be.

Maintenance of competency
7 6 . (1) A commercial pilot (helicopter) shall not act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter carrying passengers unless he or 

she has, within the 90 days immediately preceding the flight on which such passengers are to be carried, carried out 15 circuits 
(including take-off and landing) in a helicopter of the same category as that in which such passenger-carrying flight is to be 
undertaken or in an approved simulator.

(2) A commercial pilot (helicopter) shall not act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter carrying passengers at night, unless he 
or she has, within the 90 days immediately preceding the flight on which such passengers are to be carried, executed not less 
than 15 circuits (including take-off and landing at night in a helicopter of the same category as that in which such passenger­
carrying flight is to be undertaken or in an approved simulator: Provided that if a commercial pilot (helicopter) complies with the 
provisions of this subregulation such pilot shall be exempt from the provisions of subregulation (1).

(3) A commercial pilot (helicopter) shall not act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter on an instrument approach to an airport 
in IMC unless he or she is the holder of a valid instrument rating and, within 90 days immediately preceding such approach, he or 
she has, by means of an instrument approach procedure or procedures, which have been established by a competent authority 
of a foreign State—

(a) executed at least two actual approaches with reference to flight instruments only;
(b) executed at least two approaches in an approved simulator for the purpose of practising instrument approach 

procedure; or
(c) passed the skill test referred to in regulation 69.

S U B P A R T 7

AIRLINE TRANSPORT PILOT’S LICENCE (AEROPLANE)

Requirements for airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

7 7 . An applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall —
(a) be not less than 21 years of age;
(b) hold a current Class 1 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
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(c) hold a valid commercial pilot’s licence (aeroplane);
(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 78;
(e) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 79;
(f) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 80;

(g) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 81; and
(h) hold a valid instrument rating.

Experience

78. An applicant for the issue of an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall—
(a) complete in aeroplanes at least—

(i) 75 hours of instrument time, of which not more than 30 hours may have been acquired on an approved 
simulator; and

(ii) 1 500 hours of flight time of which not more than 100 hours may be acquired on an approved simulator: 
Provided that the pilot shall have manipulated the flight controls of an aeroplane for not less than 250 
hours of which at least 100 hours shall be at night; and

(b) comply with the requirements for the issue of an instrument rating.

Theoretical knowledge examination

79. An applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall pass the appropriate written examination 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

80. (1) An applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall demonstrate to a flight examiner, the ability to 
perform as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane the procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a 
degree of competency appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane).

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 60 months of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in regulation 79 and within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

(3) The skill test shall be conducted in a multi-engined aeroplane with variable pitch propellers or turbine engines, adjusta­
ble flaps and retractable undercarriage.

Training course

81. An applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited 
training course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for airiine transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

82. An application for an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall be—
(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competenccy prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed 
by a flight instructor;

(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iii) a current Class 1 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(iv) the commercial pilot’s licence (aeroplane) held by the applicant;
(v) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(vi) proof of his or her age.

Issuing of airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

83. (1) The Commissioner shall issue an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) if the applicant complies with the 
requirements referred to in regulation 77.

(2) An airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 
of the regulations.

Period of validity

84. An airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall be valid for an indefinite period: Provided that the privileges of 
such licence shall not be exercised by the holder thereof unless—

(a) he or she is the holder of a current Class 1 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(b) he or she complies with the provisions of regulation 87; and
(c) he or she is the holder of a valid type or class rating and an instrument rating.
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Privileges of airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane)

85. The holder of a valid airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) shall be entitled to—

(a) exercise all the privileges of a private and a commercial pilot (aeroplane); and

(b) act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane in air transport operations.

Ratings for special purposes

86. (1) Ratings for special purposes associated with an airline transport pilot’s licence (aeroplane) are—

(a) an agricultural pilot rating;

(b) a flight instructor’s rating;

(c) a flight test rating; and
(d) a flight examiner’s rating.

(2) An application for any rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the 
regulations in Subpart 13 to 25, as the case may be.

Maintenance of competency

87. (1) An airline transport pilot (aeroplane) may not act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane carrying passengers 
unless he or she has, within the 90 days immediately preceding the passenger-carrying flight, executed not less than three take­
offs and three landings in an aeroplane of the same category as that in which such passenger-carrying flight is to be undertaken 
or in an approved simulator.

(2) An airline transport pilot (aeroplane) may not act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane carrying passengers by night 
unless he or she has, within the 90 days immediately preceding such passenger-carrying flight, executed not less than three 
take-offs and three landings by night in an aeroplane of the same category as that in which such passenger-carrying flight is to be 
undertaken or in an approved simulator: Provided that if an airline transport pilot (aeroplane) complies with the provisions of this 
subregulation, such pilot shall be exempt from the provisions of subregulation (1).

(3) An airline transport pilot (aeroplane) shall not act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane on an instrument approach to an 
airport in IMC unless he or she is the holder of a valid instrument rating and, within 90 days immediately preceding such 
approach, he or she has, by means of an instrument approach procedure or procedures, which have been established by a 
competent authority of a foreign State—

(a) executed at least two actual approaches with reference to flight instruments only;
(b) executed at least two approaches in an approved simulator for the purpose of practising instrument approach 

procedure; or
(c) passed the skill test referred to in regulation 80.

SUBPART8

AIRLINE TRANSPORT PILOT’S LINCENCE (HELICOPTER)

Requirements for airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter)

88. An applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall—
(a) be not less than 21 years of age;
(b) hold a current Class 1 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(c) hold a valid commercial pilot’s licence (helicopter);
(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 89;
(e) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 90;
(f) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 91;

(g) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 92; and
(h) hold a valid instrument rating.

Experience

89. An applicant for the issue of an airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall —
(a) complete in helicopters at least —

(i) 75 hours of instrument time, of which not more than 30 hours may have been acquired on an approved 
simulator; and

(ii) 1 500 hours of flight time of which not more than 100 hours may be acquired on an approved simulator: 
Provided that the pilot shall have manipulated the flight controls of a helicopter for not less than 250 
hours of which at least 100 hours shall be at night; and

(b) comply with the requirements for the issue of an instrument rating.
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Theoretical knowledge examination

90. An applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall pass the appropriate written examination 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

91. (1) Applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall demonstrate to a flight examiner, the ability to 
perform as pilot-in-command of a helicopter the procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a 
degree of competency appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of an airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter).

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 60 months of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in regulation 90 and within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

Training course

92. An applicant for an airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited 
training course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter)

93. An application for an airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter) shall be­

ta) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and 

(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor;

(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(3) An airline transport pilot (helicopter) shall not act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter on an instrument approach to an 
airport in IMC unless he or she is the holder of a valid instrument rating and within 90 days immediately preceding such approach, 
he or she has, by means of an instrument approach procedure or procedures, which have been established by a competent 
authority of a foreign State—

(a) executed at least two actual approaches with reference to flight instruments only;

(b) executed at least two approaches in an approved simulator for the purpose of practising instrument approach 
procedure; or

(c) passed the skill test referred to in regulation 91.

SUBPART 9

MICRO-LIGHT AEROPLANE PILOT’S LICENCE 

Requirements for micro-light aeroplane pilot’s licence

99. An applicant for a micro-light aeroplane pilot’s licence shall —

(a) be not less than 17 years of age;

(b) hold a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;

(h) hold a valid student pilot’s licence.

(b) one triangular cross-country flight, whether dual or under supervision, and one solo triangular cross-country flight, 
each of a duration of not less than one hour flown at normal cruising speed; and

(c) one triangular cross-country flight, whether dual or under supervision, and one dual test triangular cross-country 
flight, each of a duration of not less than 1| hours flown at normal cruising speed and each to include a full-stop 
landing at a place other than the point of departure: Provided that the hours of the flights prescribed in paragraphs 
(b) and (c) may be included in the hours prescribed in paragraph (a).

Theoretical knowledge examination

1 0 1 . An applicant for a micro-light aeroplane pilot’s licence shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in 
Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

(1) The holder of a micro-light aeroplane pilot’s licence shall be entitled to act, but not for remuneration, as pilot-in­

command of any micro-light aeroplane in VMC by day—
(a) on an international flight: Provided that prior approval for such flight shall have been obtained in writing from the 

aviation authority of the country to be entered; and
(b) within a controlled airspace and an airport area: Provided that prior permission shall have been obtained from the 

responsible air traffic services unit to enter such airspace, that continuous radio watch shall be maintained, that 
such two-way radio communication as the said unit may require shall be established and that, in the case of an 
airport traffic area, the appropriate radio position reporting procedure shall be complied with while such aeroplane 
is within such airspace.

(2) Subject to the provisions of regulation 108, such holder may exercise the privileges of his or her licence whilst carrying 
passengers.

(c) hold a valid restricted radiotelephony operator’s licence;
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(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 110;

(e) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 111;

(f) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 112;

(g) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 113; and

(h) hold a valid student pilot’s licence.

Experience

1 1 0 . An applicant for a glider pilot’s licence shall complete not less than six hours’ flight time in a glider suitable for cross­
country flights of which not less than two hours shall be solo flight time during which he or she shall perform not less than 20 take­
offs and landings: Provided that where the applicant is the holder of a pilot’s licence issued in terms of Subparts 3, 5 and 7 he or 
she shall complete not less than 3 hours flight time of which not less than one hour shall be solo flight time during which he or she 
shall perform not less than 10 take-offs and landings.

(c) he or she holds a valid type and class rating.

Privileges of glider pilot’s licence
1 1 7 . (1) The holder of a glider pilot's licence shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of any glider in VMC by day.

(2) Subject to the provisions of regulation 118, such holder may exercise the privileges of his or her licence whilst carrying 
passengers.
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Maintenance of competency
118 . A glider pilot shall not act as pilot-in-command of a glider carrying passengers unless he or she has, within 90 days

immediately preceding the flight on which such passengers are to be carried, executed not less than three take-offs and three 
landings in a glider. ^

Requirements for free balloon pilot's licence

119 . An applicant for a free balloon pilot’s licence shall—
(a) be not less than 17 years of age;

(a) six ascents under instruction of a licensed balloon pilot approved for such instruction by an aviation recreation 

organisation licensed under the provisions of Part 6 of Chapter 8 of the regulations;
(b) one ascent, to the maximum altitude appropriate to the type of balloon concerned, executed by the applicant 

under the supervision of a balloon pilot licensed for such supervision by an aviation recreation organisation 
licensed under the provision of Part 6 of Chapter 8 of the regulations; and

(c) one ascent executed by such applicant as the sole occupant of the balloon under the supervision of an approved 
licensed balloon pilot approved for such supervision by an aviation recreation organisation licensed under the 
provisions of Part 6 of Chapter 8 of the regulations.

124. An application for a free balloon pilot's licence shall be—
(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a person authorised by an aviation recreation organisation licensed under the provisions of Part 6 of 
Chapter 8 of the regulations;

(ii) A current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(Hi) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iv) the student pilot’s licence of the applicant; and
(v) proof of his or her age.
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Issuing of free balloon pilot’s licence

1 2 5 . (1) The Commissioner shall issue a free balloon pilot’s licence if the applicant complies with the requirements 
referred to in regulation 119.

(2) A free balloon pilot’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regula­
tions.

Period of validity
1 2 6 . A free balloon pilot’s licence shall be valid for an indefinite period: Provided that the privileges of such licence shall 

not be exercised by the holder thereof unless—
(a) he or she is the holder of a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(b) he or she complies with the provisions referred to in regulation 128; and
(c) he or she holds a valid type rating.

Privileges of a free balloon pilot’s licence
1 2 7 . (1) The holder of a free balloon pilot's licence shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of any free balloon in 

VMC by day.

(2) Subject to the provisions of regulation 128, such holder may exercise the privileges of his or her licence whilst carrying 
passengers.

Maintenance of competency
1 2 8 . A free balloon pilot shall not act as pilot-in-command of a free balloon carrying passengers unless he or she has, 

within 90 days immediately preceding the flight on which such passengers are to be carried, executed not less than three ascents 
in a free balloon.

SUBPART 12

GYROPLANE PILOT’S LICENCE

Requirements for gyroplane pilot’s licence

1 2 9 . An applicant for a gyroplane pilot's licence shall—
(a) be not less than 17 years of age;
(b) hold a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(c) hold a valid restricted radiotelephonny operator’s licence;
(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 130;
(e) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 131;
(f) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 132;

(g) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 133; and
(h) hold a valid student pilot’s licence.

Experience

1 3 0 . An applicant for a gyroplane pilot’s licence shall complete not less than—
(a) 20 hours of flight time, of which not less than 15 hours shall be solo flight time;
(b) one triangular cross-country flight, whether dual or under supervision, and one solo triangular cross-country flight, 

each of a duration of not less than one hour flown at normal cruising speed; and
(c) one triangular cross-country flight, whether dual or under supervision, and one dual test triangular cross-country 

flight, each of a duration of not less than H  hours flown at normal cruising speed and each to include a full-stop 
landing at a place other than the point of departure: Provided that the hours of the flights prescribed in paragraphs
(b) and (c) may be included in the hours prescribed in paragraph (a).

Theoretical knowledge examination

1 31 . An applicant for a gyroplane pilot’s licence shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in Document 
SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

1 3 2 . An applicant for a gyroplane pilot’s licence shall demonstrate the ability to perform, as pilot-in-command of a 
gyroplane, the procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a degree of competency appropriate to 
the privileges granted to a holder of a gyroplane pilot’s licence.

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 90 days of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in regulation 131 and within 30 days immediately preceding the date of application.
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(3) The skill test shall be conducted by a person authorised by an aviation recreation organisation licensed under the 
provisions of Part 6 of Chapter 8 of the regulations and such person shall not be the person from whom the applicant has 
received his or her practical training.

Training course

1 33 . An applicant for a gyroplane pilot’s licence shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for gyroplane pilot’s licence
1 34 . An application for a gyroplane pilot’s licence shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a person authorised by an aviation recreation organisation licensed under the provisions of Part 6 of 
Chapter 8 of the regulations;

(ii) a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(iii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iv) the student pilot’s licence of the applicant; and
(v) proof of his or her age.

Issuing of gyroplane pilot’s licence
1 3 5 . (1) The Commissioner shall issue a gyroplane pilot’s licence if the applicant complies with the requirements 

referred to in regulation 129.
(2) A gyroplane pilot’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations. 

Period of validity
136 . A gyroplane pilot’s licence shall be valid for an indefinite period: Provided that the privileges of such licence shall not 

be exercised by the holder thereof unless—
(a) he or she is the holder of a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(b) he or she complies with the provisions referred to in regulation 138; and
(c) he or she holds a valid type rating.

Privileges of a gyroplane pilot’s licence
1 3 7 . (1) The holder of a gyroplane pilot’s licence shall be entitled to act, but not for remuneration, as pilot-in-command 

of any gyroplane in VMC by day—
(a) on an international flight: Provided that prior approval for such flight shall have been obtained in writing from the 

aviation authority of the country to be entered; and
(b) within a controlled airspace and an airport area: Provided that prior permission shall have been obtained from the 

responsible air traffic services unit to enter such airspace, that continuous radio watch shall be maintained, that 
such two-way radio communication as the said unit may require shall be established and that, in the case of an 
airport traffic area, the appropriate radio position reporting procedure shall be complied with while such aeroplane 
is within such airspace.

(2) Subject to the provisions of regulation 138, such holder may exercise the privileges of his or her licence whilst carrying 
passengers.

Maintenance of competency
1 3 8 . A gyroplane pilot shall not act as pilot-in-command of a gyroplane carrying passengers unless he or she has, within 

90 days immediately preceding the flight on which such passengers are to be carried, executed not less than three take-offs and 
three landings in a gyroplane.

SUBPART 13

GENERAL RULES CONCERNING RATINGS

Ratings for pilots and flight instructors
1 3 9 . Ratings for pilots and flight instructors shall comprise a—

(a) category rating;
(b) class rating;
(c) type rating;
(d) group type rating; and
(e) rating for special purposes.

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Category ratings

140. Category ratings shall comprise—

(a) aeroplanes;

(b) rotorcrafts;

(c) gliders;

(d) micro-light aeroplanes;

(e) free balloons; and

(f) other aircraft.

Class ratings

141. Class ratings shall comprise—
(a) in the case of aeroplanes—

(i) single-engine, land;

(ii) single-engine, sea;

(iii) multi-engine, land; or

(iv) multi-engine, sea;

(b) in the case of rotorcraft—

(i) helicopters—

(aa) single-rotor helicopters; or 

(bb) multi-rotor helicopters;

(ii) gyroplanes;

(c) in the case of gliders—

(i) powered gliders; or

(ii) non-powered gliders.

Type and group type ratings

142. (1) Type and group type ratings for aeroplanes shall comprise—

(a) a group type rating for aeroplane types having a maximum certificated mass of 5 700 kg or less;

(b) a rating by name for each type of aeroplane with a maximum certificated mass exceeding 5 700 kg;

(c) a rating by name for each turbo-propeller and turbojet aeroplane;

(d) a rating by name for each type of aeroplane with unconventional handling characteristics that requires additional 
flying or simulator training; or

(e) a rating by name for each multi-pilot aeroplane.

(2) Type ratings for rotorcraft shall comprise a rating by name for each type of helicopter or gyroplane.

(3) Type ratings for gliders shall comprise a rating by name for each type of powered glider or non-powered glider.

(4) Type ratings for micro-light aeroplanes shall comprise a rating by name for each type of micro-light aeroplane.

(5) Type ratings for free balloons shall comprise a rating by name for each type of free balloon.
(6) Type ratings for other aircraft referred to in regulation 140 (f) shall comprise a rating by name for each type of aircraft. 

Ratings for special purposes
1 4 3 . Ratings for special purposes shall comprise—

(a) an instrument rating;
(b) a flight instructor’s rating;
(c) a night flight rating;
(d) a flight examiner’s rating;
(e) a flight test rating;
(f) a tug pilot rating;

(g) a safety pilot rating;
(h) an external load rating (helicopter);
(i) a winching rating (helicopter);
(j) a game or livestock cull rating (helicopter);

(k) an agricultural pilot rating.

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SUBPART 14

TYPE AND CLASS RATINGS

Requirements for type and class rating

144. An applicant for a type or class rating shall—

(a) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 145;

(b) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 146; and

(c) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 147.

Theoretical knowledge examination

145. An applicant for a type or class rating shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in Document 
SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

146. An applicant for a type or class rating shall demonstrate to a flight examiner the ability to perform the procedures and 
manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a degree of competency appropriate to the privileges granted to the 
holder of such type or class rating.

Training course

147. An applicant for a type or class rating shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Temporary certificate of competency

148. A flight instructor or a person who has been designated in writing by the Commissioner on the conditions prescribed 
in Document SA-CATS-FCL, may issue that applicant for a type or class rating with a temporary certificate of competency which 
shall permit the applicant to exercise the privileges of such type or class rating, for a period of 30 days calculated from the date of 
issue of such temporary certificate.

Application for type and class rating

149. An application for a type rating, other than a type rating for a piston-engined aeroplane with a maximum certificated 
mass of 5 700 kg or less, or a class rating shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and

(b) accompanied by —

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor or a person who has been designated in writing by the Commissioner on the conditions 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL;

(ii) in the case of an application for a class rating in respect of an aeroplane with a maximum certificated 
mass of 5 700 kg or less, a copy of the relevant page of the applicant’s logbook which contains an 
endorsement made by the flight instructor or a person who has been designated in writing by the 
Commissioner on the conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL, indicating the aircraft system 
and type of aeroplane in respect of the which the applicant received his or her training;

(iii) in the case where the skill test referred to in regulation 146 is conducted outside the Republic by a 
nominee of an approved organisation, the temporary certificate of competency issued by such orgnisa- 
tion; and

(vi) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Issuing of type and class rating

150. (1) The Commissioner shall issue a class or type rating if the applicant complies with the requirements referred to 
in regulation 144.

(2) A class or type rating shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Period of validity

151. Type and class rating shall be valid for a period of 12 months calculated from the date of issue of such rating or 
calculated from the date of expiry of such rating if such rating is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 155.
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Rating required by person acting as pilot

1 5 2 . (1) No person shall act as a pilot-in-command of an aircraft, unless he or she is the holder of the appropriate type 
or group type rating.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subregulation (1), a pilot receiving training for the purpose of applying for the 
appropriate rating may act as pilot-in-command of an aircraft in respect of which he or she does not hold such rating: Provided 
that—

(a) no passengers or cargo are carried in such aircraft; and
(b) the training is received from —

(i) a flight instructor; or
(ii) a person who has been designated in writing by the Commissioner on the conditions prescribed in 

Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Privileges

1 53 . The holder of a valid pilot’s licence, class rating or type rating shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of an 
aircraft of that category, class or type concerned: Provided that the holder of a valid type rating endorsed for co-pilot shall only be 
permitted to act as co-pilot on such aircraft.

Notification for type ratings for piston-engined aeroplanes with a maximum certificate mass of 5 700 kg or less

1 5 4 . (1) A flight instructor or a person who has been designated in writing by the Commissioner on the conditions 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL who trains a pilot for a type rating for a piston-engined aeroplane with a maximum 
certificated mass of 5 700 kg or less, shall, upon successful completion of such training by such pilot, notify the Commissioner 
accordingly.

(2) A notification referred to in subregulation (1), shall be—

(a) made to the Commisssioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) a certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and;
(ii) a copy of the relevant page of the pilot’s logbook which contains the endorsement referred to in subregu­

lation (3).
(3) The flight instructor who conducts the training referred to in subregulation (1) shall make an endorsement in the 

logbook of the pilot who received the training, indicating the aircraft systems which have been covered, whereupon such pilot 
shall be entitled to excercise the privileges of such rating.

(4) The endorsement referred to in subregulation (3) shall be made in accordance with the requirements prescribed in 
Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Revalidation

1 55 . (1) To revalidate a class rating, the holder of such rating shall —
(a) within 90 days immediately preceding the date of expiry of such class rating, have passed a proficiency check 

prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL conducted by a flight instructor; or;
(b) within 12 months immediately preceding the date of expiry of such rating —

(i) completed not less than 12 hours of flight time, which shall include not less than six hours as pilot-in- 
command and 12 take-offs and 12 landings; and

(ii) complete a training flight of not less than one hours in an arcraft of the applicable class conducted by a 
flight instructor or undergo a proficiency check or skill test referred to in regulation 146.

(2) The flight instructor shall, upon compliance with the requirements prescribed in subregulation (1) (a) or (b) by the holder 
of the class rating —

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the apopropriate page of the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

(3) To revalidate a type rating, the holder of such rating shall within 90 days immediately preceding the date of expiry of 
such type rating, successfully complete a refresher course and proficiency check prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL 
conducted by a flight instructor.

(4) The flight instructor shall, upon compliance with the requirements prescribed in subregulation (3) by the holder of the 
type rating —

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.
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(5) The revalidation of a type rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall include the revalidation of the appropriate class 
rating.

Renewal

1 5 6 . (1) To renew a class or type rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 151, the 
holder of such expired class or type rating shall —

(a) within 12 months immediately preceding the date of application, have completed not less than three hours of flight 
time as pilot-in-command or dual with a flight instructor; and

(b) undergo the skill test referred to in regulation 146.
(2) A flight examiner shall, upon compliance with the requirements prescribed in subregulation (1) (a) and (b) by the holder 

of the expired class or type ra ting -
fa) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 

regulations;
(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

(3) The renewal of a type rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall include the renewal of the appropriate class rating.

SUBPART 15

INSTRUMENT RATING

Requirements for instrument rating

1 5 7 . An applicant for an instrument rating shall —
(a) be not less than 18 years of age;
(b) hold a valid private pilot’s licence or ccommercial pilot’s licence;
(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 158;
(d) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 159;
(e) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 160; and
(f) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 161.

Experience

158 . An applicant for an instrument rating shall have completed at least 50 hours cross-country flight time as pilot-in- 
command of an aeroplane or helicopter.

Theoretical knowledge examination

1 59 . An applicant for an instrument rating shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in Document SA- 
CATS-FCL.

Skill test

160 . (1) An applicant for an instrument rating shall demonstrate to a flight examiner the ability to perform as pilot the 
procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a degree of competency appropriate to the privileges 
granted to the holder of an instrument rating.

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 24 months of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in regulation 159 and within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

Training course

1 61 . An applicant for an instrument rating shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for instrument rating

162 . An application for an instrument rating shall be—
(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by —

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor;

(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iii) the pilot’s licence held by the applicant;
(iv) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(v) proof of his or her age.
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Issuing of instrument rating

1 6 3 . (1) The Commissioner shall issue an instrument rating if the applicant complies with the requirements referred to in 
regulation 157.

(2) An instrument rating shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Period of validity

1 6 4 . An instrument rating shall be valid for a period of 12 months calculated from the date of issue of such rating or from 
the date of expiry of such rating if such rating is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 167.

Rating required by person flying under IFR

1 6 5 . No person shall act in any capacity as a pilot of an aircraft under IFR unless such person is the holder of a valid 
instrument rating appropriate to the category of aircraft to be flown under IFR.

Privileges of instrument rating

1 6 6 . The holder of a valid instrument rating shall be entitled to—

(a) pilot an aircraft in compliance with IFR and in IMC and by night;

(b) carry out an approach and a landing in IMC with the aid of NDB, VOR or ILS;

(c) act as safety pilot on an aircraft in respect of which such pilot is the holder of the appropriate type or group type 
rating.

Revalidation

1 6 7 . (1) To revalidate an instrument rating, the holder of such rating shall within 90 days immediately preceding the date 
of expiry of such instrument rating have passed a proficiency check prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL conducted by a flight 
examiner.

(2) If the holder of an instrument rating passes the proficiency check referred to in subregulation (1), the flight examiner 
shall —

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and

(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

Renewal

168. (1) To renew an instrument rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 164, but 
not more than 24 months has lapsed from the date of such expiry, the holder of such expired instrument rating shall pass a 
proficiency check prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL, conducted by a flight examiner.

(2) If the holder of the expired instrument rating passes the proficiency check referred to in subregulation (1), the flight 
examiner shall —

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and

(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

(3) To renew an instrument rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 164, and after 
24 months, but not more than five years has lapsed from the date of such expiry, the holder of such expired instrument rating 
shall —

(a) complete 10 hours instrument flight time with a flight instructor in an aircraft or approved simulator; and

(b) shall undergo a skill test referred to in regulation 160.

(4) A flight examiner referred to in subregulation (3) shall, upon compliance with the provisions of subregulation (3) (a) and 
(b) by the holder of the expired instrument rating—

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the abpropriate page of the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

(5) To renew an instrument rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regultion 164 and after a 
further period of five years has lapsed from the date of such expirty, the holder of such expired rating shall apply to the 
Commissioner for a renewal of such expired rating.

(6) Upon application for renewal of an expired licence referred to in subregulation (5), the Commissioner shall issue an 
instrument rating if the applicant complies with the requirements referred to in regulation 157.
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SUBPART 16

FLIGHT INSTRUCTOR’S RATING

Categories of flight instructor’s ratings

1 69 . The categories of flight instructor’s ratings are—

(a) Category A: Aeroplane and helicopter—

(i) Grade I;

(ii) Grade II;

(iii) Grade III;

(iv) Type rating instructor: Multi-pilot aeroplanes; and

(v) Simulated flight inspector; and

(b) Category B, Class 2: Recreation Aviation aircraft—

(i) micro-light aeroplane;

(ii) glider;

(iii) free balloon;

(iv) gyroplane.

Requirements for flight instructor’s rating

170 . An applicant for a flight instructor’s rating shall —

(a) in the case of a —

(i) Category A, Grade I flight instructor’s rating, hold a valid airline transport pilot’s licence;
(ii) Category A, Grade II or Grade III flight instructor’s rating, hold a valid commercial pilot’s licence or airline 

transport pilot’s licence and a valid instrument rating;
(iii) Category A, type rating instructor’s rating, hold a valid airline transport pilot’s licence;
(iv) Category A, simulator flight instructor’s rating hold or have held a commercial or airline transport pilot’s 

licence;
(v) Category B, flight instructor’s rating, hold a valid micro-light aeroplane, glider, free balloon or gyroplane 

pilot's licence, as the case may be, and a current Class 2 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of 
Chapter 4 of the regulations;

(b) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 171;
(c) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination, if required in terms of regulation 172;
(d) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 173; and
(e) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 174.

Experience

1 7 1 . (1) The applicant for a Category A, Grade I flight instructor’s rating shall —

(a) have given not less than 1 500 hours of flight instruction; and
(b) have a minimum of 3 years’ flight instruction experience.

(2) The applicant for a Category A, Grade II flight instructor’s rating shall have given not less than 200 hours of flight 
instruction.

(3) The applicant for a Category A, Grade III flight instructor’s rating shall have completed a training course during which 
not less than 25 hours of flight instruction shall have been given.

(4) The applicant for a Category A: Type rating instructor’s rating shall —

(a) have  com p le ted  2 500 h o u rs  o f flig h t tim e  as p ilo t o f a m u lti-p ilo t a irc ra ft; and

(b) within 12 months immediately preceding the date of application, have completed 30 route sectors as pilot-in­
command or co-pilot.

(5) The applicant for a Category A: Simulator flight instructor’s rating shall —

(a) have completed 1 500 hours of flight time as pilot of a multi-pilot aircraft; and
(b) within 12 months immediately preceding the date of application, have completed 3 route sectors on type as 

supernumerary crew.

(6) The applicant for a Category B flight instructor’s rating shall have completed 100 hours of flight time as pilot-in- 
command of a micro-light aeroplane, glider, free balloon or gyroplane, as the case may be.
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(7) If flight instruction is conducted on a turbo-propeller or turbo-jet aeroplane, the applicant for a flight instructor’s rating 
shall have not less than 500 hours as pilot on a turbo-propeller or turbo-jet aeroplane.

Theoretical knowledge examination

1 72 . An applicant for a Category A and Category B flight instructor’s rating shall pass the appropriate written examination 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

1 73 . (1) An applicant for a flight instructor’s rating shall demonstrate to a flight examiner the ability to perform as flight 
instructor of an aircraft the procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a degree of competency 
appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of a flight instructor's rating.

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 24 months of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in regulation 172, and within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

(3) The skill test in the case of a Grade II or Grade III flight instructor shall be undertaken in a single-engine or a multi- 
engine aeroplane.

(4) The skill test in the case of Grade I flight instructor or a type rating instructor shall be undertaken in a multi-engine 
aeroplane with variable pitch propellers, adjustable flaps and retractable undercarriage or turbine-powered multi-engined aircraft 
or an approved simulator.

(5) The skill test in the case of a simulator flight instructor’s rating shall be undertaken in a type specific simulator.

(6) The skill test in the case of a Category B flight instructor shall be undertaken in the applicable aircraft with a flight 
examiner.

Training course

1 7 4 . An applicant for a Category A flight instructor’s rating shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training 
course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for flight instructor’s rating

1 7 5 . An application for a flight instructor’s rating shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight examiner;

(ii) the flight test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iii) the pilot’s licence referred to in regulation 167 (c); and
(iv) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Issuing of flight instructor’s rating

1 7 6 . (1) The Commissioner shall issue a flight instructor's rating if the applicant complies with the requirements referred 
to in regulation 169.

(2) The category flight instructor’s rating shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations.

Period of validity

1 7 7 . A flight instructor's rating shall be valid for a period of three years calculated from the date of issue of such rating or 
from the date of expiry of such rating if such rating is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 179.

Privileges of flight instructor’s rating

1 7 8 . (1) No person shall conduct flying training for the purposes of obtaining a licence or a rating, unless such person is 
the holder of—

(a) a valid flight instructor’s rating appropriate to the category of aircraft on which the flying training is conducted; 
and

(b) a flying training air service licence issued in terms of the International Air Services Act, 1993, or a type G9 licence 
issued  in te rm s  o f th e  A ir Services Licensing Act, 1990 (Act No. 115 of 1990):

Provided that the Commissioner may grant such person, in writing, the authority to conduct flying training without being in 
possession of a rating and licence referred to in paragraphs (a) and (b), on the conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS- 
FCL.

(2) The holder of a flight instructor’s rating shall be entitled to give flight instruction on aircraft in respect of which he or she 
is the holder of the appropriate flight instructor type rating.
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(3) The holder of a flight instructor rating Grade III—

(a) shall be entitled to give instruction only under the supervision of a flight instructor Grade I or Grade II who is the 
holder of the appropriate valid flight instructor type rating;

(b) may issue certificates of competency in respect of type ratings for aircraft having a maximum certificated mass of 
2 700 kg or less, if he or she is the holder of such rating, but shall not be entitled to issue other certificates of 
competency;

(c) may not send student pilots on their initial solo flights;
(d) may give instrument instruction required for a night rating if he or she is the holder of a valid instrument rating; 

and

(e) carry out multi-engine training required for a multi-engine class rating: Provided that he or she has completed—

(i) the applicable training course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL;

(ii) the multi-engine instructor’s skill test prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL; and

(iii) not less than 100 hours flight time as pilot on a multi-engine aircraft.

(4) The holder of a valid Grade II flight instructor’s rating shall be entitled to­

la) exercise all the privileges of a Grade III flight instructor's rating;

(b) issue certificates of competency;

(c) send the holder of a student pilot’s licence on his or her initial solo flight;

(d) carry out the training required for a Grade III flight instructor’s rating;

(e) carry out instrument training required for an instrument rating: Provided that he or she has completed the 
instrument instructor's skill test prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL; and

(f) carry out multi-engine training required for a multi-engine class rating: Provided that he or she has completed —

(i) the applicable training course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL;

(ii) the multi-engine instructor’s skill test prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL; and •

(iii) not less than 100 hours flight time as pilot on a multi-engine aircraft.

(5) The holder of a valid Grade I instructor’s rating shall be entitled to exercise all the privileges of a Grade II or Grade III 
flight instructor and to undertake the duties of a designated examiner.

(6) The holder of a valid type rating instructor’s rating shall be entitled to instruct the holder of a pilot’s licence for—

(a) a type rating in multi-pilot aeroplanes; and

(b) multi crew co-operation.

(7) The holder of a valid simulator flight instructor’s rating shall be entitled to instruct the holder of a pilot's licence in a 
simulator for—

(a) a type rating in multi-pilot aeroplanes; and

(b) multi crew co-operation.

(8) The holder of a valid Category B flight instructor’s rating shall be entitled to—

(a) conduct flight training towards the applicable licence;

(b) issue type ratings; and

(c) if approved by an aviation recreation organization licensed under Part 6 of Chapter 8 of the regulations, conduct 
the required skill tests.

Revalidation

1 7 9 .  (1) To revalidate a Category A : Grade I, II or III flight instructor's rating, the holder of such rating shall, within the 90 
days immediately preceding the date of expiry of such rating, comply with two of the following requirements:

(a) Complete not less than 100 hours of flight instruction within the three years preceding the date of expiry, of which 
not less than 30 hours shall be completed within 12 months preceding the date of expiry of such licence;

(b) attend a flight instructor’s refresher seminar prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL; and
(c) pass a skill test referred to in regulation 173.

(2) To revalidate a Category A: Type instructor’s rating or simulator flight instructor’s rating, the holder of such rating 
shall—

(a) within 12 months immediately preceding the date of expiry, have conducted a type rating course; and

(b) within 90 days immediately preceding the date of expiry of such rating, have completed the skill test referred to in 
regulation 173.
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(3) To revalidate a Category B flight instructor’s rating, the holder of such rating shall, within the 90 days immediately 
preceding the date of expiry of sucb rating, comply with two of the following requirements:

(a) Complete not less than 50 hours of flight instruction within the three years preceding the date of expiry, of which 
not less than 15 hours shall be completed within 12 months immediately preceding the date of expiry of such 
licence;

(b) attend a flight instructor’s refresher seminar prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL; and

(c) pass a skill test referred to in regulation 173.

(4) A flight examiner shall, upon compliance with the requirements prescribed in subregulation (1), (2) or (3) by the holder 
of a flight instructor’s rating—

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and

(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

Renewal

1 80 . (1) To renew a Category A: Grade I, II or III or a Category B flight instructor’s rating, which has expired due to the 
lapse of the period referred to in regulation 177, and before a further period of 60 months has lapsed, the holder of such expired 
flight instructor’s rating shall—

(a) attend a flight instructor’s refresher seminar prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL: and

(b) undergo the skill test referred to in regulation 173.

(2) To renew a Category A: type instructor’s rating or simulator instructor’s rating, which has expired due to the lapse of the 
period referred to in regulation 177 and before a further period of 60 months has lapsed, the holder of such expired rating shall 
undergo the skill test referred to in regulation 173.

(3) A flight examiner shall, upon compliance with the requirements prescribed in subregulations (1) or (2) within the 
prescribed period by the holder of a flight instructor’s rating—

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 1 i  of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and

(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

(4) The holder of a Category A or Category B flight instructor’s rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period 
referred to in regulation 177 and after a further period of 60 months has lapsed, shall apply to the commissoner for a renewal of 
such expired licence and shall comply with the requirements for the issue of a flight instructor’s rating.

(5) If the Commissioner is satisfied that the applicant complies with the requirements for the issue of a flight instructor’s 
rating referred to in regulation 170, the Commissioner shall issue the applicant for a reissue of a Category A: Grade I or Grade II 
flight instructor's rating, a Category A: Grade III flight instructor’s rating.

(6) The holder of a Category A: Grade III flight instructor’s rating issued in terms of subregulation (5) may apply to the 
Commissioner for the issue of his or her origninal grade flight instructor’s rating after—

(a) conducting not less than 50 hours of flying training; and

(b) successfully completing a skill test referred to in regulation 173.

Suspension of flight instructor’s rating

1 8 1 . (1) The Commissioner may suspend, for a specified period, a flight instructor’s rating issued, revalidated or 
renewed under the provisions of this Subpart, whenever in his or her opinion such suspension is necessary in the interest of 
aviation safety.

(2) The procedure, maximum duration and conditions of a suspension referred to in subregulation (1), shall be prescribed 
in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

SUBPART 17

NIGHT FLIGHT RATING

Requirements for night flight rating

1 82 . An applicant for a night flight rating shall—

(a) hold a valid private pilot’s licence;
(b) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 183;
(c) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 184; and
(d) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 185.
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Experience
1 83 . An applicant for anight flight rating shall have completed —

(a) not less than 10 hours of instrument instruction conducted by a flight instructor who is the holder of a valid 
instrument rating, of which not more than five hours may be accumulated on an approved simulator;

(b) with a flight instructor—
(i) in the case of a night rating for aeroplanes, not less than five take-offs and five landings at night in an 

aeroplane; or
(ii) in the case of a night rating for helicopters, not less than 15 circuits (including take-off and landing) in a 

helicopter at night; and
(c) a dual triangular cross-country flight at night of not less than 100 nm with a radius of not less than 50 nm from 

base along any sector of the flight,
in the category of aircraft for which the night rating is required.

Theoretical knowledge examination
1 8 4 . An applicant for a night flight rating shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in Document SA-CATS-

FCL.

Skill test

1 85 . (1) An applicant for a night flight rating shall demonstrate to a flight examiner the ability to perform the procedures 
and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a degree of competency appropriate to the privileges granted to 
the holder of a night flight rating.

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

Application for night flight rating
1 8 6 . An application for a night flight rating shall be­

ta) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and 

(b) accompanied by—
(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 

a pilot who is the holder of a Category A: Grade I or Grade II flight instructor’s rating;
(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iii) the pilot’s licence referred to in regulation 182 (a); and
(iv) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Issuing of night flight rating
1 8 7 . (1) The Commissioner shall issue a night flight rating if the applicant complies with the requirements prescribed in 

regulation 182.
(2) A night flight rating shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Period of validity
1 8 8 . A night flight rating shall be valid for a period of 12 months calculated from the date of issue of such rating or from 

the date o f expiry o f such rating if such rating is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 191.

Privileges of night flight rating
1 8 9 . The holder of a valid night flight rating shall be entitled to exercise all the privileges of his or her licence at night. 

Maintenance of competency
1 9 0 . No person shall act as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane or helicopter carrying passengers at night unless he or she 

has, within the 90 days immediately preceding the flight on which such passengers are to be carried, executed not less than three 
take-offs and three landings or five circuits (including take-off and landing) by night in an aeroplane or helicopter of the same 
category as that in which such passenger-carrying flight is to be undertaken.

Revalidation
1 91 . (1) To revalidate a night flight rating, the holder of such rating shall, within 90 days immedately preceding the date 

o f expiry o f such rating, execute at night to the satisfaction of a flight instructor, three take-offs and three landing or three circuits 
(including take-off and landing) as pilot-in-command of an aeroplane or helicopter.

(2) The flight instructor referred to in suberegulation (1) shall, upon the satisfactory completion of the three take-offs and 
three landings or three circuits required in terms of subregulation (1) by the holder of a night flight rating-

fa) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.
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Renewal

1 9 2 . To renew a night flight rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 188, the holder 
of such expired rating shall, to the satisfaction of a flight instructor—

(a) execute not less than five take-offs and five landings or five circuits (including take-off and landing) at night as 
pilot-in-command of an aeroplane or helicopter; and

(b) complete one hour of instrument flying.

(2) The flight instructor referred to in subregulation (1) shall, upon the satisfactory completion of the five take-offs and 
landings or five circuits and instrument flying required in terms of subregulation (1) by the holder of an expired night flight ra ting -

fa) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and

(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

SUBPART 18

FLIGHT TEST RATING

Classes of flight test rating

1 S3. The classes of flight test ratings are —

(a) Class I: Experimental, prototype aircraft which is engaged in experimental, development or investigative test
flying;

(b) Class II: Experimental, prototype aircraft with a maximum certificated mass of 2 700 kg or less, which is engaged
in experimental, development or investigative test flying.

Requirements for flight test rating

1 9 4 . An applicant for a flying test rating shall —

(a) be not less than 21 years of age;

(b) hold a valid private, commercial or airline transport pilot’s licence;

(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 195; and

(d) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 196.

Experience

1 9 5 . An applicant for a flight test rating shall —

(a) in the event of a Class I flight test rating, complete not less than 1 000 hours flight time as a commercial or airline 
transport pilot and not less than 700 hours of the required hours shall be as pilot-in-command;

(b) in the event of a Class II flight test rating, complete not less than 500 hours flight time as a commercial or airline 
transport pilot and not less than 300 hours of the required hours shall be as pilot-in-command.

Skill test
1 9 6 . (1) An applicant for a flight test rating shall demonstrate to a flight examiner the ability to perform as pilot-in­

command of an aeroplane the procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a degree of com­
petency appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of a flight test rating.
(2) The skill test shall be taken within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

Application for flight test rating
1 9 7 . An application for a flight test rating shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed 
by a flight examiner;

(b) accompanied by —
(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 

a flight examiner;
(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iii) the pilot's licence referred to in regulation 194 (b); and
(iv) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Issuing of flight test rating
1 9 8 . (1) The Commissioner shall issue a flight test rating if the applicant complies with the requirements referred to in 

regulation 193.
(2) A flight test rating shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.
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Period of validity

1 9 9 .  A flight test rating shall be valid for a period of three years calculated from the date of issue of such rating or from the 
date of expiry of such rating if such rating is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 201.

Privileges of flight test rating

200. The holder of a valid flight test rating shall be entitled—
(a) in the event of a Class I flight test rating, to act as pilot-in-command of an experimental, prototype aircraft which is 

engaged in experimental, development or investigative test flying in accordance with the test schedule approved 
by the Commissioner, for the purpose of issuing, validating or rendereing effective a certificate of airworthiness of 
such aircraft; and

(b) in the event of a Class II flight test rating, to act as pilot-in-command of an experimental, prototype aircraft with a 
maximum certificated mass of 2 700 kg or less, which is engaged in experimental, development or investigative 
test flying for approval purposes.

Revalidation

201. To revalidate a flight test rating, the holder of such rating shall, within 12 months immediately preceding the date of 
expiry of such rating, complete not less than 12 hours flight time as pilot-in-command of an aircraft.

Renewal

202. (1) To renew a flight test rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 199, the 
holder of such expired rating shall, to the satisfaction of a flight examiner, complete not less than 12 hours flight time as pilot-in­
command of an aircraft within six months immediately preceding the date of renewal of such rating.

(2) The flight examiner referred to in subregulation (1) shall, upon completion of the flight time required in terms of 
subregulation (1) by the holder of the expired rating —

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder. x

SUBPART 19

TUG PILOT RATING

Requirements for tug pilot rating

203. An applicant for a tug pilot rating shall —
(a) hold a valid private pilot’s licence;
(b) hold the appropriate type rating for such aircraft; and
(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 204.

Experience

204. An applicant for a tug pilot rating shall complete not less than 60 hours flight time as pilot-in-command of an aircraft, 
in respect of which the applicant holds a valid type rating to be used as a tug aircraft.

Application for tug pilot rating

205. An application for tug pilot rating shall be—
(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) acompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed
a flight instructor;

(ii) the pilot's licence of the applicant; and
(iii) the appropriate fee pescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Privileges

2 0 6 . The holder of a tug pilot rating shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of a tug aircraft in respect of which such 
holder is the holder of the appropriate type rating.

Period of validity

2 0 7 . A tug pilot rating shall be valid for the period of validity of the pilot’s licence.
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SUBPART20

SAFETY PILOT RATING

Requirements for safety pilot rating
2 0 8 . An applicant for a safety pilot rating shall —

(a) be not less than 17 years of age;
(b) hold a valid private pilot’s licence;
(c) hold the appropriate type rating for such aircraft; and
(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 209.

Experience
2 0 9 . An applicant for a safety pilot rating shall complete not less than 100 hours flight time as pilot-in-command of an 

aircraft, in respect of which the applicant will act as safety pilot and holds a valid type rating.

Application for safety pilot rating
2 1 0 . An application for a safety pilot rating shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by —

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor;

(ii) the pilot’s licence of the applicant; and
(iii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Privileges
2 1 1 . The holder of a safety pilot rating shall be entitled to act in respect of an aircraft of which he or she is the holder of the 

appropriate type rating, as safety pilot to a pilot engaged in simulated instrument flying practice.

Period of validity
2 1 2 . A safety pilot rating shall be valid for the period of validity of the pilot’s licence.

SUBPART 21

EXTERNAL LOAD RATING (HELICOPTER)

Requirements for external load rating (helicopter)
2 1 3 . An applicant for an external load rating (helicopter) shall —

(a) hold a valid private, commercial or airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter);
(b) hold the appropriate type rating;
(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 214; and
(d) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 215.

Experience
2 1 4 . An applicant for an external load rating (helicopter) shall complete not less than 100 hours of flight time as pilot-in- 

command of a helicopter, of which not less than five hours flight time of undersling operations shall be undertaken under the 
supervision of a flight instructor.

Training course
2 1 5 . An applicant for an external load rating (helicopter) shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training 

course prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for external load rating (helicopters)
2 1 6 . An application for an external load rating (helicopter) shall be­

ta) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and 
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by
a flight instructor;

(ii) the pilot’s licence of the applicant; and
(iii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Privileges
2 1 7 . The holder of an external load rating (helicopter) shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter in 

respect of which he or she holds the appropriate type rating engaged in external load operations.
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Period of validity
218. An external load rating (helicopter) shall be valid for the period of validity of the pilot’s licence.

SUBPART 22

WINCHING RATING (HELICOPTER)

Requirements for winching rating (helicipter)

219. An applicant for a winching rating (helicopter) shall—
(a) hold a valid private, commercial or airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter);
(b) hold the appropriate type rating;
(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 220; and
(d) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 221.

Experience
2 2 0 . An applicant for a winching rating (helicopter) shall complete not less than 100 hours of flight time as pilot-in- 

command of a helicopter, of which not less than five hours flight time of winching operations shall be undertaken under the 
supervision of a flight instructor.

Training course
221. An applicant for a winching rating (helicopter) shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 

prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for winching rating (helicopters)
222. An application for a winching rating (helicopter) shall be —

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor;

(ii) the pilot’s licence of the applicant; and
(iii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Privileges
223. The holder of a winching rating (helicopter) shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter, in respect of 

which he or she holds the appropriate type rating, which is engaged in winching operations.

Period of validity
224. A winching rating (helicopter) shall be valid for the period of validity of the pilot’s licence.

SUBPART 23

GAME OR LIVESTOCK CULL RATING (HELICOPTER)

Requirements for game or livestock cull rating (helicopter)
225. An applicant for a game or livestock cull rating (helicopter) shall —

(a) hold a vaiid private, commercial or airline transport pilot’s licence (helicopter);
(b) hold the appropriate type rating; and
(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 226.

Experience
226. An applicant for a game or livestock cull rating (helicopter) shall complete not less than 100 hours of flight time as 

pilot-in-command of a helicopter, of which not less than five hours of flight time of game or livestock cull operations shall be 
undertaken under the supervision of a flight instructor.

Application for game or livestock cull rating (helicopter)
227. An application for a game or livestock cull rating shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by —

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor;

(ii) the pilot’s licence of the applicant; and
(iii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.
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Privileges
2 2 8 . The holder of a game or livestock cull rating (helicopter) shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of a helicopter, 

in respect of which he or she holds the appropriate type rating, which is engaged in game or livestock cull operations.

Period of validity

229. A game or livestock cull rating (helicopter) shall be valid for the period of validity of the pilot’s licence.

SUBPART 24

AGRICULTURAL PILOT RATING

Requirements for agricultural pilot rating
2 3 0 . An applicant for an agricultural pilot's rating shall —

(a) hold a valid pilot’s licence;
(b) hold the appropriate type rating;
(c) hold a current pest control operator’s certificate issued in terms of the Fertilisers, Farm Feeds, Agricultural 

Remedies and Stock Remedies Act, 1947 (Act No. 36 of 1947);
(d) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 231; and
(e) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 232.

Experience
231. An applicant for an agricultural pilot rating shall complete not less than 300 hours of flight time, which shall include 

not less than 30 hours of flight practice in aerial application, which flight practice shall take place under the supervision of a Grade 
I or Grade II flight instructor or a person designated for the purpose by the Commissioner, and who shall be the hoider of the 
appropriate category, type and agricultural pilot’s rating: Provided that the 30 hours of flight practice shall include at least 10 
hours of dual instruction with a flight instructor.

Skill test
2 3 2 . (1) An applicant for an agricultural pilot’s rating shall demonstrate to a flight examiner the ability to perform as 

pilot-in-command of an aeroplane or helicopter the procedures and manoeuvres prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a 
degree of competency appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of an agricultural pilot's rating.

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.
(3) The skill test referred to in subregulation (1) shall be carried out in an aeroplane or helicopter that is equipped with 

dispensing apparatus and that is certificated for agricultural aerial applications.

Application for agricultural pilot rating
233. An application for an agricultural pilot rating shall be­

ta) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and 
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, signed by 
a flight instructor;

(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(iii) the pilot’s licence of the applicant;
(iv) a copy of the relevant page of the logbook of the applicant;
(v) the current registration certificate as a pest control operator, issued in terms of the Fertilisers, Farm 

Feeds, Agricultural Remedies and Stock Remedies Act, 1947 (Act No. 36 of 1947); and
(vi) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Privileges

234. The holder of an agricultural pilot's rating shall be entitled to act as pilot-in-command of an agricultural aircraft, in 
respect of which he or she is the holder of the appropriate type rating involved in agricultural aviation activities.

Period of validity
235. An agricultural pilot’s rating shall be valid for the period of validity of the pilot’s licence.

SUBPART 25

FLIGHT EXAMINER’S RATING

Categories of flight examiner’s rating

236. The categories of flight examiner’ ratings a re -  

fa) Category A: Aeroplane and helicopter; and 

(b) Category B: Aviation recreation aircraft.
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Requirements for flight examiner’s rating

237. The applicant for a flight examiner’s rating shall—

(a) in the case of an application for a—

(i) Category A flight examiner’s rating, hold a valid airline transport pilot’s licence; and

(ii) Category B flight examiner’s rating, hold a valid micro-light aeroplane, glider, free balloon or gyroplane 
pilot’s licence;

(b) hold a valid Category A: Grade I or Category B flight instructor’s rating;

(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 238; and

(d) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 239.

Experience

2 3 8 . (1) An applicant for a Category A flight examiner’s rating shall—

(a) have given not less than 1 500 hours of flight instruction; and

(b) have a minimum of three years’s flight instruction experience.

(2) An applicant for a Category B flight examiner’s rating shall have completed 100 hours of flight time as pilot-in-command 
of a micro-light aeroplane, glider, free balloon or gyroplane.

Training course

239. An applicant for a flight examiner’s rating shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for flight examiner’s rating

240. An application for a flight examiner's rating shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and

(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(ii) the pilot’s licence of the applicant; and

(iii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Issuing of flight examiner’s rating
241. (1) The Commissioner shall issue a flight examiner’s rating if the applicant complies with the requirements referred 

to in regulation 236.
(2) The category flight examiner’s rating shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 

regulations.

Period of validity
242. A flight examiner’s rating shall be valid for a period of three years calculated from the date of issue of such rating or 

from the date of expiry of such rating if such rating is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 244.

Privileges of flight examiner’s rating
243. The holder of a flight examiner’s rating shall be entitled to­

la) in the case of a Category A flight examiner, conduct skill tests, other than a skill test for a private pilot’s licence,
required for the issuing, revalidation and renewal of commercial and airline transport pilot’s licences and ratings, 

(b) in the case of a Category B flight examiner, conduct skill tests required for the issuing, revalidation and renewal of 
a micro-light aeroplane, glider, free balloon and gyroplane pilot’s licences and ratings.

Revalidation
244. To revalidate a flight examiner’s rating the holder of such rating shall, within 12 months immediately preceding the 

date of application, have conducted not less than two examinations in the applicable category aircraft.

Renewal
245. The holder of a flight examiner's rating which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 242, 

shall apply to the Commissioner for the renewal of the flight examiner’s rating and shall comply with the requirements for the 
issue of a flight examiner’s rating referred to in regulation 237

SUBPART 1

GENERAL RULES APPLICABLE TO FLIGHT CREW MEMBERS
Definitions

1. In these regulations, unless the context otherwise indicates—

“adjustable-pitch propeller” means a propeller, the pitch setting of which can be conveniently changed in the course of 
ordinary field maintenance, but which cannot be changed when the propeller is rotating;

“Aeronautical Information Circular (AIC)” means a notice containing information that does not quality for the origination 
of a NOTAM or for inclusion in the AIP but which relates to flight safety, air navigation or technical, administrative or 
legislative matters;

“aeroplane” means a power-driven, heavier-than-air aircraft, deriving its lift in flight chiefly from aerodynamic reactions on 
surfaces which remain fixed under given conditions of flight.

“AIC” means aeronautical information circular.

“AIP” means the Aeronautical Information Publication, published under the authority of the State, containing aeronautical 
information of a lasting character essential to air navigation;

“AIR SUP” means the temporary changes to the information contained in the AIP which are published by means of special 
pages;

“AIRAC” means a system aimed at advanced notification of aeronautical information, regulation and control of circum­
stances that necessitate significant changes in operating practices.

“approved” means approved by the Commissioner.

“cross country flight” when used in connection with the acquisition of flight experience required for a pilot’s licence, 
means a flight between a point of departure and a point of landing not less than 20 nautical miles apart;

“date of application” when used in connection with the issue, renewal or reissue of a licence, certificate or rating, means 
the date on which the application is received in a form acceptable to the Commissioner;

“ day” means the period of time from 15 minutes before sunrise to 15 minutes after sunset, sunrise and sunset being as 
given in the publication “ Times of Sunrise, Sunset and Local Apparent Noon of the South African Astronomical Observa­
tory” ;

“Document SA-CATS-FCL” means a document on the South African Civil Aviation Technical Standards relating to Flight 
Crew Licensing, which is published by the Commissioner in terms of the Act;

“flight” means from the moment an aircraft commences its take-off until the moment it completes its next landing.

“flight crew member” means a crew member licensed in terms of these regulations and charged with duties essential to 
the operation of an aircraft during flight time;

“flight engineer instructor” means a flight engineer who is the holder of the appropriate flight engineer instructor’s rating;
“flight examiner” means an official flight examiner appointed by the Commissioner or a flight examiner who has been 

designated in terms of the provisions of regulation 15 and who is the holder of the appropriate flight examiner’s rating;
“flight instructor” means a pilot who is the holder of the appropriate flight instructor’s rating;
“flight time” means the total time occupied in flight together with the time occupied from the moment the aircraft first moves 

under its own power for the purpose of taking off until the moment it comes to rest at the end of the flight;
“IFR” means instrument flight rules;

“ILS” means instrument landing system;

“IMC” means instrument meteorological conditons;
“instrument flight time” means time during which the aircraft is piloted solely by reference to instruments and without 

external reference points, whether under actual or simulated instrument flight conditons;
“international flight” means a flight which passes through the airspace over the territory of more than one State;
“maintenance” means all work done in accordance with manufacturers’ recommendations and approved maintenance 

schedules and includes inspection, adjustment, replacment, rectification, repair, modification, overhaul, manufacturing 
and testing;

“manoeuvring area” means that part of an airport to be used for the take-off and landing of aircraft and for the movement of 
aircraft associated with take-off and landing, excluding aprons;

“maximum certificated mass” means the maximum permissible mass shown in the flight manual or other document 
associated with the certificate of airworthiness at which an aircraft may commence its take-off run under standard atmos­
pheric conditions at sea-level;

“NBD” means a non-directionl radio beacon;

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“night” means the period from 15 minutes after sunset to 15 minutes before sunrise, sunset and sunrise being as given in 
the publication “ Times of Sunrise, Sunset and Local Apparant Noon of the South African Astronomical Observatory” ;

“NOTAM” means a notice distributed by means of telecommunication containing information on the establishment, condi­
tion or any change in any aeronautical facility, service, procedure or hazard, the timely knowledge of which is essential to 
personnel concerned with flight operations;

“PAR” means precision approach radar;
“pilot-in-command” means the pilot responsible for the operation and safety of the aircraft in flight, without regard to 

whether or not he is manipulating the controls;
“PPI” means plan position indicator;
“rating” means an authorisation entered on or associated with a licence or certificate and forming part thereof, stating 

special conditons, privileges or limitations pertaining to such licence or certificate;
“simulator” m eans-

fa) a flight procedures trainer or synthetic flight training device; or 
(b) a type specific flight simulator;

“the Act” means the Aviation Act, 1962 (Act No. 74 of 1962);
“type of aircraft” means the type as prescribed by the Commissioner;
“valid” when used in connection with a licence, certificate or rating issued, revalidated or renewed under these regulations, 

means that all the requirements applicable to such licence, certificate or rating, as prescribed by these regulations, have 
been complied with;

“VFR” means visual flight rules; and 
“VMC” means visual meteorological conditions.

Applicability

2 . (1) The requirements set out in these regulations shall apply to the issue of licences and ratings for flight crew 
members, other than pilots, and the privileges and limitations of the licences and rating.

(2) Licences and ratings issued in accordance with the Air Navigation Regulations, 1976, shall continue to be valid with the 
same privileges, ratings and limitations, if any, but after 1 July 1997 revalidation or renewal of such ratings shall be in accordance 
with the requirements of these regulations.

Authority to act as a flight crew member

3. (1) No person shall act as a flight crew member of an aircraft registered in the Republic unless that person holds a 
valid licence and rating complying with the requirements of these regulations and appropriate to the duties being performed.

(2) No flight crew member shall exercise privileges other than the privileges granted by the licence and rating held by such 
flight crew member.

(3) No flight crew member of an aircraft registered in the Republic shall exercise the privileges of a licence and rating, 
issued under the provisions of this Part, for commercial purposes, unless such flight crew member is a resident of the Republic.

Validation of licence issued by foreign State

4 . (1) The holder of a licence or a rating issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, who desires to act as a crew 
member on an aircraft registered in the Republic, shall apply to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of 
Chapter 11 of the regulations, for a validation of such licence or rating.

(2) The application for a validation referred to in subregulation (1) shall be accompanied by—
(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(b) the licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State to which the validation refers;
(c) a current medical certificate; and
(d) in the case of a validation of a licence for commercial purposes, a temporary work permit and a letter of appoint­

ment from a South African company which requires the services of the holder of such licence or rating.

(3) A licence or rating issued by a competent authority of a foreign State may be validated by the Commissioner subject to 
the same restrictions that apply to such licence or rating and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL and on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

(4) The validity of a validation issued by the Commissioner shall be for a period of one year or the period of validity of the 
licence or rating issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, whichever period is the lesser period, from the date of issue 
of such validation by the Commissioner.

(5) The holder of a validation issued by the Commissioner may, subject to the provisions of subregulation (6), apply to the 
Commissioner for a renewal of such validation within 21 days before the expiry of such validaton.
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(6) The Commissioner may renew a validation of a licence or rating in the circumstances and on the conditions prescribed 
in Document SA-CATS-FCL: Provided that a validation of a licence or rating for commercial use may only be renewed once for 
the same period as referred to in subregulation (4).

(7) The holder of a validation shall comply with the provisions prescribed in these Regulations and the requirements and 
conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

(8) The Commissioner shall not validate any instructors rating: Provided that the Commissioner may designate in writing, 
the holder of a validated licence and an instructor’s rating with the appropriate type of aircraft, to conduct training on a particular 
type of aircraft to which the rating pertains, if no flight instructor, qualified in terms of these regulations, is available.

(9) The provisions of subregulatons (1) to (8) shall not apply where an aircraft that is registered in the Republic, is leased to 
the operator in a foreign State: Provided that the State of the operator has accepted for the period of lease those functions of the 
Commissioner that can more adequately be discharged by the State of the operator.

Conversion of a licence

5 . (1) The holder of a licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, who desires to obtain a licence issued 
under the provisions of these regulations, may apply to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed Part 4 of Chapter 
11 of the regulations, for a conversion of such licence.

(2) The application for a conversion referred to in subregulation (1), shall be accompanied by—

(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(b) the licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State to which the conversion refers; and

(c) a current medical certificate.

(3) A licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State may be converted by the Commissioner on the appropriate 
form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions 
set out in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

(4) The holder of a converted licence shall comply with the provisions prescribed by these regulations and the require­
ments and conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Credit for military service

6 . (1) Flight crew members employed by the South African Airforce may apply to the Commissioner for a licence and 
rating prescribed in these regulations, on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

(2) The application for a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1), shall be accompanied by—

(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(b) proof of emloyment in the South African Airforce; and

(c) a current medical certificate.

(3) The Commissioner may credit the knowledge, experience and skill gained in military service by the applicant, towards 
the issue of a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1).

(4) The issue of a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall be in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of 
Chapter 11 of the regulations and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions prescribed in Document 
SA-CATS-FCL.

Competency

7 . No flight crew member shall exercise the privileges granted by a licence or rating unless such flight crew member 
maintains competency by complying with the appropriate requirements of this Chapter.

Documentation

8 . The Commissioner shall ensure that a licence or rating is issued in such a manner that the validity thereof may readily 
be determined by the competent authority of a foreign State.

Logbooks

9 .  (1) A  flig h t c rew  m em b e r sha ll m a in ta in  a  logbook  and  sha ll reco rd  all flig h t tim e  spen t as  a flig h t c rew  m em b e r the re in .

(2) The form of and information to be contained in a logbook referred to in subregulation (1) and the manner in which such 
logbook is to be maintained, is prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Medical fitness

10 . An applicant for or a holder of a flight crew member's licence shall obtain a medical certificate issued in accordance 
with the provisions of Part 5 of Chapter 4 and appropriate to the privileges of the licence.
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Decrease in medical fitness

11 . The holder of a licence shall, without undue delay, inform the body or institution, designated by the Commissioner in 
terms of Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations, of any—

(a) injury;

(b) hospitalisation;

(c) surgical operation or invasive procedure;

(d) the regular use of medication;

(e) pregnancy; or

(f) absence due to sickness for a period of more than 21 days.

Register of licences

12 . (1) The Commissioner shall maintain a current register of all flight crew member licences issued, validated or 
converted in terms of the provisions of this Part.

(2) The register shall contain the following particulars:

(a) The full name of the holder of the flight crew member licence;

(b) the postal address of the holder of the flight crew member licence;

(c) the date on which the licence is issued to the flight crew member;

(d) particulars of the ratings held by the flight crew member; and

(e) the nationality of the flight crew member.

(3) The particulars referred to in subregulation (2) shall be recorded in the register within seven days from the date of 
receipt thereof by the Commissioner.

(4) The register shall be kept in a safe place at the office of the Commissioner.

(5) A copy of the register shall be furnished by the Commissioner on payment of the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of 
Chapter 11 of the regulations, to any person who requires the copy.

Language

13 . A flight crew member of an aircraft shall speak, read and write English fluently.

Retesting after failure

14 . An applicant for the issue, revalidation or renewal of a flight crew member’s licence and rating who fails a theoretical 
knowledge examination, skill test or proficiency check required for such licence and rating may apply for retesting —

(a) after a period of 30 days has lapsed from the date of failure of such examination or test; or

(b) before the period of 30 days referred to in paragraph (a) has lapsed: Provided that the applicant obtains a signed 
statement from a flight instructor, wherein it is certified that such flight instructor—

(i) has given the applicant additional instruction in each of the subjects failed; and

(ii) is satisfied that the applicant is ready for retesting.

Designation of flight examiner

15 . (1) The Commissioner may, subject to the provisions of section 4 (2) and (3) of the Act, designate a flight examiner 
to conduct skill tests and to issue certificates of competency.

(2) The powers and duties referred to in subregulation (1) shall be exercised and performed according to the conditions, 
rules, requirements, procedures or standards prescribed in Documents SA-CATS-FCL.

SUBPART 2

FLIGHT NAVIGATOR’S LICENCE

Requirements for flight navigator’s licence
16 . An applicant for a flight navigator’s licence shall —

(a) be not less than 18 years of age;
(b) hold a valid Class I medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of these regulations;
(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 17;
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(d) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 18;

(e) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 19; and

(f) have successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 20.

Experience

17 . (1) Subject to the provisions of subregulation (2), an applicant for a flight navigator's licence shall—

(a) compete not less than 200 hours of air navigation experience in aircraft engaged in cross-country flights, including 
not less than 50 hours of cross-country flight by night: Provided that—

(i) where he or she has experience as a pilot engaged in air transporation, fifty per cent of the flight time so 
acquired may be credited towards half of the 200 hours required above, but shall not be credited towards 
the 50 hours of cross-country night flight time; or

(ii) where he or she is the holder of a certificate of competency as a master or mate of an ocean-going 
vessel, he or she shall have completed not less than 100 hours navigation experience, including not less 
than 50 hours of cross-country flight by night; and

(b) produce evidence of having satisfactorily determined in flight his or her position by celestial observation not less 
than 25 times by night and not less than 25 times by day in conjunction with radio, altimetry or other aids to air 
navigation, and of having applied these to the navigation of the aircraft.

(2) An appliant who has successfully completed the training course referred to in regulation 20 shall be deemed to have 
met all the experience requirements prescribed in subregulation (1).

Theoretical knowledge examination

1 8 . An applicant for a flight navigator’s licence shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in Document 
SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test

1 9 . (1) An applicant for a flight navigator’s licence shall demonstrate to a flight examiner in flight by day and at night, his 
or her competency in the navigation of aircraft by dead-reckoning, celestial and other navigational methods.

(2) The skill test shall te taken by the applicant within six months of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in reguation 18 and with 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.

Training course

20. An applicant for a flight navigator’s licence shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for flight navigator’s licence

21. An application for a flight navigator’s licence shall be­

ta) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and 

(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations signed by 
a flight instructor, if the applicants has acquired the experience referred to in regulation 17;

(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(iii) a current Class I medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of these regulations; and

(iv) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Issuing of flight navigator’s licence

22. (1) The Commissioner shall issue a flight navigator's licence if the applicant complies with the requirements pres­
cribed in regulation 16.

(2) A flight navigator’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations. 

Period of validity
2 3 . A flight navigator’s licence shall be valid for a period of 12 months calculated from the date of issue of such flight 

navigator’s licence or from the date of expiry of such licence if such licence is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of 
regulation 25.

Privileges of flight navigator’s licence
24. The holder of a valid flight navigator’s licence shall be entitled to act as flight navigator in any aircraft on a route where 

celestial navigation or equivalent navigational methods are required for safe navigation of the aircraft: Provided that such holder 
has familiarised himself or herself with all pertinent and current information.
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Revalidation
25. (1) To revalidate an flight navigator’s licence which has expired due to a lapse of the period referred to in regulation 

23 and if a further period of not more than 60 months has expired since the date of expiry of such licence, the holder of such 
licence shall, within 12 months immediately preceding the date of revalidation—

(a) have completed, in the capacity of flight navigator not less than 50 hours flight time of which not less than 10 
hours shall have been at night;

(b) have carried out not less than six celestial observations, the results of which he or she applied to the navigation of 
aircraft.

(2) To revalidate a flight navigator’s licence which has expired due to a lapse of the period referred to in regulation 23 and if 
a further period of more than 60 months has expired since the date of expiry of such licence, the holder of such licence shall, 
within 12 months immediately preceding the date of revalidation —

(a) comply with the requirements prescribed in subregulation (1) (a) and (b); and
(b) pass the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 18.

SUBPART3

FLIGHT ENGINEER’S LICENCE

Requirements for flight engineer’s licence
26. An applicant for a flight engineer’s licence shall —

(a) be not less than 18 years of age;
(b) hold a current Class 1 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;
(c) have acquired the experience referred to in regulation 27;
(d) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 28;
(e) have undergone the skill test referred to in regulation 29;
(f) have successfully completed the training coufse referred to in regulation 30;

(g) have acquired or hold—
(i) not less than three years’ practical aeronautical engineering experience of which not less than one year 

shall have been obtained on a multi-engine aircraft with a maximum certificated mass of 11 400 kg or 
more;

(ii) an approved National Technical Diploma or a B.Sc Engineering degree and not less than six months of 
practical experience in maintaining multi-engine aricraft with a maximum certificated mass exceeding 
11 400 kg;

(iii) a valid commercial pilot’s licence with a valid instrument rating; or
(iv) a valid airline transport pilot’s licence;

Experience
27. An applicant for a flight engineer’s licence shall have completed, under the supervision of a flight engineer instructor 

not less than 100 hours of flight time in the performance of the duties of a flight engineeer, of which 50 hours may be acquired in 
an approved simulator.

Theoretical knowledge examination
28. An applicant for a flight engineer’s licence, other than the holder of a commercial or airline transport pilot’s licence, 

shall pass the appropriate written examination prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Skill test
29. (1) An applicant for a flight engineer’s licence shall demonstrate to a flight engineer instructor the ability to perform 

as flight engineer of an aircraft, the duties and procedures prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL with a degree of competency 
appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of a flight engineer’s licence.

(2) The skill test shall be taken by the applicant within 24 months of completing the theoretical knowledge examination 
referred to in regulation 28 and within 90 days immediately preceding the date of application.
Training course

3 0 . An applicant for a flight engineer’s licence shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for flight engineer’s licence
3 1 . An application for a flight engineer’s licence shall be —

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations signed by 
a flight engineer instructor;
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(ii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;

(iii) a current Class 1 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of the regulations;

(iv) a valid commercial or airline transport pilot’s licence or proof of the experience, National Technical 
Diploma or B.Sc Engineering degree, as the case may be;

(v) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and

(vi) proof of his or her age.

Issuing of flight engineer’s licence

32. (1) The Commissioner shall issue a flight engineer’s licence if the applicant complies with the requirements 
prescribed in regulation 26.

(2) A flight engineer’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations. 

Period of validity

33. A flight engineer’s licence shall be valid for an indefinite period: Provided that the privileges of such licence shall not 
be exercised by the holder thereof unless—

(b) he or she holds a valid type rating.

Privileges

Ratings for special purposes
35. (1) Ratings for flight engineers shall comprise a rating by name for each type of aircraft when the design of the 

aircraft necessitates the carriage of a flight engineer and a flight engineer instructor rating.
(2) An applicant for an additional rating to a flight engineer’s licence shall —

(a) comply with the requirements prescribed in regulation 28;
(b) submit to the Commissioner his or her flight engineer's logbook or a certificate signed by the person approved for 

the purpose by the Commissioner, showing that he or she has completed during the 12 months immediately 
preceding the date of application not less than 50 hours’ flight time or the equivalent thereof in the performance of 
the duties of a flight engineer on board the type of aircraft to which the application relates or one with similar 
characteristics; and

(c) have undergone the skill test prescribed in regulation 29.

Revalidation
36. (1) To revalidate a type rating for a flight engineer’s licence, the holder of such licence shall, within 12 months 

immediately preceding the date of revalidation —
(a) complete not less than 50 hours flight time in the performance of the duties of a flight engineer; and
(b) demonstrate his or her competency in emergency procedures to a flight engineer instructor in flight or on an 

approved simulator as appropriate to the type or types of aircraft for which his or her licence is rated.
(2) The flight engineer instructor referred to in subregulation (1) shall, upon compliance with the requirements referred to in 

subregulation (1) (a) and (b) by the holder of the flight engineer’s licence-
fa) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 

regulations;
(b) sign the licence of the flight engineer; and
(c) make an endorsement in the logbook of the flight engineer.

Renewal

37. (1) To renew a type rating for a flight engineer’s licence which has expired, the holder of such expired type rating
shall within the 90 days immediately preceding the date of revalidation demonstrate to a flight engineer instructor-

fa) in flight his or her competency in emergency procedures on board the type or types of aircraft entered on his or 
her licence and in respect of which type or types the renewal of such licence is applied for; or

(b) his or her competency in emergency procedures on an approved simulator, as appropriate to the type or types of 
aircraft entered on his or her licence and in respect of which type or types the renewal of such rating is sought.
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(2) The flight engineer instructor referred to in subregulation (1) shall, upon compliance with the requirements referred to in 
subregulation (1) (a) and (b) by the holder of the flight engineer’s licence—

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the licence of the flight engineer; and

(c) make an endorsement in the logbook of the flight engineer.

Application for flight test engineer’s licence

42. (1) An application for a flight test engineer’s licence shall be­

ta) made to the Commissoner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and 

(b) accompanied by—

(i) a certified copy of the diploma or degree referred to in regulation 38 (b);

(ii) a current Class I medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of these regulations;

(iii) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and

(iv) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

Issuing of flight test engineer’s licence

43. (1) The Commissioner shall issue a flight test engineer’s licence if the applicant complies with the requirements 
prescribed in regulation 38.

(2) A flight test engineer’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations.

Period of validity

4 4 . A flight engineer’s licence shall be valid for a period of five years calculated from the date of issue of such flight 
engineer’s licence.
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Privileges of flight test engineer’s licence

45. The holder of a valid flight test engineer’s licence shall be entitled to act as a crew member in order to conduct a test 
programme and monitor flight parameters, in the presence of a test pilot of a multi-seat aircraft, irrespective of its type and mass, 
which is engaged in experimental, developmental or investigative flight testing for certification purposes in accordance with the 
test schedule approved by the Commissioner.

Revalidation

46. (1) To renew a flight test engineer’s licence which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to in regulation 
44, the holder of such expired flight engineer’s licence shall apply to the Commissioner for a renewal of such licence.

(2) An application for the renewal of a flight engineer’s licence shall be—
(a) made on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the expired flight test engineer’s licence; and
(ii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

(3) The Commissioner may renew an expired flight test engineer’s licence on the conditions he deems appropriate and in 
the interest of aviation safety: Provided that if the applicant for a renewal of an expired flight test engineer’s licence has not 
exercised the privileges of such expired licence within five years immediately preceding the date of application, he or she shall 
successfully complete the training course referred to in regulation 41.

Requirements for flight attendant’s licence

appropriate to the privileges granted to the holder of a flight attendant’s licence.

Training course

49. An applicant for a flight attendant’s licence shall successfully complete the appropriate accredited training course 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-FCL.

Application for flight attendant’s licence

50. An application for a flight attendant’s licence shall be—
(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) accompanied by—

(i) the skill test form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations;
(ii) a current Class 3 medical certificate issued under Part 5 of Chapter 4 of these regulations;
(iii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(iv) proof of his or her age.

Issuing of flight attendant’s licence
51. (1) The Comissioner shall issue a flight attendant’s licence if the applicant complies with the requirements pres­

cribed in regulation 47.
(2) A flight attendant’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations. 

Period of validity

5 2 . _ A cabin attendant's licence shall be valid for a period of 12 months calculated from the date of issue of such cabin 
attendant’s licence.

Privileges
53. The holder of a valid flight attendant’s licence shall be entitled to act as a flight attendant on the type of aircraft entered 

on such licence.
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Revalidation
5 4 . (1) To revalidate a flight attendant’s licence, the holder of such licence shall, within 90 days immediately preceding 

the date of revalidation, demonstrate to a person approved by the Commissioner, in flight his or her competency in emergency 
procedures on board the type of aircraft entered on such licence and in respect of the type of aircraft for which the licence is 
revalidated.

(2) The person approved by the Commissioner shall, upon the satisfactory completion of the demonstration —
(a) forward the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, to the 

Commissioner;
(b) sign the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.

SUBPART 6

FLIGHT ENGINEER INSTRUCTOR’S RATING 
Requirements for flight engineer instructor’s rating

56. An applicant for a flight enigneer instructor's rating shall —
(a) hold a valid flight engineer’s licence;

62. (1) The Commissioner shall issue a flight engineer instructor’s rating if the applicant complies with the require­
ments referred to in regulation 56.

(2) A flight engineer instructor’s rating shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations.

63. A flight engineer instructor’s rating shall be valid for a period of three years calculated from the date of issue of such 
rating or from the date of expiry of such rating if such rating is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 65.
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Privileges
6 4 . The holder of a valid flight engineer instructor’s rating shall be entitled to—

(a) conduct the skill test required for the issuing of a flight engineer’s licence; and

(b) issue the appropriate certificates of competency.

Revalidation
6 5 . (1) To revalidate a flight engineer instructor’s rating, the holder of such rating shall—

(a) within 12 months immediately preceding the date of revalidation, have conducted a flight engineer’s training 
course; and

(b) within 90 days immediately preceding the date of revalidation, have completed the skill test referred to in regula­
tion 59, conducted by a flight engineer instructor.

(2) The flight engineer instructor shall, upon compliance with the requirements referred to in subregulation (1) (a) and (b) 
by the holder of a flight engineer instructor’s rating —

(a) provide the Commissioner with the appropriate certificate of competency prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the 
regulations;

(b) sign the appropriate page of the licence of such holder; and
(c) endorse the logbook of such holder.
