(English text signed by the President.)
(Assented to 29 March 1999.)

ACT

To provide for the equitable division of revenue raised nationally among the
national, provincial and local spheres of government for the 1999/2000 ﬁnanclal
year; and to provide for matters connected therewith.

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS section 214 (1) of the Constitution requires an Act of Parliament to provide
for—
(a) the equitable division of revenue raised natlonally- among the national,
provincial and local spheres of government;
(b) the determination of each province’s equitable share of the provincial share of
. that revenue; and
(c) any other allocations to provinces, local government or municipalities from
the national government’s share of that revenue, and any conditions on which
those allocations may be made. :

E IT THEREFORE ENACTED by the Parliament of the Republic of South
Africa, as follows:—

Definitions

1. In this Act, unless the context requires otherwise—

(i) “Bargaining Council” means the Public. Service Coordinating Bargaining
Council referred to in section 35 of the Labour Relations Act, 1995 (Act No. 66
of 1995); (i)

(i) “Budget Council” means the council established by section 2 of the Intergov-
ernmental Fiscal Relations Act, 1997 (Act No. 97 of 1997); (iii)

(iii) “Budget Forum” means the Local Government Budget Forum established by
section 5 of the Intergovernmental Fiscal Relations Act, 1997 (Act No. 97 of
1997); (ii)

(iv) “‘department” means a national department referred to in section 7(2) of the
Public Service Act, 1994 (Proclamation No. 103 of 1994); (vii)

(v) “Director-General” means the Director-General of the Department of Finance;
(viii)

(vi) “head official of the provincial treasury’” means the officer in charge of the
provincial department responsible for financial matters in a province; (xi)

(vii) *“financial year” means the financial year of the national and provincial
government commencing on 1 April 1999 and ending on 31 March 2000; (ix)

(viii) “Minister” means the Minister of Finance; (xii)

(ix) “municipality” means a local government body as defined in section 1 of the
Local Government Transition Act, 1993 (Act No. 209 of 1993); (xiii)

(x) ‘“national accounting officer” means the head of a department or a statutory fund
in the national government charged with the responsibility of accounting for all
moneys received and for all payments made by the department or the fund; (xiv)

(xii) “‘organised local government” means an organisation recognised in terms of
section 2(1) of the Organised Local Government Act, 1997 (Act No. 52 of 1997),
in respect of which the Minister referred to in that Act has not exercised the
power conferred on him or her by section 2(2) of that Act; (x)

(xiii) “‘payment schedule” means a schedule setting out—

(a) the amount of each instalment of an equitable share or an allocation to be
transferred to a province, municipality or organised local government for
the financial year;

(b) the date on which each such instalment must be paid; and

(c) to whom each such instalment must be paid; (iv)

(xiv) “relevant members of the provincial executive councils” means, in respect of
the South African Housing Fund, the members of the executive councils of the
provinces responsible for housing, in respect of the Consolidated Municipal
Infrastructure Programme, the members of the executive councils of the
provinces responsible for local government and in respect of the rehabilitation of
hospitals, the members of the executive councils of the provinces responsible for
health; (v)

(xv) “relevant Minister” means, in respect of the South African Housing Fund, the
Minister responsible for housing, in respect of the Consolidated Municipal
Infrastructure Programme, the Minister responsible for local government and in
respect of the rehabilitation of hospitals, the Minister responsible for health; (vi)

(xvi) “R293 town” means a township within the meaning of Proclamation No. R293
of 1962 or any other similar town approved by the Minister responsible for local
government; (xv)

(xvii) “SALGA” means the organisation recognised in terms of section 2(1)(a) of the
Organised Local Government Act, 1997 (Act No. 52 of 1997). (xvi)

PART 1
EQUITABLE SHARE ALLOCATION
Equitable division of revenue raised nationally amongst spheres of government

2. Anticipated revenue raised nationally in respect of the financial year is hereby
divided among the national, provincial and local spheres of government for their
equitable share as set out in Schedule 1.

Equitable division of provincial share amongst provinces

3. (1) Each province’s equitable share of the provincial share of anticipated revenue
raised nationally in respect of the financial year is set out in Schedule 2.

(2) Each province’s equitable share of the provincial share of anticipated revenue
raised nationally in respect of the financial year must be transferred to the province in
weekly instalments in accordance with a payment schedule determined by the
Director-General after consultation with the head officials of the provincial treasuries.

(3) Despite subsection (2), the Director-General may, on conditions determined by
the Minister, advance funds to a province in respect of its equitable share set out in
Schedule 2 which have not yet fallen due for transfer in terms of the payment schedule
referred to in subsection (2) in respect of that province.

(4) Such advances must be set off against transfers to the province which would
otherwise become due in terms of that payment schedule.

Equitable share for local government
4, (1) The local sphere of government’s equitable share of anticipated revenue raised

nationally set out in Schedule 1 must comprise—
(a) R447 000 000 in respect of R293 towns;
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(vii) “‘departement” 'n nasionale departement bedoel in artikel 7(2) van die

(viii) “Direkteur-generaal” die Direkteur-generaal van die Departement van

(x) “georganiseerde plaaslike regering”’ 'n organisasie wat ingevolge artikel 2(1)
van die Wet op Georganiseerde Plaaslike Regering, 1997 (Wet No. 52 van
1997), erken is en ten opsigte waarvan die Minister in daardie Wet bedoel nie

(xiv) *“nasionale rekenpligtige beampte” die hoof van ’n departement of 'n
statutére fonds in die nasionale regering wat belas is met die verantwoorde-
likheid om verantwoording fe doen van alle geld ontvang en alle betalings
gedoen deur die departement of die fonds; (x)

DEEL I
TOEKENNING VAN BILLIKE DEEL

Billike verdeling tussen regeringsfere van inkomste wat nasionaal ingevorder
word

2. Verwagte inkomste wat nasionaal ten opsigte van die finansiéle jaar ingevorder
word, word hiermee vir hulle billike deel tussen die nasionale, provinsiale en plaaslike
regeringsfere verdeel soos in Bylae 1 uviteengesit.

Billike verdeling van provinsiale deel tussen provinsies

3. (1) Elke provinsie se billike deel van die provinsiale deel van verwagte inkomste
wat nasionaal ten opsigte van die finansiéle jaar ingevorder word, is soos in Bylae 2
uiteengesit.

(2) Elke provinsie se billike deel van die provinsiale deel van verwagte inkomste wat
nasionaal ingevorder word ten opsigte van die finansi¢le jaar moet aan die provinsie in
weeklikse paaiemente oorgedra word ooreenkomstig 'n betalingskedule deur die
Direkteur-generaal bepaal na oorlegpleging met die hoofbeamptes van die provinsiale
tesourieé.

(3) Ondanks subartikel (2) kan die Direkteur-generaal, op voorwaardes wat die
Minister bepaal, fondse aan ’n provinsie voorskiet ten opsigte van sy billike deel soos
in Bylae 2 uiteengesit wat nie reeds vir oordrag betaalbaar is nie ingevolge die
betalingskedule bedoel in subartikel (2) ten opsigte van daardie provinsie.

(4) Die voorskotte moet verrcken word teen oordragte aan die provinsie wat
andersins betaalbaar raak ingevolge daardie betalingskedule.

Billike deel vir plaaslike regering
4. (1) Die plaaslike regeringsfeer se billike deel van verwagte inkomste wat

nasionaal ingevorder word en in Bylae 1 uiteengesit word, moet bestaan uit—
(a) R447 000 000 ten opsigte van R293-dorpe;
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(b) R1 226 000 000 in respect of organised local government and municipalities
other than R293 towns.

(2) The national accounting officer responsible for local government must deter-
mine—

(a) the share of each R293 town in respect of the allocation mentioned in
subsection (1)(a); and

(b) the share of organised local government and municipalities other than R293
towns in respect of the allocation mentioned in subsection (1)(b).

(3) The shares mentioned in subsection (2) must be determined in accordance with
criteria approved by the Director-General taking account of any recommendations by
SALGA.

(4) The allocation to each body referred to in subsection (2) must be transferred to the
body concerned in monthly or quarterly instalments in accordance with a payment
schedule—

(a} determined by the national accounting officer responsible for local govern-
ment; and _
(b) which complies with any directions given by the Director-General.

(5) The national accounting officer responsible for local government may amend a

payment schedule contemplated in this section.

Shortfalls and excess revenue

5. (1) If actual revenue raised nationally in respect of the financial year falls short of
the anticipated revenue set out in Schedule 1, the national sphere of government bears
the shortfall.

(2) If actual revenue raised nationally in respect of the financial year is in excess of
the anticipated revenue set out in Schedule 1, the excess accrues to the national sphere
of government.

PART 11
OTHER ALLOCATIONS
Other allocations to provinces and municipalities

6. (1) Other allocations to provinces and municipalities from the national govern-
ment’s share of anticipated revenue raised nationally in respect of the financial year, and
the conditions on which those allocations are made, are set out in Schedule 3.

(2) Subject to this Act, each allocation referred to in Schedule 3 and all amounts
gazetted under section 14(1) must be transferred to the province or municipality
concerned in accordance with a payment schedule—

(a) prepared by the national accounting officer responsible for the allocation; and
(b) . approved by the Director-General after consultation with the relevant head
officials of the provincial treasuries.

(3) The Director-General may, after consultation with the relevant head official of the
provincial treasury, exempt a grant from this provision.

(4) Each payment schedule referred to in subsection (2) must provide for transfers to
commence in advance of the date on which the province or municipality concerned is to
begin expending funds in respect of the allocation in question, unless the province or
municipality agrees to a later payment date.

(5) The national accounting officer responsible for an allocation to a province
referred to in Schedule 3, except for agency payments, must pay the allocation into the
province’s provincial revenue fund but the Director-General may direct that such agency
funds also be deposited into a provincial revenue fund.

(6) If a province or municipality does not comply with all the conditions for an
allocation in terms of Schedule 3, the national accounting officer responsible for that
allocation may nevertheless transfer that allocation to the province or municipality if the
national accounting officer—

(a) 1s satisfied that the province or municipality is taking adequate steps to
achieve compliance with the conditions in question; or
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(b) R1 226 000000 ten opsigte van georganiseerde plaaslike regering en muni-
sipaliteite wat nie R293-dorpe is nie.

(2) Die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir plaaslike regering
moet—

word wat die Direkteur-generaal goedgekeur het met inagneming van enige voorstelle
deur SAPRO.

(4) Die toekenning aan elke liggaam bedoel in subartikel (2) moet aan die betrokke
liggaam oorgedra word in maandelikse of kwartaallikse paaiemente ooreenkomstig 'n
betalingskedule wat—

(a) deur die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir plaaslike
regering bepaal word; en
(b) aan enige voorskrifte voldoen wat die Direkteur-generaal vitvaardig.

(5) Die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir plaaslike regering kan

’n betalingskedule beoog in hierdie artikel, wysig.

Tekorte en oorskot-inkomste

5. (1) Indien werklike inkomste wat nasionaal ten opsigte van die finansi€le jaar
ingevorder word, minder is as die verwagte inkomste in Bylae 1 vermeld, dra die
nasionale regeringsfeer die tekort.

(2) Indien werklike inkomste wat nasionaal ten opsigte van die finansiéle jaar
ingevorder word, die verwagte inkomste vermeld in Bylae 1 oorskry, val die oorskot
die nasionale regeringsfeer toe.

DEEL 11
ANDER TOEKENNINGS

Ander toekennings aan provinsies en munisipaliteite

6. (1) Ander toekennings aan provinsies en munisipaliteite uit die nasionale regering
se deel van verwagte inkomste wat nasionaal ten opsigte van die finansiéle jaar
ingevorder word, en die voorwaardes waarop daardie tockennings gedoen word, is soos
in Bylae 3 uiteengesit.

(2) Behoudens hierdie Wet moet elke toekenning bedoel in Bylae 3 en alle bedrae
wat kragtens artikel 14(1) in die Staatskoerant verskyn het aan die betrokke provinsie
of munisipaliteit oorgedra word ooreenkomstig 'n betalingskedule wat—

(a) deur die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir die toekenning
opgestel is; en

(b) deur die Direkteur-generaal goedgekeur is na oorlegpleging met die betrokke
hoofbeamptes van die provinsiale tesourieg.

(3) Die Direkteur-generaal kan, na oorlegpleging met die betrokke hoofbeampte van
die provinsiale tesourie, 'n toekenning van hierdie bepaling vrystel.

(4) Elke betalingskedule bedoel in subartikel (2) moet voorsiening maak vir
oordragte om voor die datum te begin waarop die betrokke provinsie of munisipaliteit
begin om geld te bestee ten opsigte van die betrokke toekenning, tensy die provinsie of
munisipaliteit tot 'n later betalingsdatum instem.

(5) Die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir 'n toekenning aan 'n
provinsie bedoel in Bylae 3 moet die toekenning in die provinsie se provinsiale
inkomstefonds inbetaal, met die uvitsondering van agentskapsbetalings, maar die
Direkteur-generaal kan voorskryf dat die agentskapsfondse ook in ’n provinsiale
inkomstefonds gedeponeer word.

(6) Indien "n provinsie of munisipaliteit nie aan al die voorwaardes vir 'n toekenning
in Bylae 3 voldoen nie, kan die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir
daardie toekenning desnieteenstaande daardie toekenning aan die provinsie of muni-
sipaliteit oordra indien die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte—

(a) tevrede is dat die provinsie of munisipaliteit gepaste stappe doen ten einde
voldoening aan die betrokke voorwaardes te bereik; of
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(b) deems it necessary to do so to prevent—
(1) a disruption of basic services; or
(ii) a failure by the province or municipality concerned to comply with its
statutory or contractual commitments.

(7) A national accounting officer may withhold from a province or municipality an
allocation or portion of an allocation referred to in Schedule 3 (excluding the
. Supplementary Allocation to Provinces) or any allocation gazetted in terms of section
14(1) or a portion of such allocation if he or she has submitted to the Director-General
and to the province or municipality concerned a written report at least 21 days before
such payment is due, setting out facts evidencing failure on the part of that province or
municipality to comply with the conditions on which that allocation is made and
recommending the withholding of the allocation or a stated portion of it.

(8) Despite subsection (7), the Minister may direct, in writing, that such allocation or
a portion of such allocation may not be withheld.

(9) A province or municipality may retain any funds (excluding agency allocations)
not expended in respect of an allocation in terms of Schedule 3.

(10) A national accounting officer of a department referred to in Schedule 3 must
submit a quarterly report in the prescribed form to the Director-General within ten days
after the end of each quarter of the financial year in respect of each transfer effected or
to be effected in terms of this Act.

R293 towns allocations

7. (1) The national accounting officer responsible for local government must, on a
monthly basis—

(a) monitor the transfer of R293 town personnel from the provinces to the
municipalities; and

(b) monitor the reduction of such personnel in the employ of the provinces due to
any other cause.

(2) Despite section 6(2), and after having monitored the transfers and reductions
contemplated in subsection (1), the national accounting officer responsible for local
government may, after consultation with the Director-General—

(a) reduce the amount of an allocation to a province in respect of its R293 town
allocation in terms of Schedule 3 to take account of any such transfers or
reductions;

(b) transfer any allocation intended for a province in respect of its R293 town
allocation to a municipality in that province to which R293 town personnel
have been transferred.

(3) Any funds not transferred in respect of a province’s R293 town allocation in
terms of Schedule 3 may be allocated to R293 towns and the province for local
government support purposes in that province in such proportions and on such
conditions as the national accounting officer responsible for local government may
determine.

Health conditional allocations

8. The allocations to provinces set out in Schedule 3 in respect of the items
concerning health professional training and research, and central hospital services,
respectively, must be transferred to the provinces in accordance with a payment
schedule determined by the Director-General after consultation with—

(a) the national accounting officer for health; and
(b) the head officials of the provincial treasuries.

Supplementary allocation to provinces

9. (1) Subject to subsection (2), the allocations to provinces set out in Schedule 3 in
respect of the item “Supplementary Allocation to Provinces’ must be transferred to the
provinces in accordance with a payment schedule determined by the Director-General
after consultation with the head officials of the provincial treasuries.
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(b) dit nodig ag om aldus te doen ten einde—
(i) ’n ontwrigting van basiese dienste te verhoed; of
(ii) ’n versuim deur die betrokke provinsie of munisipaliteit om aan sy
statutére of kontraktuele verpligtinge te voldoen, te verhoed.

(7) "n Nasionale rekenpligtige beampte kan 'n toekenning of deel van 'n toekenning
bedoel in Bylae 3 of enige toekenning ingevolge artikel 14(1) in die Staatskoerant
gepubliseer (met die uitsluiting van die Aanvullende Toekenning aan Provinsies) of 'n
deel van daardie toekenning, van ’n provinsie of munisipaliteit terughou indien hy of
sy minstens 21 dae voor die betaling verskuldig is 'n skriftelike verslag aan die
Direkteur-generaal en die betrokke provinsie of munisipaliteit voorgelé het waarin feite
vermeld word ter bewys van daardie provinsie of munisipaliteit se versuim om te
voldoen aan die voorwaardes waarop daardie toekenning gedoen is, en wat die
terughou van die toekenning of 'n vermelde deel daarvan aanbeveel.

(8) Ondanks subartikel (7) kan die Minister skriftelik gelas dat die toekenning of "n
deel van die toekenning nie teruggehou mag word nie.

(9) 'n Provinsie of munisipaliteit kan enige geld (met uitsondering van agentskaps-
tockennings) wat nie bestee is nie ten opsigte van 'n toekenning ingevolge Bylae 3,
behou.

(10) *n Nasionale rekenpligtige beampte van ’n departement bedoel in Bylae 3 moet
’n kwartaallikse verslag in die voorgeskrewe vorm aan die Direkteur-generaal voorlé
binne tien dae na die einde van elke kwartaal van die finansiéle jaar ten opsigte van elke
oordrag ingevolge hierdie Wet gedoen of gedoen te word.

R293-dorpe-toekennings

7. (1) Die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir plaaslike regering
moet op 'n maandelikse grondslag— '

(a) die verplasing van personeel van R293-dorpe van die provinsies na die
munisipaliteite moniteer; en

(b) die vermindering van daardie personeel in die diens van provinsies as gevolg
van enige ander rede moniteer.

(2) Ondanks artikel 6(2) en nadat hy of sy die oordragte en verminderings beoog in
subartikel (1) gemoniteer het, kan die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik
vir plaaslike regering, na oorlegpleging met die Direkteur-generaal—

(a) die bedrag van die toekenning aan ’n provinsie ten opsigte van sy R293-
dorp-toekenning ingevolge Bylae 3 verminder ten einde rekening te hou met
enige sodanige oordragte of verminderings;

(b) enige toekenning bedoel vir 'n provinsie ten opsigte van sy R293-dorp-
tockenning na 'n munisipaliteit in daardie provinsie waarna R293-dorp
personeel verplaas is, oordra.

(3) Enige geld wat nie ten opsigte van 'n provinsie se R293-dorp-toekenning
ingevolge Bylae 3 oorgedra is nie, kan aan R293-dorpe en die provinsie vir plaaslike
regerings onderhoudsdoeleindes in daardie provinsie toegeken word in die verhoudinge
en op die voorwaardes wat die nasionale rekenpligtige beampte verantwoordelik vir
plaaslike regering bepaal.

Improvement of conditions of service

respect of the item “improvement of conditions of service”, must be transferred to the
provinces in accordance with a payment schedule determined by the Director-General
after consulting—

(a) the national accounting officer responsible for the public service; and
(b) the head officials of the provincial treasuries.
(2) Transfers to a province in respect of the allocation referred to in subsection (1)
must commence—
(a) in the calendar month in which the improvements take effect; and
(b) in advance of the date on which the province is to begin expending funds in
respect of that allocation.

(3) Despite subsection (1), the allocation to provinces in respect of improvement of
conditions of service for R293 town personnel must be transferred to the national
accounting officer responsible for local government, who must transfer that allocation to
the provinces in accordance with a payment schedule determined by him or her, but he
or she may, after taking account of the matters referred to in section 7(1)—

(a) reduce the amount of any such allocation to take account of any transfers or
reductions contemplated in section 7(1);

(b) transfer any such allocation to a municipality in that province to which R293
town personnel have been transferred as contemplated in section 7(1)(a).

Allocations in respect of SA Housing Fund, Consolidated Municipal Infrastructure
Programme and rehabilitation of hospitals

11. (1) In respect of the items “SA Housing Fund”, “Consolidated Municipal
Infrastructure Programme” and “Rehabilitation of Hospitals”, respectively, the
Director-General may permit such national accounting officer to transfer funds in
respect of such allocation on receipt of approved documentation regarding expenditure
and work completed.

(2) The relevant Minister may, on written notice to the Minister and the head officials
of the provincial treasuries concerned, adjust any allocation or payment schedule in
respect of an allocation contemplated in this section—

(a} in accordance with generally applicable performance criteria determined by
the relevant Minister after consultation with the relevant members of the
provincial executive councils; or

(b) in accordance with an agreement between the relevant Minister and the
relevant members of the provincial executive councils.

(3) If an allocation is adjusted as is contemplated in subsection (2), the national
accounting officer concerned must, subject to subsection (1), submit an adjusted
payment schedule to the Director-General for approval.

Amendment of payment schedule

12. (1) The Director-General may amend any payment schedule in the interests of
improved debt and cash flow management, after consulting—
(a) the person or persons whom the Director-General was required to consult

(b) the national accounting officer who is responsible for that payment schedule,
as the case may be.
(2) The Director-General may, after consultation with the relevant head officials of
provincial treasuries, amend the transfer mechanism of any funds listed in Schedule 3 or
gazetted. :

Transfers made in error

13. (1) A transfer made to a province in error must be regarded as not having been
received by the provincial government for the purposes of its Revenue Fund and must be
recovered without delay by the national accounting officer responsible for the transfer.

(2) The Director-General may direct that such recovery be effected by set-off against
transfers to the province which would otherwise become due in accordance with the
payment schedule contemplated in section 3(2) or other transfers to that province.

(3) Money transferred to a municipality in error must be recovered without delay by
the national accounting officer responsible for the transfer.

(4) The national accounating officer responsible for local government may direct that
such recovery be effected by set-off against transfers to the municipality in question
which would otherwise become due in accordance with a payment schedule.

Transfers not listed under Schedule 3

14. (1) A national accounting officer may effect a transfer to a province or
municipality during the financial year in respect of an allocation other than an allocation
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set out in Schedule 3 only if the Minister has published a notice in the Gazette approving

the allocation and stating—

(a) the purpose of the allocation;

(b) the amount of the allocation;

(¢} to whom the allocation is made; and

(d) any conditions on which the allocation is made.

(2) If a transfer contemplated in subsection (1) is effected to a province or
municipality between 1 April 1999 and the date on which this Act takes effect—

(a) the national accounting officer concerned must, in writing, inform the
Minister of that transfer within seven days after the date on which this Act
takes effect; and

(b) the Minister must without delay publish a notice in the Gazette containing the
information set out in subsection (1).

(3) For the purpose of subsection (1), an allocation includes any agency payment or
any other payment in respect of a function administered by a province or municipality.

(4) A province or municipality performing an agency service may charge a two per
cent fee or an amount agreed, to cover the costs of rendering such service.

(b) an amount equal to a maximum of 55 per cent of the equitable share of local
government set out in Schedule 1 may be transferred to municipalities
designated by the national accounting officer responsible for local govern-
ment, in the first six calendar months of the next financial year in accordance
with a payment schedule determined by the accounting officer for local
government after consultation with the Director-General.

(2) Amounts transferred in terms of subsection (1) must be deemed to be instalments
of the equitable share allocations of the provincial and local spheres of government,
respectively, for the next financial year.
