PUBLICATION OF EXPLANATORY SUMMARY OF THE NATIONAL PARKS AMENDMENT BILL 

The Minister of Environmental Affairs and Tourism intends introducing the National Parks Amendment Bill during June 
2001. An explanatory summary of the Bill is hereby published in accordance with rule 241 (1) (c) of the Rules of the National 
Assembly. 

The Bill seeks to amend the National Parks Act, 1976, so as to bring the South African National Parks (SANP) within the 
ambit of the definition of “association not for gain” contained in section 1 of the Value-Added Tax Act, 1991 (the VAT Act). The 
SANP must pay VAT on any consideration received by it in relation to its supply of goods or services. In terms of the definition 
of “consideration” contained in the VAT Act, that word includes any payment for the supply of goods or services whether in 
money or otherwise and whether voluntary or not. The SANP therefore has to pay VAT on any donation or sponsorship it 
receives. In terms of the said definition, payments made as an unconditional gift to any “association not for gain”, as defined in 
the VAT Act, are however, not regarded as “consideration”. 

in order to avoid the SANP having to pay VAT on donations and sponsorships, this Bill seeks to bring that body within the 
ambit of paragraph (b) (ii) (cc) of the definition of “association not for gain” in the VAT Act. 

The proposed amendment also opens up the possibility for the South African Revenue Service to allow donations by 
axpayers to the SANP as deductions from income tax.

1. WHEREAS Vriende van Afrikaans and Mr. A.E. van Niekerk, Ombudsman for 

Language for the DA in the NCoP, submitted separate but similar complaints to 

the Board to the effect that the South African Roads Agency (SANRAL) utilises 

English to the exclusion of other official languages on road signs and signposts in 

the Cape Metropolitan; 

2. AND WHEREAS the Board investigated the complaint in terms of section 11(4) 

of the Pan South African Language Board Act, 1995, and found — 

(a) that SANRAL obtained advice from the Department of Transport to the 

effect that — 

(i) the alternative use of Afrikaans and English or both on one sign can 

no longer be practically and fairly applied and consequently the use of 

Afrikaans must be scaled down; 

(Gi) English is the language most commonly understood in South Africa; 

and 

(iii) the use of English conforms with the position adopted by Southern 

Africa Development Community (SADC) to use English and 

Portuguese as official languages of business, and that English be used 

as a language common to all countries in the SADC region; 

\ 

(b) that South Africa signed the SADC Protocol on Transport, 

Communication and Meteorology prepared by SATCC-TU in 1998 

(hereafter TCM Protocol) in 1999; 

(c) that significant progress was made in the course of 1999 by SADC 

‘Member States with regard to the harmonisation of road traffic signs, 

defining the Regional Trunk Road Network (RTRN) and adopting 

common route numbers in terms of the TCM Protocol; 

(d) that South Africa accepted the SADC Road Traffic Signs Manual (RTSM) 

which provides for official place names to be used as they appear in the 

Place Name Register; 

(e) that the RTSM is based on, among others, the following principles — 

(i) in order to prevent information overload on drivers, no more than 8 

_ ‘bits’ of information should be displayed on any one sign, one ‘bit’ 
. being equal to a name of not more than 8 characters, a symbol or a
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number of 8 digits; 
(ii) route numbers constitute the primary navigation information on 

direction signs, and symbols and ‘ primary’ place or street names 

provide the required information; 
(iii) ‘primary’ names must be used in the original language and not 

translated to another language; , 
- (iv) place and street names used must correspond with names shown on 

. road maps and road maps must correspond with the official place 
name register of any country; 

(v) the use of numbers, symbols and ‘primary’ place and street names 
-_~ should ‘serve to overcome language problems’ and, at the same time; 

also prevent information overload; 

(vi) information on road signs should be provided ina uniform manner in 
_ the interest of road traffic safety; 

(f) that the developments referred to in (b) and (c) had an effect on national 
~ road signs policy development, which effect is due to - 

(i) _ the RTSM, which requires that only English be used on signs on the 
major road network where a particular place has two names in two 

- different languages; 

(ii) the need for harmonisation within SADC and for supporting the 
SADC compromise regarding language; 

(iii) the need to facilitate international tourism; and 
{iv) an agreement among SADC Member States to use English only on 

road traffic signs ‘in essential cases’. 

CONSIDERING THAT the TCM Protocol — 

(a) was ratified by the required two-thirds of Member States as early as July 
~- - 1998, and enjoys treaty status throughout SADC; 

(b) is strategically aimed at facilitating the integration of regional transport by 

the implementation of compatible policies, legislation, rules, standards and 
procedures; 

(c) has not yet been implemented fully in all Member States; 

NOW THEREFORE, THE BOARD HEREBY DECIDES that SANRAL, by 
using only English on road signs and signposts — 

(a). acted on poor advice from the Department, which operates under the 

erroneous assumption that the patterns of language use in the Western Cape 
support the conclusion that road users use and understand English; 

(b) _ violates the language rights of users of roads in the Cape Metropolitan Area 
through its failure to —
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(i) | adhere to its general constitutional obligation to respect and promote 
multilingualism, as contained in section 6 of the Constitution Act of 

the Republic of South Africa, 1996 (Act No. 108 of 1996); and 

(ii) honour its responsibility in terms of section 4 of the Western Cape 

Provincial Languages Act, 1998 (Act No. 13 of 1998) to use the three 
official languages of the Western Cape Province. 

5. THE BOARD HEREBY ADVISES SANRAL — 

(a) to facilitate implementation of the TCM Protocol in the interest of a 
harmonized road traffic sign system in the region, without violating its 

obligations in terms of the Constitution, 1996; 

(b) to execute its responsibilities towards language in terms of the Constitution 

on the road network in South Africa; 

(c) to encourage signs in the official languages of the Western Cape Province 

on roads which do not form part of the RTRN; and 

(d) to comply with this advice before 31 December 2001. 

6. THE BOARD HEREBY ADVISES the Department of Transport — 

(a) to desist from advising institutions that English may be used to the 

exclusion of other official languages; 

(b) in future, to provide advice that takes the Constitution and provincial 
language legislation into consideration and that refers to the examples 

contained in the Annexure below; and 

(c) to correct the misinformation provided to SANRAL within 30 days after the 
publication of this Notice with reference to the examples contained in the 

Annexure,
