The attached. statements of national revenue, expenditure and borrowing are 

issued in accordance with the requirements of Section 32 of the Public 

Finance Management Act. | 

The summary schedule includes information on the revenue and expenditure 

recorded in the general ledgers of the National Government. A schedule 

containing cash flow information is included as schedule 5:of this release. 

National revenue is detailed in schedule 1. Total revenue for the month of May | 

amounts to R18,276 billion, compared to R14,874 billion for May 2000. Total 

revenue received for the two months to date amounts to R30,889 billion and 

represents 13,2% of total budgeted revenue, compared with revenue for the 

previous year which amounted to R27,122 billion, or 12,5% of the outcome for 

the year. 

‘Expenditure against the National Revenue Fund is set out in schedule 2. Total 

expenditure for the month of May is R21,281 billion which includes voted 

_ amounts of R8,394 billion, statutory payments of R12,880 billion and standing 

appropriations of R6,2 million. Expenditure for the two months to date 

amounts to R42,148 billion and represents 16,3% of total budgeted 

expenditure of R258,317 billion, compared to 15,9 % for the previous year.
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Schedule 3 contains information on extraordinary receipts and payments not 

included as revenue or expenditure. 

Schedule 4 sets out financing for the month of May and year to date. 

Net domestic short-term borrowing for May increased by R499,1 million, 

resulting in a year to date total of R4,407 billion. 

Net domestic jong-term loans for the month of May increased by 

R726,8 million resulting in a year to date total of R1,654 billion. 

_ There was no movements on the net foreign loans for May and the year to 

date total is R5,964 billion. 

In May cash and other balances decreased by R1,779 billion, resulting in a 

net increase of R2,990 billion for the year to date. 

Net borrowing for the month amounts to R3,005 billion and R9,033 billion for 

the year to date. 

A cash flow schedule for the Exchequer Account is included as Schedule 5, 

summarising exchequer receipts and departmental requisitions for the 

National Revenue Fund. These flows differ from the actual receipts andy 

_ outlays in schedules 1 and 2, mainly because of timing differences between 

the cash book transactions of departments and the South African Revenue 

Service, reflected in schedules 1 and 2, and the Exchequer Account cash 

flows.
