HIGHER EDUCATION ACT 101 OF 1997 

TECHNIKON FREE STATE

3. Paragraph 27 of the Statute is hereby amended- 

(a) by the substitution for subparagraph (1) of the following subparagraph: 

“(1) | Nominations for the offices of chairperson and [,] vice-chairperson 
[and other office-bearers] of the council must be in writing to the secretary 
to the council on a date determined by him or her.”; 

(b) _ by the substitution for subparagraph (4) of the following subparagraph: 

“(4) | The chairperson [,] and the vice-chairperson [and other office- 
bearers] of the council must be elected by an absolute majority of the 
members at a duly constituted meeting of the council.”; and 

(c) by the substitution for subparagraph (6) of the following subparagraph: 

“(6) The chairperson [,] and the vice-chairperson [and other office- 
bearers] occupy their respective offices for a [term of one year from the 
date following the term of one year from the date following the day on 
which the previous chairperson, vice-chairperson or other office bearers’ 
terms expire.] period commens with hi term_as ber _of the 
council.”
