The International Trade Administration Commission (the Commission) accepted an 

application alleging that toughened glass for incorporation in vehicles, originating in or 

imported from the People’s Republic of China (PRC) is being dumped on the Southern 

African Customs Union (SACU) market, causing material injury to the SACU industry 

concerned. 

THE APPLICANT 

The application was lodged by Automotive Glass Manufacturers’ Association, being the 

industrial organization for the subject product in SACU, representing the domestic 

manufacturers of the product under investigation. The Applicant alleges that it cannot 

compete with the low prices charged by the importers and that the allegedly dumped 

products are causing it material injury in the replacement market. The Applicant submitted 

sufficient evidence and established a prima facie case to enable the Commission to arrive 

at a reasonable conclusion that an investigation should be initiated.on the. basis of 

dumping, material injury and causality. 

THE PRODUCT | 

The product allegedly being dumped is toughened glass of a size and shape suitable for 

incorporation in vehicles, classifiable under tariff subheading 7007.11, originating in or. 

imported from the PRC. If the Commission finds that the subject product originating in or
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imported from the PRC is being dumped on the SACU market and causing material injury 

to the SACU industry, the Commission may recommend to the Minister of Trade and 

Industry to impose provisional payments and/or anti-dumping duties on all toughened glass 

of a size ‘and’ shape suitable for incorporation in vehicles classifiable under tariff. 

subheading 7007.11 and not only those for the replacement market. 

THE ALLEGATION OF DUMPING 

The allegation of dumping is based on the comparison between the normal value in and 

the export price from the PRC. The normal values were determined based ona price list 

provided by a Turkish producer for the products concerned, including details of trade 

discounts applicable. The export prices were determined based on quotations provided by 

two Chinese producers. On this basis, the Commission found that there was prima facie 

proof of dumping. 

THE ALLEGATION OF MATERIAL INJURY 

The Applicant alleges that it is suffering material injury in the replacement market and 

submitted sufficient evidence to show that there is price undercutting and that the imports 

in question are suppressing its selling prices. The Applicant's information indicated a 

decline in sales, profit margins, output, market share, productivity and capacity utilisation. It 
further indicated that there is a negative effect on cash flow, return on investment, and 

ability to raise capital and employment. It was also evident that the decrease in market 

share has been at the expense of a corresponding increase in the market share of the 

allegedly dumped goods. On this basis the Commission found that there was prima facie 

proof of material injury and causal link. 

PERIOD OF INVESTIGATION 

The period of investigation for purposes of determining the dumping margin in the 

exporting country of origin will be from 1 April 2004 to 31 March 2005. The period of
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investigation for purposes of determining injury will be from 1 January 2002 to 31 March 

2005. If there are subsequent events that are relevant to injury the Commission may later 

request and consider further, more recent information. 

PROCEDURAL FRAMEWORK 

Having decided that there is sufficient evidence and a prima facie case to justify the 

initiation of an investigation, the Commission has begun an investigation in terms of section 

16 of the International Trade Administration Act, 2002 (the ITA Act). The Commission will 

conduct its investigation in accordance with the relevant sections of the ITA Act, the World 

Trade Organisation Agreement on Implementation of Article VI of the GATT 1994 (the Anti- 

Dumping Agreement) and the Anti-Dumping Regulations of the International Trade 

Administration Commission of South Africa (ADR). Both the ITA Act and the ADR are 

available on the Commission’s website (www.itac.org.za) or from the Trade Remedies 

section, on request. 

In order to obtain the information it deems necessary for its investigation, the Commission 

will send non-confidential versions of the application and questionnaires to all known 

importers and exporters, and known representative associations.

NORMS AND RULES FOR NATIONAL LANGUAGE BODIES... 

WHEREAS the Pan South African Language Board published Norms and Rules in 

Government Gazette No. 21907 of 22 December 2000 to ensure that National 

Language Bodies are established primarily as language development agencies 

with specific emphasis on standardisation in respect of all official languages; and 

WHEREAS a need has arisen for the Norms and Rules to be revised to bring them 

in line with recent developments within the operations of the Board and to 

address other incidental matters:

Language Body or Technical Committee for the purposes of 

127
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arranging and holding a meeting, in booking a venue, catering, 

and the reasonable costs incurred by members for travelling, 

accommodation and subsistence: provided that the Chief 

Executive Officer has approved the expenses prior to their being 

incurred. 

No reimbursement for approved expenses shall be arranged 

before the Board has received claim forms, minutes and reports of 

a meeting within the timeframes agreed upon in terms of rule 

13(1) {i}. 

Subject to the approval of the Chief Executive Officer, a National 

Language Body shall be at liberty to engage in fundraising 

activities to augment the funds allocated by the Board for the 

activities of the National Language Body. 

In the event of a National Language Body managing to raise funds 

as contemplated in sub-rule (3), such funds shall be utilised in 

accordance with the conditions, if any, imposed by the donor or 

contributor concerned and a report be submitted to the Board. 

The National Language Body shall, subject to the approval of the 

Chief Executive Officer, have the powers to open a bank account 

with any recognised financial institution, and such account shall be 

conducted be in compliance with the Public Finance 

Management Act. 

CO-OPERATION AND RELATIONSHIP WITH OTHER STRUCTURES 

20. (1) 

(2) 

A National Language Body shall strive to promote close co- 

operation between itself and any organ of state, person, body of 

persons or institution involved in the development and promotion of 

language. 

A National Language Body may consult and work closely with any 

person or body of persons who has special knowledge of and 

experience in the language problems of South Africa, or who is in 

any way involved in the development and promotion of language. 

A National Language Body shall ensure that it establishes and 

maintains working relations with, amongst others, - 

(i) the Provincial Geographical Names Committee; 
(ii) the National Geographical Names Council: 

(iii) the Provincial and National Departments of Education; 

(iv) the Provincial and National Departments of Aris and Culture; 

(v) ihe Department of Justice and Constitutional Development; 

(vi) the local government:
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(vii) the electronic and print media; and 
(vi) the National and Provincial Houses of Traditional Leaders. 

RECOGNITION AND WITHDRAWAL OF RECOGNITION 

21. (1) If a National Language Body fails in material respects to perform its 
functions as set out in these rules, the Board may withdraw its 

“recognition of that National Language Body. 

(2) The Board shall not withdraw recognition of a National Language 

Body unless - 

(a) the Board has notified each member of the National 
Language Body concerned of the nature of the failure; 

(bo) the Chief Executive Officer has tabled a copy of the 
..., ndtification at a consecutive Board meeting; and 
(c) the Chief Executive Officer has afforded the National 

Language Body. a reasonable opportunity to make 
submissions to the Board in respect of that notification. 

(3) Upon dissolution of a National Language Body, the Board shall 
withdraw recognition thereof through publication of a notice to 
that effect in the Government Gazette - 

(4) Should there be a body of proven ability and record already 
existing and performing any of the functions contemplated in Rules 
11 and 12 to the satisfaction of the Board, the Board may recognise © 
that body as the National Language Body for the language
