Besides setting a godly example to their partners and
future family, many young women having found Christ as their Saviour in the YW, have entered into full-time
Christian service.

The YW offers mutual development and help for women - spiritually, socially, physically and
intellectually. Young women will always find a friend at the YW, Our dedicated staff seek to meet each
resident’s need and provide biblical counselling and prayerful support through all difficultes.

The YW maintains a quiet withess to a Christian way of life. Countrywide our houses accommodate
+/-450 young women. Recreational facilities differ from residence to residence, however, indoor and outdoor
activities are available in all. Residents also attend a weekly youth service and optional Bible study groups are
provided. The libraries offer a wide variety of fiction and non-fiction reading material and all our residences
provide TV and video facilities. Several are also able to offer intemet connection for those requiring it.

Accommodation is flexible. Residents may stay for a few days, months or years. As many of our
residents come from countries outside South Africa, this affords parents and family members a stopover when
visiting or registering thefr daughter or sister at the YW.

The YW is a facility which is open to tourists also, especially during the hotiday months of December-
January and hdy-August although our Cape Town residence can provide accommodation for visitors all year
round.
