REGULATIONS

The Independent Communications Authority of South Africa has, under section 4(1) of the

Electronic Communications Act, 2005 (Act No. 36 of 2005) read with section 4(3)(j) of the

Independent Communications Authority of South Africa Act, 2000 (Act No. 13 of 2000),

made the regulations in the schedule.

SCHEDULE

1. Definitions

In these regulations "the Regulations" means the regulations published by

Government Notice No. 1419 of 14 November 2008.

2. Amendment of regulation 1 of the Regulations

Regulation 1 of the Regulations is hereby amended by the substitution for the

definition "election broadcast period" of the following definition:

"Election Broadcast Period" means the period within . which .party election
broadcasts may be transmitted; such period commencing 120 hours after the
allotment of time-slots by ICASA and ending 48 hours before polling commences.

3. Commencement

These regulations will come into force upon publication in the Government Gazette.
