National Environmental Management Act, 1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998) read with regulation 6(1) of the Bio­

prospecting, Access and Benefit Sharing Regulations, 2008 delegate the authority toissue permits relating tothe

Bioprospecting activities involving Indigenous Biological Resources and export from the Republic of the

Indigenous Biological Resources for the purposes of Bio-prospecting, to the Director-General of the

Department ofEnvironmentai Affairs. The power delegated tothe incumbent includes the power tosub-delegate.
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
