2.3. During the ECC deliberation on the increase of the taxi wages, the ECC

recommended that the minimum wages should be raised by CPI (excluding

owners equivalent rent) plus 2% from 1 July 2013. For year two and three, the

ECC recommended that the minimum wages for the taxi sector should be

increased by CPI (excluding owners equivalent rent) plus 1, 5% on 1 July 2014

and by CPI plus 1, 5% on 1 July 2015 respectively.
