The
NSFAS also advise the Minister on matters relating to student financial aid and performs such
other functions assigned to it by the Minister. The NSFAS is managed, governed and
administered by the NSFAS Board. The NSFAS Board is supported by its own professional
secretariat, headed by the Executive Officer, and maintains its own operating budget.
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The selection of the appointed members of the NSFAS Board must be undertaken in such a
manner as to ensure that the membership taken as a whole-

is broadly representative of the higher education system;
0 has knowledge of higher education and appreciates its role in meeting the reconstruction;

and development needs of our society and economy;
has financial expertise and experience; and

is representative in terms of race, gender and disability.
