Notice is hereby given in terms of section 71 (9), read with section 70D (1) of the
Labour Relations Act, 1995 (Act No. 66 of 1995 as amended) (“the Act”) that the
Committee is to conduct an investigation, which investigation may lead to a
variation or cancellation of a current designation of the Committee.
