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1. Introduction 

The Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, Act 108 of 1996, recognises Sepedi, Sesotho, 
Setswana, Siswati, Tshivenda, Xitsonga, Afrikaans, English, isiNdebele, isiXhosa, and isiZulu as 
official languages of the Republic.  It, furthermore, calls on the state to take practical and positive 
measures to elevate the status and advance the use of the indigenous languages.  Legislative and 
other measures should be employed to reach this ideal. 

In response to this constitutional provision, the National Language Policy Framework (NLPF) was 
developed and approved by Cabinet in 2003.  The purpose of the NLPF was to guide government 
departments and other state institutions to translate the linguistic constitutional provisions into 
positive and concrete measures so as to address the linguistic imbalances of the past in a 
structured and coherent manner. 

The Use of Official Languages Act, Act 12 of 2012 (“the Act”), was also compiled in response to 
the Constitution’s call for government to use legislative and other measures to regulate and 
monitor the use of the country’s official languages.  This piece of legislation takes precedence over 
any inconsistencies of any other law on the official languages by national government.  This policy 
has been formulated in line with the provisions of the Constitution and the Act. 

2. Policy Content 

2.1 Policy Statement 

Taking into account the linguistic diversity of Eskom’s employees, customers, and other 
stakeholders and taking into account Eskom’s desire to maintain and strengthen its relationship 
with these groupings, Eskom’s Chief Executive has authorised the issuing of a language policy for 
the company in line with the provisions of the Use of Official Languages Act (Act 12 of 2012). 

2.2 Policy Principles or Rules 

2.2.1 Eskom Holdings SOC Limited shall, in all its operations, ensure that the provisions of the 
Use of Official Languages Act are integrated into the entire business value chain, where 
applicable, thus empowering Eskom employees, customers, and stakeholders to gain 
access to Eskom information, products, and services. 

2.2.2 English will be used as the language of business and record in Eskom and will, accordingly, 
be one of the languages referred to in 2.2.3 below.  In addition communication with external 
parties may be done through the relevant foreign language should this be required. 
Furthermore, documents signed by the Chairman and Chief Executive and meant for 
external communication shall be reviewed for linguistic and tonal appropriateness. 
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2.2.3 The choice of other languages to be used in both written and oral internal and external 
communication will be based on the demographics of the workplace and province in which 
Eskom operates, the target audience, the requirement at the time, and the communication 
event.  The choice of language may also be guided by the latest census results.  
Interpreting and translation services will be made available on request. 

2.2.4 Public notices, advertisements, and announcements to be published in the media should be 
made in the language used by the targeted market and the local, regional, or national media 
house. 

2.2.5 In disciplinary hearings, the preferred official language of the employee(s) and witness (es) 
involved in the process should be used, with the aid of interpreting services, if necessary. 

2.2.6 In order to reach out to the visually impaired written communication should be converted 
using the appropriate software format should this be required and in the case of the deaf, 
South African Sign Language interpreting services will be provided should this be required. 

2.2.7 Due consideration has to be given to the language preferences of local communities when 
erecting signage for identifying Eskom facilities and services.  This information should be 
made available in at least three of the official languages dominant in a particular area.  

2.2.8 If any members of the public believe that their language rights have been violated by Eskom 
or any person performing an Eskom function, they should lodge a complaint, in writing, with 
the Chief Executive of Eskom.  The complaint may either be delivered to Eskom’s Megawatt 
Park head office in Sunninghill, Sandton, or be sent by registered mail to the following 
address:  Chief Executive, Eskom Holdings SOC Limited, PO Box 1091, Johannesburg, 
2000.  

2.2.9 The complaint must be lodged within three months of it arising.  The person lodging the 
complaint must provide his/her full names, address, and contact information.  Such person 
should also provide a full and detailed description of the complaint for further handling. 

2.2.10 To ensure company-wide alignment, an integrated language committee representative of all 
Eskom Groups will, together with the Language Unit, take responsibility for monitoring the 
implementation of the Language Policy, reporting on it, and periodically reviewing it in 
accordance with Eskom’s guidelines on policy development. 

2.2.11 The full version of this policy will be made available on the Eskom website and intranet in all 
11 of the official languages.  The summarised version, together with its translations, will be 
available in hard copy at all Eskom customer care centres and offices.  The policy will also 
be made available in Braille, on request. 
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3. Supporting Clauses 

3.1 Scope 

3.1.1 Purpose 

The purpose of this policy is to provide guidance on how the provisions of the Use of Official 
Languages Act 12 of 2012 should be implemented in Eskom. 

3.1.2 Applicability 

This policy will apply throughout Eskom Holdings SOC Limited. 

3.1.3 Effective date

3.5 Roles and Responsibilities 

3.5.1 Language Unit 

To ensure the effective implementation of this policy, the Language Unit will take responsibility for 
the following: 

a) Providing language facilitation services such as editing, proofreading, translation, 

interpreting, and terminology development for the business 

b) Conducting audits and surveys to assess the appropriateness of the existing policy and 

language practices within Eskom and to make recommendations on the improvement of the 

policy and practices 

c) Reporting annually to the Pan South African Language Board and the Department of Arts 

and Culture on the progress made with the Language Policy and implementation matters 

d) Ensuring that Eskom complies with all relevant language legislation and conventions 

e) Establishing an integrated language committee representative of all Eskom groups and 
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responsible for monitoring the implementation of the Language Policy, reporting on it, and 

periodically reviewing it in accordance with Eskom’s guidelines on policy development. 

3.5.2 Corporate Affairs Division 

Corporate Affairs will take accountability for the following: 

a) Providing language policy direction to Eskom 

b) Making resources and capacity available for the implementation and monitoring of the 

language policy 

c) Studying trends outside Eskom with a view to developing and providing policy, assurance, 

and guidance to Eskom and its subsidiaries regarding language-related matters 

d) Continually studying the impact of this policy on Eskom’s business, its reputation, and its 

relationships with its employees, customers, and stakeholders and effecting amendments 

as and when necessary 

3.5.3 Exco 

Eskom’s Executive Management Committee (Exco) is accountable for setting standards in terms of 
this policy.  To that end, the Chief Executive or his/her nominee shall be the custodian of this 
language policy. 

 

3.6 Process for Monitoring 

Language audits and surveys should be conducted at regular intervals to assess language 
preference and proficiency in order to respond positively and relevantly to the linguistic needs and 
capabilities of Eskom’s employees and customers.  The results of such surveys should guide the 
Language Unit in the review of this policy.  This policy will be reviewed at three-yearly intervals 
from the date of approval.

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1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1. South Africa is a multicultural society that is characterised by its rich linguistic 

diversity.  Language is an indispensable tool that can be used to deepen our 

democracy and also contribute to the social, cultural, intellectual, economic and 

political life of South African society. 

1.2. The country’s linguistic landscape changed dramatically after the advent of 

democracy in 1994, when the Constitution provided a legal and regulatory 

framework for the formal recognition and promotion of linguistic diversity. The 

current multilingualism dispensation allows for the former marginalised languages to 

flourish.  

1.3. Section 6 of the Constitution guarantees equal status to 11 official languages, 

namely Afrikaans; English; isiNdebele; isiXhosa; isiZulu; Sepedi; Sesotho; 

Setswana; Siswati, Tshivenda and Xitsonga.  

1.4. By virtue of its constitutional mandate to provide the public with information that is 

timely, accurate and accessible, the GCIS is responsible for providing strategic 

leadership and coordinating government communications to ensure that the public is 

informed and has access to government programmes and policies that benefit them.  

The organisation has over the past years been consistently producing some of its 

communication material in all the official languages. 

1.5. By fostering equitable access to government services, knowledge and information 

as part of its constitutional and moral obligation, the GCIS actually ensures redress 

for the previously marginalised languages, which have since been given an official 

status. 

2. DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this policy, except where clearly indicated otherwise, the words 

and expressions set out below have the following meaning:

3. POLICY PRINCIPLES 

3.1. The GCIS Language Policy is based on the following principles: 

3.1.1. Recognition of the linguistic and cultural diversity within the GCIS, and the 

multilingual nature of the people of South Africa. 
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3.1.2. Development and promotion of all official languages in the spirit of Batho 

Pele.

3.1.3. The public’s right to use the language of their choice in their interaction and 

communication with the GCIS. 

3.1.4. The public’s right to access and/or receive government services and 

information in the language of their choice, where it is reasonably 

practicable. 

3.1.5. The important role language plays in facilitating communication between 

government and the people. 

3.1.6. The need to provide for the communication needs of people with language 

barriers, such as the visually and/or hearing impaired. 

3.1.7. The legislative and constitutional mandate to promote multilingualism to 

ensure effective and efficient communication between government and the 

public.  

3.2. The GCIS shall use plain language to enhance communication. 

4. PURPOSE AND SCOPE  

4.1. The purpose of this policy is to comply with the legislative and constitutional 

mandate to promote multilingualism and to ensure effective and efficient 

communication between government and the public in accordance with the 

objectives of the Act and the Constitution.  

4.2. This policy is binding on all branches and employees of the GCIS.  

4.3. The Branch: Corporate Services will be the official custodian of this policy.  

5. LEGISLATIVE MANDATE 

The policy is based on the following legal frameworks:  

5.1. The Constitution of the Republic of South Africa of 1996;  

5.2. Use of Official Languages Act, 2012 (Act 12 of 2012); 

5.3. The National Language Policy Framework, 2003; 

5.4. Promotion of Access to Information Act, 2000 (Act 2 of 2000);  

5.5. National Communication Strategic Framework – 2014-2019. 
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6. ABOUT THE GCIS 

6.1. The GCIS was previously established in terms of Section 239 of the Constitution and 

as a strategic unit in The Presidency in terms of Section 7 of the Public Service Act, 

1994 (Act 103 of 1994).  The GCIS was abolished at the end of September 2014 

and the new Department of Communications established from 1 October 2014. 

However, in November 2014, The Presidency issued a directive for the GCIS to be 

re-established with effect from 1 April 2015 as a Schedule 1 national department 

reporting to the Minister of Communications. 

6.2. The GCIS is mandated to coordinate, guide and advise on government 

communication, including media liaison, development communication and 

marketing.  Its goal is to achieve integrated, coordinated and clear communications 

between government and South African citizens, which enables the public to be 

involved in the country’s transformation. 

6.3. The main service of the GCIS is to provide accurate and timely government 

information to the citizens of South Africa through mediated and unmediated 

communication methods.  The GCIS uses different products and platforms to meet 

the information needs of various target audiences.  The GCIS provides this service 

as a constitutional right to the citizens of South Africa wherein Section 195(g) of the 

Constitution stipulates that to foster transparency, the public should be provided with 

information that is timely, accurate and accessible. 

6.4. By virtue of the aforementioned mandate the GCIS renders services across all 

geographical areas of South Africa.  

7. MANDATE OF THE LANGUAGE SERVICES UNIT 

7.1. The GCIS Language Services Unit was established in April 2008 with the mandate 

to provide a translation, editing and proofreading service to the GCIS.  

7.2. It is also responsible for harvesting, developing and consolidating relevant 

terminology. 

7.3. It collaborates with other linguistic organisations, and contributes to the development 

and promotion of the previously marginalised languages. 

7.4. The Language Services Unit will be responsible to implement this policy and to 

advise all stakeholders on the contents hereof. 
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7.5. The Language Services Unit shall constantly monitor and evaluate progress 

regarding the implementation of this policy and submit an annual report to the 

Minister of Arts and Culture and PanSALB regarding the use of the official 

languages on the areas as envisaged in Section 9 of the Act. 

8. POLICY STATEMENT  

8.1. Official languages of the GCIS 

8.1.1. As the custodian of government communications, the GCIS shall endeavour to 

communicate in all 11 official languages, where necessary and practicable. 

8.1.2. The GCIS will consider the usage, practicality, expense, regional circumstances 

and the balance of the needs and preferences of the public it serves when deciding 

on the official language(s) to be used. 

8.2. Communication with the public 

8.2.1. The GCIS will communicate as follows with members of the public: 

Type of communication Language

Oral communication, including official 

proceedings, announcements, public 

speeches,  conferences, etc. 

The GCIS will use English interchangeably 

with any of the official languages, depending 

on the purpose or the platform. 

Official written communication, including 

electronic communication, all 

correspondence, press statements, 

memoranda, invitations, circulars, 

publications, leaflets, brochures, etc. 

The documents will primarily be published in 

English.  All provincial written 

communication material shall also be 

translated into the most prevailing 

language(s) spoken in a particular province. 

Forms Will be made available in English.   

Signage and Branding Considering that GCIS wants to communicate 

with the widest possible audience and the 

limited space available in these types of 

publications, all GCIS internal and external 

signage and branding shall be in English. 

GCIS annual reports and other strategic Will be published in English.
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documents.

8.2.2. Requests for communications in any other language can be submitted as per the 

procedure outlined in paragraph 8.5 below.  

8.3. Internal and other formal communication with third parties  

8.3.1. The following communications shall be conducted in English, unless where there is 

a need and having regard to usage, practicality, expense, regional circumstances 

and the balance of the needs and preferences of the public, the communication 

may be translated from English into the requested language(s): 

8.3.1.1. All internal official oral, written and electronic communication within the 

GCIS (memoranda, leaflets, brochures, banners, official announcements, 

documents, newsletters, posters, notices, official addresses, meetings, 

etc).  

8.3.1.2. All official oral, written and electronic communication where third parties 

may be involved including meetings, group discussions, presentations, job 

interviews, training sessions, disciplinary hearings, etc. 

8.3.2. GCIS staff members may engage in oral, written or electronic communication 

among themselves in the language of their choice, provided that all involved in the 

communication understand the language(s) being used. 

8.4. Communication with members of the public with sensory disabilities: 

8.4.1. The GCIS shall, where there is a need and taking into account usage, practicality, 

expense, regional circumstances and the balance of the needs and preferences of 

the public, provide communication material in Braille for the benefit of visually 

impaired and facilitate Sign Language interpretation for the hearing impaired. 

8.5. Procedure for obtaining translations: 

8.5.1. Where communications have not been provided in Braille, Sign Language or in any 

of the official languages, a request can be made to the DG for a translation of the 

document, conversion thereof to Braille or Sign Language interpretation.  

8.5.2. The request must be addressed to the DG and emailed to 

languagequeries@gcis.gov.za or submitted at the GCIS Head Office. 
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8.5.3. The GCIS will consider the request taking into account usage, practicality, expense, 

regional circumstances and the balance of the needs and preferences of the public.  

8.5.4. If the request is approved taking into account the factors mentioned in paragraph 

8.5.3 above, the GCIS will within 10 working days upon receipt of a request, 

facilitate, as the case may be, translation of the document, sign language 

interpretation services or the conversion of text into Braille.   

8.5.5. Where sign language interpretation is required at a GCIS event, a request must be 

sent seven working days prior to the date scheduled for the event. 

9. RECORD-KEEPING 

9.1. All official documents of the GCIS shall be placed on record in English and, where  

 applicable, filed with its translated and/or adapted version.  

10. COMPLAINTS RESOLUTION 

10.1. Any person who has a complaint regarding the application of the GCIS Language 

Policy may lodge a complaint in writing to the DG within three months of the 

complaint arising. 

10.2. The complaint must be delivered in one of the following ways to the GCIS: 

10.2.1. Physical delivery to the GCIS Head Office situated at Tshedimosetso 

House, 1035 cnr Frances Baard and Festival streets, Hatfield, Pretoria, 

0083; or 

10.2.2. By way of registered mail addressed to: The DG, GCIS, Private Bag X745, 

Pretoria, 0001; or 

10.2.3. By way of email addressed to the DG at languagequeries@gcis.gov.za

10.3. The complainant’s full details – including full names, address and contact details –

must be clearly indicated on the complaint submitted.   

10.4. A detailed description of the complaint must be provided, including the date, time 

and responsible person, where applicable. 

10.5. The GCIS may request the complainant to provide additional information or to attend 

a meeting for the purposes of making an oral enquiry of the complaint. 
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10.6. The DG shall within three months or such shorter period as may be necessary to 

properly consider the complaint, make a decision regarding the complaint and 

communicate such decision in writing to the complainant. 

10.7. If the complainant is not satisfied with the decision of the the DG, the complainant 

can escalate the matter to the Minister of Communications by submitting a written 

appeal within one month of receiving the DG’s decision as contemplated in 

paragraph 10.6 above. 

11. PUBLICATION AND ACCESS TO THE GCIS LANGUAGE POLICY 

11.1. The language policy will be available in: 

11.1.1. all 11 official languages; and 

11.1.2. Braille. 

11.2. This policy can be accessed: 

11.2.1. in any of the 11 official languages online at www.gcis.gov.za; or 

11.2.2. by perusing a printed copy thereof in any of the 11 official languages or in 

Braille at the GCIS’s Head Office or provincial offices. 

11.3. A copy of the language policy will be published in English in the Government 

Gazette, and will also be displayed in a designated area at the GCIS Head Office 

and provincial offices. 

12. POLICY REVIEW 

12.1.  The policy will be reviewed every four years or whenever it is deemed necessary.

12. REBATE PROVISION 
 

12.1 Schedule No. 4, Part 2 of the Customs and Excise Act No. 91 of 1964 

(Customs and Excise Act) makes provision for: 

 

“460.17/87.03/02.04 for motor cars and other motor vehicles principally 

designed for the transport of persons, including station wagons (excluding 

racing cars), adapted or to be adapted to be driven solely by a physically

12.2 ITAC may investigate, evaluate and determine the application and  issuing of 

this specific rebate permit provided that:

17. PURPOSE 
 

1.1  This document serves to provide reference and a procedural guide, for the 

application for permits in terms of rebate item 460.17/87.00/04.02 for the duty 

free importation of certain motor vehicles. 

 

18. REBATE PROVISION 
 

18.1 Schedule No. 4, Part 2 of the Customs and Excise Act No. 91 of 1964 (Customs 

and Excise Act) makes provision for rebate of the full duty on: 

 

” 460.17/87.00/04.02 for Motor vehicles principally designed for the transport of 

physically disabled person, including station wagon (excluding racing cars), 

adapted or to be adapted to be used for the transport of physically disabled 

person. 

 

18.2 ITAC may investigate, evaluate and determine the application and issuing of 

this specific  rebate permits provided that: 

 

c) Such permit may only be issued to a person or organization registered to care 

for and to transport physically disabled persons; and 
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d) If such a motor vehicle is offered, advertised, lent, hired, leased, pledged, 

given away, exchanged, sold or otherwise disposed of within a period of 5 

years from the date of entry under this rebate item, such foregoing acts shall 

render such motor vehicle liable to the payment of duty on a PRO RATA 

basis. 

 

19. CONSIDERATIONS 
 
19.1 Rebate permits will be considered if the following are present: 

 

19.1.1 The motor vehicle is a right hand drive and has been homologated by 

the SABS to comply with the national road safety requirements to 

register the motor vehicle with the licensing authorities;  

 

19.1.2 The organization that applies for the rebate permit is registered in terms 

of the Non-Profit Organisation Act to care for persons with physical 

disabilities; 

 

19.1.3 The motor vehicle has been structurally adapted or will be structurally 

adapted within a period of three (3) months from the date of importation 

 

Modification may include among others: 

 

i. The floor-pan of the motor vehicle has been modified to incorporate 

clamps/clips and an anchorage for the safety harness to hold the 

wheelchair and physically disabled person steady and in position when 

the motor vehicle is driven.  

 

ii.  Railings are fitted to the door and sides of the motor vehicle for a 

disabled person to hold onto when the motor vehicle is in motion at the 

time of importation or will be fitted within three months from the date of 

importation; or 

 

iii. The motor vehicle is fitted with medical equipment, such as an oxygen 

cylinder, to allow the disabled person to be transported at the time of 
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importation or will be fitted within three months of the date of 

importation of the motor vehicle. 

 

19.2 Rebate permits will not be considered in the following circumstances: 

 

19.2.1 The motor vehicle is a left hand drive motor vehicle and has not been 

homologated by the South African Bureau of Standards (SABS)  that it 

complies with the road safety requirements of the licensing authorities; 

 

19.2.2 No structural adaptation is to be or has been made to the motor vehicle 

to transport persons (Fitting only of a hoist to the motor vehicle is 

considered to be insufficient on its own). 

 

19.2.3 The motor vehicle is only used occasionally by a non-registered 

person/organization to transport the physically disabled person. 

 

20. APPLICATION PROCEDURES 
 

20.1 Applicants must fully comply with all the relevant South African Revenue 

Services (SARS) provisions as users of the rebate provision.  

 

20.2 The applicant shall submit, to the International Trade Administration 

Commission of SA (ITAC), a complete application form obtainable and 

considered by the National Council for Persons with Physical Disabilities in 

South Africa.  This document should be accompanied by the relevant 

supporting documentation.

21. APPLICABLE CONDITIONS 
 

5.1  These rebate provisions are strictly for motor vehicles for adaptation for use by 

or transportation of persons with physical disabilities at such times and under 

such conditions as the International Trade Administration Commission may 

allow by specific permit, after consultation with the National Council for Persons 

with Physical Disabilities in South Africa (NCPPDSA).

5.11 Should the concerned party displace a permit, the applicant should submit an 

affidavit on a company letterhead endorsed by the Commissioner of Oaths, 
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stating that the permit was lost and relevant reasons thereto.  ITAC may issue a 

new permit.  Should the lost permit later be found, the applicant should return 

such a permit to ITAC. 

 
22. NON-COMPLIANCE 

 

6.1   Should there be unreasonable doubt that any of the conditions stipulated for this 

rebate provision are not complied with; the consignment (in terms of which the 

rebate was used) may be seized by the ITAC or SARS, and the relevant 

customs duties and penalties may be applied.   

 

6.4 Where non-compliance is detected, appropriate action will be taken against the 

relevant party in terms of the International Trade Administration (ITA) Act and 

the Customs and Excise Act.  This action may include (but is not limited to) 

criminal charges, withdrawal of the permit/s concerned and/or the rejection of 

future applications for permits.

UNPROFESSIONAL CONDUCT: CONCEPT OF HOMEOPATHIC ‘VACCINES’ 
WITHIN THE PHILOSOPHY OF HOMEOPATHY OR HOMEOPATHIC 

METHODOLOGY 
 

Vaccines are biological preparations of antigenic materials that are believed to develop 
adaptive-immunity in recipients of the vaccine to a specific disease, are typically 
manufactured from attenuated or inert antigenic materials and are administered in either 
a prophylactic or therapeutic conventional medical approach against disease.  
 
Section 1 (2) of the Act, as amended, read together with Regulation 28 of Government 
Notice R.127, published on 12 February 2001 (as amended), as well as Regulation 47 
of Government Notice R. 2610, published on 03 December 1982 (as amended) sets out 
the scope of practice for practitioners of Homeopathy. 
 
The Council, after due consideration and in consultation with the Professional Board: 
Homeopathy, Naturopathy and Phytotherapy (PBHNP), has resolved that no 
homeopathic substance should be termed or purported to be a homeopathic ‘vaccine’. 
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The concept of a homeopathic ‘vaccine’ does not exist in the philosophy of Homeopathy 
or in Homeopathic methodology, nor is it proven or demonstrable that an antigen-
antibody reaction is caused with resultant antibody titres after the administration of any 
homeopathic substance. 
 
 
The Council, after due consideration and in consultation with the PBHNP, has therefore 
resolved that:
 

(a) No education and training that would promote the concept of homeopathic 
‘vaccines’ or instruct in any way the substitution of registered vaccines with 
homeopathic substances, may take place by any person or institution; 

(b) The administration, dispensing or any recommendation to patients or legal 
guardians of any homeopathic substance purported to be a ‘vaccine’ is deemed 
unprofessional conduct for practitioners of Homeopathy; and 

(c) No homeopathic substance may be administered in purported fulfilment of the 
Road to Health Chart: Expanded Program on Immunisation Vaccines (EPI) or as 
any other substitute for a registered vaccine.
 

Should the Council become aware of any practitioner of Homeopathy engaging in any of 
the abovementioned prohibited practices, such practitioner shall face disciplinary action 
in terms of Sections 23 – 30 of the Act, as amended.  
 
The above notice does not prevent the execution of any other ordinary function of a 
homeopathic practitioner in terms of his/her prescribed scope of practice that may seek 
to prevent any illness, disease or condition.

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COMPETENCE STANDARD FOR CONTRACTORS 
 
1. Scope 
 
This cidb Competence Standard for Contractors established the competencies of a 
contracting enterprise which need to reside with the owner and/or key nominated 
representatives of the contractor. These competencies are measured against minimum 
acceptable standards necessary for running a contracting enterprise and for supervising 
building and construction works.  
 

2. Terms and Definitions 
 
For the purposes of this document, the following terms and definitions apply: 
 
class of construction works:  the class of construction works referred to in Schedule 3 of 
the Construction Industry Development Regulations 2004 as amended and published in 
terms of the Construction Industry Development Board Act of 2000 (Act 38 of 2000); 
 
competent: having suitable or sufficient skill, knowledge and experience; 
 
Construction Industry Development Board (CIDB):  the board established in terms of the 
Construction Industry Development Board Act of 2000 (Act 38 of 2000); 
 
construction category: ‘Open’, ‘Limited’ or ‘Trade Contractor’ defined in Section 3.1; 
 
contractor: person or organization that contracts to provide the goods, services or 
engineering and construction works covered by the contract; 
 
SACPCMP registered Construction Manager:  Construction Manager registered in terms 
of the South African Council for the Project and Construction Management Professions 
(SACPCMP). 
  

3. General 
 
The cidb Competence Standard for Contractors established the competencies that should 
exist within a contracting enterprise within a cidb Class of Construction Works, within a 
Construction Category and where relevant within a sub-Category. 
 

3.1 Construction Categories 
 
Recognition of minimum competencies is limited in this Standard to the cidb Class of 
Construction Works of General Building (GB), Civil Engineering (CE) and selected artisanal 
categories within Special Works (SW), and in the following Categories within a Class of 
Construction Works: 
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 Open (cidb Grades 7 to 9); being a contractor who has access to a SACPCMP registered 
Construction Manager or relevant ECSA registered professional; 

 Limited (cidb Grades 2 to 6): being a contractor who has adequate knowledge and 
experience to carry out work within pre-determined sub-Categories;  

 Trade Contractors (cidb Grades 1 to 5): being a contractor who has adequate 
knowledge and experience to carry out work within pre-determined Trade Categories. 

 

3.2 Nominated Representatives 
 
The competencies identified in this Standard need to reside with the owner and/or key 
nominated representatives of the contractor, and must be an employee of the company.

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Standard for Contractor Performance Reports for use on Construction Works 
Contracts (Grade 1) 
 
1. Scope 
 
This standard for contractor performance reports provides for a uniform and consistent 
method of assessment of the performance of a contractor with respect to the following 
project parameters: 
 
 time management; 
 cost management; 
 quality management; 
 health and safety management; and 
 management of site conditions 
 
Subject to sufficient contractor performance reports being available, contractor performance 
reports can be used, amongst others, for the purpose of managing procurement risks 
through: 
 
 assessing the suitability of contractors and 
 adjudication for the award of a contract. 
  
Contractor performance reports also allow for the contractor to benchmark its performance 
against national norms – thus encouraging performance improvement. 
 
This standard sets out: 
 
 the process and responsibilities by which the contractor performance report is to be 

completed; and 
 the information required. 
 
The standard is limited to General Building and Civil Engineering classes of construction 
works within tender values equivalent to cidb Grade 1. 
 

2. Terms and Definitions 
 
For the purposes of this document, the following terms and definitions apply: 
 
class of construction works:  the class of construction works referred to in Schedule 3 of 
the Construction Industry Development Regulations 2004 as amended and published in 
terms of the Construction Industry Development Board Act of 2000 (Act 38 of 2000); 
 
Construction Industry Development Board (CIDB):  the board established in terms of the 
Construction Industry Development Board Act of 2000 (Act 38 of 2000); 
 
contract amount:  financial value of the contract at the time of the award of the contract, 
exclusive of all allowances and any value added tax or sales tax which the law requires the 
employer to pay to the contractor;  
 
contractor: person or organization that contracts to provide the goods, services or 
engineering and construction works covered by the contract; 
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employer: person or organization entering into the contract with the contractor for the 
provision of goods, services, or engineering and construction works; 
 
employer's representative: person authorized to represent the employer and named as 
such in the contract data;  
 
practical completion certificate: a certificate issued in terms of a contract by the employer, 
signifying that the whole of the construction works have reached a state of readiness for 
occupation or use for the purposes intended, although some minor work may be 
outstanding; 
 
NOTE: Practical completion is commonly understood to be a state of readiness for 
occupation of the whole works although some minor work may be outstanding. Practical 
completion in a construction works contract occurs when: 
 
a) FIDIC Short Form of Contract: the date when the Employer considers that the Works 

have been completed in accordance with the Contract, except for minor outstanding 
work and defects which will not substantially affect the use of the Works for their 
intended purpose; 

b) GCC 2010: "Practical Completion" means the date when the Engineer certifies that the 
whole or portion of the Works has reached a state of readiness, fit for the intended 
purpose, and occupation without danger or undue inconvenience to the Employer, 
although some work may be outstanding; 

c) JBCC Minor Works Agreement: the date when the principal agent decides that the 
completion of the works has substantially been reached and can be used for the purpose 
intended; 

d) NEC3 Engineering and Construction Short Contract: the date when the Employer 
decides that the Contractor has completed the works in accordance with the Works 
Information except for correcting notified Defects which do not prevent the Employer 
from using the works and others from doing their work. 

 
reporting officer: employer’s representative or his/her delegated representative that is 
authorized to  complete the contractor performance reports on behalf of the employer.  
 

3 Requirements 
 
3.1 Submission of Contractor Performance Reports 
 
Completed contractor performance reports (see Annex 1) must be submitted by the reporting 
officer to the employer’s representative: 
 
i) where no dispute exists, within 15 working days of the date of issuance of a certificate of 

practical completion of a contract; or 
ii) where a dispute exists, within 15 working days of the date of receipt of the outcome of the 

dispute (see Item 3.3). 
 
NOTE: Contractor performance reports should only be completed for contracts which reach 
practical completion.   
 

3.2 Completion of Contractor Performance Reports 
 
The reporting officer is responsible for the completion of the contractor performance reports 
on behalf of the employer on issuance of a certificate of practical completion. To be in a 
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position to make factual assessments against the evaluation criteria in the contractor 
performance report on the contractor’s performance, the reporting officer must: 
 
 be experienced in contract management; and 
 have frequent and direct liaison with the contractor. 
 
Taking cognizance of the time requirements of Item 3.1, each contractor performance report 
must be discussed with the contractor, who must be given the opportunity to comment on 
the assessment.  The reporting officer must respond to any issues raised by the contractor in 
writing, and the contractor’s comments and the written response by the reporting officer must 
form part of the contractor performance report.  The contractor performance report must then 
be signed off by the employer’s representative. 
 
The contractor performance reports must be signed off by the reporting officer, the 
contractor and the employer’s representative. 
 

3.3 Right of Reply / Appeal 
 
Where significant differences of opinion exist between the reporting officer and the 
contractor which cannot be resolved by the parties, the contractor has the opportunity to a 
review of the contractor performance report by a senior member within the employer’s 
organization, and who is not associated with the project concerned. 
 
The resulting contractor performance report after the review must be signed by the senior 
member within the employer’s organization and witnessed by the reporting officer and the 
contractor. 
 
The reporting officer will forward this copy of the contractor performance report to the 
employer.
